RESOLUTION OF THE SENATE
Delivered on the 12 session held on 31t May 2023

on the Proposal for a Directive of the European Parliament and of the Council amending
Directive (EU) 2015/413 facilitating cross-border exchange of information on road-safety-
related traffic offences (Senate Print No. N 32/14, COM (2023) 126)

The Senate

I.

Supports
the Position of the Government, which disagrees with the majority of provisions of the
Proposal for a Directive;

. Welcomes

efforts to increase road safety and effectiveness of sanctioning of traffic offences with cross-
border element;

. Does not, however, consider

the Proposal to be an effective instrument for achieving these objectives, because it would
primarily lead to a significant increase of administrative burden, personnel requirements and
financial costs for public budgets, without it being clear that this would be offset by the
income from recovered sanctions (the estimated extent to which the new rules would
contribute to decreasing the number of victims of traffic accidents is speculative);

States

that this disproportionate burden would arise especially from the following requirements:

- sharing of information on the end user, as defined in the Proposal, because this
information is not officially registered in the Czech Republic and it is also not possible
to automatically identify persons detected by traffic cameras;

- significant increase in the scope of documents and information that would have to be
presented and handed over to alleged traffic offenders, without identifying specific legal
problems arising from the current form of the information letter;

- inadequately short deadlines for the exchange of information and delivery of documents;
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obligation to hand over (i.e. draw up) the information letter to the suspects in the
relevant language on the spot during the road control;

unclear requirement of judicial review of the information letter;

collection of new categories of data, because the power to sanction traffic offences is
decentralised in the Czech Republic and thus, for example, the total number of registered
traffic offences listed in the Directive which were detected automatically or without the
identification of the liable person on the spot is not being registered;

unclear provisions on the CBE Portal, which should not be interpreted as a basis for an
obligation of relevant authorities to communicate individually with road users;

5. Therefore calls for
amendments to the Proposal for a Directive that will significantly decrease the
administrative burden associated with it;

6. Furthermore calls for

clarification of definitions of traffic offences, to which the Directive shall newly apply;
the Senate is surprised that the Directive shall not apply in particular to any traffic
offences which resulted in a traffic accident, while it shall apply for example to
dangerous parking;

a minimum data retention period of one year to vehicle registers in the event of changes,
so that the legislation itself does not undermine the achievement of its objectives;

the Government to inform the Senate no later than on 30™ September 2023 about the way
this Resolution was taken into account and about the further conduct of negotiations;
2. Authorises
the President of the Senate to forward this Resolution to the European Commission.
