the Position of the Government on the Proposal for a Directive, especially as regards

- the disapproval of the possibility to make credit available, as an exception, even to
a customer who is likely to not meet the obligations, which violates one of the
most important safeguards of consumer protection included in this Proposal;

- the request to clarify the purpose of review in case of automatic profiling of the
client from the point of view of administrative burden;

- the disapproval of price regulation of consumer credits, because this will not
reduce the demand for credits, only shift it to unregulated (grey) market, where
neither the consumer protection rules nor boni mores are respected;

- the request to clarify the method of calculation of at least 4 % of the turnover of
the regulated entities as the maximum amount of a fine in case when the turnover
of the enterprise comprises not only of providing consumer credits, but also of
other activities;
