Scnatul Rominiei acxaminatpropunerea de Regulament al Parlamentului FEuropean si al
Consiliului privind Fondul curopean pentru afaceri maritime si activitati pescarcsti si de abrogare
a  Regulamentului (UE) nr. 508/2014 al Parlamentului - European si al  Consiliului—
COM(2018)390tmal - conform Protocolului (nr.2) ancxat Tratatului de la Lisabona, de
modificare a Tratatului privind Uniunca Europeana si a Tratatului de instituire a Comunitétii
Luropene, semnat la Lisabona la 13 decembrie 2007,

Avand in vedere raportul Comisiei pentru Afaceri Europene din 21 septembrie 2018, plenul
Senatului. in sedinta din data de 26 scptembrie 2018, a constatat urmdtoarele:

1. Considerd ¢a prezenta propunere de Regulament al Parlamentului Luropean si al
Consiliului privind Fondul curopcan pentru afaceri maritime si activititi pescaresti si
de abrogare a Regulamenwlui (UE) nr. 508/2014 al Parlamentului European si al
Consiliului respecta principiul subsidiaritatii.

Considera ¢a prezenta propunere de Regulament al Parlamentului European si al
Consiliului privind Fondul european pentru afaceri maritime si activitigt pesciresti si
de abrogare a Regulamentului (UE) nr. 508/2014 al Parlamentulut Furopean si al
Consiliului  nu  respectd  principiul  proportionalitatii, intrucat Romania  este
dezavantajala din urmatoarele considerente:

a.  dezvollarea pescuitului costier cu ambarcatiuni mici este nesustenabil in zona
Marii Negre. putind afecta exploatarea durabild la Marea Neagra;

b. din cauza lipsei capacitali de pescuit suficiente si specifice locatici resurset
piscicole peste izobata de 12 m. nu se poate asigura dezvoltarca scctorului si a
accesului la resursa: desi principiul egalitatit accesului fa acecasi resursa
piscicola {in Marea Neagrd) este cuprins In prezenta propuncre. punerea
acestuia in practicd detavorizeaza Romania:

¢.  Romania are alocald o capacitate de pescuit de 10 ori mai micd decat cea a
Bulgarici. din cauza inadvertentelor administrative ale pericadelor anterioare
(anit 2009 2010y si din cauza alocarit disproportionate si defavorabile

Romdniei a cotelor de pescuit la Marea Neagrd in raport cu Bulgaria, adica
709 Bulgaria si 30% Romania:

d. Romidnia nu poate bencficia in totalitate si Tn conditii de acces egal de
prevederile propuncrii de regulament si de actualul regulament aflat Tn vigoare
din cauza lipsei accesului la resursa din motive tehnice, adica lipsa capacitatii
dc pescuil.

Avand in vedere considerentele de la punctul 2, subpunctele a-d, interesul Romanici
cstc rcnegocierea capacitatii de pescuit fnaintea aplicirii prezentului proicct de
Regulament.

Notcaza cd temciul juridic al propuncrii se bazeazi pe articolul 42, articolul 43
alineatul (2), articolul 91 alineatul (1), articolul 100 alincatul (23, articolul 173
alineatul (3), articolul 175, articolul 188, articolul 192 alineatul (1), articolul 194
alineatul (2). articolul 193 alincatul (2) si articolul 349 din TFUE.

Certificd validitatea formei juridice alesc, accea de regulament,

Apreciazd eforturile Comisiei de claborarc a propunerii dec regulament privind
finantarca ondului Europcan pentru Afaceri Maritime si de Pescuit 2017-2021, care
constituic premisa unei implementiri de succes a Politicii Comune in domeniul
Pescuitului, cu conditia asigurarii repartizirii sanselor egale si echilatii pentru toate
Statele Membre,

Considerd ca:

a.  propuncrea de regulament privind FEPAM sc Tnscric, in general, in directia
solicitatd de statele membre, inclusiv de Romania, de continuitate, flexibilizare
si simplificare;

b. flexibilitatea gi continuitatea suferd un regres in materic de forma a sprijinului
acordat, investitiile in acvacultura $i procesare putdnd beneficia doar de
instrumente (inanciare, nu si de granturi, ca pani acum.

