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I. INLEDNING

1. Forslaget presenterades av Europeiska kommissionens ordforande, Jean-Claude
Juncker, vid dennes arliga tal i Europaparlamentet om tillstdndet i unionen i Strasbourg

den 12 september 2018.
2. De viktigaste delarna av forslaget dr foljande:

. Att man 1 alla medlemsstater ska avskaffa sdsongsbaserade tidsomstéllningar pa
ett harmoniserat sitt frdn och med den 1 april 2019, efter en sista dverging till

sommartid den 31 mars 2019.
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J Att medlemsstaterna ska ha moéjlighet till en sista Gvergéng tillbaka till standardtid
(’vintertid”) den sista sondagen 1 oktober 2019.

o Att man oavsett medlemsstaternas rétt att sjdlva bestimma sin standardtid ska
infora ett informationssystem enligt vilket medlemsstater som vill fordndra sin
standardtid ytterligare 1 framtiden bor informera kommissionen minst sex manader

innan dndringen trider i kraft.

II. ARBETET I OVRIGA INSTITUTIONER

I Europaparlamentet har utskottet for transport och turism utsetts till ansvarigt utskott
for detta drende och Marita ULVSKOG (S&D, SE) till féredragande. Forslaget till
betdnkande dr dnnu inte tillgidngligt. Sex andra utskott (utskottet for miljo, folkhilsa och
livsmedelssikerhet, utskottet for industrifragor, forskning och energi, utskottet for den
inre marknaden och konsumentskydd, utskottet f6r jordbruk och landsbygdens
utveckling, utskottet for réttsliga frdgor och utskottet for framstillningar) kommer att

yttra sig om forslaget.

Europeiska ekonomiska och sociala kommittén antog ett yttrande vid

plenarsammantradet den 17 oktober 2018.

III. ARBETET I RADETS FORBEREDANDE ORGAN

5.  Forslaget lades fram for arbetsgruppen for landtransporter den 13 september 2018 och
behandlades vid fem ytterligare tillfdllen i september och oktober 2018.

6.  Pa detta stadium vidhaller samtliga delegationer en granskningsreservation mot
forslaget, liksom mot det kompromissforslag som ordférandeskapet lade fram under
diskussionerna och det som aterfinns i bilagan.

7. Vid de olika diskussionsrundorna i arbetsgruppen for landtransporter fokuserade man
framfor allt pa foljande punkter:
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8.  Vad giller huvudfrdgan for forslaget, huruvida tidsomstéllningarna tva génger per ar bor
avskaffas i samtliga EU-medlemsstater, var delegationerna generellt ppna for att
diskutera fragan. De flesta av dem meddelade dock att de dnnu inte var klara med
relevanta nationella samrad med berorda parter och mellan ministerier, och darfor hade
de dnnu ingen slutgiltig stindpunkt. Flera delegationer uttryckte sitt stod for forslaget
medan vissa andra delegationer hellre ville behélla sdsongsbaserade tidsomstéllningar
pa sitt territorium, framst pa grund av att det saknas vederhiftiga tillgdngliga bevis for
de mojliga fordelar som avskaffandet av tidsomstéllningar skulle kunna innebéra. Nagra
medlemsstater hanvisade till tillgangliga beldgg for att det nuvarande systemet skulle
vara det mest ldmpliga. Eftersom forslaget inte atfoljs av ndgon konsekvensbedémning
uppmanade flera delegationer kommissionen att genomfora en detaljerad
konsekvensbedomning som kan hjélpa medlemsstaterna att fatta ett vilgrundat och

samstdmmigt beslut.

9.  Angéende frigan om vilken “’standardtid” som EU-medlemsstaterna skulle f6lja om
man slutade att stilla om tiden tva génger per ar understrok samtliga delegationer att en
harmoniserad och vil samordnad strategi for hela EU dr n6dvéndig for att undvika
fragmentering och “lapptécken av tidszoner” och for att se till att EU:s inre marknad

fungerar vil.

