DOCUMENT PARTIALLY ACCESSIBLE TO THE PUBLIC (22.04.2015) 

 

1. In accordance with Article 10 (1) of the Council Regulation (EU) No 729/2014 of 24 June 

2014 on denominations and technical specifications of euro coins intended for circulation, 

Belgium submitted to the Council a draft design of a 2 euro commemorative coin 

commemorating the 200th anniversary of the Battle of Waterloo. Members States have been 

notified of this submission on 26 February 2015. 

2.  In accordance with Article 10 (4) of Council Regulation (EU) No 729/2014, within seven 

days following this submission, any Member State whose currency is the euro has the right 

to raise an objection to the draft design submitted by Belgium if the draft design is likely to 

create adverse reactions among its citizens.  

3. Members States are herewith informed that France submitted such an objection on 5 March 

with the letter in annex. 
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4. In accordance with Article 7 of the said Regulation, the Council shall decide without delay 

on the approval of the draft design, unless, within seven days following the submission of a 

reasoned opinion, Belgium withdraws its submission and informs the Council of its intention 

to submit a new draft design. 
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
