The Senate 

 

I.  

 

1. Supports 

the position of the Government; 

 

2. Agrees 

with the need to adapt the current TEN-E framework to the climate targets of the EU and at 

the same time appreciates that the proposal preserves also the main principles and objectives 

of this framework, such as ensuring the security of supply, connecting regions currently 

isolated from European energy markets, strengthening existing cross-border 

interconnections or cooperation with third countries;  
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3. Emphasises 

that decarbonisation of the economy and achieving climate neutrality must always be carried 

out in a cost-efficient way; 

 

4. Is of the opinion 

that the proposal should respect technological neutrality, take into account individual 

conditions of the Member States and should not restrict the right of the Member States to 

decide on their energy mix;  

 

5. Considers it important 

to utilize, to the maximum possible extent, the existing gas infrastructure in the deployment 

and integration of renewable and low carbon gases (hydrogen, biomethane, etc.), because 

this is the most cost-efficient way to develop infrastructure for these new types of gases; 

 

6. Is of the opinion,  

that integration of electricity from renewable sources must be carried out evenly and in a 

coordinated manner and must not threaten the stability of transmission systems and energy 

security not only of the EU as a whole but also of individual Member States; 

 

II. 

1. Requests 

the Government to inform the Senate no later than on 30 June 2021 about the way this 

Resolution was taken into account and about further development of negotiations; 

 

2. Authorises
