The Senate  

 

I.  

 

1. Considers 
the proposals to be contributive in terms of better and faster ensuring a high level of 

protection of human health and the environment; 

 

2. Positively assesses 
the strenghtening of the independence of scientific advice;  

 

3. Agrees 

that the European Chemicals Agency (ECHA) should be entrusted with specific tasks in the 

procedures relating, inter alia, to the assessment of exemption requests in the field of 

chemicals; 
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4. Welcomes 

the provision for ECHA to publish parts of its opinions, which may serve the needs of 

manufacturers of electrical and electronic equipment; 

 

5. Agrees with the Government 
that the Commission should set a timetable for the adoption of its decision on the opinions 

of ECHA committees on the assessment of exemption requests, which would be of 

particular benefit primarily for SMEs;  

 

6. Supports 
the establishment of a common data platform on chemicals which will contribute to the 

consolidation of data on these substances;  

 

7. Places emphasis 

on ensuring a high level of data protection in human biomonitoring;  

 

8. Appeals for 

sanctions to be both proportionate and effective in relation to the enforcement of obligations 

against private parties (i.e. business operators and laboratories); 

 

II. 

1. Requests the Government to inform the Senate no later than on 31st July 2024 about the way 

this Resolution was taken into account;   

2. Authorises the President of the Senate to forward this Resolution to the European
