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Statement by Georgia 

Regarding the Membership Application to the European Union 

Whereas, Georgia as a European State reaffirms its commitment to the democratic values 

enshrined in the Founding Treaties of the European Union, such as: democracy, rule of law, 

equality, protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms, including respect for minority 

rights; 

Whereas, under Article 49 of the Treaty on European Union, any European State which respects 

common values may apply for the membership of the European Union; 

Whereas, the overwhelming majority of the Georgian population, firmly and unalterably 

supports the membership of the European Union; 

Whereas, while rooted in the historical and constitutional legacy of the 1921 Constitution, as 

well as embodying values of the First Democratic Republic of Georgia, the Constitution of 

Georgia stipulates that the constitutional bodies shall take all measures to ensure the full 

integration of Georgia into the European Union; 

Whereas, throughout its long history, Georgia has always belonged to the European culture and 

civilization and has been making its valuable contribution to its preservation and further 

development; 

Whereas, since the restoration of its state independence, Georgia has been persistently striving 

towards European integration; 

Whereas, Georgia has been an Associated Partner of the European Union since 2014 and 

successfully implements the obligations under the Georgia-EU Association Agreement; 

Georgia's application for membership is hereby submitted to the Council of the European 

Union with the request to initiate the relevant procedures as provided by the Treaty on 

European Union. 
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
