THE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND THE COUNCIL OF THE EUROPEAN UNION,

Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, and in particular

Article 207(2) thereof,
Having regard to the proposal from the European Commission,
After transmission of the draft legislative act to the national parliaments,

Acting in accordance with the ordinary legislative procedure’,

Position of the European Parliament of 29 April 2015 (not yet published in the Official
Journal) and decision of the Council of 28 May 2015.
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Whereas:

(D) Council Regulation (EEC) No 3030/93" entered into force on 9 November 1993 and was
applied as from 1 January 1993.

2) On 22 August 2012, the Russian Federation acceded to the World Trade Organization. As
a consequence, the Republic of Serbia remained the last country with which the European

Union had a bilateral agreement on trade in textiles.

3) On 29 April 2008, the Stabilisation and Association Agreement between the European
Communities and their Member States, of the one part, and the Republic of Serbia, of the

other part® was signed. It entered into force on 1 September 2013.

Therefore, the possibility to impose safeguard measures through that mechanism has

expired.
(6) For reasons of legal certainty, Regulation (EEC) No 3030/93 should therefore be repealed,
