on the Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on measures
to reduce the cost of deploying gigabit electronic communications networks and repealing
Directive 2014/61/EU (Gigabit Infrastructure Act)/Senate Print no. N 031/14, COM(2023) 94/

The Senate

I.

Supports
the position of the Government of the Czech Republic to this Proposal;

. Perceives

that digitalisation of the Czech Republic and the European Union is crucial for maintaining
the competitiveness of both Czech and European businesses, and that the high-speed
communication networks are essential tool for achieving this goal;

. Emphasizes in particular that

the final version of the Regulation must not contravene the constitutional order of the Czech
Republic, as regards expropriation and compulsory limitation of property rights, and must
not violate the basic rules of administrative proceedings (e.g. the rights of the parties to the
proceeding);

some of the deadlines (e. g. shortening the deadline for dispute resolution or the deadline for
completing the digitalisation of the single information point) are not realistic and cannot be
applied in practice;

it 1s necessary to clarify and refine the individual rules and procedures so that they are
clearly applicable, unambiguous, do not contain too many exceptions and do not impose
additional administrative burdens; it is also necessary to make clear that any Commission
guidance on the application of Articles 3, 5 or 9 of the Regulation is non-binding and must
not be used as a basis for imposing an obligation on Member States to change the
interpretation of their procedural rules;

Resolution was taken into account and about the further development of negotiations;
