UVOoD

V souladu se strategii EU proti Sifeni zbrani hromadného ni€eni, kterou piijala Evropské rada
v prosinci roku 2003 (dokument 15708/03), se ma kazdé pololeti vypracovat zprava o pokroku
v provadéni uvedené strategie. Tato zprava o pokroku se tyka ¢innosti provedenych béhem prvniho

pololeti roku 2015.

V souladu s cili Evropské bezpe€nostni strategie a strategie EU proti $ifeni zbrani hromadného
niceni a s cili uvedenymi v novych pokynech pro ¢innost (dokument 17172/08) jsou hlavni zasady

EU v této oblasti 1 nadale tyto:

1) ucinny multilateralismus, v€etné prosazovani vSeobecné platnosti mezinarodnich smluv, umluv
a dal$ich nastroju, jakoz i jejich provadéni jednotlivymi staty, a to prostiednictvim

diplomatického usili a finan¢ni pomoci tietim zemim a mezinarodnim organizacim;

i1) tésna spoluprace s partnery a dal§imi tfetimi zemémi, zamétend na Usili o globalni sblizovani
nazort na potebu posilovat mezinarodni rezim nesifeni. V rdmci dvoustrannych vztaht EU se
vSemi prislusnymi zemémi, zejména béhem zasedani v ramci politického dialogu
1 prostfednictvim neformalnéjsich kontaktd, je 1 nadéle vyvijeno Gsili o feSeni problematiky

nesifeni;
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1i1) ucelné a doplitkkové vyuzivani veskerych dostupnych nastroji a financ¢nich zdroji — rozpoctu
SZBP, nastroje piispivajiciho ke stabilité¢ a miru a dalSich nastrojii — s cilem maximalizovat

dopad ¢innosti EU zamétené na dosazeni cilti zahrani¢ni politiky EU.

Proto rovnéz dochézi k t€sné koordinaci prace s ¢innostmi provadénymi EU v ramci Sirs$i

bezpecnostni politiky a pfedchdzeni konfliktim.

Hlavni poradce ESVC a zvlastni vyslanec pro nesifeni a odzbrojeni zastupoval EU na fadé
kli¢ovych mezinarodnich zasedani konanych v prvni poloviné roku 2015 (zejména se jednalo

o zasedani skupiny fediteld G7 pro neSifeni, které se uskutecnilo v lednu v Cachach a v bieznu
v Hamburku, hodnotici konferenci stran Smlouvy o nesifeni jadernych zbrani, ktera se v konala

v dubnwkvétnu/ 2015, a konzultace s fadou tietich zemi o otazkach nesiieni a odzbrojent).

V prvni poloving roku 2015 se zvlastni vyslanec zaméfil na:

- zvySeni usili o dodrzovani Smlouvy o nes$ifeni jadernych zbrani, zejména v souvislosti
s ptipravami hodnotici konference stran Smlouvy o nesifeni jadernych zbrani konajici se
v roce 2015 (NPT 2015); Tato otazka je pro EU i nadale klic¢ovou prioritou, nebot’ mimo jiné
ptimo souvisi i s diilezitymi regionalnimi vyzvami tykajicimi se §iteni v franu a KLDR. EU
pokracovala v podpofe procesu vytvareni zony bez zbrani hromadného nic¢eni na Blizkém
vychodé¢. Zvlastni vyslanec byl pravidelné v kontaktu s finskym zprosttedkovatelem,

velvyslancem Jaakkem Laajavou, v souvislosti se svolavanim helsinské konference;

- pokracujici podporu iniciativy tykajici se mezinarodniho kodexu chovani pro ¢innosti
v kosmickém prostoru, a to rozsadhlymi informa¢nimi ¢innostmi pofadanymi pro ¢lenské staty

OSN;
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- prosazovani vSeobecné platnosti Smlouvy o vSeobecném zékazu jadernych zkousek a jejiho
vstupu v platnost, jakoZz i vétsi zviditelnéni informacnich ¢innosti EU v této oblasti, a to
1 v kontextu riiznych akci, jako byla naptiklad dubnova akce konana v Izraeli, na niz byl zahajen
proces podavani informaci o priitbéhu integrovaného cviceni v terénu zaméteného na inspekce
na misté (IFE14), které uspotfadala Organizace Smlouvy o vSeobecném zdkazu jadernych
zkousek v listopadu roku 2014 v Jordansku, jakoZ 1 hodnotici konference Smlouvy o neSifeni

jadernych zbrani konana v roce 2015;

- posileni nebo zahdjeni dialogii o nesifeni s hlavnimi partnery mimo EU a pokra¢ovani
v zafazovani problematiky neSifeni do dvoustrannych vztaht EU se vSemi ptisluSnymi zemémi,

zejména prostiednictvim zasedani v rdmeci politického dialogu i méné formalnich kontaktd.

