Rakety technologijy kontrolés rezimo (MTCR) sustiprinty kontaktiniy
centry susitikimui, geguzés mén. metiniam reguliariam susitikimui dél Hagos kovos su balistiniy
rakety platinimu elgesio kodekso, birzelio mén. Pasaulinés kovos su branduoliniu terorizmu
iniciatyvos (GICNT) plenariniam posédziui ir Branduoliniy tiekéjy grupés (NSG) plenariniams
posédziams. Atitinkamos ES delegacijos pagal savo jgaliojimus koordinavo darba rengiant ES
nuomones, skirtas kitiems tarptautiniams susitikimams, pavyzdziui, CTBTO parengiamosios

Remiantis minétomis Tarybos iSvadomis, ES
bendras pareiskimas ir ES pareiSkimai dél kiekvieno i$ trijy pagrindiniy perziiiros konferencijos
komitety buvo baigti ir pristatyti renginio metu. Vyriausioji jgaliotiné ir Komisijos pirmininko
pavaduotoja F. Mogherini pateiké ES bendrg pareiSkima per antraja konferencijos dieng (balandzio
28 d.). Trys ES darbo dokumentai buvo pateikti Konferencijai dé¢l: 1) CTBT, 2) apsaugos priemoniy
ir 3) naujosios EURATOMO saugos direktyvos. ES Konferencijoje surengé du papildomus
renginius: vieng, skirtg paremti Hagos kovos su balistiniy rakety platinimu elgesio kodeksa
(surengtas geguzés 8 d.) ir kitg branduolinés saugos ir saugumo klausimais (surengtas geguzés

14 d.). Nors perzitiros konferencijoje nepavyko bendru sutarimu priimti rezultaty dokumento, vis
dar galioja 2010 m. NPT perziiiros konferencijoje priimtas veiksmy planas, ir ES toliau skatins

visapusiska, subalansuoty ir realy visiSka jgyvendinima.

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Tesiant branduolinio saugumo tema, dalindamasi technine kompetencija ES taip pat prisidéjo prie
TATENA organizuojamy mokymy ir seminary, skirty tre¢iosioms valstybéms, kad biity pagerinti jy
kovos su neteiséta prekyba branduolinémis ir kitomis radioaktyviosiomis medziagomis pajégumai.
ES ir TATENA toliau derino Sioje srityje savo teikiamg parama treciosioms valstybéms. Treciasis
ES ir TATENA metinis vyresniyjy pareiginy susitikimas, kuriame dalyvavo EIVT, Europos
Komisijos / Euratomo ir TATENA vyresnieji pareigiinai, buvo surengtas 2015 m. vasario 4-5 d.
Europos Komisijos patalpose Liuksemburge. Siy vyresniyjy pareigiiny susitikimy tikslas —
intensyvinti bendradarbiavimg visose TATENA veiklos srityse, didinti ES jnas§y matomumg ir
toliau derinti ES veiksmus siekiant uztikrinti ES ChBRB kompetencijos centry ir TATENA
vykdomos veiklos branduolinio saugumo srityje tarpusavio papildomuma ir iSvengti jos
dubliavimosi (Siuo tikslu ES — pasitelkdama Europos Komisijos Jungtinj tyrimy centrg — ir

Be Sios tiesioginés paramos ES ir TATENA glaudziai bendradarbiauja, visy pirma
siekiant tvarkyti seniau eksploatuotas urano kasyklas Vidurinéje Azijoje vadovaujant Koordinavimo
grupei seniau eksploatuoty urano kasykly klausimais ir remiantis Bendradarbiavimo reguliavimo
srityje forumu, kuris koordinuoja tarptauting paramg dalyvauti pradedanciy Saliy (Baltarusija,

Jordanija, Vietnamas) reguliavimo institucijoms.
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Pagal I-IV bendruosius veiksmus ir Tarybos V sprendimg TATENA skirtomis ES 1éSomis prisidéta
prie TATENA pastangy didinti branduolinj sauguma treciosiose valstybése, pirmenybe teikiant
toms valstybéms, kurioms labiausiai reikia stiprinti savo radioaktyviyjy ir branduoliniy medziagy
kontrole taip padedant mazinti rizikg. Daugiausia pastangy buvo skirta valstybiy teisékiiros ir
reguliavimo infrastrukttiros, susijusios su branduolinémis ir kitomis radioaktyviosiomis
medziagomis, stiprinimui, branduolinio saugumo kontrolés priemoniy, susijusiy su branduoliniy ir
kity radioaktyviyjy medziagy naudojimu, saugojimui ir transportavimui bei atitinkama jy jranga,
stiprinimui ir valstybiy geb¢jimy tvarkyti branduolines ir radioaktyvigsias medziagas, kurioms
netaikoma nacionalinio reguliavimo kontrolé, stiprinimui, taip sudarant galimybes pagalba
gaunancioms valstybéms jvykdyti jy nacionalinius ir tarptautinius jsipareigojimus. Naujausiu
Tarybos sprendimu (TATENA VI, 2013/517/BUSP), priimtu 2013 m. spalio 21 d., prisidedama prie
tolesnio branduolinio saugumo visame pasaulyje didinimo ir Europos saugumo stiprinimo, sitilant
paramg TATENA vykdomai veiklai pagal 2014-2017 m.

dialogo susitikimuose, kad biity suteiktas papildomas postiimis ratifikuoti Sutart;.

