Attieciba uz KTDR ES joprojam ir arkartigi nobaZijusies par
to, ka tiek turpinata kodolierocu un ballistisko rakesu programmas attistiSana un ka rezims
kodolsp&ju uzlabosanu ir izvirzijis par politisku prioritati.
