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RAPORT SEMESTRIAL PRIVIND PROGRESELE iNREGISTRATE CU PRIVIRE LA
PUNEREA iN APLICARE A STRATEGIEI UE iMPOTRIVA PROLIFERARII ARMELOR
DE DISTRUGERE iN MASA (2015/1)

INTRODUCERE

In conformitate cu Strategia UE impotriva proliferarii armelor de distrugere in masa, adoptata de
Consiliul European in decembrie 2003 (doc. 15708/03), sunt prevazute rapoarte privind progresele
inregistrate cu privire la punerea in aplicare a strategiei o data la sase luni. Acest raport privind

progresele inregistrate are drept obiect activitatile desfasurate in prima jumatate a anului 2015.

Principiile directoare ale UE in domeniu, in conformitate cu obiectivele Strategiei europene de
securitate, ale Strategiei UE privind neproliferarea ADM, precum si cu Noile linii de actiune

(documentul 17172/08), sunt in continuare:

(1) multilateralismul eficient, inclusiv promovarea universalitatii tratatelor, a conventiilor si a altor
instrumente internationale si punerea in aplicare a acestora la nivel national, prin actiuni

diplomatice si asistenta financiara pentru tarile terte si organizatiile internationale;

(i) cooperarea stransa cu partenerii si cu alte tari terte, actionand in vederea unei convergente
globale de opinii cu privire la necesitatea consolidarii regimului international de neproliferare.
Au continuat eforturile de abordare a chestiunilor legate de neproliferare in cadrul relatiilor
bilaterale ale UE cu toate tarile relevante, In special prin intalniri consacrate dialogului politic

si prin contacte mai putin formale;
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(111) utilizarea eficace si complementard a tuturor instrumentelor si resurselor financiare disponibile
— bugetul PESC, Instrumentul care contribuie la stabilitate si la pace (IcSP), alte instrumente —
pentru a maximiza impactul activitatilor sale Tn urmarirea obiectivelor de politica externa ale

UE.

Prin urmare, lucrarile sunt de asemenea strans coordonate 1n cadrul activitdtilor mai largi intreprinse

de UE in domeniul politicii de securitate si al prevenirii conflictelor.

Consilierul principal, trimis special pentru neproliferare si dezarmare, al SEAE a reprezentat UE
intr-o serie de reuniuni internationale de importanta majora pe parcursul primei jumatati a anului
2015 (in special in cadrul Grupului directorilor pe probleme de neproliferare al G7, care a avut loc
la Aachen in luna ianuarie si la Hamburg in luna martie, al Conferintei de revizuire a TNP din 2015
desfasurate 1n lunile aprilie-mai, precum si al consultarilor privind chestiuni de neproliferare si

dezarmare derulate cu o serie de tari terte).

In primul semestru al anului 2015, trimisul special s-a axat pe:

- consolidarea eforturilor de sustinere a Tratatului de neproliferare nucleara (TNP), in special n
contextul pregatirilor pentru Conferinta de revizuire a TNP din 2015. Aceasta reprezintd in
continuare o prioritate de prim ordin pentru UE, data fiind si relevanta sa directa pentru
provocdrile regionale majore in materie de proliferare din Iran si RPDC. UE a continuat sa
sprijine procesul de instituire a unei zone fara arme de distrugere in masa in Orientul Mijlociu.
Trimisul special a Intretinut contacte periodice cu mediatorul finlandez, ambasadorul Laajava,

in legatura cu convocarea Conferintei de la Helsinki;

- continuarea promovarii initiativei privind un cod de conduita international pentru activitétile din

spatiul cosmic printr-o ampla informare a statelor membre ale ONU;
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- promovarea universalizarii si a intrarii In vigoare a Tratatului de interzicere totald a
experientelor nucleare (CTBT) si cresterea vizibilitatii activitatilor de informare ale UE in acest
domeniu, inclusiv 1n contextul diverselor evenimente precum cel organizat in aprilie in Israel,
care a initiat un proces de informare in urma exercitiului de teren integrat (IFE14) in cadrul
sistemului de inspectii la fata locului al CTBTO, care s-a desfasurat in Iordania in noiembrie

2014, precum si Conferinta de revizuire a TNP din 2015;

- intensificarea/initierea dialogurilor de neproliferare cu partenerii majori din afara UE si
continuarea integrarii chestiunilor legate de neproliferare in cadrul relatiilor bilaterale ale UE cu
toate tarile relevante, in special prin intalniri consacrate dialogului politic si prin contacte mai

informale.

1. CHESTIUNI LEGATE DE DOMENIUL NUCLEAR

Grupul de lucru pentru neproliferare (CONOP) din cadrul Consiliului UE, in stransa cooperare cu
delegatiile UE relevante, a contribuit in mod activ la pregétirea pozitiilor UE pentru Conferinta de
revizuire a TNP din 2015 desfasurata in aprilie-mai, reuniunile Consiliului guvernatorilor AIEA din
martie si iunie, reuniunea punctelor de contact consolidate din martie in cadrul regimului de control
al tehnologiei rachetelor (MTCR), reuniunea ordinard anuala a Codului de conduita de la Haga
(HCoC) din mai, reuniunile plenare ale Initiativei globale pentru combaterea terorismului nuclear
(GICNT) si ale Grupului furnizorilor nucleari (NSG) din iunie. Delegatiile UE relevante au
coordonat activitdtile pentru pregatirea contributiilor UE la alte reuniuni internationale, cum ar fi
cele ale Comisiei pregatitoare a CTBTO si ale organismelor sale subsidiare, precum si alte reuniuni

relevante din cadrul mandatului sau.
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1.1. Conferinta de revizuire a TNP din 2015 (New York, 27 aprilie — 22 mai 2015)

Concluziile Consiliului care cuprind pozitiile UE pentru cea de a noua Conferinta de revizuire a
partilor la TNP au fost adoptate la 20 aprilie (doc. 8079/15). Pe baza concluziilor Consiliului sus-
mentionate, declaratia generald a UE si declaratiile UE pentru fiecare dintre cele trei comisii
principale din cadrul Conferintei de revizuire au fost finalizate si prezentate in cadrul
evenimentului. IR/VP Mogherini a prezentat declaratia generald a UE in a doua zi a conferintei (28
aprilie). Trei documente de lucru ale UE au fost prezentate in cadrul conferintei, si anume cu privire
la: (1) CTBT, (2) garantii si (3) noua directivd Euratom privind siguranta. UE a organizat doua
evenimente colaterale in cadrul conferintei: unul in sprijinul Codului de conduita de la Haga
impotriva proliferarii rachetelor balistice (desfasurat la 8 mai) si un altul privind securitatea si
siguranta nucleard (desfasurat la 14 mai). Desi Conferinta de revizuire nu a fost in masura sa adopte
prin consens un document final, planul de actiune adoptat in cadrul Conferintei de revizuire a TNP
din 2010 ramane valabil, iar UE va continua sa promoveze punerea in aplicare integrala,

cuprinzatoare, echilibrata si substantiala a acestuia.

