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POLROCNA SPRAVA O POKROKU VO VYKONAVANI STRATEGIE EU PROTI
SIRENIU ZBRANI HROMADNEHO NICENIA (2015/T)

UVOoD

Podra stratégie EU proti §ireniu zbrani hromadného nigenia, ktora prijala Eurdpska rada
v decembri 2003 (dokument 15708/03), sa kazdych Sest’ mesiacov predkladé sprava o pokroku v jej
vykonavani. Téato sprava o pokroku sa tyka ¢innosti, ktoré sa uskutocnili pocas prvého

polroka 2015.

Usmertiujucimi zasadami EU v tejto oblasti st v stlade s ciel'mi Eurdpskej bezpeénostnej stratégie,
stratégie EU proti §ireniu zbrani hromadného nigenia a ,,novych smerov ¢innosti (17172/08)

nad’alej:

(1) ucinny multilateralizmus vratane presadzovania v§eobecného uplatiiovania medzindrodnych
zmluv, dohovorov a inych nastrojov a ich vykonavania na vnatrostatnej urovni, a to
prostrednictvom diplomatickej ¢innosti a finan¢nej pomoci tretim krajindm a medzinarodnym

organizaciam;

(i1) uzka spolupréca s partnermi a d’al$imi tretimi krajinami v snahe dospiet’ k globadlnemu
zbliZzeniu nazorov na potrebu posilnenia medzinarodného systému nesirenia zbrani. EU
pokracovala v rieSeni otazok neSirenia zbrani v rdmci svojich bilateralnych vzt'ahov so
vSetkymi relevantnymi krajinami, a to najma prostrednictvom politického dialogu

a neformalnejsich kontaktov;
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(i11) u€inné a komplementarne vyuzivanie vsetkych dostupnych nastrojov a finanénych zdrojov —
rozpocet SZBP, néstroj na podporu stability a mieru (IcSP) a iné nastroje — s cielom

maximalizovat’ vplyv svojich ¢innosti pri sledovani cielov zahrani¢nej politiky EU.

Praca sa preto uzko koordinuje aj v ramci $ir§ej bezpeénostnej politiky a innosti EU v oblasti

predchadzania konfliktom.

Hlavny poradca ESVC a osobitny vyslanec pre nesirenie a odzbrojenie zastupoval EU v prvom
polroku 2015 na viacerych klI'i¢ovych medzinarodnych stretnutiach (predovsetkym na zasadnuti
skupiny riaditel'ov G7 pre oblast’ neSirenia v janudri v Aachene a v marci Hamburgu, na hodnotiace;j
konferencii Zmluvy o ne$ireni jadrovych zbrani (NPT), ktora sa konala v aprili a v maji 2015, a v

ramci konzultacii o nesireni a odzbrojeni s niekol’kymi tretimi krajinami).

Pocas prvého polroka 2015 sa osobitny vyslanec sustredil na:

— zintenzivnenie Gsilia o podporu Zmluvy o nesireni jadrovych zbrani (NPT) najma v suvislosti
s pripravami hodnotiacej konferencie NPT v roku 2015. Pre EU to zostava najvyssou
prioritou aj vzhl'adom na to, Ze to priamo sivisi s vyznamnymi regionalnymi vyzvami v
oblasti §irenia v Irdne a KEDR. EU nad’alej podporovala proces vytvorenia zony bez ZHN na
Blizkom vychode. Osobitny vyslanec bol v ramci priprav helsinskej konferencie v

pravidelnom kontakte s finskym sprostredkovatelom, vel'vyslancom Laajavaom;

