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HALVARSRAPPORT OM GENOMFORANDET AV EU:S STRATEGI MOT SPRIDNING
AV MASSFORSTORELSEVAPEN (2015/T)

INLEDNING

I enlighet med EU:s strategi mot spridning av massforstorelsevapen, som antogs av Europeiska
radet i december 2003 (dok. 15708/03), ska lagesrapporter om genomférandet av strategin 1amnas

varje halvér. Foreliggande ldgesrapport omfattar verksamheten under forsta halvéret 2015.

EU:s végledande principer pa detta omrade ar, 1 6verensstimmelse med malen for den europeiska
sakerhetsstrategin, EU:s strategi mot spridning av massforstorelsevapen och de nya

handlingslinjerna (dok. 17172/08), fortsatt foljande:

i)  Reell multilateralism, vilket inbegriper att man fradmjar allmén anslutning till internationella
fordrag, konventioner och andra instrument samt genomforande av dem pa nationell niva,

genom diplomati och ekonomiskt stdd till tredjeldnder och internationella organisationer.

i1)  Ett ndra samarbete med partner och andra tredjeldnder i strdvan att nd en global samsyn nér
det géller behovet av att stirka det internationella icke-spridningssystemet. I sina bilaterala
forbindelser med alla berérda ldnder har EU fortsatt att ta upp fragor rérande icke-spridning,

sdrskilt genom moten inom ramen for den politiska dialogen och mer informella kontakter.

iii)  Effektiv och komplementdr anvandning av alla tillgdngliga instrument och finansiella resurser
— Guspbudgeten, instrumentet som bidrar till stabilitet och fred och andra instrument — for att

maximera effekterna av EU:s verksamhet for att uppna unionens utrikespolitiska mal.

Arbetet samordnas dérfor ocksd noga med den mer dvergripande sdkerhetspolitik och

konfliktférebyggande verksamhet som EU bedriver.

Europeiska utrikestjanstens chefsradgivare och sdrskilda sandebud for icke-spridning och
nedrustning representerade under forsta halviret 2015 EU vid ett antal viktiga internationella moten
(i synnerhet G7-direktorernas grupp for icke-spridning i Aachen i januari och i Hamburg i mars,
utvirderingskonferensen for icke-spridningsfordraget i april-maj och samrdd om frdgor rérande

icke-spridning och nedrustning med ett antal tredjeldander).
Under forsta halvret 2015 inriktade sig det sédrskilda sindebudet pa foljande:

— Okade anstringningar for att stodja fordraget om forhindrande av spridning av kirnvapen
(nedan kallat icke-spridningsfordraget) sérskilt i samband med forberedelserna infor 2015 ars
utvirderingskonferens om fordraget. Detta forblir ett hogt prioriterat drende for EU, dven med
tanke pa att det har direkt relevans for betydande regionala spridningsutmaningar i Iran och
Nordkorea. EU fortsatte att stddja processen for inrdttande av en zon fti fran
massforstorelsevapen i Mellandstern. Det sérskilda sdndebudet har haft regelbundna kontakter
med den finlédndska kontaktpersonen, ambassador Jaakko Laajava, med anledning av

sammankallandet av Helsingforskonferensen.

— Fortsatt frimjande av initiativet till en internationell uppforandekod for verksamhet i yttre

rymden genom att na ut brett till FN:s medlemsstater.
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—  Arbete for att fraimja allmén anslutning till och ikrafttradande av fordraget om fullsténdigt
forbud mot kdrnspréangningar (CTBT) och for att 6ka synligheten for EU:s
informationsverksamhet péd detta omréde, bland annat i samband med olika evenemang, t. ex.
det som anordnades i april i1 Israel som inledde en avrapporteringsprocess for CTBTO:s
integrerade faltovning 2014 (IFE14) for inspektion pa plats, som dgde rum i Jordanien i

november 2014 samt 2015 ars utvdrderingskonferens om fordraget.

— Intensifiering/inledande av dialoger om icke-spridning med viktiga partner utanfér EU och
fortsatta insatser for att integrera frdgor om icke-spridning i EU:s bilaterala forbindelser med
alla berdrda lénder, sérskilt genom moten inom den politiska dialogen och mer informella

kontakter.

1. NUKLEARA FRAGOR

Europeiska unionens rads arbetsgrupp for icke-spridning bidrog i nira samarbete med beroérda EU-
delegationer aktivt i utformningen av EU:s standpunkter infor 2015 ars utvdrderingskonferens for
icke-spridningsfordraget i april-maj, IAEA:s styrelseméten i mars och juni, kontrollsystemet for
missilteknik (MTCR) — mote med de forstérkta kontaktpunkterna i mars, drsmétet for Haag-
uppforandekoden 1 maj, plenarmétet inom ramen for det globala initiativet for att bekdmpa nukleér
terrorism (GICNT) och NSG:s plenarméte 1 juni. De berdrda EU-delegationerna samordnade arbetet
med att forbereda EU:s bidrag till andra internationella moéten, t.ex. moten i forberedande
kommissionen for CTBTO och dess underorgan och andra relevanta moten som omfattas av dess

mandat.
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1.1. 2015 ars utvirderingskonferens for icke-spridningsfordraget (New York, 27 april — 22
maj 2015)

Rédets slutsatser med bland annat EU:s stdndpunkter infér den nionde utvirderingskonferensen
mellan parterna i1 fordraget om forhindrande av spridning av kiarnvapen (NPT) antogs den 20 april
(dok. 8079/15). Med utgangspunkt i de ovanndmnda radsslutsatserna utarbetades och gjordes det
allmdnna EU-uttalandet och EU-uttalanden f6r var och en av utvirderingskonferensens tre
huvudutskott vid detta tillfdlle. Den hoga representanten/vice ordféranden Federica Mogherini
gjorde det allmdnna EU-uttalandet under konferensens andra dag (den 28 april). Tre
arbetsdokument frdn EU ldmnades till konferensen om 1) CTBT, 2) kidrndmneskontroll och 3)
Euratoms nya sidkerhetsdirektiv. EU anordnade tva sidoevenemang i1 samband med konferensen det
ena till stod for Haag-uppforandekoden mot spridning av ballistiska missiler (den 8 maj) och det
andra om kiirnsikerhet och fysiskt skydd (den 14 maj). Aven om utvirderingskonferensensen inte
lyckades anta nagot slutligt samforstandsdokument forblir den handlingsplan som antogs under
2010 ars utvarderingskonferens for icke-spridningsfordraget giltig och EU kommer att fortsétta att

fradmja ett Gvergripande, balanserat, materiellt och fullstindigt genomforande av denna.
1.2. Internationella atomenergiorganet (IAEA)

