Mariya Gabriel has been the European Commissioner for the Digital Economy and Society
sinee July 2017. When she took office, only 6 out of the 30 legislative proposals falling under
the scape of the EC Digital Single Market had been completed. Two vears later, the number
of the adopted proposals was 28 Her main priorities are digital skills, eybersecurity,
development of ethical Al fight against disinformation online, as well as the Digital Agenda
for the Western Balkans.

On the basis of Mariya Gabriel's proposal, an autonomous Digital Europe programme was put
forward for the first time, with 2 budger of a total of EUR 9.2 billion for the next MFF.

Her other key initiatives include the legislation on online platform-business, free Wi-Fi for the
municipalities in Eurepe, 2 paid cross-border traineeship for students “Digital Opportunity™,
fight against itlegal content and safer internet for children. Furthermare, she contributes to the
new EC strategy to sel up a European world-class supercomputer,

Mariya Gabriel was awarded numerous awards for her work as Commissioner. These include
the “Weomen of influence in Europe 2008 prize in the category * A Talent in Politics’, the
highest ltalian *Golden Apple’ prize for extraordinary women's excellence, as well as the
“Beaumarchais Medal” for her contribution 1o the protection of the creators’ interests in

Europe,
Mariva Gabriel has been the Vice-President of EPP Women since 2012,

From 200% until her appointment as Commissioner in 2017, she was a Member of the
European Parliament.

During 2014-2017, she was a Vice-President of the Group of the Eurcpean Pecple’s Party in
the European Parliament and head of the Bulgarian Delegation to the EPP Group, She was a
Member of the Commitiee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs and the Commities on

Foreign Affairs.

During the 2009-2014, she worked in the Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home
Affairs. the Committee on Agriculture, the EU-ACP Joint Parliamentary Assembly. She is a
coordinator of the EPP Group in the Committee on Women's Rights and Gender Equality.
She focuses on priorities such as security, migration, women's rights, EU foreign policy. She
was a rapporteur on 173 of all EL visa liberalisation agreements with third countries.

She was elected twice as the best MEP of the yvear: in 2016, under “Development” and in
2013, under *Gender Equality”.

She graduated froen the [nstitute for Political Swdies, Bordesux (France), where she was also
teaching. She has a Master in Comparative Pelitics and International Relations from the
Academy for Political Science of Bordeaux. She haz a Bachelor degree in *Bulgarian and
French language’ from the Plovdiv “Paisii Hilendarski” University. She did her secondary
education at *Dr. Petar Beron® High School, Kyustendil.
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
