Statement of the Commission on Product Design (WEEE Article 4)

Eco-design measures can help to facilitate meeting the targets of the Directive on waste electrical and electronic equipment in line with the Roadmap
on Resource Efficiency (COM(2011)571). The Commission will, if and when introducing new or reviewing the implementing measures adopted
pursuant to Directive 2009/125/EC on products also covered by the WEEE Directive, take into account the parameters for re-use and recycling as set
out in Annex 1 part 1 of the Directive 2009/125/EC, and assess the feasibility of introducing requirements on re-usability, easy dismantling and
recyclability of such products.

Statement of the Commission on specific derogations from the collection targets (WEEE Article 7)

The new WEEE Directive in Article 7(4) creates the possibility for transitional arrangements in order to address difficulties faced by a Member State
in meeting the collection targets of that Article, as a result of specific circumstances. The Commission underlines that high collection targets of WEEE
are important for a resource-efficient Europe and that the transitional arrangements can only be applied in exceptional circumstances. The difficulties
faced and the specific circumstances on which they are based must be objective, well documented, and verifiable.

Statement by the Commission on nanomaterials (WEEE Article 8 and Annex VII)

The European Parliament and the Council have agreed to invite the Commission to evaluate whether specific treatment may be necessary to address
nanomaterials contained in EEE. In this context the Commission understands nanomaterials to be those falling under the definition set out in the
Commission Recommendation 696/2011. Potential risks posed by such nanomaterials would be identified with tools available under the appropriate
legislation for this purpose. Where specific nanomaterials have been shown to pose risks to human health or the environment, the Commission will
assess whether specific treatment may be necessary and amend Annex VII as appropriate.

Statement by the Commission concerning the use of implementing acts (WEEE Articles 7(5) and 23(4))

The Commission considers that the powers conferred on the Commission in Articles 7(5) and 23(4) should be delegated powers, in order to properly
reflect the nature of the powers conferred, in accordance with Article 290 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the EU. However, in a spirit of
compromise, the Commission will not stand against a qualified majority vote in favour of the Presidency text. Nevertheless, on this specific issue, the
Commission reserves its right to avail itself of the legal remedies provided by the Treaty with a view to seeking clarification by the Court on the issue
of delimitation between Articles 290 and 291.

Statement by the Commission on the procedure of adoption of implementing acts

The Commission underlines that it is contrary to the letter and to the spirit of Regulation 182/2011 (OJ L 55 of 28.2.2011, p. 13) to invoke Article 5 §
4, subparagraph 2, point b) in a systematic manner. Recourse to this provision must respond to a specific need to depart from the rule of principle
which is that the Commission may adopt a draft implementing act when no opinion is delivered. Given that it is an exception to the general rule
established by Article 5 § 4 recourse to subparagraph 2, point b), cannot be simply seen as a "discretionary power" of the Legislator, but must be
interpreted in a restrictive manner and thus must be justified.

Statement by Austria

Austria would like to reiterate its reservation against the possibility as set out in Art 17 (1) to allow a foreign producer to appoint a person as an
authorised representative. This would endanger proper financing of the collection and recycling of WEEE.

For this reason Austria will, when implementing the WEEE Directive, stipulate the same requirements for such an authorised representative, regarding
financial warranties and criminal liability, as for the producer. In consequence, if need be, the national producer, as defined in Art 3(1) (f) (ii) and (iii),
would need to assume responsibility for the fulfilment of the producer’s obligations.

Furthermore, Austria draws attention to a situation where two different persons will be responsible for electrical appliances containing batteries: On
the one hand, according to the Batteries Directive, the importer of the battery, and on the other hand, according to the WEEE Directive, a potential
legal representative of a producer from another Member State.

Austria is concerned as to the expected increase of the administrative burden for instance related to the 6th category of WEEE as foreseen in Annex II1
and IV.

Statement by Malta

Malta believes that the text laid down in Article 17(1) is not consistent with the notion of authorised representative since it requires Member States to
allow the appointment of an authorised representative even in the case when a producer is already established in the same Member State where such
representative is being appointed. Malta, therefore, does not agree with the appointment of an authorised representative in the case of producers as
defined in Article 3(1)(f)(i) to (iii), since these are already established in the Member State they are selling to, and therefore, do not need an authorised
representative to be responsible for fulfilling their obligations under this Directive.

Statement by Malta

Malta regrets that the draft Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on jurisdiction, applicable law, recognition and enforcement of
decisions and authentic instruments in matters of succession and the creation of a European Certificate of Succession, does not take into account
Malta’s concerns.

