Completion of previous research programmes (prior to 2021) — Financial instruments

After the adoption of the Draft Budget 2025, the European Investment Fund (EIF) announced that no further payment
would be required for the Space Pilot equity in 2025 and 2026, as they would have sufficient funds to support the project
without additional contributions. Therefore, the remaining EUR 14,5 million in payment appropriations will not be
consumed and can be made available.

Contributing to a high level of health and welfare for humans, animals and plants

The increase of payment needs is requested to finance the actions envisaged under the Food Chain strand within the
Single Market Programme (SMP). This is mainly due to the outbreaks of Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza and African
Swine Fever in Member States, for which payment appropriations under the Emergency Fund are insufficient to cover the
EUR 94,4 million payments due to Member States by the end of the year. Moreover, the grants period for the
Phyto/Veterinary Programme, European Union reference laboratories, and Antimicrobial Resistance has been increased
from one to three years, leading to higher pre-financing payments due in 2025. Therefore, a reinforcement of
EUR 80,2 million is requested.

Galileo / EGNOS

Delays are affecting the new version of EGNOS (EGNOS V3) under development by industry, generating a payments
surplus of EUR 35 million. In addition, in 2025, the Commission did not receive as many Contract Change Notices (CCN)
as expected amending the Galileo operations contract, which leads to lower payment needs in EUSPA to cover the
operation activities (EUR 64,7 million). Therefore, a total of EUR 99,7 million can be made available.

Completion of previous programme in the field of satellite navigation (prior to 2021)

The surplus is due to an anticipation in 2024 of payments for Galileo, which could not have been foreseen during the
preparation of the Draft Budget 2025. These payments were necessary to cover several milestones under the space
segment (Galileo satellites) contract and, with no reste a liquider (RAL) remaining by the end of 2024, EUR 28,3 million in
payment appropriations can now be made available.

The surplus is explained by the delayed signature of the concession contract with industry. It was finally concluded end
2024 while the budget for 2025 was estimated in January 2024 with a baseline calendar of contract signature mid-2024.
A set of technical industrial milestones shifted from 2025 to 2026 compared to the initial calendar used to prepare the
budget, leading to a decrease in payment needs for 2025. Therefore, EUR 91,6 million in payment appropriations can be
made available.

To allow the Commission to meet its contractual obligations, including the Local Infrastructure Facility-LIF and Cultural

The surplus is related to an open contract with the World Health Organization (WHO), extended until June 2025. The final
report is expected to be delivered in November 2025, and the payment will be made in 2026 only.

The voted budget payment appropriations under the Erasmus+ Education and Training budget line are insufficient to meet
the expected financial obligations through the end of 2025. Additional credits are required to cover payments to National
Agencies, which are now facing higher financial needs and pre-financing levels than initially forecasted. This reflects an
accelerated implementation of actions under indirect management. Therefore, a reinforcement of EUR 25,9 million in
payment appropriations is requested on the line.

A surplus has been identified on the Culture strand budget line deriving from the changes made to the timing of the grant
call procedure of the Cooperation Projects (COOP) action compared to the usual deadline for submission of proposals in
the first months of the concerned year. The deadline of the calls for 2025 was postponed in May 2025 which, combined
with the high level of received applications, extended the selection and contract procedure, leading to a shift of most of
the pre-financing payments to 2026 instead of end 2025. Therefore, EUR 8,4 million in payment appropriations can be
made available from the line.

The payment appropriations inscribed in voted budget 2025 are insufficient to cover the needs of the year. In June, the
Commission adopted Draft Amending Budget 2/2025 (DAB2) to cover the Interim payments to the Member States until
the end of the year. Updated estimates on the execution until the end of 2025 have been made based on the recently
submitted claims at the end of July as well as the updated forecast of expenditure provided by Member States at the end
of August. This highlighted the need for an additional amount to cover the upcoming payments. Therefore, a reinforcement
of EUR 150 million in payment appropriations is requested.

