INTRODUCCION

Cada afo, después de examinar la ejecucion real y la utilizacién esperada de los créditos de pago al final del ejercicio
presupuestario, la Comision propone la llamada «transferencia global», destinada a reequilibrar los créditos de pago para
el ejercicio presupuestario en curso. En la medida de lo posible, el déficit de créditos detectado se resuelve mediante
transferencias internas dentro de los capitulos presupuestarios pertinentes. La propuesta de transferencia global afecta
a reajustes que no pueden llevarse a cabo mediante esas transferencias internas.

La transferencia global, como cualquier otra transferencia, no debera tener una incidencia financiera en el presupuesto.

La propuesta de transferencia global para 2025 afecta a los créditos de pago por un total de 802,1 millones EUR,
correspondientes a un 0,5 % del total de los créditos de pago autorizados en el presupuesto de 2025. Como se muestra
en el cuadro que figura a continuacioén, en comparacion con afios anteriores, esto es relativamente limitado, lo que refleja
el hecho de que los programas estan funcionando a velocidad de crucero.

En total, se ven afectadas 60 lineas presupuestarias (27 destinadas a refuerzos y 33 a reducciones), frente a las 103
lineas (27 destinadas a refuerzos y 76 a reducciones) incluidas en la transferencia global presentada en 2024.

Los créditos de pago disponibles dentro de una rubrica se han utilizado, en primer lugar, para cubrir las necesidades de
esa misma rubrica. Ademas, el proyecto de presupuesto rectificativo n.° 3/2025 propone reducir los créditos de pago en
3 000 millones EUR correspondientes a importes que no pueden provisionarse en la transferencia global.
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Los refuerzos y las reducciones propuestos, por rubrica, son los siguientes:

2. Refuerzos y reducciones de los créditos de pago

Los principales refuerzos y reducciones (superiores a 25 millones EUR) se resumen en esta seccion.

2.1 Refuerzos

La solicitud de transferencia propone reforzar 27 lineas presupuestarias por un importe total de 802,1 millones EUR.
Las principales lineas afectadas (es decir, aquellas en las que los cambios son superiores a 25 millones EUR) se exponen
a continuacion por rubrica:

2.1.1 Rubrica 1 - Mercado unico, innovacién y economia digital

+ 80,2 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 03 02 06 — Contribuir a lograr un elevado nivel de salud y bienestar
para las personas, los animales y los vegetales. Se solicita el aumento de las necesidades de pago para financiar las
acciones previstas en el capitulo de la cadena alimentaria en el marco del Programa para el Mercado Unico. Esto se debe
principalmente a los brotes de gripe aviar altamente patégena y de fiebre porcina africana en los Estados miembros, para
los que los créditos de pago con cargo al Fondo de Emergencia son insuficientes para cubrir los pagos de 94,4 millones
EUR adeudados a los Estados miembros a finales de afio. Ademas, el periodo de subvenciones para el programa
fitosanitario/veterinario, los laboratorios de referencia de la Unién Europea vy la resistencia a los antimicrobianos se ha
incrementado de uno a tres afos, lo que ha dado lugar a un aumento de los pagos de prefinanciaciéon adeudados en
2025. Por lo tanto, se solicita un refuerzo de 80,2 millones EUR.

+ 31,6 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 03 05 01 — Cooperacion en el ambito aduanero (aduanas). Los créditos
de pago restantes de la linea presupuestaria son insuficientes para cubrir los pagos previstos de 41,1 millones EUR
durante el resto del ejercicio. El déficit se atribuye a una tasa de pago mas rapida de lo previsto y a un enfoque prudente
en el calculo de las necesidades al preparar el proyecto de presupuesto para 2025. Parte de las necesidades se cubriran
mediante transferencias internas. Por lo tanto, se solicita un refuerzo de 31,6 millones EUR.