¢. accasti schimbarc ar putea avea un cfect contrar celui dorit pentru dezvoltarea
acvaculturii §i a procesarii in uncle state membre, conducand la intarzierea
acordarii sprijinului $i la inadecvarea instrumentelor financiarc pentru toate
tipurile de investitii din acvacultura si procesare. Avand in vedere importanta
sa ca potential fumizor de hrana de calitate si de alternativdi la pescuitul
comercial, reducind astfel presiunea pe resursa halicuticid din mari si oceane.
acvacultura ar trcbui sa beneficieze de un sprijin $i mai consistent, astfel incét
rata de co-finantarc sa fie crescuta fatd de nivelul propus in propunerea de
regulament EPAM (de cxemplu la investitii Tn acvaculturd” intensitatca
sprijinului si creasca dec la 30% la cel puiin 70% pentru granturi).

Recomanda urmitoarele:

a.  Rcconsiderarea propunerii in sensul cresterii acestcia in functie de nevoile
sectorului de pescuit si acvacullurd, contextul strategic al bazinului Marii
Negre, obligatiile de implementare ale PCP, importanta pescuitului in ape
intcrioare — fluviul Dunarea (cel mai marc segment al acestuia se afla in
Romania) si Delta Dunirii si lacurile de acumulare cu un mare potential de
acvaculturd, avind In vedere propunerea de alocare financiard pentru Romania;

b.  Adaptarea unor clemente la nevoile specifice ale statelor membre. Este foarte
importantd, beneficd si necesard imbunatatirca propunerii de regulament, in
special in ceea ce privesle cresterea alocarii financiare destinate Romaniei, a
intensitatii sprijinului public acordat proiectclor de investitii pentru pescuit si
acvaculturdt si a corectiilor alocirii in mod echitabil. proportional si just, a
capacitatilor de pescuit §i a cotelor de pescuit la Marea Neagra:

¢.  Cresterea ratelor de eofinantare pentru anumite actiuni care aduc plus valoare
sectorului de pescuit si acvaculturii. cum ar 1
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introducerea stimularii tinerilor pescari/acvacultori;

sprijinirea activnilor inovatoare la nivel local;

sprijinirca activitatii si intiintarii fermclor de acvacultura intensiva;
productia furajelor de calitate, nepoluante si cu randamente ridicate;
treeerea partiald sau totala pe energic verde pentru alimentarea utilajelor
folosite in acvaculturi;

implementarea standardelor de mediu:

actiuni sociale in cadrul strategiilor de dezvoltare locala:

investitii pentru viabilizarea siturilor de acvacultura si maricultura (de
exemplu dezvoltarea  infrastructuriit  de  acces citre  siturile  de
acvacultura, decolmatare, protectia siturilor de maricultura, asigurarca
de utilitati ale siturilor de acvaculturd/maricultura etc.);

regarding

the Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on the
European Maritime and Fisheries Fund and repealing Regulation (EU) No 508/2014 of the

European Parliament and of the Council
COM(2018)390 final

The Romanian Senate cxamined the Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of
the Council on the Enropean Maritime and Fisherics Fund and repealing Regulation (EU) No
508/2014 of the European Parliament and of the Council - COM(2018) 390 final -according tothe
provisions of the Treaty of Lisbon (Protocol no. 2).

Taking into account the report of September 21, 2018 of the permanent Committee for European
Affairs, the Plenum of the Senate, during its scssion of September 26, 2018, ascertains as

follows:

A. Considers that the present Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the
Council on the European Maritime and Fisheries Fund and repealing Regulation (EU) No
508/2014 of the European Parliament and of the Council respects the principle of
subsidiarity.