10. Med tanke pa den tid som krévs for att man ska kunna genomfora och utvérdera alla
nationella samrad och for att mdjliggdéra en noggrant samordnad strategi med
grannlidnder och andra EU-medlemsstater, ansdg de flesta delegationer att det planerade

tillimpningsdatumet, den 1 april 2019, vore alltfor optimistiskt.

11. Tva delegationer tog, med stod av flera andra, upp fragor av rittslig karaktér angaende
artiklarna 1 och 2 1 forslaget och valet av artikel 114 1 EUF-fordraget som rittslig grund.
Dessa och nagra andra rittsliga frdgor diskuterades vid arbetsgruppens mote

den 25 oktober 2018.

13.

For att bemota medlemsstaternas oro kring tidsramen for direktivets tillimpning lade
ordforandeskapet fram ett kompromissforslag! vid arbetsgruppens méte
den 22 oktober 2018 som skjuter upp direktivets tillimpning till den 1 april 2021. Detta

tillvigagangssitt vilkomnades av delegationerna och sags som ett steg i rétt riktning.

Vid transportministrarnas informella mote 1 Graz den 29 oktober 2018 uttryckte
medlemsstaternas foretrddare sin uppskattning 6ver att man borjat diskutera forslaget,
men understrok att ytterligare samrad krévs innan radets forberedande organ kan

fortsitta diskussionerna.

IV. SLUTSATSER

14.

Mot bakgrund av ovanstdende kan det konstateras att mer tid kommer att behovas for att
medlemsstaterna ska kunna faststélla sin slutgiltiga stindpunkt om forslagets viktigaste
delar. Radet uppmanas darfor att notera de framsteg som har uppnatts i behandlingen av

det foreslagna direktivet.

Proposal for a
DIRECTIVE OF THE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND OF THE COUNCIL
discontinuing seasonal changes of time and repealing Directive 2000/84/EC

(Text with EEA relevance)
THE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND THE COUNCIL OF THE EUROPEAN UNION,

Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, and in particular Article 114

thereof,

Having regard to the proposal from the European Commission,

After transmission of the draft legislative act to the national parliaments,

Having regard to the opinion of the European Economic and Social Committee?,
Acting in accordance with the ordinary legislative procedure,

Whereas:

(1) Member States chose in the past to introduce summer-time arrangements at national level. It
was, therefore, important for the functioning of the internal market that a common date and
time for the beginning and end of the summer-time period be fixed throughout the Union. In
accordance with Directive 2000/84/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council3, all
Member States currently apply summer-time arrangements from the last Sunday in March

until the last Sunday in October of the same year.

In its resolution of 8 February 2018, the European Parliament called on the Commission to
conduct an assessment of the summer-time arrangements provided by Directive 2000/84/EC
and, if necessary, to come up with a proposal for its revision. That resolution also confirmed
that it is essential to maintain a harmonised approach to time arrangements throughout the

Union.

The Commission has examined available evidence, which points to the importance of having
harmonised Union rules in this area to ensure the proper functioning of the internal market
and avoid, inter alia, disruptions to the scheduling of transport operations and the functioning
of information and communication systems, higher costs to cross-border trade, or lower
productivity for goods and services. Evidence is not conclusive as to whether the benefits of

summer-time arrangements outweigh the inconveniences linked to a biannual change of time.

A lively public debate is taking place on summer-time arrangements and some Member States
have already expressed their preference to discontinue the application of such arrangements.
In the light of these developments, it is necessary to continue safeguarding the proper
functioning of the internal market and to avoid any significant disruptions thereto caused by
divergences between Member States in this area. Therefore, it is appropriate to put an end in a

coordinated way to summer-time arrangements.

This Directive should not prejudice the right of each Member State to decide on the standard
time or times for the territories under its jurisdiction and falling under the territorial scope of
the Treaties, and on further changes thereto. However, in order to ensure that the application
of summer-time arrangements by some Member States only does not disrupt the functioning
of the internal market, Member States should refrain from changing the standard time in any
given territory under their jurisdiction for reasons related to seasonal changes, be such change
presented as a change of time zone. Moreover, in order to minimise disruptions, inter alia, to
transport, communications and other concerned sectors, they should notify the Commission in
due time of their intention to change their standard time and subsequently apply the notified
changes. The Commission should, on the basis of that notification, inform all other Member
States so that they can take all necessary measures. It should also inform the general public

and stakeholders by publishing this information.