1. JADERNE OTAZKY

Pracovni skupina Rady EU pro nesiieni v izké spolupraci s pfislusnymi delegacemi EU aktivné
prispivala k piipravam stanovisek EU pro hodnotici konferenci NPT konanou v dubnu/kvétnu 2015,
zasedani Rady guvernéri MAAE konand v bfeznu a ¢ervnu, bieznové zasedani posilenych
kontaktnich mist Rezimu kontroly raketovych technologii, kvétnové fadné vyrocni zasedani
signataiskych stath Haagského kodexu chovani, cervnové plenarni zasedani globalni iniciativy pro
boj proti jadernému terorismu (GICNT) a ¢ervnova plenarni zasedani Skupiny jadernych
dodavateli. Prislusné delegace EU koordinovaly ¢innost zaméfenou na piipravu piispévk EU pro
dal$i mezinarodni zasedani, naptiklad pro zasedani Piipravné komise pro CTBTO a jejich

pomocnych organt, jakoz i pro dalsi ptislusna jednani, na néz se vztahuje jeji mandat.
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1.1 Hodnotici konference Smlouvy o neSifeni jadernych zbrani konana v roce 2015

(New York 27. dubna — 22. kvétna 2015)

Dne 20. dubna byly piijaty zavéry Rady obsahujici postoje EU pro devatou hodnotici konferenci
stran Smlouvy o nesifeni jadernych zbrani (dokument 8079/15). Na zaklad¢ téchto zavéri Rady
bylo na uvedené¢ akci finalizovano a vydano obecné prohlaseni EU, jakoz i prohlaseni EU pro kazdy
ze tf1 hlavnich vyborl hodnotici konference. Obecné prohlaSeni EU vydala vysoka predstavitelka,
mistopfedsedkyné¢ Komise Federica Mogheriniova béhem druhého dne konference (28. dubna).
Konferenci byly ptedlozeny tii pracovni dokumenty EU, tykajici se: 1) Smlouvy o vSeobecném
zékazu jadernych zkousek, 2) zaruk a 3) nové smérnice (EURATOM) o bezpecnosti. EU uspotadala
béhem konference dvé doprovodné akce: prvni (konana 8. kvétna) byla vénovana podpote
Haagského kodexu chovani proti Sifeni balistickych raket a druhé (konané 14. kvétna) byla
zamétena na jadernou bezpecnost a zabezpeceni. Piestoze se na hodnotici konferenci nepodaftilo
piijmout na zaklad¢ konsensu vysledny dokument, akéni plan piijaty na hodnotici konferenci
Smlouvy o nesifeni jadernych zbrani konané v roce 2010 ziistava v platnosti a EU bude 1 nadéle

podporovat jeho komplexni, vyvazené a vécné plné provadeni.

1.2 Mezinarodni agentura pro atomovou energii (MAAE)

EU nadale posilovala podporu Mezindrodni agentufe pro atomovou energii ve Vidni. EU je i nadéle
jednim z hlavnich darcti Fondu jaderného zabezpeceni, pti¢emz od roku 2004 jiz vyclenila
prispévky ve vysi téméi 40 miliond EUR (vCetn€ nejnovéjsiho zavazku poskytnout agenture