Niujorke vykstant Sutarties dél branduolinio ginklo neplatinimo 2015 m. perzitiros konferencijai,
Vyriausioji jgaliotiné ir Komisijos pirmininko pavaduotoja F. Mogherini dalyvavo dvisaliame
susitikime su CTBTO parengiamosios komisijos vykdomuoju sekretoriumi Lassina Zerbo. Europos

Sajunga Perzitiros konferencijai taip pat pateiké darbinj dokumentg dél CTBT.
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Specialusis pasiuntinys ginkly neplatinimo ir nusiginklavimo klausimais dalyvavo CTBTO auksto
lygio renginyje, vykusiame seminaro ,,Inspekcijos vietoje integruotos pratybos realiomis sglygomis
2014 m. Ataskaita ir tolesni veiksmai®, surengto balandzio mén. Ramat-Gane (Izraelis), metu, ir
betarpiSkai susipazino su 2014 m. pratyby realiomis sglygomis pirminiais rezultatais ir susijusiomis
isvadomis. Siomis aplinkybémis jis pasake kalba, kurioje akcentavo tiek politine, tiek finansing ES

paramg visuotinio taikymo ir faktinio CTBT jgyvendinimo srityje.

2013 m. vasario 12 d. KLDR atliktas branduolinis bandymas ir galimy buisimy bandymy grésmé
aiskiai parod¢ tikrga CTBTO tikrinimo rezimo, kuris yra dabar plétojamas ir kurj ES remia
priimdama Tarybos sprendimus, svarbg. Buvo mobilizuotos CTBTO komandos siekiant visoms
CTBT pasiraSiusioms valstybéms teikti atitinkamus karstaja linija perduodamus duomenis, skirtus
sprendimus priimantiems subjektams. Pagal [-V bendruosius veiksmus / Tarybos sprendimus
remiamas pagalbiniy seisminiy sto¢iy tinklo techninés priezitiros darbas ir CTBTO Tarptautinio
duomeny centro, kuris renka, analizuoja ir platina i$ sto¢iy tinklo gaunamus duomenis, veikla
prisidés prie butino sistemos darnumo. Be to, itin svarbu remti CTBTO laikinajj techninj
sekretoriatg jam vykdant tolesnes pratybas, pavyzdziui, tokias, kokios jvyko Jordanijoje, siekiant

iSbandyti ir patobulinti inspekcijy vietoje sistemos veiklos pajégumus.
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1.4. Regioniniai klausimai (Iranas, KLDR)

ES toliau déjo visapusiskas pastangas deryby keliu rasti Irano branduolinio klausimo diplomatinj
sprendimg, grindziama NPT ir visapusisku visy atitinkamy JT ST ir TATENA valdytojy tarybos
rezoliucijy jgyvendinimu. 2013 m. lapkri¢io mén. Zenevoje E3/ES+3 ir Irano pasiekto laikinojo
susitarimo (vadinamojo Bendro veiksmy plano), kuris buvo pratestas iki 2015 m. birzelio 30 d.,
sklandus igyvendinimas sudaré reikiamas salygas vykstan¢iam diplomatiniam procesui. Pradéjus
igyvendinti Bendrg veiksmy plang, ES, kaip E3+3 (Kinija, Pranctzija, Vokietija, Rusija, Jungtiné
Karalysté ir Jungtinés Amerikos Valstijos) deryby branduoliniais klausimais tarpininké, pradéjo
derybas su Iranu, kuriose siekiama rasti ilgalaikj visapusiskg Irano branduolinio klausimo
sprendima, kaip numatyta Bendrame veiksmy plane. 2015 m. balandzio 2 d. susitikime Lozanoje
ES vyriausiosios igaliotinés ir E3+3 uzsienio reikaly ministry ir Irano pasiektas politinis susitarimas
dél pagrindiniy parametry, kad biity pasiektas iSsamus susitarimas dél Irano branduolinés veiklos
klausimo. Nuo to laiko darbas vyksta politikos direktoriy ir eksperty lygiu, kad Lozanos susitarimai
biity perkelti i raSytinj susitarimg iki birzelio mén. pabaigos, kai baigiasi laikinojo susitarimo
galiojimas. Lygiagreciai su E3 / ES+3 procesu, TATENA ir Irano bendradarbiavimo sistema yra
skirta visiems esamiems ir ankstesniems neissprestiems klausimams spresti, jskaitant su galimais
kariniais aspektais susijusius klausimus. Buvo surengti keli techniniai susitikimai pagal TATENA ir
Irano bendradarbiavimo sistemg. Taciau, nepaisant pakartotiniy Agentiiros prasymy, Iranas dar
nejgyvendino dviejy likusiy praktiniy priemoniy ir nepasiilé jokiy naujy praktiniy priemoniy pagal