1.2. Agentia Internationala a Energiei Atomice (AIEA)

UE a consolidat in continuare sprijinul acordat Agentiei Internationale a Energiei Atomice de la
Viena. UE rdméane un donator major al Fondului pentru sigurantd nucleara, cu aproape 40 de
milioane EUR angajate incepand din 2004 (inclusiv cel mai recent angajament, de a oferi agentiei
8,05 milioane EUR, in temeiul Deciziei 2013/517/PESC a Consiliului din 21 octombrie 2013, care

este pusa in aplicare in prezent).
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In ceea ce priveste alte activititi in domeniul sigurantei nucleare, UE a contribuit prin expertiza sa
tehnica la activitatile de formare si la atelierele organizate de AIEA si de tarile terte carora li se
adreseaza, In vederea consolidarii capacitatilor de combatere a traficului ilicit de materiale nucleare
si alte materiale radioactive. UE si AIEA au continuat si-si coordoneze sprijinul acordat tarilor terte
in acest domeniu. Cea de a treia reuniune anuald a naltilor functionari UE-AIEA (SOM), la care au
participat reprezentanti la nivel Tnalt ai SEAE, ai Comisiei Europene/Euratom si ai AIEA, s-a
desfasurat in perioada 4-5 februarie 2015 la sediul Comisiei Europene din Luxemburg. Reuniunile
SOM sunt organizate in vederea consolidarii cooperarii in toate domeniile de activitate ale AIEA, a
sporirii vizibilitatii contributiilor UE si a coordondrii in continuare a actiunilor UE cu scopul de a
asigura complementaritatea si a evita suprapunerea activitatilor intreprinse de centrele de excelenta
din domeniul CBRN ale UE cu cele intreprinse de AIEA in domeniul sigurantei nucleare (in acest
sens, UE — prin intermediul Centrului Comun de Cercetare al Comisiei Europene — si AIEA pun in

aplicare un aranjament practic care asigura orientari pentru cooperarea dintre ele).

Din 2008, UE a angajat, prin concluzii ale Consiliului, pand la 25 de milioane EUR la banca de
uraniu slab imbogatit (LEU) a AIEA. UE a transferat 20 de milioane EUR din cadrul Instrumentului
care contribuie la stabilitate si pace in sprijinul bancii. O contributie suplimentara in valoare de pana
la 5 milioane EUR urmeaza a fi acordata din bugetul PESC, pe baza unei decizii a Consiliului.
Aprobarea Consiliului este Inca In asteptare, depinzand de progresele in finalizarea si aprobarea

diverselor acorduri, inclusiv a acordului de gazduire dintre AIEA si Kazahstan.
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In domeniul garantiilor nucleare, Directia Garantii nucleare a Comisiei Europene continui sa aplice
controlul garantiilor asupra tuturor materialelor nucleare din domeniul civil in toate cele 28 de state
membre ale UE, cu un buget anual de aproximativ 20 de milioane EUR. Activitdtile de control al
garantiilor sunt coordonate in stransa cooperare cu AIEA. AIEA si Comisia isi consolideaza
neintrerupt cooperarea in domeniu, in scopul utilizarii optime a resurselor financiare si umane,
mentinand totodata cea mai inalta eficacitate cu putintd a controlului garantiilor nucleare. De
asemenea, UE a continuat sa ofere sprijin tehnic important pentru AIEA in domeniul garantiilor

nucleare prin intermediul programului de sprijin al Comisiei Europene in domeniul garantiilor.

UE a angajat 10 milioane EUR pentru sprijinirea proiectului international care are drept obiectiv
extinderea si modernizarea laboratorului pentru garantii de la Seibersdorf din Austria (9,5 milioane
EUR fiind deja transferati), in timp ce AIEA s-a indreptat catre donatori internationali, inclusiv UE,

care sa contribuie, de asemenea, la modernizarea laboratorului de aplicatii nucleare din Seibersdorf.

La nivel de experti, Comisia Europeand, in cooperare cu AIEA, a lansat un proces pentru evaluarea
si sprijinirea Tmbunatatirii bazei de date a AIEA privind traficul ilicit ca raspuns la nevoile
utilizatorilor. A fost redactat un document referitor la cele mai bune practici cu privire la cultura
raportarii armonizate, care va fi inaintat catre AIEA. Elaborarea formularului de raportare a
incidentelor pe internet (web-INF), In scopul modernizarii mijloacelor de raportare, a inceput in

octombrie 2013 si va fi finalizatd in curand.

In cadrul noului Instrument pentru cooperarea in materie de securitate nucleara (ICSN 2014-2020),
UE a angajat 3,5 milioane EUR pentru a sprijini proiectele de cooperare in materie de securitate
nucleara puse in aplicare de catre agentie. Pe 1anga aceastd contributie directa, UE si AIEA
coopereaza indeaproape, in special pentru a aborda problema fostelor mine de uraniu din Asia
Centrala in cadrul Grupului de coordonare pentru fostele mine de uraniu (CGULS), precum si in
cadrul Forumului pentru cooperare in materie de reglementare (RCF), care coordoneaza sprijinul

international pentru autoritatile de reglementare ale tarilor implicate (Belarus, lordania, Vietnam).
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Fondurile UE oferite AIEA in temeiul Actiunilor comune I-IV, precum si al Deciziei V a
Consiliului au contribuit la inregistrarea de progrese 1n eforturile depuse de AIEA in directia
consolidarii sigurantei nucleare in tari terte, acordandu-se prioritate statelor care au cea mare nevoie
de a 1si consolida controlul materialelor radioactive si nucleare, acordandu-se astfel asistentd in
privinta reducerii riscurilor. Eforturile s-au axat pe consolidarea infrastructurii legislative si de
reglementare a statelor in ceea ce priveste materialele nucleare si alte materiale radioactive,
masurile de sigurantd nucleara pentru materialele nucleare si alte materiale radioactive utilizate,
depozitate si transportate si instalatiile lor aferente, precum si capacitatile statelor de a trata
materialele nucleare si radioactive care nu fac obiectul controlului national de reglementare, dand
astfel tarilor carora li s-a acordat asistenta posibilitatea de a-si indeplini obligatiile nationale si
internationale. Cea mai recenta decizie a Consiliului (AIEA VI, 2013/517/PESC), adoptatd la