— d’al$iu podporu iniciativy za medzinarodny kddex spravania pre ¢innosti v kozmickom

priestore prostrednictvom osvetovych aktivit zameranych na ¢lenské staty OSN;
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— presadzovanie univerzalnej povahy Zmluvy o vSeobecnom zakaze jadrovych skusok (CTBT)
a jej nadobudnutia platnosti, ako aj zvysenie viditenosti osvetovych aktivit EU v tejto oblasti,
a to aj v kontexte r6znych podujati, ako napriklad podujatia, ktoré¢ sa v aprili konalo v Izraeli a
ktorym sa inicioval proces debrifingu z kontroly na mieste v ramci integrovaného cvicenia v
teréne (IFE14), ktoré sa konalo v novembri 2014 v Jordansku a ktoré uskutocnila Organizacia
Zmluvy o v§eobecnom zakaze jadrovych skuSok (CTBTO), ako aj hodnotiacej konferencie

NPT v roku 2015;

— zintenzivnenie/nadvédzovanie dialogov o nesireni s hlavnymi partnermi mimo EU a
pokracovanie v presadzovani otdzok neSirenia v ramci bilaterdlnych vzt'ahov EU so vSetkymi
relevantnymi krajinami, a to najmé prostrednictvom politického dialogu a vécsieho poctu

neformalnych kontaktov.

1. JADROVE OTAZKY

Pracovna skupina Rady EU pre nesirenie (CONOP) v tizkej spolupraci s prislusnymi delegaciami
EU aktivne prispievala k pripravam pozicii EU na hodnotiacu konferenciu NPT v aprili a méji
2015, zasadnutia Rady guvernérov MAAE v marci a v jini, zasadnutie posilnené¢ho kontaktného
bodu Rezimu kontroly raketovych technologii (MTCR) v marci, pravidelné vyrocné zasadnutie
Haagskeho kodexu spravania proti Sireniu balistickych rakiet (HCoC) v méji, plenarne zasadnutie
Globalnej iniciativy na boj proti jadrovému terorizmu (GICNT) a plenarne zasadnutia Skupiny
jadrovych dodavatel'ov (NSG) v jini. Prislugné delegacie EU koordinovali pripravu prispevkov EU
na d’alSie medzinarodné zasadnutia, ako boli napr. zasadnutia pripravnej komisie CTBTO a jej

pomocnych orgénov a iné relevantné zasadnutia v ramci jej mandatu.
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1.1. Hodnotiaca konferencia NPT v roku 2015 (New York 27. aprila — 22. maja 2015)

Zavery Rady, ktoré obsahuji pozicie EU pre deviatu hodnotiacu konferenciu zmluvnych strdan NPT,
sa prijali 20. aprila (dokument 8079/15). Na zaklade uvedenych zaverov Rady sa finalizovali a na
podujatie doruéili veobecné vyhlasenie EU a vyhlasenia EU pre kazdy z troch hlavnych vyborov
hodnotiacej konferencie. VP/PK Mogheriniova vydala vieobecné vyhlasenie EU v druhy den
konferencie (28. aprila). Na konferencii boli predloZené tri pracovné dokumenty EU o: (1) CTBT,
(2) zarukach a (3) novej smernici EURATOM-u o bezpeénosti. EU na konferencii zorganizovala
dve sprievodné podujatia: jedno na podporu Haagskeho kédexu spravania proti Sireniu balistickych
rakiet (8. maja) a druhé o jadrovej bezpecnosti a bezpecnostnej ochrane (14. maja). Hoci sa na
hodnotiacej konferencii nepodarilo prijat’ spolo¢ne dohodnuty zaverecny dokument, v platnosti
zostava akény plan prijaty na hodnotiacej konferencii NPT v roku 2010 a EU bude nad’alej

presadzovat’ jeho komplexné, vyvazené a vecné vykonavanie v plnej miere.