EU har fortsatt att intensifiera sitt stdd till Internationella atomenergiorganet i Wien. EU har sedan
2004 bidragit med néra 40 miljoner euro till kdrnsédkerhetsfonden (inrdknat det senaste dtagandet att
tillhandahalla organet 8,05 miljoner euro, med som grund rédets beslut 2013/517/Gusp av den 21

oktober 2013, som nu héller pa att genomforas) och forblir en av de framsta givarna.
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Pa omrédet kdrnsidkerhet har EU dessutom bidragit med teknisk expertis till utbildning och
workshoppar som anordnas av IAEA och éar riktade till tredjelédnder for att stirka deras formaga att
bekdmpa olaglig handel med kdrndmne och andra radioaktiva material. EU och IAEA har fortsatt
att samordna sitt stod till tredjelénder pa detta omrade. Det tredje drliga mdtet mellan EU och IAEA
pa hog tjanstemannaniva med deltagande av utrikestjansten, Europeiska kommissionen/Euratom
och foretrddare pd hog niva for IAEA, holls den 4-5 februari 2015 1 Europeiska kommissionens
lokaler 1 Luxemburg. Syftet med dessa moten pa hog tjanstemannaniva dr att forbattra samarbetet
pa IAEA:s samtliga verksamhetsomraden, dka synligheten for EU:s bidrag och ytterligare samordna
EU-atgérder, i syfte att sdkerstdlla komplementaritet och undvika dverlappning mellan
verksamheten vid EU:s kompetenscentrum for CBRN och IAEA:s atgirder i1 friga om kdrnsidkerhet
(1 detta syfte genomfor EU — genom Europeiska kommissionens gemensamma forskningscentrum —

och IAEA en praktisk 6verenskommelse till ledning for samarbetet).

EU har sedan 2008 genom radets slutsatser anslagit upp till 25 miljoner euro till IAEA:s bank for
laganrikat uran. EU har 6verfort 20 miljoner euro fran instrumentet som bidrar till stabilitet och fred
till stod for banken. Ett ytterligare bidrag pa upp till 5 miljoner euro kommer att ldmnas via
budgeten for Gusp, pa grundval av ett radsbeslut. Rédet har dnnu inte gett sitt godkédnnande
eftersom framsteg forst maste goras i arbetet med att fardigstélla och godkénna olika avtal, bland

annat vardstatsavtalet mellan IAEA och Kazakstan.
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Vad géller karndimneskontroll fortsatter Europeiska kommissionens direktorat for
kdrndmneskontroll att tillimpa sékerhetskontroller av allt civilt kdrndmne 1 samtliga 28 EU-
medlemsstater, med en arlig budget pa cirka 20 miljoner euro. Sdkerhetskontrollerna samordnas i
nédra samarbete med IAEA. IAEA och kommissionen forstdrker kontinuerligt sitt samarbete pa
omradet i syfte att optimera anvindningen av ménskliga och finansiella resurser, samtidigt som man
vidmakthaller hogsta mojliga effektivitet vad géller kontrollerna. EU har via Europeiska
kommissionens program for stod till kdrndmneskontroll ocksa fortsatt att ge viktigt tekniskt stod till

IAEA pa omrédet kdrndmneskontroll.

Medan EU har anslagit 10 miljoner euro till stod for det internationella projekt som syftar till att
utvidga och modernisera laboratoriet for sikerhetskontroll i Seibersdorf i Osterrike

(9,5 miljoner euro har redan dverforts), har IAEA vint sig till internationella bidragsgivare,
déribland EU, och bett dem att ocksd bidra till moderniseringen av laboratoriet for kdrntekniska

tilldimpningar i Seibersdorf.

Europeiska kommissionen har i samarbete med IAEA inlett en process pa expertniva for att
utvérdera och stodja en forbittring av IAEA:s databas dver olaglig handel som ett svar pé
anviandarnas behov. Ett dokument med bésta praxis i fraiga om harmoniserade rapporteringsrutiner
har utarbetats och kommer att laggas fram for IAEA. Framtagningen av ett webbaserat formulér for
anmaélan av kédrntekniska hdndelser, avsett att modernisera rapporteringsformerna, inleddes i

oktober 2013 och kommer snart att slutforas.

I enlighet med det nya instrumentet for kdrnsékerhetssamarbete (INSC 2014 — 2020) har EU
anslagit 3,5 miljoner EUR till stod for projekt for kdrnsédkerhetssamarbete som genomfors av IAEA.
Forutom detta direkta bidrag bedriver EU och IAEA ett ndra samarbete sarskilt for att dtgarda
platser i Centralasien som tidigare har fororenats av uran genom Coordination Group for Uranium
Legacy Sites (CGULS) och forumet for tillsynssamarbete som samordnar internationellt bistand till

tillsynsmyndigheter i lander som ansluter sig (Vitryssland, Jordanien och Vietnam).
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EU-medel som tillhandahéllits TAEA enligt de gemensamma atgirderna -1V och radets beslut V
har hjélpt till att minska risker, genom att bidra till att frimja IAEA:s insatser for att stirka
karnsédkerheten i tredjelénder, varvid prioritet gavs it de stater som hade det storsta behovet av att
forbattra sin kontroll av radioaktivt material och kdrndmne. Anstrdngningarna inriktades pé
forstarkning av staternas lagstiftnings- och tillsynsinfrastruktur avseende kdrndmne och annat
radioaktivt material, kdrnsékerhetsatgirder avseende kdrndmne och annat radioaktivt material vid
anviandning, lagring och transport och relaterade anldggningar samt staternas kapacitet att handskas
med kdrndmne och radioaktivt material som inte omfattas av de nationella tillsynssystemen,
varigenom det blir for mojligt for de 14nder som far stod att fullgéra sina nationella och
internationella skyldigheter. Radets senaste beslut (IAEA VI, 2013/517/Gusp), som antogs den 21
oktober 2013, bidrar till att ytterligare hoja kirnsdkerheten runtom i vérlden och till att stirka den
europeiska sdkerheten genom att erbjuda stdd till IAEA:s verksamhet inom ramen for

kérnsdkerhetsplanen 2014-2017, frimst inom ovan ndmnda omraden.
1.3. Fordraget om fullstindigt forbud mot kiarnspringningar (CTBT)