Throughout the negotiations, Malta made it very clear that this Regulation will have far-reaching effects on the fundamental elements of Malta’s legal
regime regulating succession, in particular as regards the rules concerning the applicable law and the adoption of a single rule to regulate the whole
estate of the deceased without any distinction between movable and immovable property. The common law approach that lies at the core of Malta’s
succession law has always served to indicate with clarity and certainty the legal regime that is to be applied in inheritance matters.

The law applicable to the formal validity of dispositions causa mortis will irremediably complicate matters for Malta’s practitioners and citizens alike
as it is going to introduce new types of wills such as holograph wills which do not guarantee legal certainty and formality. Likewise, the new rules
regarding the administration of the estate that will be adopted under the Regulation as well as the provisions on agreements as to succession, will
create uncertainty under Maltese law.

In view of the above, Malta is voting against the adoption of the draft Regulation.

Statement by the European Commission

The Commission observes that the title of Article 5 refers to the "Participation of the Union in the Convention", whereas paragraph 1 speaks more
broadly of "participation in the Convention" which shall be a "joint responsibility of the Commission and the Member States". It recalls that the
Commission represents the Union under Article 17 (1) TEU in areas that are not falling under the common foreign and security policy. Accordingly,
the Commission considers that the "joint responsibility of the Commission and the Member States" mentioned in Article 5 (1) does not refer to the
representation of the Union, as could possibly be derived from the title. Rather, Article 5 (1) must be interpreted in the light of the division of
competences between the Union and the Member States established by the Treaties.

Statement by Ireland

Ireland considers that the export waiver provisions in article 14.7 fail to strike the necessary balance between environment and health on the one hand,
and competitiveness and trade on the other. This was an important issue identified by several parties in earlier consultations as requiring attention in
the recast negotiations. Ireland feels that these provisions as now proposed for adoption will continue to effectively prevent EU producers from
exporting specific Annex 1, Part 2 chemicals to third countries for limited specific applications while the use of the same chemicals for the same
purpose is still allowed in the EU. The likely consequence of this restriction is that the supply of relevant chemicals to third countries will instead be
provided by non-EU producers, with negative consequences for EU producers and, potentially, employment at a time when particularly difficult
economic circumstances prevail in the EU.

Ireland regrets that an alternative more balanced solution was not adopted in the final text which would still maintain the environmental ambition of
the Regulation without undermining the aims and objectives of the Rotterdam Convention.

Statement by the Commission

STATEMENT ON ACute toxic, CATEGORY 3, DERMAL EXPOSURE ROUTE (SEVESO - Part 1 of ANNEX I)

The Commission acknowledges that the compromise reached on the proposal represents an improvement in the level of protection of human health
and safety and of the environment over that afforded by the Seveso II Directive 96/82/EC.

The Commission intends to continue its analysis of the probability, risks and potential consequences of major accidents involving dangerous
substances classified as acute toxic category 3, dermal exposure route. Depending on the results of its analysis, the Commission may submit a
legislative proposal to include this category in the scope of the Directive.

Statement by Germany

Germany considers that point (b) of Article 23 of the compromise text of the Seveso III Directive contains a provision which goes beyond what is
necessary. The access to justice sought could also have been achieved by the compromise text for Article 23 proposed by Germany. The procedure
laid down in Article 11 of Directive 2011/92/EU would thus have remained limited to those cases under Article 15(1) of the Seveso III Directive that
also come within the scope of Directive 2011/92/EU or Directive 2010/75/EU. The procedural options under Article 9(3) of the Aarhus Convention
would have been open to the other cases under Article 15(1) of the Seveso III Directive, thus maintaining the status quo.

The requirement pursuant to point (b) of Article 23 of the Seveso III Directive requires substantial changes to the laws currently in force in Germany
and therefore gives rise to serious doubts. The inclusion of all dangerous substances in acute toxic category 3 (inhalation) in Section H2, Part 1 of
Annex I to the Directive also continues to raise serious doubts.

However, Germany is aware that the present compromise text contains marked improvements to the original Commission proposal in many other
respects.

Germany is therefore willing to set aside its doubts regarding Article 23 and Section H2, Part 1 of Annex I for the sake of a rapid agreement at first
reading.

Finland declares that it can apply this Agreement provisionally pursuant to Article 3 only from the date on which it has given its respective
notification of the completion of its internal procedures necessary for the entry into force of this Agreement.