The payment appropriations inscribed in voted budget 2025 are insufficient to cover the needs of the year. In June, the
Commission adopted Draft Amending Budget 2/2025 (DAB2) to cover the Interim payments to the Member States until
the end of the year. Updated estimates on the execution until the end of 2025 have been made based on the recently
submitted claims at the end of July as well as the updated forecast of expenditure provided by Member States at the end
of August.

1. Higher estimated needs for payments on grants, due to faster implementation of projects, and in particular for the
further pre-financing payments, for which a shortening of the submission period for requests has been noticed as
compared to initial estimates;

2. Increased needs for the EU funding instrument for technical support, European Local ENergy Assistance
(ELENA), due to higher invoiced amounts compared to the initial forecast, as well as a change in the EIB’s
schedule regarding the pre-financing requests which will be processed in one instance instead of four. To ensure
a smooth implementation, the EIB increased its 2025 payment estimates;

3. Higher needs for the procurement activities, which cannot be covered with the allocation granted in the budget
2025.

Completion of previous programmes in the field of environment and climate action (LIFE) (prior to 2021)

As larger amounts have been declared and paid for the second pre-financing, interim and closure payments (notably due
to the end of the pandemic and the higher inflation rates), a reinforcement of EUR 19,8 million in payment appropriations
is requested for LIFE 2014-2020 legacy actions.

Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism

Due to the acceleration of work on the development of the Common Central Platform (CCP), as the final implementation
deadline for the CCP approaches (the go-live deadline is set for 1 February 2027), a reinforcement of EUR 9,3 million in
payment appropriations is requested on the Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism line.

Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund (AMIF)

To honour the higher-than-expected interim payments, a reinforcement of EUR 4 million in payments is requested on the
line.

To cover the payment needs stemming from a revised roadmap for the rollout of the interoperability architecture, approved
by the JHA Council on 5 March 2025 with planned payments linked to the implementation of systems, such as ECRIS
TCN, and Eurodac, a reinforcement of EUR 47 million in payment appropriations is requested.

Completion of previous nuclear safety and decommissioning programmes in Bulgaria and Slovakia (prior to
2021)

A combination of factors explains a surplus of payment appropriations for 2025. In particular, as regards Bulgaria, delays
have been observed in the execution of several key projects impacting the disbursements of funds (e.g. the construction
and commissioning of the national disposal facility and the modernisation of the radioactive waste management facility).
At the same time the state enterprise “Radioactive Wastes” is also delaying the introduction of new projects, to be funded
through the Kozloduy International Decommissioning Support Fund. Both elements together result in a significant lower
need in payment appropriations corresponding to EUR 24,8 million. For Slovakia, while the programme is close to
completion, the requests for the funding of the management of additional radioactive waste have not yet been finalised by
the operator. The due payment is postponed to the beginning of 2026. Therefore, a total of EUR 28,1 million in payment
appropriations can be made available from the line.

Capability development

The implementation of payment appropriations is lower than initially anticipated because of the slower than expected
submission of the deliveries by the contractors. This delay is in some cases linked to the complexity of document treatment
due to their security classification. It is also related to the necessary complex amendments of contracts to adjust technical
specifications of the projects. The defence programmes are new under the current MFF, therefore the industry participating
in the projects is still in the process of becoming more familiar with EU procedures, notwithstanding that the Commission
organises info days for industries wishing to participate to the annual call for proposals and shares the lessons learnt from
the project implementation and grant management to allow for a smoother implementation, EUR 157,2 million in payment
appropriations can be made available from the line in 2025.

Completion of the European Defence Industrial Development Programme (EDIDP) (2019 to 2020)

A lower-than-expected payment implementation has been observed due to completed projects with delayed final payments
caused by delayed submission of reports. Therefore, EUR 1,8 million in payment appropriations can be made available
from the line.

The implementation of payment appropriations is lower than initially anticipated because of the late submission of the
deliveries by the contractors.

The decrease is explained by a combination of factors. The Instrument for the reinforcement of the European defence
industry (EDIRPA) is a short-term instrument introduced during the current MFF. All five EDIRPA grant agreements were
signed in April and May 2025. The 2025 draft budget was estimated in the beginning of 2024 before having the overall
picture of the milestones to be achieved. While three projects will deliver on time in 2025 most of the milestones foreseen
in the grant agreements, the two remaining projects shifted the provision of the milestones to end 2025 or 2026. Therefore,
EUR 39,6 million in payments can be made available from the line.