2.1.2 Rubrica 2b — Resiliencia y valores

+ 25,9 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 07 03 01 01 — Promover la movilidad educativa de las personas y los
grupos, asi como la cooperacion, la inclusion, la justicia, la excelencia, la creatividad y la innovacién a nivel de las
organizaciones y las politicas en el campo de la educacion y la formaciéon — Gestion indirecta. Los créditos de pago
consignados en la linea presupuestaria de educacion y formacién de Erasmus+ son insuficientes para cumplir las
obligaciones financieras previstas a finales de 2025. Se necesitan créditos adicionales para cubrir los pagos de 2025 a
las agencias nacionales, que ahora se enfrentan a necesidades financieras y niveles de prefinanciacion superiores a los
previstos inicialmente. Esto refleja una ejecucién acelerada de las acciones en régimen de gestién indirecta. Por lo tanto,
se solicita un refuerzo de 25,9 millones EUR.

2.1.3 Rubrica 3 - Recursos naturales y medio ambiente

+ 150 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 08 03 01 01 - Tipos de intervenciones de desarrollo rural en el marco de
los planes estratégicos de la PAC. Los créditos de pago consignados en el presupuesto aprobado de 2025 son
insuficientes para cubrir las necesidades del ejercicio. En junio, la Comisién adoptd el proyecto de presupuesto
rectificativo n.° 2/2025 (PPR n.° 2) para cubrir los pagos intermedios a los Estados miembros hasta finales de afio. Se
han realizado estimaciones actualizadas de la ejecucién hasta finales de 2025 sobre la base de las declaraciones
presentadas recientemente a finales de julio, asi como de las previsiones actualizadas de gastos facilitadas por los
Estados miembros a finales de agosto. Esto puso de relieve la necesidad de un importe adicional para cubrir los proximos
créditos de pago. Por lo tanto, se solicita un refuerzo de 150 millones EUR.

+ 231,2 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 08 03 01 02 — Tipos de intervenciones en favor del desarrollo rural
— Programas de 2014-2022. Los créditos de pago consignados en el presupuesto aprobado de 2025 son insuficientes
para cubrir las necesidades del ejercicio. En junio, la Comision adopto el proyecto de presupuesto rectificativo PPR n.° 2
para cubrir los pagos intermedios a los Estados miembros hasta finales de afo. Se han realizado estimaciones
actualizadas de la ejecucién hasta finales de 2025 sobre la base de las declaraciones presentadas recientemente a finales
de julio, asi como de las previsiones actualizadas de gastos facilitadas por los Estados miembros a finales de agosto.
Esto puso de relieve la necesidad de un importe adicional para cubrir los proximos pagos. Por lo tanto, se solicita un
refuerzo de 231,2 millones EUR.

+ 26,3 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 09 02 04 — Iniciativa Urbana Europea. Para satisfacer las necesidades

de pago hasta finales de 2025 y evitar intereses de demora, se necesitan créditos de pago adicionales por valor de 26,3
millones EUR en la linea. Esto se explica, principalmente, por el hecho de que:
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1. Mayores necesidades estimadas para los pagos de subvenciones, debido a una ejecucion mas rapida de los
proyectos y, en particular, para los nuevos pagos de prefinanciacion, para los que se ha observado un
acortamiento del periodo de presentacion de solicitudes en comparacién con las estimaciones iniciales;

2. Aumento de las necesidades del instrumento de financiacién de la UE para el apoyo técnico, ELENA (European
Local ENergy Assistance), debido al aumento de los importes facturados en comparaciéon con las previsiones
iniciales, asi como a un cambio en el calendario del BEI en relacién con las solicitudes de prefinanciaciéon, que
se tramitaran en una instancia en lugar de en cuatro. Para garantizar una ejecucion fluida, el BEl aumento sus
estimaciones de pagos para 2025;

3. Mayores necesidades para las actividades de contratacién, que no pueden cubrirse con la asignacion concedida
en el presupuesto de 2025.

2.1.4 Rdubrica 4 — Migracién y gestion de las fronteras

+ 47 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 11 10 02 — Agencia Europea para la Gestion Operativa de Sistemas
Informaticos de Gran Magnitud en el Espacio de Libertad, Seguridad y Justicia (eu-LISA). Con el fin de cubrir las
necesidades de pago derivadas de una hoja de ruta revisada para el despliegue de la arquitectura de interoperabilidad,
aprobada por el Consejo JAIl el 5 de marzo de 2025, con pagos previstos vinculados a la aplicacién de sistemas como
ECRIS TCN y Eurodac, se solicita un refuerzo de 47 millones EUR.