B. Considers that the present Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the
Council on the European Maritime and Fisheries Fund and repealing Regulation (EU) No
508/2014 of the European Parliament and of the Council does not respect the principle of
proportionality, as Romania is disadvantaged for the following reasons:

the development of small-scale coastal fishing is unsustainable in the Black Sea
area, affecting the snstainable exploitation of the Black Sea:

duc to insufficient fishing capacity and specific location of the fish stock over the
12 m isobath. the development of the sector and the access to the resource can not
be ensured; although the principle of equal access to the same fishery resource (in
the Black Sca) is included in this proposal, its implementation does not favor
Romania;

Romania has a fishing capacity 10 times lower than that of Bulgaria, due to
administrative inadvertencies of previous periads (2009-2010) and due to
Romania's disproportionate and unfavorable allocation of fishing quotas to the
Black Sea in relation 10 Bulgaria, ie 70% Bulgaria and 30° Romania:

4. Romania cannot bencefit fully and under cqual access conditions from the provisions
of the proposed regulation and the current regulation in force because of lack of
access (o the resource due to technical reasons, ic lack of fishing capacity.

By taking into account the considerations of point B, subpoint -4, Romania’s intcrest
resides in the re-negotiations of its fishing capacity prior Lo the application of the hereof
regulation.

Notes that the legal basis of the proposal is based on Article 42, Article 43 (2), Article 91
(1), Article 100 (2), Article 173 (3), Article 175, Article 188. Article 192 paragraph |,
Article 194 (2), Article 195 (2) and Article 349 TEFEL.

Certifies the validity of the chosen legal form, that of the regulation.

Appreciates the Commission's cfforts to develop the proposal for a regulation on the
financing of the European Maritime and Fisherics Fund 2017-202 1, which is the premise of
a successtul implementation of the Common Fisheries Policy, provided that cqual
opportunitics and equity are allocated to all Member States.

Considers that:

I. the proposal for a regulation on the FEPAM is broadly in line with the Member
States, including Romania, for continuity, flexibility and simplification;

2. flexibility and continuity suffer a regression in the form of support, investment in
aquaculture and processing, which can only benelit from financial instruments. not
from grants, as it has been done so far.
this change could have an adverse effect on the desired devclopment of aquaculturce
and processing in some Member States, lcading (o the delay in providing support
and inadequate financial instruments for all types of investment in aquaculture and
processing. Considering its importance as a potential supplier of quality food and an
alternative to commercial fishing. thus reducing pressure on fish stocks from scas
and occans, aquaculture should receive even more consistent suppart so that the co-
linancing ratc be increased compared to the proposed level within the proposed
FEPAM Regulation (cg in "investments in aquaculture”, the intensity of support Lo
be increased from 50% to at least 70% for grants).

Recommends the following:

. Reconsideration of the proposal in line with the nceds of the fishing and
aquaculture sector, the strategic context of the Black Sca basin, the implementation
obligations of the CFP, the importance of inland fishing - the Danube River (whose
largest part lies in Romania) and the Danube Delta and storage lakes with great
aquaculture potential, considering the financial allocation proposal for Romania;
Adaptation of some clements (0 the specific needs of Member States. It is very
important, beneticial and necessary to improve the proposal. in particular as regards
the increase in the financial allocation for Romania. the intensity of public support
to investment projects for fisheries and aquaculture and the correction of cquitable,
proportionate and fair allocation of capacity fishing and fishing quotas on the Black
Sea:

3. Increasing co-financing rates for certain actions that add value to the fisheries and
aquaculture scclor, such as:

introducing stimulation of young fishcrmen / aquaculture:

supporting innovative actions at local level:

supporting the activity and setting up of intensive aquaculture farms:

production of quality, non-polluting and high-yield feed:

partial or total switch to green cnergy for the supply of equipment used in

aquaculturce;

implementation of environmental standards:

g- social actions in the framework of local development strategies:
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h. investments for the viability of aquaculture and mariculture sites (eg
development of infrastructure for access to aquaculture sites, unclogging,
protection of mariculture sites, provision of aquaculture / mariculture sites
utilities, etc.):

i. diversification of incomes from aquaculture and fisherics;

J.  protecting biodiversity;

k. compensatory payments for temporary cessation of fishing - periods of
prohibition in inland and marinc waters by specics;

Offering grants with a 100% co-financing intensity targeting complex investments
to protect species important for the European biodiversity of high cconomic value
and subject to intensive fishing.