Therefore, it is necessary to put an end to the harmonisation of the period covered by summer-
time arrangements as laid down in Directive 2000/84/EC and to introduce common rules
preventing Member States from applying different seasonal time arrangements by changing
their standard time more than once during the year and establishing the obligation to notify
envisaged changes of the standard time. This Directive aims at contributing in a determined
manner to the smooth functioning of the internal market and should, consequently, be based
on Article 114 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, as interpreted in

accordance with the consistent case-law of the Court of Justice of the European Union.

This Directive should apply from 1 April [...] 2021, so that the last summer-time period
subject to the rules of Directive 2000/84/EC should start, in every Member State, at 1.00 a.m.,
Coordinated Universal Time, on [...] 28 March [...] 2021. Member States that, after that
summer-time period, intend to adopt a standard time corresponding to the time applied during
the winter season in accordance with Directive 2000/84/EC should change their standard time
at 1.00 a.m., Coordinated Universal Time, on [...] 31 October [...] 2021, so that similar and
lasting changes occurring in different Member States take place simultaneously. It is desirable
that Member States take the decisions on the standard time that each of them will apply as

from [...] 2021 in a concerted manner.

Implementation of this Directive should be monitored. The results of this monitoring should
be presented by the Commission in a report to the European Parliament and to the Council.

That report should be based on the information that is made available to the Commission by
the Member States in a timely fashion to allow for the report to be presented at the specified

time.

Since the objectives of this Directive as regards harmonised time arrangements cannot be
sufficiently achieved by the Member States but can rather be better achieved at Union level,
the Union may adopt measures, in accordance with the principle of subsidiarity as set out in
Article 5 of the Treaty on European Union. In accordance with the principle of
proportionality, as set out in that Article, this Directive does not go beyond what is necessary

to achieve those objectives.
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(10) The harmonised time arrangements should be applied in accordance with the provisions on
the territorial scope of the Treaties specified in Article 355 of the Treaty on the Functioning of

the European Union.
(11) Directive 2000/84/EC should therefore be repealed,

HAVE ADOPTED THIS DIRECTIVE:

Article 1
1. Member States shall not apply seasonal changes to their standard time or times.

2. Notwithstanding paragraph 1, Member States may still apply a seasonal change of their
standard time or times in [...] 2021, provided that they do so at 1.00 a.m., Coordinated
Universal Time, on [...] 31 October [...] 2021. The Member States shall notify this decision in

accordance with Article 2.

Article 2

1. Without prejudice to Article 1, if a Member State decides to change its standard time or times
in any territory under its jurisdiction, it shall notify the Commission at least [...] 18 months
before the change takes effect. Where a Member State has made such a notification and has
not withdrawn it at least [...] 18 months before the date of the envisaged change, the Member

State shall apply this change.

2. Within 1 month of the notification, the Commission shall inform the other Member States

thereof and publish that information in the Official Journal of the European Union.

Article 3

1. The Commission shall report to the European Parliament and to the Council on the

implementation of this Directive by 31 December [...] 2026 at the latest.

2. Member States shall provide the Commission with the relevant information by 30 April [...]

2026 at the latest.
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Article 4

1.  Member States shall adopt and publish, by 1 April [...] 2021 at the latest, the laws, regulations

and administrative provisions necessary to comply with this Directive. They shall forthwith

communicate to the Commission the text of those provisions.

They shall apply those provisions from 1 April [...] 2021.

When Member States adopt those provisions, they shall contain a reference to this Directive

or be accompanied by such a reference on the occasion of their official publication. Member

States shall determine how such reference is to be made.

2. Member States shall communicate to the Commission the text of the main provisions of

national law which they adopt in the field covered by this Directive.

3. Article 2 shall apply as from 1 April 2020.

Article 5

Directive 2000/84/EC is repealed with effect from 1 April [...] 2021.

Article 6

This Directive shall enter into force on the twentieth day following that of its publication in the

Official Journal of the European Union.