8,05 milioni EUR na zéklad€ rozhodnuti Rady 2013/517/SZBP ze dne 21. fijna 2013, kter¢ je praveé

provadéno).
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Pokud jde o jaderné zabezpeceni, EU pfispéla svymi odbornymi technickymi znalostmi ke
vzdélavacim aktivitdm a k pracovnim seminaitim poradanym MAAE a cilovymi tfetimi zemémi za
ucelem posileni schopnosti pro boj proti nedovolenému obchodovani s jadernymi a dal$imi
radioaktivnimi materidly. EU a MAAE pokracovaly v koordinaci své podpory tietim zemim v této
oblasti. Ve dnech 4. a 5. inora 2015 se v prostorach Evropské komise v Lucemburku uskute¢nilo
tieti vyrodni zasedani vysokych tiednikit EU-MAAE, zahrnujici zastupce ESVC, Evropské
komise/Euratomu a MAAE na vysoké urovni. Cilem zasedani vysokych ufednikil je posileni
spoluprace ve vSech oblastech ¢innosti MAAE, vétsi zviditelnéni piispévkit EU a prohloubena
koordinace opatteni EU, aby byla zajisténa doplnkovost Cinnosti stiedisek excellence EU v oblasti
CBRN s ¢innostmi MAAE v oblasti jaderného zabezpeceni a zamezilo se jejich vzajemnému
piekryvani (za timto uc¢elem EU — prostfednictvim Spole¢ného vyzkumného stfediska Evropské

komise — spolu s MAAE provadéji praktickéd opatfeni, jimiz se fidi jejich spoluprace).

Od roku 2008 se EU prostfednictvim zavéra Rady zavazala ptispét ¢astkou az 25 milionit EUR do
banky slabé obohaceného uranu pod dohledem MAAE (IAEA LEU). EU ptevedla na podporu
banky ¢astku 20 miliond EUR z néstroje pfispivajiciho ke stabilit¢ a miru. Dalsi pfispévek, ve vysi
az 5 milioni EUR, ma byt na zaklad¢ rozhodnuti Rady poskytnut z rozpoctu SZBP. Schvaleni ze
strany Rady zavisi na pokroku ve finalizaci a schvalovani riiznych dohod, véetné dohody

o hostitelském statu mezi MAAE a Kazachstanem.
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Pokud jde o jaderné zaruky, Reditelstvi Evropské komise pro jaderné zaruky i nadale uplatiiuje
zéaruky na veskery civilni jaderny material ve vSech 28 ¢lenskych statech EU, pticemz rocni
rozpo&et dosahuje vyse piiblizng 20 milionit EUR. Cinnosti vénované kontrolam zaruk jsou
koordinovany v tésné spolupraci s MAAE. MAAE a Komise neustale posiluji vzajemnou
spolupraci v této oblasti s cilem optimalizovat vyuzivani lidskych a finan¢nich zdroja a zaroven
zachovat maximalni moznou uc¢innost danych zaruk. EU rovnéz nadéle poskytovala agentuie
MAAE vyznamnou technickou podporu v oblasti jadernych zaruk prostfednictvim programu

Evropské komise zaméteného na podporu zaruk.

Zatimco EU vy¢lenila 10 miliont EU na podporu mezinarodniho projektu, jehoz cilem je rozsitit
a zmodernizovat laboratof v rakouském Seibersdorfu vénujici se zarukdm (pfi¢emz jiz byla
vyplacena ¢astka 9,5 milionu EUR), MAAE se obratila na mezinarodni darce véetné¢ EU, aby

rovnéz prispéli na modernizaci seibersdorfské laboratote jadernych aplikaci.

Evropské komise ve spolupraci s MAAE zahdjila na urovni odborniki proces, jehoz cilem je
posoudit a podpofit zlepSeni databdze MAAE vénované nedovolenému obchodovani tak, aby
reagovala na potfeby uzivatelii. Byl vypracovan dokument obsahujici osvéd¢ené postupy v oblasti
kultury harmonizovaného predkladani zprav, jenz byl ptedlozen MAAE. V fijnu roku 2013 byl

v zajmu modernizace prostiedkll podavani zprav zahajen vyvoj on-line verze formuléfe pro

oznamovani incidenttl (INF), jenz bude brzy finalizovan.