trecigja bendradarbiavimo sistemos dalj.
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ES tebekelia susiriipinimg tai, kad Iranas vis dar kuria ir bando balistines raketas bei neSancigsias
raketas pazeisdamas JT ST rezoliucijas 1737, 1747, 1803, 1835 ir 1929. ES daug karty pasmerke Sig
veikla, kadangi ji kelia rizika, kad bus apsiginkluota branduoliniu sprogstamuoju jtaisu. ES
tebekelia didelj susiriipinima tai, kad KLDR toliau plétoja savo branduoling ir balistiniy rakety
programas, o branduoliniy gebéjimy tobulinimg rezimas laiko politiniu prioritetu. ES toliau ragino
KLDR vykdyti savo jsipareigojimus, kuriuos ji prisiémé pagal atitinkamas JT Saugumo Tarybos
rezoliucijas, be kita ko, visiskai, patikrinamai bei negriZtamai nutraukti visas esamas branduoliniy
ginkly, kity masinio naikinimo ginkly ir balistiniy rakety programas. ES toliau ragino KLDR v¢l
pradéti visapusiskai laikytis NPT ir TATENA nustatyty jsipareigojimy dél saugumo kontrolés
priemoniy ir TATENA prasymu suteikti jai galimybg susitikti su asmenimis, susipazinti su
dokumentais, apZiliréti jrangg ir patekti ] patalpas. ES nuolat rémé siekj atnaujinti Sesiy Saliy deryby
procesg ir ragino KLDR grjzti prie patikimo ir tikro tarptautiniy deryby proceso. ES ne tik
igyvendina JT Saugumo Tarybos rezoliucijas, bet ir pradéjo taikyti papildomas savarankiskas
ribojamasias priemones, jskaitant sustiprintg dvejopo naudojimo prekiy kontrole ir jprastinés
ginkluoteés platinimo kontrole¢. Ji atnaujino savo raginima KLDR ratifikuoti CTBT ir nebevykdyti
provokaciniy veiksmy. KLDR toliau nepaiso JT ST rezoliucijy 1695, 1718, 1874, 2087 ir 2094, tai

labai grieztai pasmerke ES.

BRANDUOLINIAMS GINKLAMS ARBA KITIEMS BRANDUOLINIAMS

ES tebéra pasiryzusi siekti sutartimi grindziamo branduolinio nusiginklavimo ir uztikrinti ginkly
kontrolg, taip pat pabrézia biitinybe¢ atnaujinti daugiasales pastangas ir atgaivinti daugiasSalius
deryby organus, visy pirma Nusiginklavimo konferencija (CD), $iuo atZvilgiu apsvarstant jvairias
galimybes, pavyzdziui, tokias, kurias gali suteikti biisima plétra. Susirlipinima tebekelia tai, kad §i
konferencija vis dar yra aklavietéje, jskaitant tai, kad ji vis dar nesugeba susitarti dél darbo

programos.

ES dar kartg pakartoja savo raginimg Nusiginklavimo konferencijoje nedelsiant pradéti ir anksti
pabaigti derybas dé¢l Daliyjy medziagy gamybos branduoliniams ginklams arba kitiems
branduoliniams sprogstamiesiems jtaisams nutraukimo sutarties, remiantis dokumentu CD/1299 ir
Jjame nustatytais jgaliojimais — tai iSlieka aiSkiu prioritetu. ES ragina visas to dar nepadariusias
valstybes paskelbti ir nedelsiant pradéti taikyti branduoliniams ginklams arba kitiems
branduoliniams sprogstamiesiems jtaisams skirty skiliyjy medziagy gamybos moratoriuma, taip pat
demontuoti branduoliniams ginklams skirty skiliyjy medziagy gamybos objektus arba juos pritaikyti
tik su sprogstamaisiais jtaisais nesusijusiai veiklai. ES palankiai vertina ty penkiy branduolinj
ginklg turinéiy valstybiy, visy pirma dviejy ES valstybiy nariy, kurios paskelbé atitinkamus

moratoriumus ir tokius objektus demontavo arba pakeité jy paskirt;.

ES taip pat palankiai vertina konstruktyvias diskusijas vyriausybiniy eksperty grupés posédziuose
2014 ir 2015 m. ir seékmingg jy uzbaigima ir iSreiske jsitikinima, kad jy ataskaita bus padétas

pagrindas busimoms deryboms.