21 octombrie 2013, contribuie la sporirea suplimentara a sigurantei nucleare in Intreaga lume si la
consolidarea securitatii europene, prin acordarea de sprijin pentru activitatile AIEA intreprinse in

cadrul Planului de sigurantd nucleara 2014-2017, cu precadere in domeniile mentionate anterior.

1.3. Tratatul de interzicere totala a experientelor nucleare (CTBT)

UE a promovat activ intrarea in vigoare rapida a Tratatului de interzicere totala a experientelor
nucleare (CTBT), pe baza Deciziei 2012/699/PESC a Consiliului din 13 noiembrie 2012 n sprijinul
Organizatiei Tratatului de Interzicere Totala a Experientelor Nucleare (CTBTO) si prin eforturi de
informare a tuturor tarilor care incd nu au semnat sau ratificat CTBT, inclusiv a ultimelor state
ramase in anexa II, a caror ratificare este necesara pentru intrarea in vigoare a tratatului. UE
continud sensibilizarea cu privire la CTBT in diferite contexte, inclusiv in intalnirile consacrate

dialogului politic, pentru a crea o dinamica suplimentara pentru ratificarea tratatului.

IR/VP Mogherini a avut o intalnire bilaterald cu secretarul executiv al Comisiei pregatitoare a
CTBTO, Lassina Zerbo, in marja Conferintei de revizuire a TNP din 2015 la New York. De
asemenea, Uniunea Europeana a prezentat un document de lucru cu privire la CTBT in cadrul

Conferintei de revizuire.
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Trimisul special pentru neproliferare si dezarmare a participat la evenimentul la nivel inalt al
CTBTO desfasurat in marja atelierului intitulat ,,Exercitiul de teren integrat 2014 in cadrul
sistemului de inspectii la fata locului: informare si calea de urmat”, organizat in aprilie la Ramat-
Gan (Israel) si a observat in mod direct rezultatele si concluziile asociate ale IFE14. In acest
context, acesta a prezentat observatii evidentiind atat sprijinul politic, cat si sprijinul financiar al UE

pentru universalizarea si punerea in aplicare eficace a CTBT.

Testul nuclear efectuat de RPDC la 12 februarie 2013 si riscurile efectudrii de posibile noi teste au
demonstrat fara echivoc importanta reald a regimului de verificare al CTBTO, care este elaborat in
prezent si pe care UE il sprijind prin intermediul deciziilor Consiliului. Echipele CTBTO au fost
mobilizate pentru a pune la dispozitia tuturor tarilor care au semnat CTBT date relevante aferente
liniilor de urgenta, in vederea informarii factorilor de decizie. Eforturile legate de Intretinerea retelei
de statii seismice auxiliare, sprijinite prin Actiunile comune/Deciziile Consiliului I-V, precum si
punerea in functiune a Centrului international de date al CTBTO (care colecteaza, analizeaza si
difuzeaza date provenite de la reteaua de statii) vor contribui la sustenabilitatea necesard a
sistemului. In plus, este extrem de importanta sprijinirea Secretariatului tehnic provizoriu al
CTBTO in efectuarea unor noi exercitii, precum cel desfasurat in Iordania, in vederea testarii si a

imbundtatirii capabilitatilor operationale ale sistemului de inspectii la fata locului.
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1.4. Aspecte regionale (Iran, RPDC)

UE si-a mentinut angajamentul deplin fatd de eforturile in curs destinate gasirii unei solutii
diplomatice la chestiunea nucleara iraniand prin negocieri, pe baza TNP si prin punerea in aplicare
integrald a tuturor rezolutiilor CSONU si ale Consiliului guvernatorilor AIEA relevante. Buna
punere in aplicare a acordului interimar cunoscut sub denumirea de Planul comun de actiune
(PCdA) incheiat intre E3/UE+3 si Iran la Geneva in noiembrie 2013, care a fost prelungit pana la
30 iunie 2015, a furnizat spatiul necesar pentru procesul diplomatic in curs. De la demararea punerii
in aplicare a PCdA, UE, in calitate de facilitator al negocierilor nucleare ale grupului E3+3 (China,
Franta, Germania, Rusia, Regatul Unit si Statele Unite), a lansat negocieri cu Iranul pentru a ajunge
la o solutie cuprinzatoare pe termen lung la problema nucleara iraniana, asa cum se preconizeaza in
Planul comun de actiune. In cadrul reuniunii de la Lausanne din 2 aprilie 2015, Inaltul Reprezentant
al UE si ministrii de externe ai grupului E3+3 si Iranul au ajuns la o intelegere politica privind
parametrii-cheie pentru un acord cuprinzator cu privire la chestiunea nucleara iraniana. De atunci,
se desfasoara lucrari, la nivel de directori politici si la nivel de experti, pentru a transpune
intelegerile de la Lausanne intr-un acord scris pana la sfarsitul lunii iunie, cand expira acordul
interimar. In paralel cu demersul E3/UE+3, cadrul de cooperare dintre AIEA si Iran urmareste si
rezolve toate problemele nesolutionate prezente si trecute, inclusiv cele care se refera la posibile
dimensiuni militare. In temeiul cadrului de cooperare dintre AIEA si Iran, au avut loc mai multe
reuniuni tehnice. Cu toate acestea, Iranul nu a implementat inca cele doud masuri practice
neabordate si nici nu a propus vreo masura practicd noud in cea de a treia etapa a cadrului de