1.2. Medzinarodna agentura pre atomovu energiu (MAAE)

EU nadalej posilitovala podporu Medzinarodnej agentary pre atdmovu energiu so sidlom

vo Viedni. EU je nad’alej kl'a¢ovym darcom Fondu pre jadrovii bezpeénost, do ktorého od roku
2004 prispela sumou takmer 40 milionov EUR (vratane najnovsieho zaviazku poskytnit’ agenture
8,05 miliona EUR na zaklade rozhodnutia Rady 2013/517/SZBP z 21. oktdbra 2013, ktoré sa

v sucasnosti vykonava).
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V oblasti fyzickej ochrany jadrovych materiélov a jadrovych zariadeni EU okrem toho prispela
svojimi odbornymi technickymi znalost'ami k odbornej priprave a seminarom organizovanym
MAAE, pricom sa zamerala na zvySenie schopnosti tretich krajin bojovat’ proti nezakonnému
obchodovaniu s jadrovymi a inymi radioaktivnymi materialmi. EU a MAAE pokra¢ovali

v koordindcii svojej podpory tretich krajin v tejto oblasti. Na pode Europskej komisie v
Luxemburgu sa 4. a 5. februara 2015 konalo tretie vyroéné zasadnutie vysokych uradnikov EU a
MAAE (SOM) za uéasti vysokych predstavitelov ESVC, Eurépskej komisie/Euratomu a MAAE.
Ciel'om zasadnuti vysokych tradnikov je zintenzivnit’ spolupracu vo vSetkych oblastiach ¢innosti
MAAE, zviditeInit’ prispevky EU a dalej koordinovat’ &innost’ EU s cielom zabezpeéit
komplementarnost’ a zabranit’ zdvojovaniu &innosti centier excelentnosti EU v oblasti CBRN a
MAAE tykajucich sa jadrovej bezpe¢nosti (na tento uéel EU — prostrednictvom spolo¢ného
vyskumného centra Eurdpskej komisie — a MAAE vykondvaju praktické dojednania na usmernenie

svojej spoluprace).

EU sa prostrednictvom zaverov Rady zaviazala prispiet’ od roku 2008 do banky slabo obohateného
uranu pod zastitou MAAE sumou do vysky 25 miliénov EUR. EU na uéely podpory tejto banky
previedla 20 miliénov EUR z nastroja na podporu stability a mieru. Dalsi prispevok v maximalnej
vyske 5 milionov EUR sa na zdklade rozhodnutia Rady poskytne z rozpo¢tu SZBP. Schvélenie
Rady zéavisi od pokroku vo finalizacii a schvaleni r6znych dohdd, okrem inych aj dohody s

hostitel'skym $tdtom medzi MAAE a Kazachstanom.
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V oblasti jadrovych zaruk riaditel'stvo Europskej komisie pre jadrové zaruky nad’alej uplatiiuje
zéaruky v suvislosti so vSetkym civilnym jadrovym materidlom vo vSetkych 28 ¢lenskych Statoch
EU, pri¢om roény rozpo&et dosahuje priblizne 20 miliénov EUR. Overovanie zaruk sa koordinuje v
uzkej spolupraci s MAAE. MAAE a Komisia neustéle zintenziviiuji svoju spolupracu v tejto oblasti
s cielom optimalizovat’ vyuzitie l'udskych a finan¢nych zdrojov a zaroven zachovat’ o najvyssiu
G¢innost’ bezpeénostnych opatreni. EU tieZ prostrednictvom podporného programu bezpeénostnych
opatreni Europskej komisie nad’alej poskytovala vyznamnu technicki pomoc MAAE v oblasti

jadrovych bezpec¢nostnych opatreni.

Hoci EU vy¢lenila 10 miliénov EUR na podporu medzinarodného projektu, ktorého cielom je
roz$irit’ a modernizovat’ laboratdrium pre bezpecnostné opatrenia v rakiiskom Seibersdorfe (z coho
sa 9,5 miliona EUR uZ previedlo), MAAE sa obratila na medzinarodnych darcov vratane EU, aby

prispeli aj na modernizaciu laboratoria v Seibersdorfe pre jadrové aplikacie.

Europska komisia na irovni expertov zacala v spolupraci s MAAE proces na posudenie a podporu
zlepSenia databdzy MAAE pre nedovolené obchodovanie (ITDB), ktory reaguje na potreby
pouzivatel'ov. Vypracoval sa dokument o najlepsich postupoch kultary harmonizovaného podévania
sprav, ktory sa predlozi MAAE. V oktobri 2013 sa zacalo s vyvojom web-INF (formular
oznamovania incidentov) s cielom modernizovat’ prostriedky spdsoby sprav a tento proces

sa ¢oskoro dokond¢i.