EU har aktivt verkat for ett tidigt ikrafttridande av fordraget om fullstandigt forbud mot
kérnsprangningar (CTBT) genom radets beslut 2012/699/Gusp av den 13 november 2012 till stod
for organisationen for fordraget om fullstindigt forbud mot kdrnsprangningar (CTBTO) och genom
att vinda sig till alla 1ander som &nnu inte har undertecknat eller ratificerat CTBT, inklusive de
resterande staterna i bilaga 11, vilkas ratificering dr nddviandig for att fordraget ska kunna trida i
kraft. EU fortsitter att 6ka medvetenheten om CTBT i olika sammanhang, bland annat i métena

inom den politiska dialogen, i syfte att driva pa ratificeringen av fordraget.

Den hoga representanten/vice ordféranden Federica Mogherini hade ett bilateralt méte med
sekretariatschefen for forberedande kommissionen for CTBTO Lassina Zerbo 1 anslutning till 2015
ars utvirderingskonferens for icke-spridningsfordraget i New York. Europeiska unionen

overldmnade ocksa ett arbetsdokument om CTBT till utvirderingskonferensen.
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Det sirskilda séndebudet for icke-spridning och nedrustning deltog i CTBTO:s hognivievenemang i
anslutning till workshoppen "On-Site Inspection Integrated Field Exercise 2014: Debriefing and the
Way Forward" som anordnades i april i Ramat-Gan 1 Israel och fick en forstahandsobservation av
resultaten av och de tillhdrande slutsatserna om IFE14. I detta samanhang gjorde han uttalanden
som framhévde bade det politiska och finansiella stodet frdn EU for allmén anslutning till och

genomforande av CTBT.

Det kdrnvapenprov som Nordkorea genomforde den 12 februari 2013 och risken for eventuella
vidare kdrnvapenprov har tydligt visat pa betydelsen av CTBTO:s kontrollsystem, vilket &r under
utveckling och som EU har st6tt genom sina radsbeslut. CTBTO-arbetslag har satts in for att Iimna
relevanta hotline-uppgifter som underlag for beslutsfattarna 1 alla l&inder som har undertecknat
CTBT. Anstringningarna for att underhélla nétverket for stodjande seismiska stationer som stdds
genom de gemensamma atgérderna/radsbesluten [-V och genomférandet av CTBTO:s
internationella datacentrum (som insamlar, analyserar och sprider data fran nitverket av stationer)
kommer att bidra till den bérkraft som dr nodvéndig for systemet. Det dr dessutom ytterst viktigt att
stoddja CTBTO:s provisoriska tekniska sekretariat 1 att genomfora ytterligare 6vningar, sdsom den i

Jordanien, for att prova och forbittra den operativa kapaciteten hos systemet for inspektion pa plats.
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1.4. Regionala fragor (Iran, Nordkorea)

EU har statt fast vid sitt fulla engagemang for de pagdende insatserna for att genom forhandlingar
uppnd en diplomatisk 16sning i den iranska kédrnteknikfrdgan, pd grundval av icke-
spridningsfordraget och ett fullstindigt genomférande av alla relevanta resolutioner frén FN:s
sakerhetsrad och ITAEA:s styrelse. Det smidiga genomforandet av det interimsavtal, kallat den
gemensamma handlingsplanen, som uppnaddes mellan E3/EU+3 och Iran i Genéve i november
2013 och som forldngdes till den 30 juni 2015 gav det nddvéndiga utrymmet for den pagéende
diplomatiska processen. Alltsedan den gemensamma handlingsplanen borjade genomforas inledde
EU som formedlare for samtalen om karnteknik med E3+3 (Kina, Frankrike, Tyskland, Ryssland,
Storbritannien och Forenta staterna) forhandlingar med Iran for att nd fram till en helhetsldsning pa
lang sikt nér det géller den iranska kédrnteknikfragan i enlighet med den gemensamma
handlingsplanen. Vi métet i Lausanne den 2 april 2015 nddde EU:s hoga representant,
utrikesministrarna fran E3+3 och Iran en politisk samsyn om de centrala ramarna for en
overgripande dverenskommelse om den iranska kidrntekniska frdgan. Arbetet har dérefter fortsatt pa
politisk direktdrsniva och pé expertniva for att omvandla Lausannedverenskommelsen till ett
skriftligt avtal senast i slutet av juni nir interimsavtalet 16per ut. Parallellt med uppldgget E3/EU+3
syftar samarbetsramen mellan IAEA och Iran till att I6sa alla nuvarande och tidigare olosta fragor,
bland annat sddana som géller tinkbara militdra dimensioner. Flera tekniska mdten har dgt rum
inom samarbetsramen mellan IAEA och Iran. Iran har emellertid &nnu inte genomfort de tva oldsta
praktiska frdgorna och heller inte foreslagit ndgra nya praktiska atgérder inom det tredje steget i