Statement by Commission

In accordance with Article 218 (5) TFEU, the Commission has submitted a proposal for a Council decision authorising the signing and the provisional
application of an aviation agreement with Moldova.

The Commission takes note of the Council's unanimous decision to adopt a "hybrid" act consisting concurrently of a decision of the Council and of the
Representatives of Governments of the Member States meeting within the Council.

The Commission is of the opinion that this "hybrid" act violates the Treaties in that it, among other reasons, distorts the procedure and voting rules set
out in Article 218 (5) TFEU and (8) first subparagraph TFEU.

The Commission also notes that under Article 218 (9) TFEU Member States have no competences in establishing the positions to be adopted on the
Union’s behalf in a body set-up by an agreement when that body is called upon to adopt acts having legal effects, irrespective of the nature of the
Union's competence concerned.

Under these circumstances, the Commission considers that the procedure for establishing the EU position in the Joint Committee set up under Article
22 of the Agreement is contrary to the Treaties.

The Commission recalls its application in the Case C-28/12 Commission v Council which is pending before the Court of Justice and, reserves the right
to make use of all the legal means at its disposal to ensure the respect of the provisions of the Treaties.

Swedish statement supported by the Belgian and Austrian delegations

The animal protection strategy proposed by the Commission provides an opportunity to adopt a holistic approach to animal protection issues. Sweden
wishes to gives its explicit support to such work. However, we are deeply disappointed that the Council was unable to agree on a proposal to enhance
the protection of animals during transport, in particular since — according to the Commission's report concerning the Regulation on the protection of

animals during transport — the present provisions are incompatible with current scientific findings in this area.

It is essential that the rules in force be complied with and that the body of legislation be continually updated in accordance with current research
findings; furthermore, it is extremely important that journey times be limited, in particular as regards animals for slaughter and unweaned animals. In
the case of animals for slaughter, Sweden would like the journey time to be limited to a maximum of eight hours.
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Statement by the United Kingdom

The UK agrees with the EU Commission that the number one priority is better enforcement of the existing legislation on welfare during transport,
across the EU. However, in addition, it would like to see a review of long journey rules to take account of existing and emerging scientific evidence,
including that highlighted by the recent EFSA report, particularly in relation to revising the journey time down to a maximum of 12 hours for horses
going to slaughter.

We also wish to see discussion on greater protection for infant livestock, particularly calves, taking into account the Commission’s own written
guidance on the treatment of unweaned calves on long journeys and considering the very long distances some unweaned calves have to travel, which
can involve multiple cycles of 19 hour journeys.

We believe it is important that the rules should be updated where there is sufficient evidence to support such change. We note that the recent EFSA
report does not include any recommendation suggesting that all major species of livestock going to slaughter should face the same maximum journey
length in all cases.

Danish statement

The animal protection strategy proposed by the Commission provides an opportunity to adopt a holistic approach to animal protection issues.
Denmark wishes to give its explicit support to such work. However, we are deeply disappointed that the Council was unable to agree on a proposal to
enhance the protection of animals during transport — in particular since — according to the Commission’s report concerning the Regulation on the
protection of animals during transport — the present provisions are incompatible with current scientific findings in this area.

It is essential that the rules in force be complied with and that the body of legislation is continually updated in accordance with current research
findings; furthermore, it is extremely important that journey times be limited, in particular as regards animals for slaughter and unweaned animals. In
case of animals for slaughter, Denmark would like a restrictive maximum transport time.
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Statement by the Netherlands

The Netherlands government regrets the fact that the Council conclusions are not more ambitious as a European approach to animal welfare. The
Netherlands would like to have seen further-reaching proposals with regard to transport, the tightening up of other existing EU legislation on animal
welfare and specific rules for specific species and categories of animals.

As far as transport is concerned, the Netherlands endorses Sweden's statement, which is supported by Belgium, Austria and Denmark.

The Netherlands government calls upon the European Commission to submit, at the earliest possible opportunity, proposals limiting journey times for
slaughter animals to a maximum of eight hours.

In terms of improving, tightening up and supplementing other existing EU legislation, the Netherlands would call upon the Commission to draft an
evaluation report on the welfare guidelines for pigs, calves and poultry, followed by suitable proposals to amend the guidelines concerned.

As regards specific rules for specific species and categories of animals, the Netherlands would call upon the Commission - pursuant to conclusion no.
15 - to give closer consideration to the submission of specific measures.

The Netherlands government will consult with the European Parliament on ways to develop a more ambitious strategy.