Defence Industrial Reinforcement Instrument

The Defence Industrial Reinforcement Instrument (ASAP) is a short-term instrument introduced during the current MFF.
All 31 ASAP projects were signed only during the third semester of 2024. The initial estimation of 2025 payment needs
made during the Draft Budget 2025 preparation in the beginning of 2024 was based on the assumption that all the projects
would have a reporting period and interim payments in 2025. However, the decrease is due to 10 projects whose reporting
period will not be before 2026 or 2027. Moreover, for three projects, the complexity of the tasks is leading to delays in
reaching milestones in the course of 2025. Therefore, EUR 66 million in payments can be made available from the line.

Increased 14 02 01 11

Eastern Neighbourhood

The request for additional payment appropriations is mainly related to the increased payment needs in 2025 for Moldova.
A total of EUR 121 million has already been paid in 2025 on the programme for Moldova, Energy Independence and
Resilience, which allowed Moldova to face the energy shortages, related to Russia’s war of aggression against Ukraine
and destruction on Ukrainian energy production facilities. This payment was not included in the Draft Budget 2025 request,
made in February 2024. Therefore, a reinforcement of EUR 92,1 million in payment appropriations is requested.

Overseas countries and territories other than Greenland

The mid-term forecast shows a reduction in expected payments. The main reasons are slowdowns in implementation, with
many payments falling through in 2025. Therefore, EUR 4,4 million in payment appropriations can be made available from
the line.

The surplus in payment appropriations stems from the fact that no MFA operations with a grant component have been
adopted in 2025 so far, and it is unlikely that any will be adopted before the end of the year.

Therefore, EUR 18,7 million in payment appropriations can
be made available.

The lower needs for payments in 2025 on the budget line are linked to the development of new Internal Control, Audit and
Anti-Fraud strategies.

No
other commitments and corresponding payments are therefore foreseen for strategic evaluations under this budget line.
Operational, intervention-level evaluations are being contracted as they are financed from the operational/country
allocations under the Neighbourhood, Development and International Cooperation Instrument NIDIC-GE. Therefore,
EUR 1,1 million in payment appropriations can be made available.

Erasmus+ — Contribution from IPA Il

The payment appropriations under the Erasmus+ IPA Il instrument are insufficient to cover the expected financial
obligations until the end of 2025.Additional credits will be required to cover payments to National Agencies and the
European Education and Culture Executive Agency (EACEA), which are now facing higher financial needs and pre-
financing levels than initially planned during the Draft Budget 2025. Therefore, a reinforcement of EUR 3 million in payment
appropriations is requested.

IPA lll — Provisioning of the common provisioning fund

Following the adoption of the payment schedule for 2025, a total of EUR 30 million are to be paid to the common
provisioning fund in 2025 out of this budget line, while an amount of EUR 100 million is available on this line for 2025.

Following the mobilisation of the EGF for 3 applications by October 2025, an amount of EUR 1,3 million in payment
appropriations would remain available on the line.

Due to delays in the submission and acceptance of the interim reports linked to the payments for this action, the 2025
payments are postponed to 2026.

Due to delays in the finalisation of several contracts launched under the 2024 global commitment, the forecasted payment
needs until the end of 2025 are below the level of appropriations inscribed under the 2025 voted budget.

Preparatory action — Creation of the European Capital of Small Retail (ECSR)

The award decision was signed with a two-month delay, i.e. in March 2025 instead of the planned January 2025. The
payment timeline was therefore reviewed, and the contract was extended to 2028 to make sure that the second edition of
the European Capitals of Small Retail awards (2027) is properly finalised and closed by the contractor. Consequently, the
contracts spread now between 2025 and 2028 (2025 - preparations for the 2026 edition of the European Capitals of Small
Retail awards, 2026 — implementation of the first edition and preparation of the second edition, 2027- implementation of
the second edition, early 2028 — evaluation of deliverables and final payment).