2.1.5 Rdubrica 6 - Vecindad y resto del mundo

+ 92,1 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 74 02 01 11 — Vecindad Oriental. La solicitud de créditos de pago
adicionales esté relacionada principalmente con el aumento de las necesidades de pago en 2025 para Moldavia. En 2025
ya se ha pagado un total de 121 millones EUR en el marco del programa para Moldavia, la independencia energética y
la resiliencia, que permiti6 a Moldavia hacer frente a la escasez de energia, relacionada con la guerra de agresion de
Rusia contra Ucrania y la destruccion de instalaciones de produccion de energia ucranianas. Este pago no se incluyo en
la solicitud del proyecto de presupuesto de 2025, presentada en febrero de 2024. Por lo tanto, se solicita un refuerzo de
92,1 millones EUR.

2.2 Reducciones

La solicitud de transferencia propone reducir el nivel de los créditos de pago para 33 lineas presupuestarias por un
importe total de 802,1 millones EUR. Las principales lineas afectadas (es decir, aquellas en las que los cambios son
superiores a 25 millones EUR) se exponen a continuacién por rubrica:

2.2.1 Rdbrica 1 - Mercado tnico, innovacioén y economia digital

- 74,4 millones EUR para la linea 02 04 06 11 — Semiconductores — Empresa Comun de Chips. El excedente se debe
a la complejidad del procedimiento de contratacion publica para establecer las lineas piloto destinadas a facilitar la
innovacion en la produccion de semiconductores. Dado que estos contratos son gestionados por entidades externas, el
nivel de incertidumbre es mayor y las previsiones de pagos son mucho mas complejas. Ademas, la mayor parte de los
pagos de la contratacion solo se efectian una vez que se ha aceptado el material. Por lo tanto, puede ponerse a
disposicion de la Comisién una cantidad de 74,4 millones EUR.

- 99,7 millones EUR de la linea presupuestaria 04 02 01 - Galileo / EGNOS. Los retrasos estan afectando a la nueva
version de EGNOS (EGNOS V3) en fase de desarrollo por parte de la industria, lo que genera un excedente de pagos de
35 millones EUR. Ademas, en 2025, la Comision no recibié tantos anuncios como se esperaba de modificacion de
contratos por los que se modificaba el contrato de operaciones de Galileo, lo que da lugar a menores necesidades de
pago por parte de la Agencia de la Union Europea para el Programa Espacial para cubrir las actividades operativas (64,7
millones EUR). Por lo tanto, puede ponerse a disposicién de la Comisién una cantidad de 99,7 millones EUR.

- 28,3 millones EUR para la linea 04 02 99 01 — Finalizacién de programas anteriores en el ambito de la navegacién por
satélite (anteriores a 2021). El excedente se debe a una prevision en 2024 de los pagos para Galileo, que no podrian
haberse previsto durante la preparacion del proyecto de presupuesto de 2025. Estos pagos eran necesarios para cubrir
varios hitos en el marco del contrato del segmento espacial (satélites Galileo) y, sin compromisos pendientes de
liquidacion a finales de 2024, ahora pueden ponerse a disposicion de la Comision 28,3 millones EUR en créditos de pago.

- 91,6 millones EUR para la linea 04 03 01 — Programa de Conectividad Segura de la Unién — Contribucién con cargo
ala Rubrica 1. El excedente se explica por el retraso en la firma del contrato de concesion con la industria, que finalmente
se concluyd a finales de 2024, mientras que el presupuesto para 2025 se estimé en enero de 2024, con un calendario de
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referencia para la firma de contratos a mediados de 2024. Un conjunto de hitos técnicos industriales se desplazo de 2025
a 2026 modificando el calendario inicial utilizado para preparar el presupuesto, lo que dio lugar a una disminucién de las
necesidades de créditos de pago para 2025. Por lo tanto, puede ponerse a disposicion de la Comisién un importe de 91,6
millones EUR.