V ramci nového nastroje pro spolupraci v oblasti jaderné bezpecnosti (na obdobi let 2014-2020) EU
pfislibila 3,5 milionu EUR na podporu projektii zamétenych na spolupraci v oblasti jaderné
bezpecnosti, které provadi tato agentura. Kromé tohoto piimého piispévku EU a MAAE uzce
spolupracuji, zejména pak v zajmu feSeni problematiky lokalit starych zatézi z t€zby uranu ve
Stedni Asii v ramci koordina¢ni skupiny zabyvajici se lokalitami starych zatézi z t€Zby uranu
(CGULS), jakoz i v ramci fora pro regulativni spolupraci (RCF), jez koordinuje mezindrodni
podporu poskytovanou regula¢nim organiim stat zahajujicich nové jaderné programy (Bélorusko,

Jordansko, Vietnam).
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Finan¢ni prostiedky, které EU poskytla MAAE v ramci spole¢nych akei I az IV a rozhodnuti Rady
V pomohly MAAE pokrocit v Gsili o posileni jaderného zabezpeceni ve ttetich zemich, pficemz
priorita byla pfikladéna statim s nejvétsi potiebou posilit kontrolu radioaktivniho a jaderného
materialu, &imz bylo podpofeno snizovani rizik. Usili bylo zaméFeno na posileni legislativni

a regulaéni infrastruktury stat, pokud jde o jaderné a jiné radioaktivni materidly, na opatfeni

v oblasti jaderného zabezpeceni pro jaderny a jiny radioaktivni material, ktery je pouzivan,
uskladiiovan a pfepravovan, a jejich souvisejici zafizeni, a na schopnost statd zajistit jaderny

a radioaktivni material, ktery je mimo vnitrostatni regula¢ni kontrolu, aby tak zem¢, jez jsou
ptijemci pomoci, mohly plnit své vnitrostatni i mezinarodni zavazky. K dalSimu posileni jaderného
zabezpeceni v celosvétovém meétitku a lepSimu evropskému zabezpeceni prispiva nejnovejsi
rozhodnuti Rady (MAAE VI, 2013/517/SZBP), ptijaté dne 21. fijna 2013, jehoZ prostfednictvim
bude poskytnuta podpora ¢innostem MAAE realizovanym v ramci planu jaderného zabezpeceni na

obdobi 2014 az 2017, a to ptredevsim v oblastech uvedenych vyse.

1.3 Smlouva o v§eobecném zakazu jadernych zkousek (CTBT)

EU se aktivn¢ zasazovala o to, aby v brzké dob¢ vstoupila v platnost CTBT, a to na zakladé
rozhodnuti Rady 2012/699/SZBP ze dne 13. listopadu 2012 na podporu Organizace Smlouvy

o vSeobecném zékazu jadernych zkouSek (CTBTO) a prostiednictvim informac¢ni ¢innosti zaméfené
na vSechny staty, které tuto smlouvu dosud nepodepsaly ¢i neratifikovaly, véetné zbyvajicich stat
uvedenych v ptiloze II, jejichz ratifikace je pro vstup smlouvy v platnost nutna. EU nadale zvysuje
v riznych kontextech informovanost o této smlouve, mimo jiné na zasedanich v ramci politického

dialogu, aby byl dén dalsi impuls k jeji ratifikaci.

Vysoka predstavitelka, mistopiedsedkyn¢ Komise Federica Mogheriniova se béhem hodnotici
konference NPT 2015 v New Yorku setkala v rdmci dvoustranného zasedani s vykonnym
tajemnikem Ptipravné komise pro CTBTO Lassinou Zerbem. Evropské unie rovnéz predlozila na

hodnotici konferenci pracovni dokument o CTBT.
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Zvlastni vyslanec pro nesifeni a odzbrojeni se zacastnil akce CTBTO na vysoké urovni, kterd se
konala v dubnu v izraelském Ramat Ganu v rdmci pracovniho seminafre na téma ,,Integrované
cviceni v terénu zaméfené na inspekce na misté (2014): informace o pribehu a dalsi kroky*,

a osobn¢ se seznamil s vysledky cviceni IFE14 a vyplyvajicimi zavéry. V této souvislosti vystoupil
s ptispévkem, v némz zduraznil politickou i finan¢ni podporu, kterou EU poskytuje v zajmu

vSeobecné platnosti a i¢inného uplatiovani CTBT.