cooperare, in ciuda solicitarilor repetate din partea agentiei.
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UE este in continuare ingrijorata de faptul ca Iranul dezvolta si testeaza rachete balistice si vehicule
de lansare spatiald, incdlcind Rezolutiile 1737, 1747, 1803, 1835 si 1929 ale CSONU. UE a
condamnat in mod repetat activitdtile mentionate, deoarece acestea presupun riscul inerent al
utilizarii unui dispozitiv exploziv nuclear ca arma. In ceea ce priveste RPDC, UE este in continuare
extrem de Ingrijoratd cu privire la evolutia actuald a programelor sale nucleare si de rachete
balistice, precum si cu privire la prioritatea politica stabilitd de regim in privinta ameliorarii
capabilitdtilor sale nucleare. UE a continuat sa indemne RPDC sa isi respecte obligatiile asumate in
temeiul rezolutiilor Consiliului de Securitate al ONU relevante, inclusiv prin renuntarea la toate
programele sale nucleare, cele privind alte arme de distrugere In masa si programele de rachete
balistice existente, intr-un mod complet, verificabil si ireversibil. UE a facut in continuare apel la
RPDC si revind la o respectare deplind a TNP si a obligatiilor de garantii ale AIEA si sa acorde
AIEA accesul solicitat la persoane, documente, echipamente si instalatii. UE a sprijinit si sprijind
permanent reluarea procesului convorbirilor Grupului celor sase si a solicitat RPDC sa revina la
negocieri internationale credibile si autentice. Pe 1anga punerea in aplicare a rezolutiilor Consiliului
de Securitate al ONU, UE a introdus, de asemenea, masuri restrictive autonome suplimentare,
inclusiv un control mai strict al produselor cu dubld utilizare si al proliferarii armelor conventionale.
UE si-a reinnoit apelul la adresa RPDC, solicitandu-i sa ratifice CTBT si s se abtina de la orice nou
act provocator. RPDC continua sa sfideze rezolutiile 1695, 1718, 1874, 2087 s1 2094 ale CSONU,

acest lucru fiind condamnat de UE in termenii cei mai fermi.
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2. CONFERINTA PENTRU DEZARMARE (CD) / TRATATUL DE INTERZICERE A
PRODUCERII DE MATERIAL FISIL PENTRU ARME NUCLEARE SAU ALTE
DISPOZITIVE EXPLOZIVE NUCLEARE

UE isi mentine angajamentul privind dezarmarea nucleara si controlul armelor nucleare pe baza
tratatelor si subliniazd necesitatea de a se reinnoi eforturile multilaterale si de a se reactiva organele
multilaterale de negociere, in special Conferinta pentru Dezarmare (CD), si analizeaza 1n acest sens,
printre altele, posibilitatea de extindere viitoare a acesteia. Blocajul sau curent, inclusiv esecul

constant de a conveni asupra unui program de lucru, ramane un motiv de preocupare.

UE isi reitereaza apelul la demararea imediata si incheierea rapida a negocierilor din cadrul
Conferintei pentru Dezarmare referitoare la un Tratat de interzicere a producerii de material fisil
pentru arme nucleare sau alte dispozitive explozive nucleare, pe baza documentului CD/1299 si a
mandatului inclus 1n acesta, care raman in continuare o prioritate clard. UE face apel la toate statele
care nu au facut inca acest lucru sa declare si sa sustind un moratoriu imediat privind producerea de
material fisil pentru arme nucleare sau alte dispozitive explozive nucleare, precum si si dezafecteze
instalatiile destinate producerii de material fisil pentru arme nucleare sau sa le converteasca
exclusiv pentru o utilizare care nu este de natura exploziva. UE saluta actiunea acelora dintre cele
cinci state care detin arme nucleare, n special a celor doud state membre ale UE, care au declarat

moratorii relevante si au dezafectat sau au convertit astfel de instalatii.

De asemenea, UE saluta discutiile constructive si incheierea cu succes a reuniunilor Grupului de
experti guvernamentali din 2014 si1 2015 si 1si exprima increderea ca raportul lor va pune bazele

pentru negocierile viitoare.
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3. ARMELE CHIMICE

La 17 februarie, a fost adoptata Decizia 2015/259/PESC a Consiliului UE pentru perioada 2015-
2017, care pune la dispozitia OIAC aproximativ 2,5 milioane EUR pentru a sprijini activitati
precum promovarea universalitatii, punerea in aplicare la nivel national, cooperarea internationala,
programul Africa si punerea 1n aplicare a lectiilor invatate in urma operatiei siriene. Aceasta decizie
a Consiliului reprezintd cea de a sasea contributie voluntara a UE la activitatile OIAC incepand din

.....

organizatie.

UE a continuat sprijinirea Organizatiei pentru Interzicerea Armelor Chimice (OIAC) pentru
programul de eliminare a armelor chimice siriene prin prelungirea valabilitatii deciziei privind
contributia la Fondul fiduciar al OIAC cu 12 milioane EUR din IcSP. La cererea OIAC, UE
analizeaza in prezent posibilitatea de a contribui suplimentar la distrugerea instalatiilor siriene

ramase de producere a armelor chimice i stoparea activitatilor conexe.

Decizia 2014/74/PESC a Consiliului din 11 februarie 2014 si Regulamentul (UE) nr. 124/2014 al
Consiliului din 10 februarie 2014 au introdus o derogare privind o eventuala utilizare a activelor
siriene inghetate pentru a acoperi cheltuielile legate de activitatile de verificare si distrugere ale
OIAC in Siria. In noiembrie 2014, UE a adresat o scrisoare directorului general al OIAC, prin care
il informa pe acesta 1n legatura cu posibilitatea mentionata si ii solicita sd abordeze autoritatile
siriene in acest sens. Propunerea a fost transmisa autoritatilor siriene, care nu au acceptat-o pana in

prezent. Cu toate acestea, UE continud sa revina asupra acestei propuneri cu orice ocazie potrivitd si

in declaratiile UE 1n cadrul OIAC.
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In urma celei de a treia Conferinte de revizuire (aprilie 2013) a Conventiei privind armele chimice
(CWC), UE a continuat sa se axeze pe prioritatile sale, in special: (i) incheierea distrugerii
depozitelor existente; (ii) promovarea universalitatii CWC (la 14 octombrie 2013, Siria a devenit cel
de al 190-lea stat parte la conventie); (iii) punerea in aplicare la nivel national in conformitate cu
articolul VII; (iv) trecerea la eforturile de neproliferare; (v) promovarea consolidarii capacitatilor cu
privire la siguranta si securitate in industria chimica in tarile in curs de dezvoltare, in conformitate

cu articolul XI, si raspunsul la utilizarea armelor chimice, in temeiul articolului X.