V ramci nového nastroja pre spolupracu v oblasti jadrovej bezpeénosti (INSC 2014 —2020) EU
vy¢lenila 3,5 miliéna EUR na projekty podpory spoluprace v oblasti jadrovej bezpecnosti, ktoré
vykonava agentiira. Okrem tohto priameho prinosu EU a MAAE tizko spolupracuju najmi na
rieSeni problematiky povodnych lokalit tazby uranu v Strednej Azii v ramci Koordinaénej skupiny
pre povodné lokality tazby uranu (CGULS), ako aj v ramci Regula¢ného fora spoluprace (RCF),
ktoré koordinuje medzinarodnt podporu pre regulaéné organy krajin zacinajucich s programom

jadrovej energie (Bielorusko, Jordansko, Vietnam).
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Finanéné prostriedky, ktoré EU poskytla v prospech MAAE na zéklade jednotnych akcii I az IV
a rozhodnutia Rady V, pomohli dosiahnut’ pokrok v usili MAAE o zvySenie jadrovej bezpecnosti
v tretich krajinach s dorazom na tie Staty, ktoré najviac potrebuji posilnit’ kontrolu radioaktivneho
a jadrového materidlu, ¢im sa prispelo k znizeniu rizik. Usilie sa sustredilo na posilnenie pravnej
a regulacnej infrastruktiry Statov suvisiacej s jadrovym a inym radioaktivnym materidlom,
opatrenia jadrovej bezpec¢nosti pre jadrovy a iny radioaktivny material, ktory sa pouziva, skladuje
a prepracuje, a suvisiace zariadenia, schopnosti §tdtov nakladat’ s jadrovym a radioaktivnym
materidlom mimo vnutrostatnej regulacnej kontroly, vd’aka ¢omu mohli podporené krajiny splnit’
svoje vnutroStatne a medzinarodné zavizky. Najnovsie rozhodnutie Rady (MAAE VI,
2013/517/SZBP), prijaté 21. oktdbra 2013, prispieva k d’alSiemu zvysSeniu jadrovej bezpecnosti
na celom svete a k posilneniu eurdpskej bezpecnosti tym, ze ponukne podporu ¢innostiam, ktoré
MAAE vykonéva v ramci planu jadrovej bezpecnosti na roky 2014 — 2017 najmé v oblastiach

uvedenych vyssie.

1.3. Zmluva o v§eobecnom zakaze jadrovych skusok (CTBT)

EU aktivne presadzovala skoré nadobudnutie platnosti Zmluvy o vieobecnom zékaze jadrovych
skusok (CTBT) na zaklade rozhodnutia Rady 2012/699/SZBP z 13. novembra 2012 na podporu
Organizacie Zmluvy o v§eobecnom zakaze jadrovych skusok (CTBTO), ako aj presadzovanim tejto
myslienky vo vSetkych krajinach, ktoré CTBT este nepodpisali alebo neratifikovali, vratane
zostavajucich Statov prilohy 2, ktorych ratifikacia je podmienkou pre nadobudnutie platnosti
zmluvy. EU pokraéuje v zvy$ovani informovanosti o CTBT v rdznych kontextoch vratane stretnuti

venovanych politickému dialogu, aby sa vytvorili d’alSie podnety na ratifikaciu tejto zmluvy.

VP/PK Mogheriniova sa zucastnila na dvojstrannom stretnuti s vykonnym tajomnikom pripravnej
komisie CTBTO Lassinom Zerbom popri hodnotiacej konferencii NPT, ktora sa v roku 2015 konala
v New Yorku. Eurdpska tinia na hodnotiacej konferencii zaroven predlozila pracovny dokument o

CTBT.
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Osobitny vyslanec pre nesirenie a odzbrojenie sa zic¢astnil na podujati CTBTO na vysokej urovni,
ktoré sa konalo popri semindari na tému ,,Kontrola na mieste v rdmci integrovaného cvicenia v
teréne v roku 2014: debrifing a d’alsi postup®, ktoré sa v aprili konalo v Ramat-Gane (Izrael) a
bezprostredne pozoroval vysledky a suvisiace zavery cvicenia IFE14. V tejto suvislosti vo svojich
vyjadreniach zdéraznil politicka a finanént podporu EU pre univerzalnu povahu a G&inné

uplatiiovanie CTBT.