samarbetsramen trots fornyade uppmaningar fran organet.
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EU ar fortfarande oroat dver att Iran héller pa att utveckla och testa ballistiska missiler och
rymduppskjutningsfarkoster i strid med FN:s sékerhetsrads resolutioner 1737, 1747, 1803, 1835 och
1929. EU har vid upprepade tillfdllen fordomt denna verksamhet d4 den medfor en inneboende risk
for att kérnladdningar ska anvindas som vapen. Nér det géller Nordkorea dr EU fortfarande ytterst
oroat over den pagéende utvecklingen av landets kirntekniska program och program for ballistiska
missiler och regimens politiska prioritering av forbattringen av dess kérntekniska kapacitet. EU har
fortsatt att entriget uppmana landet att fullgora sina skyldigheter enligt relevanta resolutioner fran
FN:s sékerhetsrdd, inbegripet att fullstandigt, kontrollerbart och odterkalleligt 6verge alla sina
befintliga kérntekniska program och program for andra massforstorelsevapen och ballistiska
missiler. EU har fortsatt att uppmana Nordkorea att atergé till full efterlevnad av icke-
spridningsfordraget och IAEA:s sékerhetskrav samt att tillhandahalla TAEA begérd tillgang till
personer, dokumentation, utrustning och anldggningar. EU har hela tiden stott ett aterupptagande av
sexpartssamtalen och har uppmanat Nordkorea att atervdnda till troviardiga och giltiga
internationella forhandlingar. Utdver genomforandet av FN:s sidkerhetsrads resolutioner har EU
dven infort ytterligare autonoma restriktiva atgirder, inbegripet forstirkt kontroll av varor med
dubbla anvdndningsomraden och av spridning av konventionella vapen. EU upprepade sin védjan
till Nordkorea att ratificera CTBT och att avhélla sig fran ytterligare provokativa handlingar.
Nordkorea fortsétter att ignorera sékerhetsradets resolutioner 1695, 1718, 1874, 2087 och 2094 och

detta har fordomts 1 starkaste ordalag av EU.
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2.  NEDRUSTNINGSKONFERENSEN/FORDRAG OM FORBUD MOT
FRAMSTALLNING AV KLYVBART MATERIAL FOR KARNVAPEN OCH ANDRA
KARNLADDNINGAR

EU stér fast vid sitt engagemang for avtalsgrundad kidrnvapennedrustning och kidrnvapenkontroll
och betonar behovet av att fornya de multilaterala insatserna och ge ny kraft at de multilaterala
forhandlingsorganen, i synnerhet nedrustningskonferensen (nedan forkortat CD), och att 1 detta
sammanhang undersdka mojligheter sdsom en framtida utvidgning av denna. Det nuvarande
dodlaget, inbegripet oformagan att komma dverens om ett arbetsprogram, ér fortfarande en killa till

0ro.

EU upprepar att man omedelbart bor inleda och snabbt slutféra forhandlingarna inom ramen for
nedrustningskonferensen om ett férdrag om forbud mot framstillning av klyvbart material for
tillverkning av kdrnvapen och andra kirnladdningar pd grundval av CD/1299 och mandatet i detta,
vilket alltjimt en klar prioritering. EU uppmanar alla stater som dnnu inte forklarat och
upprétthéller ett omedelbart moratorium i fraga om framstéllning av klyvbart material for
tillverkning av kdrnvapen och andra kidrnladdningar att gora detta och att avveckla eller konvertera
till uteslutande icke-explosiv anvindning anldggningarna for framstillning av klyvbart material for
karnvapen. EU vilkomnar insatsen fran de av de fem kérnvapenstaterna, sérskilt fran de tva EU-
medlemsstater som har forklarat ett moratorium for sddan framstéllning och avvecklat eller

konverterat sidana anldggningar.

EU vilkomnar ocksa de konstruktiva diskussionerna vid och den framgangsrika avslutningen av
motena 2014 och 2015 i gruppen med statliga experter och uttryckte sin forvissning om att

gruppens rapport kommer att 1igga grunden for kommande forhandlingar.
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3. KEMISKA VAPEN

Den 17 februari antogs radets beslut (Gusp) 2015/259 {6r aren 2015-2017 genom vilket ungefar 2,5
miljoner EUR gors tillgéngliga for OPCW f0r att stddja verksamhet som att frimja allmén
anslutning till fordraget, genomforande pd nationell niva, internationellt samarbete, programmet {or
Afrika och tillampning av de erfarenheter som tillvaratagits fran insatserna i Syrien. Detta
radsbeslut ar det sjitte frivilliga bidraget fran EU till OPCW:s verksamhet sedan 2005, som ett

bevis pa fortsatt stod och som ett erkéinnande av det viktiga arbete som organisationen utfor.

EU har fortsatt att stodja Organisationen for forbud mot kemiska vapen, OPCW, for avveckling av
Syriens program for kemiska vapen. EU gjorde det genom att utvidga giltigheten av beslutet till ett
bidrag fran instrumentet som bidrar till stabilitet och fred pa 12 miljoner EUR till OPCW:s
forvaltningsfond. PA OPCW:s begiran undersdker EU for ndrvarande mojligheten att ytterligare
bidra till forstorelsen av Syriens kvarvarande anldggningar for framstéllning av kemiska vapen och

tillhorande verksamhet.

Genom radets beslut 2014/74/Gusp av den 11 februari 2014 och radets forordning (EU) nr 124/2014
av den 10 februari 2014 infordes ett undantag for eventuell anvindning av frusna syriska tillgdngar
for att ticka utgifter som sammanhédnger med OPCW:s verksamhet i Syrien med kontroll och
forstoring. I november 2014 sinde EU en skrivelse till generaldirektdren for OPCW och
informerade honom om denna mgjlighet och uppmanade honom att utfirda en démarche om detta
till de syriska myndigheterna. Forslaget har 6versénts till de syriska myndigheterna som hittills
fortsitter att avvisa det. EU fortsatter dock att aterkomma till detta beslut vid alla 1dmpliga tillfallen
och i samband med EU:s uttalanden vid OPCW.
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Efter den tredje konferensen (i april 2013) for 6versyn av konventionen om kemiska vapen (CWC)
fortsatte EU att fokusera pé sina prioriteringar, sirskilt 1) fullbordad forstéring av befintliga lager,
i1) frimjande av allmén anslutning till CWC (den 14 oktober 2013 blev Syrien den 190:e
konventionsstaten i CWC), iii) nationellt genomforande enligt artikel VII, iv) en 6vergang till arbete
for icke-spridning, v) frimjande av kapacitetsuppbyggnad med avseende pé skydd och sikerhet
inom den kemiska industrin 1 utvecklingsldnder, 1 enlighet med artikel XI, och atgarder mot

anviandning av kemiska vapen, enligt artikel X.