2.2.2 Rdbrica 2b — Resiliencia y valores

- 27,6 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 06 06 01 - Programa EU4Health. La firma tardia de los contratos de las
instalaciones cada vez mas calidas para vacunas (EU FAB) ha afectado al calendario de los informes intermedios y, por
consiguiente, a los pagos previstos inicialmente en 2025, que se pospondran a 2026. Por lo tanto, puede ponerse a
disposicion de la Comisién un importe de 27,6 millones EUR.

2.2.3 Rdubrica 5 - Seguridad y defensa

- 28,1 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 12 04 99 02 - Finalizacién de los anteriores programas de seguridad y
clausura nucleares en Bulgaria y Eslovaquia (anterior a 2021). Una combinacion de factores explica un excedente de
créditos de pago para 2025. Por lo que se refiere a Bulgaria, se han observado retrasos en la ejecucion de varios
proyectos clave que afectan a los desembolsos de fondos (por ejemplo, la construcciéon y puesta en servicio de la
instalacion nacional de almacenamiento definitivo y la modernizacién de la instalacion de gestion de residuos radiactivos).
Al mismo tiempo, la empresa estatal «Residuos Radiactivos» también esta retrasando la introduccion de nuevos
proyectos, que se financiaran a través del Fondo Internacional de Apoyo al Desmantelamiento de Kozloduy. Ambos
elementos dan lugar, en conjunto, a una disminucién significativa de las necesidades de créditos de pago por valor de
24,8 millones EUR. En el caso de Eslovaquia, aunque el programa esta a punto de completarse, el operador aun no ha
finalizado las solicitudes de financiacién de la gestion de residuos radiactivos adicionales. El pago adeudado se aplaza
hasta principios de 2026. Por lo tanto, puede ponerse a disposicion de la Comision un importe de 28,1 millones EUR.

- 157,2 millones EUR para la linea 13 02 01 — Desarrollo de capacidades. La ejecucion de los créditos de pago es inferior
a la prevista inicialmente debido a la presentacién mas lenta de lo previsto de las entregas por parte de los contratistas.
En algunos casos, este retraso esta relacionado con la complejidad del tratamiento de los documentos debido a su
clasificacion de seguridad. También esta relacionado con las complejas modificaciones necesarias de los contratos para
adaptar las especificaciones técnicas de los proyectos.

Los programas de defensa son nuevos en el marco de este MFP, por lo que la industria que participa en los proyectos
aun esta en proceso de familiarizacion con los procedimientos de la UE, a pesar de que la Comision organiza jornadas
informativas para las industrias que desean participar en la convocatoria anual de propuestas y comparte las lecciones
aprendidas de la ejecucion del proyecto y la gestion de las subvenciones para permitir una ejecucion mas fluida. Por lo
tanto, puede ponerse a disposicidon de la Comision un importe de 157,2 millones EUR.

- 30,7 millones EUR para la linea 13 03 01 — Investigacién en materia de defensa. La ejecucion de los créditos de pago
es inferior a la prevista inicialmente debido a la presentacion tardia de las entregas por parte de los contratistas. En
algunos casos, este retraso esta relacionado con la complejidad del tratamiento de los documentos debido a su
clasificacién de seguridad. También esta relacionado con las complejas modificaciones necesarias de los contratos para
adaptar las especificaciones técnicas de los proyectos. Los programas de defensa son nuevos en el marco de este MFP,
por lo que la industria que participa en los proyectos aun esta en proceso de familiarizacién con los procedimientos de la
UE, a pesar de que la Comisién organiza jornadas informativas para las industrias que desean participar en la
convocatoria anual de propuestas y comparte las lecciones aprendidas de la ejecucion del proyecto y la gestiéon de las
subvenciones para permitir una ejecucion mas eficaz. Por lo tanto, puede ponerse a disposiciéon de la Comision un importe
de 30,7 millones EUR.