Jaderné zkouska, kterou provedla KLDR dne 12. unora 2013, a rizika dalSich moznych zkousek
jasné prokazaly skutec¢ny vyznam kontrolniho systému CTBTO, ktery je v soucasné dob¢ vyvijen

a ktery EU podporuje prostfednictvim rozhodnuti Rady. Byly mobilizovany tymy CTBTO, aby
vSem zemim, které podepsaly CTBT, poskytly ptislusné udaje ohledné horké linky pro informovani
&initelt rozhodujicich o téchto otazkach. Usili spojené s idrZbou sité pomocnych seismickych
stanic, podporované prostiednictvim spole¢nych akei / rozhodnuti Rady €. I az V, a provadéni
Mezinarodniho datového centra CTBTO, které shromazd’uje, analyzuje a sdili idaje pochazejici ze
sité stanic, pfispéji k nezbytné udrzitelnosti systému. Déle je nanejvys diilezité podporovat
prozatimni technicky sekretariat CTBTO pii provadéni dalSich cvieni, jako je cvi¢eni konané

v Jordansku za t¢elem vyzkouseni a zlepSeni opera¢nich schopnosti rezimu inspekci na miste.
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1.4 Regionalni zaleZitosti (Iran, KLDR)

EU je 1 nadéle zcela odhodlana vyvijet usili o dosaZeni diplomatického feSeni iranské jaderné
otazky prostfednictvim jednani na zédkladé Smlouvy o nesifeni jadernych zbrani a plného
uplatiiovani vsech ptislusnych rezoluci Rady bezpecnosti OSN a rady guvernéra MAAE.
Bezproblémové provadéni prozatimni dohody — znamé jako spole¢ny akéni plan —, které dosahla
skupina E3/EU+3 a fran v listopadu roku 2013 v Zenevé a ktera byla prodlouzena do dne

30. Cervna 2015, zajistilo nezbytny prostor pro probihajici diplomaticky proces. Poté, co bylo
zahajeno provadéni spole¢ného akéniho planu, EU jakozto zprostiedkovatel jednani o jadernych
otazkach v ramci skupiny E3+3 (Cina, Francie, Némecko, Rusko, Spojené kralovstvi a Spojené
staty) vstoupila v jednani s franem, jejichZ cilem je dosahnout dlouhodobého komplexniho feseni
iranské jaderné otazky, jak je stanoveno ve spole¢ném akénim planu. Na zasedani konaném dne

2. dubna 2015 v Lausanne dosahla vysoka predstavitelka EU spolu s ministry zahrani¢nich véci
skupiny E3+3 a franu politického porozuméni ohledné kli¢ovych aspektii komplexni dohody

o iranské jaderné otazce. Od té doby se na trovni politickych feditelii a odborniki pracuje tom, aby
do konce Cervna, kdy vyprsi prozatimni dohoda, bylo porozuméni z Lausanne formulovano do
pisemné dohody. Soubézné s jednanimi ve formatu E3/EU+3 je cilem ramce spoluprace mezi
MAAE a Iranem vyiesit veskeré soucasné i minulé oteviené otazky, véetné otazek souvisejicich

s piipadnym vojenskym rozmérem. V ramci spoluprace mezi MAAE a franem se uskuteénilo
né&kolik setkani na technické trovni. fran viak dosud neprovedl dvé zbyvajici prakticka opatieni ani
nenavrhl Zadna nova prakticka opatieni jako soucast tietiho kroku v rdmci spoluprace, a to i ptes

dalsi zadosti této agentury.
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EU je i nadale znepokojena tim, Ze fran vyviji a testuje balistické rakety a kosmické nosné
prostiedky a porusuje tak rezoluce Rady bezpecnosti OSN 1737, 1747, 1803, 1835 a 1929. EU tyto
¢innosti opakované odsoudila, nebot’ predstavuji riziko uzptsobeni jaderného vybusného zatizeni
pro vojenské ucely. Pokud jde o KLDR, EU je i nadéale krajn€¢ znepokojena probihajicim rozvojem
jejiho jaderného programu a programu tykajicich se balistickych raket, jakoz i tim, jakou politickou
prioritu pfedstavuje pro tamni rezim zlepSeni jadernych schopnosti této zemé. EU tento stat i nadale
naléhavé vyzyvala, aby plnil své zavazky piijaté podle pfisluSnych rezoluci Rady bezpe¢nosti OSN,
a to mimo jiné i tim, Ze zcela, prokazatelné a neodvratné zanecha vsech stavajicich jadernych
programt, programu tykajicich se dal§ich zbrani hromadného niceni i programu tykajicich se
balistickych raket. EU opétovné vyzyvala KLDR, aby znovu zacala plnit zavazky ohledn¢ zaruk
vyplyvajici ze Smlouvy o nesiteni jadernych zbrani a v rimci MAAE a poskytla MAAE
pozadovany pfistup k fyzickym osobam, dokumentaci, vybaveni a zatizenim. EU vytrvale
podporuje obnoveni procesu Sestistrannych jednani a vyzvala KLDR, aby se navratila