In ciuda necesittii de a indeplini inca unele dintre obiectivele centrale initiale ale CWC, UE si
statele sale membre au initiat un proces de reflectie pentru a discerne etapa ulterioara distrugerii
armelor chimice si treptat Incep sa aiba in vedere provocdrile pentru viitoarea relevanta (si anume
interzicerea reaparitiei armelor chimice, utilizarea de catre actorii nestatali si teroristi, convergenta
cu biologia) si, prin urmare, eficacitatea conventiei. in acest sens, UE va examina cu atentie nota
OIAC emisa recent, intitulata ,,OIAC 1n 2025: asigurarea unei lumi fara arme chimice”, documentul
S/1252/2015 din 6 martie 2015, cu scopul de a contribui la dezbaterea relevanta din cadrul

organelor competente ale OIAC.
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In ceea ce priveste impactul sprijinului UE, toate tarile care au fost selectate s primeasca asistentd au
utilizat-o pentru remedierea unor lacune tehnice esentiale, ceea ce a permis acestor state-parti sa
inregistreze progrese semnificative in punerea in aplicare a CWC la nivel national. In mod concret, se
poate remarca faptul cd deciziile Consiliului UE raman singurele mijloace posibile de a oferi acest tip de
asistentd pentru abordarea neajunsurilor de la nivelul punerii 1n aplicare. Dintre cele 90 de subproiecte
de implementare nationale realizate de Secretariatul tehnic al OIAC in ultimii ani, aproximativ jumatate
nu ar fi putut fi realizate fara fonduri provenite din actiuni comune / decizii ale Consiliului. In ceea ce
priveste prioritatea UE privind promovarea universalitatii, de 1a adoptarea primei actiuni comune au
aderat la conventie 19 tari 1n total, iar patru dintre cele care au aderat la conventie In 2005 fusesera
implicate intr-o activitate de informare finantata printr-o actiune comuna a UE /decizie a Consiliului;

acesta a fost cazul tuturor tarilor care au aderat in anii urmatori.

4. ARMELE BIOLOGICE

Inaintea celei de a opta Conferinte de revizuire a BTWC (Geneva, noiembrie/decembrie 2016), UE
a desfasurat actiuni In vederea negocierii si a unei eventuale adoptari viitoare atat a unei noi decizii
a Consiliului 1n sprijinul BTWC, cat si a unei pozitii comune a UE 1n vederea urmatoarei Conferinte

de revizuire.

UE este, de asemenea, implicata in sprijinirea imbunatatirilor la nivelul biosecuritatii si al
biosigurantei. In acest sens, Decizia 2013/668/PESC a Consiliului adoptati la 18 noiembrie 2013
oferd peste 1,7 milioane EUR pentru sprijinirea, prin intermediul expertizei tehnice a Organizatiei
Mondiale a Sanatatii, proiectelor care vizeazd promovarea, in anumite state-parti selectionate, a
sensibilizarii la riscurile biologice, a gestionarii 1n laborator a riscurilor biologice, precum si a

elaborarii de strategii la nivelul laboratoarelor nationale.
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5. RACHETE BALISTICE

5.1. Codul de conduita de la Haga (HCoC)

UE considera Codul de conduita de la Haga impotriva proliferarii rachetelor balistice (HCoC) drept
un instrument multilateral unic care vizeaza diminuarea proliferarii sistemelor de rachete balistice si
a tehnologiilor conexe, prin masuri de consolidare a transparentei si a increderii, si 1-a sprijinit cu
fermitate inca de la initierea acestuia. Toate statele membre ale UE au aderat la cod. UE a urmarit si
a sprijinit in continuare cele trei aspecte ale codului: universalitatea, punerea in aplicare si o

functionare consolidata si imbunatatita.

Punerea 1n aplicare a unei noi decizii a Consiliului (2014/913/PESC) in sprijinul HCoC, adoptata de
Consiliu la 15 decembrie 2014, a inceput in primavara anului 2015. In temeiul acestei decizii a
Consiliului, un eveniment colateral a fost organizat de UE in mai 2015, in marja Conferintei de
revizuire a TNP. UE a fost reprezentatd de seful delegatiei UE la Viena. S-au facut trimiteri clare la
finantarea din partea UE, al caror ecou s-a regasit in aproape toate discursurile vorbitorilor.

Evenimentul a fost transmis in direct pe internet.

Statele membre ale UE lucreaza la punerea in aplicare a Deciziei 2014/913/PESC a Consiliului din

15 decembrie 2014 in sprijinul HCoC si al neproliferarii rachetelor balistice.
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5.2. Regimul de control al tehnologiei rachetelor (MTCR)

Reuniunea plenarda a MTCR din 2014 a avut loc la 1-3 octombrie la Oslo, ocazie cu care a fost
emisi o declaratie a UE. In martie 2015, a fost organizati o reuniune a punctelor de contact

consolidate ale MTCR, in cadrul careia SEAE a prezentat o declaratie cuprinzatoare.

Patru tari din UE din randul UE9 si-au reinnoit cererea de aderare la MTCR: Romania, Estonia,

Slovenia si Croatia.

In cadrul plenarei din 2014 de la Oslo, Luxemburg si Tarile de Jos au anuntat ci vor prelua rolul

presedintiei comune a MCTR pentru perioada 2015-2016.

6. ATENUAREA RISCURILOR REPREZENTATE DE CBRN

UE a continuat sd inregistreze progrese in ceea ce priveste punerea in aplicare a Planului de actiune
CBRN (chimic, biologic, radioactiv si nuclear) al UE, adoptat in 2009, iar pana in prezent au fost
sprijinite aproximativ 30 de proiecte prin Programul de prevenire si combatere a infractionalitatii

(ISEC).