Jadrova skuska, ktora 12. februara 2013 uskutocnila KEDR, a hrozba moznych d’alsich skusok
jednoznaéne preukazala skutoény vyznam overovacieho rezimu CTBTO, ktory sa v sucasnosti
vyvija a ktory EU podporuje prostrednictvom rozhodnuti Rady. Timy CTBTO sa zmobilizovali, aby
vSetkym krajindm, ktoré podpisali CTBT, poskytli najaktudlnejSie udaje na informovanie
rozhodujicich organov. Usilie zamerané na udrzbu siete pomocnych seizmickych stanic, ktorym sa
poskytuje pomoc prostrednictvom jednotnych akcii/rozhodnuti Rady I az V, a sprevadzkovanie
medzinarodného datového centra CTBTO (ktoré zhromazd'uje, analyzuje a rozSiruje udaje ziskané
zo siete stanic) prispeje k potrebnej udrzatelnosti systému. Okrem toho je mimoriadne dolezité
podporovat’ do¢asny technicky sekretariat CTBTO pri uskuto¢iiovani d’alSich cviceni, ako bolo
napr. cvicenie v Jordansku, na ucely vyskusSania a zlepSenia operacnych sposobilosti rezimu kontrol

na mieste.
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1.4. Regionalne otazky (Iran, KUDR)

EU aj nad’alej plne podporuje prebichajuce snahy o dosiahnutie diplomatického riesenia iranskej
jadrovej otdzky prostrednictvom rokovani na zédklade NPT a uplného vykonavania vSetkych
prislusnych rezolucii BR OSN a Rady guvernérov MAAE. Priestor potrebny pre prebichajuce
diplomatické tusilie poskytlo bezproblémové vykonavanie docasnej dohody znamej ako spolocny
akény plan, na ktorom sa v novembri 2013 v Zeneve dohodli skupina E3/EU+3 a Iran a ktory bol
predizeny do 30. juna 2015. Po za&ati uplatiiovania spoloéného akéného planu EU ako
sprostredkovatel’ rokovani o jadrovych otazkach v ramci skupiny E3+3 (Cina, Francuzsko,
Nemecko, Rusko, Spojené kral'ovstvo a Spojené Staty americké) pristupila k rokovaniam s Iranom
zameranym na dosiahnutie dlhodobého komplexného rieSenia iranskej jadrovej otazky, ako sa
uvadza v spolo¢nom akénom pléne. Na zasadnuti, ktoré sa konalo 2. aprila 2015 v Lausanne,
vysoka predstavitel’ka EU, ministri zahrani¢nych veci skupiny E3+3 a Iran dosiahli politické
dojednanie o kI'aCovych parametroch komplexnej dohody o irdnskej jadrovej otazke. Odvtedy
prebieha na trovni politického riaditel'a a expertov usilie s ciel'om pretvorit’ dojednania z Lausannu
do pisomnej dohody do konca jina, kedy sa skon¢i platnost’ doCasnej dohody. Subezne s liniou
skupiny E3/EU+3 je ramec spoluprace MAAE a Iranu zamerany na rie§enie vietkych siéasnych

a predchadzajucich otvorenych otazok vratane otazok suvisiacich s moznymi vojenskymi rozmermi.
V sulade s rdamcom spoluprace sa uskutocnili viaceré technické stretnutia MAAE a Irdnu. Irdn vSak
napriek opakovanym ziadostiam MAAE eSte stale nerealizoval dve zostavajuce praktické opatrenia