Trots behovet av att dnnu slutfora vissa av de ursprungliga huvudmalen i CWC, har EU och dess
medlemsstater inlett dverldggningar for att urskilja skedet efter forstorelsen av kemiska vapen och
borjar gradvis att dverviga utmaningar av framtida relevans (dvs. forbjuda att kemiska vapen
utvecklas pd nytt, anvandning av icke-statliga aktdrer och terrorister, konvergens med biologi) och
ddrmed konventionens effektivitet. | ssamma anda kommer EU att noggrant att undersdka den not
som OPCW nyligen utfirdade med titeln "The OPCW in 2025: ensuring a world free of chemical
weapons", dokument S/1252/2015 av den 6 mars 2015, i syfte att bidra till debatten om dessa fragor
inom OPCW:s behdriga organ.
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Nir det géller effekten av EU-stdd, utnyttjade samtliga lander som valts ut for att erhalla stod detta
till att atgiarda avgorande tekniska brister, vilket mdjliggjorde for dessa konventionsstater att gora
avsevirda framsteg i riktning mot nationellt genomforande av CWC. Konkret kan man konstatera
att EU:s radsbeslut fortfarande dr det enda mojliga sittet att ge denna typ av stdd for att hantera
brister i genomforandet. Av de 90 delprojekten for nationell tillimpning som genomforts av
OPCW:s tekniska sekretariat under senare ar skulle omkring hélften inte ha kunnat genomf6ras utan
medel frdn gemensamma dtgirder/radets beslut. Nér det géller EU:s prioritering att framja allmén
anslutning, har sammanlagt 19 ldnder anslutit sig till konventionen efter det att den forsta
gemensamma atgarden antogs och fyra av dem som anslot sig till konventionen under 2005 hade
varit foremal for en uppsokande verksamhet finansierad av en gemensam EU-atgérd/radets beslut,

vilket ocksa var fallet for samtliga lander som anslot sig under de foljande &ren.
4. BIOLOGISKA VAPEN

Infor den attonde konferensen for 6versyn av BTV-konventionen (Genéve i november/december
2016) har EU verkat for forhandlingar om och ett eventuellt framtida antagande av bade ett nytt
radsbeslut till stod for BTV och en gemensam EU-stdndpunkt infor nista dversynskonferens om

BTV-konventionen.

EU arbetar dven med att stodja forbattringar inom biosékerhet och bioskydd. I detta syfte
tillhandahéaller radets beslut 2013/668/Gusp, som antogs den 18 november 2013, mer dn 1,7
miljoner euro 1 stdd genom Vérldshélsoorganisationens tekniska expertis, till projekt som syftar till
att 1 vissa utvalda konventionsstater frimja medvetenheten om biorisker, bioriskhantering i

laboratorier och utarbetande av nationella strategier for laboratorier.
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S.  BALLISTISKA MISSILER

5.1. Haag-uppforandekoden

EU ser Haag-uppforandekoden mot spridning av ballistiska missiler som ett unikt multilateralt
instrument for att hindra spridning av system for ballistiska missiler och tillhrande teknik genom

Oppenhet och fortroendeskapande atgérder och har stott den med kraft dnda fran borjan. Alla EU:s

medlemsstater har anslutit sig till koden. EU har fortsatt att arbeta for och stddja tre inslag 1 koden:

allmén anslutning, tillimpning samt utveckling och forbattring av kodens sitt att fungera.

Genomforandet av ett nytt rddsbeslut 2014/913/Gusp till stod for Haag-uppforandekoden som
antogs av radet den 15 december 2014 inleddes under varen 2015. Inom ramen for denna CD
anordnades ett sidoarrangemang av EU 1 maj 2015, 1 anslutning till utvirderingskonferensen for
icke-spridningsfordraget. EU foretrdddes av chefen for EU:s delegation i Wien. Ett tydligt
omnidmnande av finansieringen fran EU gjordes och togs upp av néstan alla talare. Evenemanget

direktsdndes pa webben.

EU:s medlemsstater arbetar nu med genomforandet av radets beslut 2014/913/Gusp av den 15

december 2014 till stod for Haag-uppforandekoden och icke-spridning av ballistiska missiler.
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5.2. Kontrollsystemet for missilteknik

Plenarmotet 2014 1 kontrollsystemet for missilteknik holls den 1-3 oktober 1 Oslo och det gjordes
dnnu ett EU-uttalande. Ett mote med de forstirkta kontaktpunkterna inom kontrollsystemet for
missilteknik anordnades i mars 2015 dér Europeiska utrikestjansten gjorde ett Overgripande

uttalande.

Fyra av EU9-ldanderna fornyade sin ansdkan om medlemskap 1 kontrollsystemet for missilteknik:

Rumaénien, Estland, Slovenien och Kroatien.

Vid 2014 ars plenarméte 1 Oslo meddelade Luxemburg och Nederldnderna att de atar sig uppgiften
att fungera som ett gemensamt ordforandeskap i MTCR 2015-2016.

6. MINSKNING AV CBRN-RISKER

EU har fortsatt att gora framsteg med genomforandet av EU:s handlingsplan for kemiska,
biologiska, radiologiska och nukledra material (CBRN), som antogs 2009, och omkring 30 projekt

har hittills fatt stod genom Isec-programmet for forebyggande och bekdmpande av brott.