- 39,6 millones EUR para la linea presupuestaria 13 06 01 — Instrumento para el refuerzo de la industria europea de
defensa mediante las adquisiciones en comun (EDIRPA). La disminucion se explica por una combinacion de factores. El
Instrumento para el refuerzo de la industria europea de defensa (EDIRPA) es un instrumento a corto plazo introducido
durante el actual MFP. Los cinco acuerdos de subvencién del EDIRPA se firmaron en abril y mayo de 2025. El proyecto
de presupuesto para 2025 se estimo a principios de 2024 antes de tener una visidon general de los hitos que debian
alcanzarse. Si bien tres proyectos cumpliran a tiempo, en 2025, la mayoria de los hitos previstos en los acuerdos de
subvencidn, los dos proyectos restantes cambiaron la provisidon de los hitos hasta finales de 2025 o 2026. Por lo tanto,
puede ponerse a disposicidon de la Comision un importe de 39,6 millones EUR.

- 66 millones EUR para la linea 13 07 01 — Instrumento de Refuerzo de la Industria de Defensa. El Instrumento de
Refuerzo de la Industria de Defensa es un instrumento a corto plazo introducido durante el actual MFP. Los 31 proyectos
de apoyo a la producciéon de municiones no se firmaron hasta el tercer semestre de 2024. La estimacion inicial de las
necesidades de pago de 2025 realizada durante la preparacion del proyecto de presupuesto de 2025 a principios de 2024
supuso que todos los proyectos tendrian un periodo de presentacién de informes y pagos intermedios en 2025. Sin
embargo, la disminucién se debe a 10 proyectos cuyo periodo de presentacién de informes no seré anterior a 2026 o
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2027. Ademas, en tres proyectos, la complejidad de las tareas esta provocando retrasos en la consecucion de los hitos
a lo largo de 2025.

Completion of previous research programmes (prior to 2021) — Financial instruments

After the adoption of the Draft Budget 2025, the European Investment Fund (EIF) announced that no further payment
would be required for the Space Pilot equity in 2025 and 2026, as they would have sufficient funds to support the project
without additional contributions.

Completion of previous nuclear safety and decommissioning programmes in Bulgaria and Slovakia (prior to
2021)

A combination of factors explains a surplus of payment appropriations for 2025. In particular, as regards Bulgaria, delays
have been observed in the execution of several key projects impacting the disbursements of funds (e.g. the construction
and commissioning of the national disposal facility and the modernisation of the radioactive waste management facility).
At the same time the state enterprise “Radioactive Wastes” is also delaying the introduction of new projects, to be funded
through the Kozloduy International Decommissioning Support Fund. Both elements together result in a significant lower
need in payment appropriations corresponding to EUR 24,8 million. For Slovakia, while the programme is close to
completion, the requests for the funding of the management of additional radioactive waste have not yet been finalised by
the operator.

While three projects will deliver on time in 2025 most of the milestones foreseen
in the grant agreements, the two remaining projects shifted the provision of the milestones to end 2025 or 2026. Therefore,
EUR 39,6 million in payments can be made available from the line.

Defence Industrial Reinforcement Instrument

The Defence Industrial Reinforcement Instrument (ASAP) is a short-term instrument introduced during the current MFF.
All 31 ASAP projects were signed only during the third semester of 2024. The initial estimation of 2025 payment needs
made during the Draft Budget 2025 preparation in the beginning of 2024 was based on the assumption that all the projects
would have a reporting period and interim payments in 2025. However, the decrease is due to 10 projects whose reporting
period will not be before 2026 or 2027. Moreover, for three projects, the complexity of the tasks is leading to delays in
reaching milestones in the course of 2025. Therefore, EUR 66 million in payments can be made available from the line.

The request for additional payment appropriations is mainly related to the increased payment needs in 2025 for Moldova.

The payment appropriations under the Erasmus+ IPA Il instrument are insufficient to cover the expected financial
obligations until the end of 2025.Additional credits will be required to cover payments to National Agencies and the
European Education and Culture Executive Agency (EACEA), which are now facing higher financial needs and pre-
financing levels than initially planned during the Draft Budget 2025. Therefore, a reinforcement of EUR 3 million in payment
appropriations is requested.