k ditvéryhodnym a opravdovym mezinarodnim jednanim. Kromé provadéni rezoluci Rady
bezpecnosti OSN zavedla EU rovnéz dodate¢na autonomni omezujici opatieni, v€etné posileni
kontrol tykajicich se zbozi dvojiho uziti a Sifeni konven¢nich zbrani. EU opét naléhave vyzvala
KLDR, aby ratifikovala CTBT a upustila od jakychkoli dalSich provokativnich krokti. KLDR
nadale porusuje rezoluce Rady bezpecnosti OSN 1695, 1718, 1874, 2087 a 2094 a EU toto

poruSovani co nejdliraznéji odsuzuje.
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2. KONFERENCE O ODZBROJENI / SMLOUVA O ZAKAZU VYROBY STEPNYCH
MATERIALU PRO JADERNE ZBRANE NEBO JINA JADERNA VYBUSNA ZARIZENI

EU je nadale odhodlana prosazovat jaderné odzbrojovani a kontrolu zbrani na zakladé smlouvy

a zduraziuje potiebu obnovit mnohostranné Usili a dat novy impuls mnohostrannym vyjedndvacim
orgadniim, zejména Konferenci o odzbrojeni, a v této souvislosti zvazuje moznosti, jako je jeji
budouci rozsiteni. Pokracujici patova situace, véetné pretrvavajici neschopnosti dohodnout se na

pracovnim programu, je i nadale zdrojem znepokojeni.

EU opétovné vyzyva k bezprostiednimu zahajeni a brzkému uzavieni jednani v ramci Konference
o odzbrojeni ohledné Smlouvy o zdkazu vyroby St€pnych materidlli pro jaderné zbrané nebo jina
jaderna vybusna zafizeni na zéklad¢ dokumentu CD/1299 a mandatu v ném obsazeného, pficemz se
i nadale jedna o jasnou prioritu. EU vyzyva vSechny staty, které tak dosud neucinily, aby okamzit¢
vyhlésily a dodrzovaly moratorium na vyrobu $tépnych materialti pro jaderné zbrané¢ nebo jina
jaderna vybusna zatizeni a aby odstranily zafizeni, jez jsou urena k produkci $t€pnych materiala
pro jaderné zbrané, nebo aby je ptebudovaly tak, aby slouZzily vyhradné k jinému nez vybusnému
vyuziti. EU vita opatfeni té€ch z péti statl vlastnicich jaderné zbrané, zejména dvou ¢lenskych statt

EU, které¢ ptislusnd moratoria vyhlasily a uvedena zatizeni odstranily ¢i pfebudovaly.

EU rovnéz vita konstruktivni jednani a zdarné zavrSeni zasedéani skupiny vladnich odborniki
konana v roce 2014 a 2015 a vyjadtila presvédceni, ze souvisejici zprava bude slouzit jako zaklad

pro budouci jednani.
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3. CHEMICKE ZBRANE

Dne 17. tnora bylo pfijato rozhodnuti Rady EU 2015/259/SZBP na obdobi let 2015-2017, jimz
bylo Organizaci pro zdkaz chemickych zbrani (OPCW) poskytnuto piiblizné 2,5 milionu EUR na
podporu ¢innosti, jako je prosazovani v§eobecné platnosti, vnitrostatni provadéni, mezinarodni
spoluprace, program zaméteny na Afriku a vyuzivani poznatkl ziskanych v rdmci mise v Syrii.
Uvedené rozhodnuti Rady ptfedstavuje jiz Sesty dobrovolny ptispévek, jenzZ EU od roku 2005
poskytuje na ¢innosti OPCW jako vyraz trvalé podpory a uznani vyznamné prace, kterou tato

organizace provadi.

EU nadale poskytovala podporu Organizaci pro zakaz chemickych zbrani (OPCW) v z4jmu
eliminace syrského programu chemickych zbrani.