In plus, o serie de proiecte de cercetare legate de CBRN, finantate prin programul ,,0 societate
sigurd” in cadrul celui de Al 7-lea program cadru, ofera sprijin stiintific si tehnic Planului de actiune
CBRN prin progrese ale cercetdrii care acopera intregul ciclu de gestionare a crizelor (de la
prevenire la redresare). De asemenea, sunt in curs activitati de identificare a nevoilor de
standardizare 1n acest domeniu, care ar putea duce la standarde ,,European Norms” (EN). Programul
Orizont 2020 (2014-2020) va consolida eforturile in curs din cadrul cercetarii CBRN prin teme bine

definite, programul de lucru in acest sens fiind adoptat la 10 decembrie 2013.
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Un raport din 2012 privind progresele inregistrate in punerea in aplicare a planului de actiune a
evidentiat realizarile principale, In special In ceea ce priveste schimbul consolidat de informatii si
de bune practici, organizarea de exercitii de formare comune, precum si acordul obtinut cu privire la
trei liste ale UE de substante cu grad ridicat de risc din domeniul chimic, biologic si, respectiv,

radiologic si nuclear.

Pentru implementarea planului actual de actiune pand in 2015 si pentru definirea noii agende
CBRN-E, Comisia conlucreaza strans cu autoritatile din statele membre si cu alte parti interesate
relevante din cadrul Grupului consultativ CBRN-E si al subgrupurilor acestuia, care se reunesc
periodic.

In mai 2014, Comisia Europeani a adoptat o comunicare privind o noua abordare a UE in materie
de detectare si atenuare a riscurilor CBRN-E [documentul COM(2014) 247 final]. In comunicare,
Comisia 1si propune sa faciliteze cooperarea practicd pentru detectarea si atenuarea riscurilor
CBRN-E la nivelul UE, inclusiv colaborand cu sectorul industrial, cu operatorii de instalatii in care
se manipuleaza materiale CBRN-E (producatorii de echipamente si furnizorii de servicii de
securitate) si cu alte parti interesate. Documentul contine un set de 30 de masuri care urmeaza sa fie
puse in aplicare in viitorul foarte apropiat de catre diferite servicii ale Comisiei, in cooperare cu
statele membre. Se vor elabora instrumente concrete, de la materiale de orientare, formare si

sensibilizare pana la activitdti de testare.

In prezent, Comisia colecteaza contributii din partea statelor membre, precum si din partea altor
institutii si servicii europene relevante, cu scopul de a prezenta, pana la sfarsitul anului, un raport
final privind progresele inregistrate in punerea in aplicare a planului de actiune 2009. In acelasi

timp, Comisia va prezenta idei pentru activitatea viitoare Tn domeniul CBRN-E.
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Initiativa ,,Centrele de excelenta pentru atenuarea riscurilor in domeniul CBRN ale UE” (CoE),
finantata prin Instrumentul care contribuie la stabilitate si pace, a fost lansata de UE in mai 2010.
Centrele de excelenta in domeniul CBRN ale UE sunt create ca rdspuns la recunoasterea capacitatii
institutionale insuficiente a mai multor tari de a atenua riscul reprezentat de CBRN: activitati
infractionale (proliferare sau terorism in domeniul CBRN), dezastre naturale si accidentale
(accidente industriale). Obiectivul acestora este de a elabora o politica in materie de CBRN vizand
toate pericolele la nivel national si regional pentru a anticipa si a raspunde acestor riscuri. Pe scurt,
acestea sunt masuri structurale pentru reducerea vulnerabilitatii tarilor la evenimente de tip CBRN

in interesul reciproc al regiunilor si al securitatii UE.

Acest obiectiv poate fi atins prin sprijinirea credrii unor retele regionale de experti in chestiuni
juridice, de reglementare, tehnice, de control si de aplicare a legii cu privire la atenuarea riscurilor
reprezentate de CBRN, in urma unei abordari ascendente si transfrontaliere pentru a identifica

prioritdtile regionale care nu pot fi solutionate doar la nivel national.

- Cinci secretariate regionale sunt inaugurate in prezent (la Amman, Tbilisi, Rabat, Manila si Abu
Dhabi); un memorandum de intelegere a fost de curand semnat pentru deschiderea
secretariatului in Uzbekistan. Continud negocierile privind infiintarea secretariatelor regionale la
Alger si Nairobi, avandu-se 1n vedere incheierea in curand a acestora;

- Noi tari au aderat recent la initiativa (Malawi, Arabia Saudita, Qatar si Burkina Faso),
ajungandu-se la un numar de 52 de tari incepand din iunie 2015;

- 34 de echipe in domeniul CBRN au fost instituite si participd in mod activ la activitatile CoE;

- Pand in prezent, au fost elaborate evaluari ale nevoilor in domeniul CBRN 1in peste 20 de tari si
au fost initiate planuri de actiune nationale in domeniul CBRN de catre urmatoarele 16 tari
partenere: Filipine, Cambodgia, Serbia, Georgia, Maroc, Muntenegru, Cote d'Ivoire, Gabon,

Kenya, Uganda, Burundi, Brunei, Myanmar, Laos, Vietnam, Republica Democratica Congo.
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- Intotal, 47 de proiecte regionale (aproximativ 60 de milioane EUR) au fost contractate incepand

din 2011 cu diferite consortii, inclusiv din statele membre.

7. GRUPURI DE REFLECTIE

Pe baza Deciziei 2010/430/PESC a Consiliului din 26 iulie 2010, lucrarile UE din cadrul Strategiei
UE impotriva proliferarii armelor de distrugere in masa au fost sprijinite in mod activ de Consortiul
UE pentru neproliferare, care si-a inceput activitatea in ianuarie 2011. O noua decizie, adoptata la
10 martie 2014, a prelungit cu inca trei ani activitdtile consortiului, atat prin valorificarea
realizdrilor si a experientelor acumulate in perioada 2011-2013, cat si prin adaugarea de proiecte noi

si inovatoare.