ani nenavrhol Ziadne nové praktické opatrenia v sulade s tretim Stddiom ramca spoluprace.
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EU je nadalej znepokojena skutonost'ou, Ze Irdn vyvija a testuje balistické rakety a vesmirne
dopravné prostriedky, ¢o je porusenim rezolucii BR OSN &. 1737, 1747, 1803, 1835 a 1929. EU
tieto ¢innosti opakovane odsudila, ked’Ze pri nich zdkonite vznika riziko vojenského vyuzitia
jadrového vybusného zariadenia. Pokial’ ide o KLDR, EU je nad’alej mimoriadne znepokojena
pokracujucim rozvojom jadrového programu a programu balistickych rakiet, i skutocnost'ou, ze
rezim povazuje posilnenie jadrovych spdsobilosti za politicku prioritu. EU nad’alej nalichavo
vyzyva KLCDR, aby plnila svoje zavézky prijaté v ramci prislusnych rezoltcii Bezpecnostnej rady
OSN, a to aj Gplnym, overitelnym a nezvratnym ukoncenim vsetkych jej existujicich jadrovych
programov, programov tykajucich sa zbrani hromadného nicenia a programov balistickych rakiet.
EU nadalej vyzyva KEDR, aby si opit’ v plnej miere plnila zavizky NPT a MAAE tykajtice sa
bezpecnostnych opatreni a poskytla MAAE poZadovany pristup k osobdm, dokumentacii,
vybaveniu a zariadeniam. EU nepretrzite podporuje obnovenie $est’strannych rozhovorov a vyzyva
KLDR, aby sa vratila k doveryhodnym a autentickym medzindrodnym rokovaniam. Okrem
vykonavania rezolticii Bezpe¢nostnej rady OSN zaviedla EU aj dodatoéné autonémne restriktivne
opatrenia vratane posilnenych kontrol tovaru dvojakého pouzitia a $irenia konvenénych zbrani. EU
zopakovala svoju vyzvu ur¢enit KEDR, aby ratifikovala CTBT a vzdala sa akychkol'vek d’alsich
provokacnych akcii. KEDR nad’alej porusuje rezolucie BR OSN ¢. 1695, 1718, 1874, 2087 a 2094,

¢o EU o najddraznejSie odsudzuje.

2. KONFERENCIA O ODZBROJENI (CD)/ZMLUVA O ZAKAZE VYROBY STIEPNEHO
MATERIALU PRE JADROVE ZBRANE ALEBO INE JADROVE VYBUSNE
ZARIADENIA

EU je nad’alej odhodlana podporovat’ jadrové odzbrojenie a kontrolu jadrovych zbrani na zaklade
zmluvy a vyzdvihuje potrebu obnovit’ multilateralne usilie a organy pre multilateralne rokovania,
najmé konferenciu o odzbrojeni, a v tejto suvislosti hl'adat’ moznosti, ako napriklad jej rozSirenie
v budicnosti. Stcasna patova situacia vratane pretrvavajicich netspesnych pokusov dohodnut’ sa

na pracovnom programe je nad’alej zdrojom znepokojenia.

EU pripomina svoju vyzvu na bezodkladné zacatie a skoré ukonéenie rokovani o Zmluve o zikaze
vyroby Stiepnych materidlov pre jadrové zbrane alebo iné jadrové vybusné zariadenia v ramci
Konferencie o odzbrojeni na zédklade dokumentu CD/1299 a na zéklade mandatu obsiahnutého

v tomto dokumente, ¢o je nad’alej jasnou prioritou. EU vyzyva vietky §taty, ktoré tak este neurobili,
aby vyhlasili a dodrziavali okamzité moratdérium na vyrobu Stiepnych materidlov pre jadrové zbrane
alebo iné vybusné jadrové zariadenia, ako aj odstavili zariadenia urcené na vyrobu Stiepnych
materialov pre jadrové zbrane alebo zmenili program vyroby v tychto zariadeniach na vylu¢ne
nevybuiné ucely. EU vita opatreniach tych z piatich §tatov, ktoré vlastnia jadrové zbrane, najma
dvoch ¢&lenskych statov EU, a ktoré prisluiné moratéria vyhlasili a takéto zariadenia odstavili alebo

zmenili ich program.