Dessutom ger en rad CBRN-relaterade forskningsprojekt, som finansieras av programmet Secure
Society inom sjunde ramprogrammet, vetenskapligt och tekniskt stod till CBRN-handlingsplanen
genom forskningsutveckling som omfattar hela krishanteringscykeln (fran forebyggande till
aterhdmtning). Det pagar dven insatser for att faststdlla standardiseringsbehoven pa detta omrade,
vilket kanske kan leda till en "European Norms"-standard (EN). Horisont 2020-programmet (2014—
2020) kommer att stirka de pdgdende anstrangningarna inom ramen for CBRN-forskningen genom

fokuserade teman, for vilka arbetsprogrammet antogs den 10 december 2013.
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I lagesrapporten frén 2012 om genomforandet av handlingsplanen uppmérksammades de
huvudsakliga resultaten, sérskilt med avseende pa ett 6kat utbyte av information och god praxis,
anordnande av gemensamma utbildningar och éverenskommelser om tre EU-forteckningar dver
dmnen med sérskilt farliga egenskaper inom de kemiska, biologiska, radiologiska respektive

nukledra omradena.

For att genomfora den nuvarande handlingsplanen senast 2015 och faststilla den nya dagordningen
for CBRN-E arbetar kommissionen nidra medlemsstaternas myndigheter och andra berdrda aktorer 1

den radgivande gruppen for CBRN-E och dess undergrupper, som méts regelbundet.

I maj 2014 antog Europeiska kommissionen ett meddelande om en ny EU-strategi for att uppticka
och minska CBRN-E-risker (dokument COM(2014) 247 final). I meddelandet foreslér
kommissionen att det praktiska samarbetet for att uppticka och minska CBRN-E-risker ska
underldttas pd EU-niva, bland annat att genom att arbeta med industrin, operatdrer av anldggningar
som hanterar CBRN-E-material (tillverkare av utrustning och leverantorer av sikerhetstjanster) och
andra aktorer. Dokumentet innehaller 30 atgédrder som kommissionens olika avdelningar ska
genomfora inom den ndrmaste framtiden i samarbete med medlemsstaterna. Konkreta verktyg
kommer att utvecklas, allt frén vigledande material, utbildning och medvetandegdrande atgarder till

tester.

Kommissionen samlar for ndrvarande in bidrag frin medlemsstaterna och andra berdrda europeiska
institutioner och avdelningar i syfte att senast i slutet av aret ldgga fram en slutlig ldgesrapport om
genomforandet av handlingsplanen fran 2009. Samtidigt kommer kommissionen att ligga fram

idéer infor det framtida arbetet pA CBRN-omrédet.
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Initiativet med EU:s kompetenscentrum for minskning av CBRN-risker som finansierats genom
instrumentet som bidrar till stabilitet och fred, inleddes av EU i maj 2010. EU:s kompetenscentrum
for CBRN inrittas som svar pa att man faststéllt att det 1 flera ldnder saknas tillrdcklig institutionell
kapacitet for att minska foljande CBRN-risker: brottslig verksamhet (spridning av CBRN eller
terrorism), naturkatastrofer och katastrofer orsakade av olyckor (arbetsolycksfall). Malet med
centrumen &r att utforma en politik for alla typer av CBRN-risker pa nationell och regional niva i
syfte att foregripa och moéta dessa risker. Sammanfattningsvis syftar dessa strukturétgérder till att
minska landernas utsatthet for CBRN-hidndelser av 6msesidigt intresse for regionernas och EU:s

sdkerhet.

For att uppna detta mal stods inrdttandet av regionala expertnitverk inom juridik, tillsyn, teknik,
kontroll och verkstéllighet i1 syfte att minska CBRN-riskerna genom att f6lja en ’nedifrédn och upp”-
strategi och en gransoverskridande strategi for att faststdlla regionala prioriteringar som inte endast

kan hanteras pa nationell niva.

— Fem regionala sekretariat har nu invigts (i Amman, Tbilisi, Rabat, Manila och Abu Dhabi), ett
samforstdndsavtal undertecknades alldeles nyligen om 6ppnande av sekretariatet i Uzbekistan.
Fortsatta forhandlingar om inrdttande av regionala sekretariat i Alger och Nairobi dger rum i

syfte att snart avslutas.

— Nya ldnder har nyligen anslutit sig till initiativet (Malawi, Saudiarabien, Qatar och Burkina

Faso) sa att det bestar av 52 lidnder 1 juni 2015.
— 34 CBRN-grupper har inréttats och deltar aktivt i verksamheten i kompetenscentrumen.

— Behovsprovningar for CBRN har hittills tagits fram i fler 4n 20 ldnder och nationella CBRN-
handlingsplaner har inletts i féljande 16 partnerlédnder: Filippinerna, Kambodja, Serbien,
Georgien, Marocko, Montenegro, Elfenbenskusten, Gabon, Kenya, Uganda, Burundi, Brunei,

Myanmar/Burma, Laos, Vietnam och Demokratiska republiken Kongo.
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— Totalt har 47 regionala projekt (pa uppskattningsvis 60 miljoner EUR) sedan 2011

kontrakterats med olika konsortier, bland annat fran medlemsstaterna.

7. TANKESMEDJOR

Med utgéngspunkt i rddets beslut 2010/430/Gusp av den 26 juli 2010 har EU:s arbete inom ramen
for EU:s strategi mot spridning av massforstorelsevapen aktivt stotts av EU-konsortiet for icke-
spridning, som inledde sin verksambhet i januari 2011. Genom ett nytt beslut som antogs den 10
mars 2014 forldngdes konsortiets verksamhet med ytterligare tre ar, for att dels bygga vidare pa de
resultat och erfarenheter som gjordes under perioden 2011-2013 och dels ldgga till nya och

innovativa projekt.