Activitdtile consortiului au sporit vizibilitatea UE fata de tarile terte si de societatea civild si au
contribuit substantial la definirea politicilor UE in domeniul neproliferarii si al dezarmarii.
Consortiul oferd o platforma pentru contacte informale Intre practicieni si ajutd la promovarea
dialogului intre diferitele parti interesate. Reteaua consortiului numara peste 65 de grupuri de
reflectie din intreaga Europa. Activitatea a contribuit la sensibilizarea cu privire la provocarile

reprezentate de armele nucleare, chimice si biologice.
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8. REZOLUTIA 1540 A CONSILIULUI DE SECURITATE AL ORGANIZATIEI
NATIUNILOR UNITE SI CONTROLUL EXPORTURILOR

(a) RCSONU 1540

Decizia Consiliului de sprijinire a Rezolutiei 1540 a Consiliului de Securitate al ONU, adoptata de
Consiliu la 22 iulie 2013, este pusa in aplicare de ODA al ONU, care organizeaza ateliere regionale
si vizite de asistentd in diferite tari din intreaga lume. Punerea in aplicare a acestei decizii a
Consiliului contribuie la consolidarea eforturilor relevante de la nivel national si regional,
contribuie la punerea in practica a recomandarilor cuprinse in Evaluarea globala 2009 privind
stadiul punerii in aplicare a RCSONU 1540 si initiaza si dezvolta planuri nationale de actiune, la

cererea statelor.

ODA al ONU a semnat un acord cu OSCE, din care vor decurge sinergii in sprijinul RCSONU
1540. Sunt urmarite sinergii si cu centrele de excelentd din domeniul CBRN ale UE, precum si
coordonarea cu acestea, inclusiv pentru a evita eventualele suprapuneri. Peste 15 evenimente au fost

deja organizate cu ajutorul fondurilor UE, ultimul avand loc in Iordania in iunie 2015.

(b) Controlul exporturilor

Ca urmare a adoptarii, la 24 aprilie 2014, a unei comunicari a Comisiei privind revizuirea regimului
UE de control al exporturilor, care identificd optiuni concrete de politicd pentru modernizarea
controlului exporturilor si adaptarea acestuia la evolutia rapida a circumstantelor tehnologice,
economice si politice, Parlamentul European a organizat o audiere publica in ianuarie 2015. In ceea
ce o priveste, Comisia a lansat o evaluare a impactului optiunilor de revizuire descrise in
comunicare, cu scopul de a identifica cele mai adecvate actiuni de reglementare si de alta natura si
de a le pune in aplicare si a incheiat un contract, in decembrie 2014, cu Institutul International
pentru Cercetare in Domeniul Pacii din Stockholm (SIPRI) pentru colectarea de date care sa sprijine
evaluarea impactului si sa pregateasca terenul pentru elaborarea unor reglementari revizuite in

materie de control al exporturilor.

In privinta reglementirii, ca urmare a delegirii de competente acordate in temeiul

Regulamentului (UE) nr. 599/2014, Regulamentul delegat (UE) nr. 1382/2014 al Comisiei de
actualizare a listei de control a UE din perspectiva deciziilor luate in cadrul regimurilor
multilaterale de control al exporturilor in 2011-2013 a intrat in vigoare in decembrie 2014. In martie
2015, Comisia a initiat pregatiri, in consultare cu expertii din statele membre, pentru un nou
regulament delegat de actualizare a listei de control a UE din perspectiva deciziilor luate in cadrul

regimurilor in 2014.

Punerea 1n aplicare a controlului exporturilor a fost sustinuta de trei reuniuni ale Grupului de
coordonare pentru produse cu dubla utilizare Tn prima jumatate a anului 2015, concentrandu-se in
special asupra introducerii de noi functionalitéti in ,,sistemul electronic pentru produse cu dubla

utilizare” si a schimbului tehnic de informatii referitor la diverse probleme legate de control.
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A existat o coordonare a UE in scopul promovarii pozitiilor convenite ale UE in cadrul reuniunilor
relevante privind regimurile de control al exporturilor care au avut loc in primul semestru al anului
2015 (Grupul furnizorilor nucleari: reuniunile grupului consultativ din aprilie de la Viena si din
iunie de la Bariloche/Argentina, precum si reuniunea plenara din iunie de la Bariloche/Argentina;
regimul de control al tehnologiei rachetelor: reuniunea punctelor de contact consolidate de la Paris

din martie 2015, Grupul Australia: reuniunea plenara din iunie de la Perth/Australia).

A continuat programul UE de informare privind controlul exporturilor pentru consolidarea
capacitdtii administrative si tehnice din tarile terte (23) de a gestiona produsele cu dubla utilizare.
Programul de informare a pus in aplicare noi activitati in Maroc, Tunisia, lordania, Pakistan si
Serbia. A fost acordata o atentie deosebitd cooperarii intensive cu programul Departamentului de
Stat al SUA privind controlul exporturilor si securitatea conexa a frontierelor (EXBS) pentru a
creste sinergiile dintre cele doua programe. Au fost organizate seminare ad-hoc la Kiev si KoSice,
cu scopul de a promova cooperarea transregionala si transfrontalierd in materie de control al
comertului strategic cu Ucraina, Georgia si Republica Moldova, precum si cu statele membre ale
UE din est. Un portal de informare al UE (https://export-control.jrc.ec.europa.eu/) a fost instituit ca
platforma sub forma unui ghiseu unic pentru toate programele de informare ale UE (produsele cu
dubla utilizare, ARME si TCA), cu scopul de a personaliza schimbul de informatii cu térile
partenere ale UE. O conferinta speciala cu tdrile partenere, pe tema ,,provocarilor noi si In evolutie”
legate de controlul exporturilor, a avut loc in ianuarie 2015. Un studiu privind provocarile in
materie de control al exporturilor din Africa a fost finalizat. Programul este finantat in baza

Instrumentului care contribuie la stabilitate si pace.
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9. SPATIU

Din 2007, UE promoveaza elaborarea unui cod de conduita international pentru activitdtile din
spatiul cosmic. Acest set de orientari si de masuri de consolidare a increderii, internationale si cu
utilizare voluntara, ar consolida siguranta, securitatea si previzibilitatea tuturor activitatilor spatiale.
Printre altele, aceste orientari ar limita sau ar minimiza interferentele nocive, coliziunile sau
accidentele din spatiul cosmic, precum si producerea de deseuri. Ar stabili normele de baza care ar
trebui respectate de cétre natiunile care navigheaza in spatiul cosmic, atat in cadrul activitétilor

spatiale civile, cat si al celor militare.