EU tiez vita konstruktivne rokovania podas zasadnuti skupiny vladnych expertov v roku 2014 a
2015 aich uspesné ukoncenie a uviedla, Ze veri, ze ich sprava bude zdkladom pre budtice

rokovania.
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3. CHEMICKE ZBRANE

Rozhodnutim Rady EU 2015/259/SZBP na roky 2015 — 2017, ktoré sa prijalo 17. februara, sa pre
OPCW vy¢lenilo priblizne 2,5 miliona EUR na podporné ¢innosti, ako st napr. podpora
univerzalnosti dohovoru, vnutrostatneho vykonavania, medzinarodnej spolupréce, programu Afrika
a uplatiiovania poznatkov ziskanych zo syrskej operacie. Toto rozhodnutie Rady predstavuje Siesty
dobrovol'ny prispevok EU k &innosti OPCW od roku 2005 ako symbol nepretrzitej podpory a

uznanie dolezitej prace, ktora tato organizacia vykonava.

EU pokraéuje v podpore Organizacie pre zakaz chemickych zbrani (OPCW) na uéely zrusenia
syrskeho programu v oblasti chemickych zbrani. Urobila tak predizenim platnosti rozhodnutia
prispiet’ z nastroja na podporu stability a mieru sumou 12 milionov EUR do trustového fondu
OPCW. Na ziadost OPCW EU skuma moznost’ d’alsicho prispevku k znieniu zostavajtcich

syrskych zariadeni na vyrobu chemickych zbrani a suvisiacim ¢innostiam.

¢lanku X.

Napriek tomu, ze urcité z pociatoénych klIi¢ovych cielov dohovoru CWC je stale potrebné splnit,
EU a jej ¢lenské staty zadali planovat’ fazu nasledujucu po likvidacii chemickych zbrani a postupne
zacinaju zvazovat’ buduice vyzvy (napr. zakaz obnovenia chemickych zbrani, ich nasadenie

zo strany neStatnych aktérov a teroristov, konvergencia s biologickymi zbraiiami) a teda 1 G€innost’
dohovoru. V tejto savislosti EU pozorne preskima nedavno vydana poznamku OPCW s nazvom
»OPCW v roku 2025: zabezpecenie sveta bez chemickych zbrani®, dokument S/1252/2015 zo 6.

marca 2015, s cielom prispiet k relevantnej diskusii na zasadnutiach prislusnych orgdnov OPCW.
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Pokial ide o Gginok podpory EU, vietky krajiny, ktoré boli vybrané ako prijemcovia pomoci, ju
pouzili na odstranenie kritickych technickych nedostatkov, ¢o tymto zmluvnym strandm umoznilo
dosiahnut’ vyznamny pokrok vo vnitroStatnom vykondvani CWC.

Rozhodnutie Rady 2013/668/SZBP prijaté 18. novembra 2013 poskytuje v tejto suvislosti
prostrednictvom technickej expertizy WHO viac ako 1, 7 miliona EUR na podporu projektov,
ktorych cielom je vo vybranych zmluvnych stranach podporit’ informovanost’ o biologickych

rizikdch, riadenie biologickych rizik v laboratériach a vyvoj narodnych stratégii pre laboratoria.

decembra 2014, sa zacalo na jar 2015. V stilade s uvedenym rozhodnutim Rady EU zorganizovala
jedno sprievodné podujatie v méji 2015 popri hodnotiacej konferencii NPT. EU zastupoval vedci
delegacie EU vo Viedni. Zazneli jasné odkazy na financovanie zo strany EU, ktoré zopakovali

takmer vSetci reCnici. Podujatie sa vysielalo nazivo online.

Clenské $taty EU pracujii na vykonavani rozhodnutia Rady 2014/913/SZBP z 15. decembra 2014 na