Konsortiets verksamhet innebar ett 6kat synliggérande av EU gentemot tredje ldnder och det civila
samhéllet och den bidrog avsevirt till utformningen av EU:s politik pa omradena icke-spridning och
nedrustning. Konsortiet utgor en plattform for informella kontakter mellan personer som ar
verksamma pa féltet och hjdlper till att frimja en dialog mellan olika aktorer. Konsortiets nétverk
inbegriper dver 65 tankesmedjor i hela Europa. Verksamheten har bidragit till att 6ka

medvetenheten om utmaningarna frdn nukleira, kemiska och biologiska vapen.
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8. FN:s SAKERHETSRADS RESOLUTION 1540 OCH EXPORTKONTROLLER

a)  FN:s sikerhetsrads resolution 1540

Rédets beslut till stod for FN:s sékerhetsrads resolution 1540 som antogs den 22 juli 2013
genomfors av Unoda, som anordnar regionala workshoppar och stodbesok i lander i hela vérlden.
Genomforandet av detta radsbeslut bidrar till att stirka de relevanta nationella och regionala
insatserna och till det praktiska genomforandet av rekommendationerna i 2009 érs 6vergripande
oversyn av laget for genomforandet av FN:s sékerhetsrads resolution 1540. P4 begéran av staterna

inleds och utvecklas dven nationella handlingsplaner.

Unoda har undertecknat ett avtal med OSSE, som skulle medfora synergier till stod for FN:s
sakerhetsrads resolution 1540. Synergier och samordning, dven for att undvika eventuellt
dubbelarbete, ska ocksa efterstrivas med EU:s kompetenscentrum for CBRN. Mer én 15
evenemang har redan organiserats med hjilp av EU-medel, av vilka det sista holls i Jordanien 1 juni

2015.
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b)  Exportkontroll

Med anledning av antagandet den 24 april 2014 av ett meddelande fran kommissionen om
oversynen av EU:s exportkontrollsystem dir konkreta politiska alternativ presenteras for
exportkontrollernas modernisering och anpassning till snabbt forédnderliga tekniska, ekonomiska
och politiska omstandigheter hade Europaparlamentet en offentlig utfragning i januari 2015.
Kommissionen har a sin sida inlett en konsekvensbedémning av de alternativ for Gversyn som
beskrivs i meddelandet for att kartligga de mest ldmpliga atgérderna, bade lagstiftningsatgirder och
andra atgérder, for att kunna forverkliga dem och undertecknade i december 2014 ett avtal med
Stockholms internationella fredsforskningsinstitut (Sipri) om den datainsamling som ska ligga till
grund for konsekvensbeddmningen och bana vig for ett utarbetande av reviderade regler for

exportkontroll.

Pa lagstiftningsomradet antog kommissionen den 22 oktober 2014 med anledning av den delegering
av befogenheter som beviljats enligt forordning (EU) nr 599/2014 kommissionens delegerade
forordning (EU) nr 1382/2014 for att uppdatera EU:s kontrollférteckning mot bakgrund av beslut
som fattats 1 multilaterala exportkontrollsystem under perioden 2011-2014, vilken trddde i kraft 1
december 2014. I mars 2015 inledde kommissionen forberedelser i samrdd med experter fran
medlemsstaterna infor en ny delegerad forordning for att uppdatera EU:s kontrollforteckning mot

bakgrund av beslut i enlighet med systemet ar 2014.

GenomfGrandet av exportkontroller stoddes av tre moten 1 samordningsgruppen for varor med
dubbla anvdndningsomraden under forsta halvéaret 2015 dédr man sérskilt inriktade sig pd inférandet
av nya funktioner i det "elektroniska systemet for dubbla anvindningsomraden" och det tekniska

utbytet av information om olika kontrollfragor.
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Det genomfordes samordning inom EU for att understodja EU:s dverenskomna standpunkter vid
relevanta moten inom systemen for exportkontroll under det forsta halvaret 2015 (mdéten 1 NSG:s
raddgivande grupp 1 april 1 Wien och i juni i Bariloche i Argentina, liksom ett plenarméte i juni i
Bariloche i Argentina, kontrollsystemet for missilteknik: mdte med de forstarkta kontaktpunkterna i

Paris i mars 2015, Australiengruppen: plenarmoéte i juni i Perth, Australien).

EU:s uppsdkande program for exportkontroll for att stdrka den administrativa och tekniska
kapaciteten i tredjeldnder (23) for att hantera varor med dubbla anvindningsomraden fortsatte. Det
uppsokande programmet genomforde ny verksamhet i Marocko, Tunisien, Jordanien, Pakistan och
Serbien. Sérskild uppmirksamhet dgnades at att intensifiera samarbetet med det amerikanska
utrikesministeriets program for exportkontroll och grinssidkerhet for att 6ka synergieffekterna
mellan de tva programmen. Sirskilda seminarier anordnades 1 Kiev och Kosice 1 syfte att fraimja
gransoverskridande tvérregionalt samarbete nir det géller strategisk handelskontroll med Ukraina,
Georgien och Republiken Moldavien samt med EU:s 6stliga medlemsstater. En webbportal for
EU:s uppsdkande program (https://export-control.jrc.ec.europa.eu/) inrittades som en plattform med
en enda kontaktpunkt for EU:s samtliga uppsokande program (dubbla anvindningsomraden,
vapenhandelsfordraget och konventionella vapen) i syfte att anpassa informationsutbytet med EU:s
partnerldnder. En sdrskild konferens med partnerldnderna om "nya och fordnderliga utmaningar" i
samband med exportkontroll 4gde rum i januari 2015. En unders6kning om utmaningar for
exportkontroll i Afrika fardigstilldes. Programmet finansieras genom instrumentet som bidrar till

stabilitet och fred.
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9. RYMDFORSKNING

Sedan 2007 har EU verkat for framtagning av en internationell uppférandekod f6r verksamhet i
yttre rymden. Denna internationella och frivilliga uppsittning riktlinjer och fortroendeskapande
atgarder skulle stirka sdkerheten, tryggheten och forutsédgbarheten inom all rymdverksamhet.
Sadana riktlinjer skulle bl.a. begrénsa eller minimera skadlig storning, kollisioner eller olyckor i
yttre rymden samt uppkomsten av skrot. De skulle faststédlla grundregler for rymdnationer vid bade

civil och militdr rymdverksamhet.