UE a derulat trei runde de consultari multilaterale deschise privind proiectul de text al codului la
Kiev (mai 2013), Bangkok (noiembrie 2013) si Luxemburg (mai 2014). In total, 95 de state membre
ale ONU au participat la procesul de consultare (61 de tari au fost prezente la fiecare runda a
consultarilor). Procesul consultarilor deschise, incheiat prin reuniunea de la Luxemburg, a jucat un
rol pretios in dezvoltarea unei mai bune intelegeri a pozitiilor si a preocuparilor statelor
participante. La sfarsitul reuniunii, presedintele a concluzionat cd exista un larg interes international
in ceea ce priveste initiativa. Multe tari si-au exprimat dorinta ca procesul sa fie directionat inspre o
etapa de negociere, in cadrul careia proiectul de cod elaborat pe parcursul procesului consultativ ar

putea servi drept baza pentru viitoarele negocieri multilaterale.

In coordonare cu tirile cu opinii similare si cu asistenta Biroului pentru probleme de dezarmare al
ONU, UE a programat negocieri multilaterale asupra propunerii sale privind un proiect de cod de
conduitd international pentru activitatile din spatiul cosmic, care urmeaza sa aiba loc la New York,

in perioada 27-31 iulie 2015. Toate statele membre ale ONU vor fi invitate la aceasta reuniune.
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10. CLAUZELE REFERITOARE LA NEPROLIFERAREA ADM

UE a continuat, in conformitate cu Strategia sa de neproliferare a ADM, sa integreze chestiunea
neproliferarii ADM in relatiile sale contractuale cu state terte. Au avut loc noi negocieri cu privire
la clauzele referitoare la neproliferarea ADM din acordurile relevante dintre UE si téri terte, in
special cu Malaysia. Negocierile contribuie la sensibilizarea cu privire la politica UE de
neproliferare si de dezarmare si ofera un forum pentru sporirea intelegerii reciproce a pozitiilor
relevante, pentru identificarea unor domenii potentiale pentru cooperarea viitoare, precum si pentru
incurajarea tarilor partenere sa avanseze in mod concret in ceea ce priveste regimul international de

neproliferare.

11. ALTE FORURI MULTILATERALE

G7

UE a continuat sa se implice Tn mod activ in cadrul reuniunilor directorilor pe probleme de

neproliferare si dezarmare (Aachen, 28-29 ianuarie, si Hamburg, 4-5 martie), ceea ce a dus la

negocierea reusita a unei declaratii legate de neproliferare si dezarmare, anexata la declaratia

ministrilor de externe de la Lubeck din 15 aprilie.
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De la crearea sa, in 2002, Parteneriatul global s-a extins pentru a deveni o platforma de coordonare
si cooperare, numarand in prezent 20 de noi parteneri. La summitul de la Deauville din mai 2011,
liderii au convenit sa consolideze in continuare securitatea biologica, punerea in aplicare a
RCSONU 1540, implicarea oamenilor de stiinta, precum si siguranta nucleara si radiologica. SUA
in 2012, Regatul Unit in 2013 si Rusia pana la suspendarea sa din G8 in 2014, au continuat aceasta
agenda, mai ales prin consolidarea celor cinci subgrupuri de lucru existente privind securitatea
biologica, securitatea chimica, siguranta nucleara si radiologica, centrele de excelentd (CoE),
precum si informarea si extinderea in cadrul Grupului de lucru pentru Parteneriatul global. Centrele
de excelenta ale UE joaca in continuare un rol major in cadrul Subgrupului de lucru privind centrele
de excelenta pentru Parteneriatul global, in special ca instrument pentru a facilita schimbul de
informatii la nivel regional si, eventual, a evita duplicarea Intre donatori. UE a impartasit prioritatile
definite de Germania pentru presedintia sa din 2014-2015, in special in ceea ce priveste biostiintele,
care ocupa primele locuri pe ordinea de zi. Obiectivul este asigurarea unei securitati i a unei
responsabilitati sporite In privinta materialelor, imbunatatirea supravegherii bolilor si a raspunsului
in situatii de urgenta (cum ar fi Ebola si alte pandemii), consolidarea retelelor nationale si globale,
precum si a unei conduite sigure si responsabile Tn domeniul biostiintelor. Acest lucru este in
conformitate cu rolul important jucat deja de UE in domeniul biostiintelor prin intermediul
deciziilor Consiliului in sprijinul BTWC si OMS, precum si prin intermediul celor trei laboratoare
mobile ale UE - al caror numar se va ridica in curand la patru -, care au fost instalate in Africa de

Vest incepand cu mai 2014.
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Centrul International pentru Stiinta si Tehnologie

UE a contribuit in mod activ la negocierile referitoare la adoptarea unui acord actualizat privind
Centrul International pentru Stiinta si Tehnologie (ISTC). ISTC are ca obiectiv implicarea
oamenilor de stiinta si a inginerilor care detin cunostinte cu dubla utilizare in activitati de cercetare
sau programe comerciale pasnice cu UE si cu alti parteneri. Acesta urmareste sd utilizeze in
continuare cunostintele cu dubla utilizare prin redirectionarea si redistribuirea oamenilor de stiinta
relevanti si ar putea astfel juca un rol in procesul oferirii unor solutii pe termen lung in privinta
crizelor de proliferare. Pe parcursul negocierilor, UE a subliniat necesitatea unui acord care sa
permita ISTC sa puna in aplicare proiecte care ar putea contribui la abordarea efectiva a
provocdrilor in regiunile 1n care existd preocupari legate de proliferare, inclusiv in Orientul

Mijlociu. Noua filiala a ISTC a fost deschisa oficial la Astana in iunie 2014.

12. INTALNIRI CONSACRATE DIALOGULUI POLITIC

Trimisul special a organizat intalniri consacrate dialogului politic cu privire la neproliferare si
dezarmare cu Brazilia, Egipt, Japonia, SUA si Israel. Acesta a organizat de asemenea o serie de alte
consultari bilaterale cu diversi actori, inclusiv In marja unor evenimente importante, precum
Conferinta de revizuire a TNP din 2015 de la New York (Inaltul Reprezentant al ONU pentru
probleme de dezarmare, directorul UNIDIR, SUA, Republica Coreea, Israel, Egipt etc.).