EU holl tre omgangar av multilaterala 6ppna samrad om utkastet till koden, i Kiev (maj 2013),
Bangkok (november 2013) och Luxemburg (maj 2014). Sammanlagt deltog 95 av FN:s
medlemsldnder i samradsprocessen (61 ldnder fanns med vid varje samradsomgéng). Den 6ppna
samradsprocessen, som avslutades vid motet i Luxemburg, spelade en virdefull roll for
utvecklingen av en bittre forstaelse for de deltagande staternas stindpunkter och farhagor. Nar
mdotet avslutades konstaterade ordforanden att det finns ett omfattande internationellt intresse for
initiativet. Manga lédnder uttryckte en 6nskan om att driva processen vidare till en férhandlingsfas
under vilken den kod som utarbetats under samradsprocessen kan ligga till grund for framtida

multilaterala forhandlingar.

I samordning med andra likasinnade l&nder och med bistand av Forenta nationernas kontor for
nedrustningsfragor har EU planerat in multilaterala forhandlingar om sitt forslag till utkast till en
internationell uppforandekod for verksamhet 1 yttre rymden som kommer att 4ga rum i New York

under perioden 27-31 juli 2015. Samtliga medlemsstater i FN kommer att inbjudas till detta mote.
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10. KLAUSULER OM ICKE-SPRIDNING AV MASSFORSTORELSEVAPEN

I enlighet med sin strategi mot spridning av massforstorelsevapen har EU fortsatt att integrera
frdgan om icke-spridning av massforstorelsevapen i sina avtalsforhallanden med tredjelénder.
Ytterligare forhandlingar om klausuler om icke-spridning av massforstorelsevapen i relevanta avtal
mellan EU och tredjeldnder dgde rum, sérskilt med Malaysia. Férhandlingarna bidrar till att 6ka
medvetenheten om EU:s politik om icke-spridning och nedrustning och utgér ett forum for att 6ka
den dmsesidiga forstaelsen for relevanta standpunkter, identifiera mojliga omraden for framtida
samarbete och uppmuntra partnerldander att gora konkreta framsteg nir det géller det internationella

icke-spridningssystemet.

11. ANDRA MULTILATERALA FORUM

G7

EU fortsatte sitt aktiva engagemang vid motena mellan direktdrerna for icke-spridning och
nedrustning (Aachen, 28-29 januari och Hamburg 4-5 mars) vilket ledde till framgingsrika
forhandlingar om ett uttalande om icke-spridning och nedrustning, som fogades till

utrikesministrarnas Liibeck-forklaring av den 15 april.
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Sedan det globala partnerskapet inrdttades 2002 har det utvidgats och blivit en plattform for
samordning och samarbete och bestér nu av ytterligare 20 partner. Vid toppmdétet i Deauville 1

maj 2011 enades ledarna om att ytterligare stidrka den biologiska sidkerheten, genomforandet av
FN:s sékerhetsrads resolution 1540, deltagandet av vetenskapsmén och kérnsikerheten samt
stralskyddet. Det var Forenta staterna 2012, Férenade kungariket 2013 och Ryssland, fram till dess
att landet uteslots ur G8, 2014 som drev arbetet med denna agenda vidare, sdrskilt genom att inom
ramen fOr arbetsgruppen for det globala partnerskapet forstiarka fem nya underarbetsgrupper, for
sdkerhet i1 fraga om biologiskt material, sdkerhet i fraga om kemiskt material och kédrnsékerhet och
stralskydd, for kompetenscentrumen samt for uppsokande verksamhet och utvidgning. EU:s
kompetenscentrum fortsatte att ha en framtrddande plats inom ramen f6r kompetenscentrumens
underarbetsgrupp for det globala partnerskapet, sirskilt som ett instrument for att underlétta
regionalt informationsutbyte och om mojligt for att undvika att olika givare 6verlappar varandra.
EU delade de prioriteringar som Tyskland faststillt for sitt ordférandeskap under 2014-2015,
sarskilt nar det giller de fragor om biovetenskap som star hogst pa dagordningen. Mélet ar att pa ett
bittre sétt sikra och redovisa materiel, forstirka overvakning och beredskapsinsatser (dvs. 1 frdga
om ebola och pandemier), stirka nationella och globala nitverk och forstérka ett sikert och
ansvarsfullt uppforande inom biovetenskap. Detta Gverensstimmer med den viktiga roll som EU
redan spelar nér det géller biovetenskap genom radsbeslut om BTV-konventionen och WHO samt

genom EU:s tre mobila laboratorier, snart fyra, som sedan maj 2014 redan &r placerade 1 Vistafrika.
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Internationellt centrum for vetenskap och teknik

EU bidrog aktivt till forhandlingarna om antagande av ett uppdaterat avtal for Internationellt
centrum for vetenskap och teknik (CIST). CIST har som maél att engagera forskare och ingenjorer
med kunskap om dubbla anvéindningsomrdden i fredlig forskningsverksamhet eller kommersiella
program som drivs av EU och andra partner. Centrumet strévar efter en fortsatt anviandning av
kunskap om dubbla anvdandningsomraden genom att omdirigera och omplacera relevanta forskare
och kan dérfor spela en roll i processen med att tillhandahélla langsiktiga 16sningar pé
spridningskriser. Under forhandlingarna betonade EU att det behovdes ett avtal som tillat CIST att
genomfora projekt som skulle bidra till ett effektivt bemotande av utmaningar i omraden som &r
oroande ur spridningssynpunkt, inbegripet i Mellandstern. CIST:s nya filial 6ppnades officiellt 1

Astana 1 juni 2014.

12. MOTEN INOM DEN POLITISKA DIALOGEN

Det sirskilda sindebudet holl méten for den politiska dialogen med Brasilien, Egypten, Japan,
Forenta staterna och Israel om icke-spridning och nedrustning. Han holl dven ett antal andra
bilaterala samrad med olika aktorer, bl.a. i samband med viktiga evenemang sdsom 2015 ars
utvirderingskonferens for icke-spridningsfordraget i New York (FN:s hoga representant for

nedrustningsfragor, Unidirs direktdr, USA, Republiken Korea, Israel, Egypten, osv.).
