INTRODUCERE

in fiecare an, dup4 revizuirea executiei efective si a utilizarii preconizate a creditelor de plata pana la sfarsitul exercitiului
financiar, Comisia propune un asa-numit ,transfer global’, care are scopul de a reechilibra creditele de plata pentru
exercitiul bugetar curent. Pe cat posibil, deficitul de credite identificat se completeaza prin transferuri interne ale Comisiei
in cadrul capitolelor bugetare relevante. Propunerea de transfer global se refera la reajustarile care nu pot fi realizate prin
astfel de transferuri interne.

Transferul global, ca orice alte tipuri de transfer, trebuie sa fie neutru din punctul de vedere al efectelor bugetare.
Propunerea de transfer global pentru 2025 se refera la credite de plata in valoare de 802,1 milioane EUR, care reprezinta

0,5 % din totalul creditelor de plata autorizate in bugetul pentru 2025. Astfel cum se arata in tabelul de mai jos, comparativ
cu anii precedenti, acest lucru este relativ limitat, ceea ce reflecta faptul ca programele functioneaza la viteza de croaziera.

in total, sunt vizate 60 de linii bugetare (27 pentru majorare si 33 pentru diminuare), fati de 103 linii bugetare (27 pentru
majorare si 76 pentru diminuare) care au fost incluse in transferul global prezentat in 2024.

Creditele de plata puse la dispozitie in cadrul unei rubrici au fost utilizate Tn primul rand pentru a acoperi nevoile de la
aceeasi rubrica. In plus, proiectul de buget rectificativ nr. 3/2025 propune majorarea creditelor de platé cu 3 miliarde EUR,
ceea ce corespunde unor sume care nu pot fi furnizate prin transferul global.

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2. Majorari si diminuari ale creditelor de plata

In aceasts sectiune sunt sintetizate principalele majorari si diminuari (mai mari de 25 de milioane EUR).

2.1 Majorari

Cererea de transfer propune majorarea a 27 de linii bugetare cu o suma totala de 802,1 milioane EUR. Principalele linii
vizate (respectiv cele pentru care modificarile depasesc 25 de milioane EUR) sunt prezentate mai jos pe rubrici:

2.1.1 Rubrica 1 — Piata unicd, inovare si sectorul digital

+ 80,2 milioane EUR pentru 03 02 06 — Contributia la asigurarea unui nivel inalt de sdnatate si bunastare pentru oameni,
animale si plante. Cresterea nevoilor de plata este solicitata pentru a finanta actiunile prevazute in cadrul componentei
,Lantul alimentar” din cadrul Programului privind piata unicad (SMP). Acest lucru se datoreaza in principal focarelor de
gripa aviara inalt patogena si de pesta porcina africana din statele membre, pentru care creditele de plata din cadrul
Fondului de urgenta sunt insuficiente pentru a acoperi platile in valoare de 94,4 milioane EUR datorate statelor membre
pana la sfarsitul anului. In plus, perioada de acordare a granturilor pentru programul fitosanitar/veterinar, laboratoarele de
referinta ale Uniunii Europene si rezistenta la antimicrobiene a fost extinsa de la unul la trei ani, ceea ce a dus la cresterea
platilor de prefinantare datorate in 2025. Prin urmare, se solicitd o majorare cu 80,2 milioane EUR.

+ 31,6 milioane EUR pentru 03 05 01 — Cooperarea in domeniul vamal (programul ,Vama”) Creditele de plata ramase de
la linia bugetara sunt insuficiente pentru a acoperi platile preconizate, in valoare de 41,1 milioane EUR, péana la sfarsitul
anului. Deficitul este atribuit unei rate a platilor mai rapide decét se preconizase si unei abordari prudente in calcularea
nevoilor la elaborarea proiectului de buget pentru 2025. O parte din nevoi vor fi acoperite prin transferuri interne. Prin
urmare, se solicita o majorare cu 31,6 milioane EUR.

2.1.2 Rubrica 2b — Rezilienta si valori

+ 25,9 milioane EUR pentru 07 03 01 01 — Promovarea mobilitétii in scopul invatarii a persoanelor si a grupurilor, precum
Si cooperarea, incluziunea si echitatea, excelenta, creativitatea si inovarea la nivelul organizatiilor si al politicilor in
domeniul educatiei si formarii — Gestiune indirecta. Creditele de plata inscrise in linia bugetard Erasmus+ pentru educatie
si formare sunt insuficiente pentru a indeplini obligatiile financiare preconizate pana la sfarsitul anului 2025. Sunt necesare
credite suplimentare pentru a acoperi platile din 2025 catre agentiile nationale, care se confruntd in prezent cu nevoi
financiare si niveluri de prefinantare mai ridicate decat se prevazuse initial. Acest lucru reflectd o punere in aplicare
accelerata a actiunilor in cadrul gestiunii indirecte. Prin urmare, se solicitd o majorare cu 25,9 milioane EUR.

2.1.3 Rubrica 3 — Resurse naturale si mediu

+ 150 de milioane EUR pentru 08 03 01 01 Tipuri de interventii in ceea ce priveste dezvoltarea rurala in cadrul planurilor
strategice PAC: Creditele de platad inscrise in bugetul votat pentru 2025 sunt insuficiente pentru a acoperi nevoile
exercitiului. Tn iunie, Comisia a adoptat proiectul de buget rectificativ nr. 2/2025 (PBR 2) pentru a acoperi platile
intermediare catre statele membre pana la sfarsitul anului. Estimarile actualizate privind executia pana la sfarsitul anului
2025 au fost efectuate pe baza cererilor de plata depuse recent la sfarsitul lunii iulie, precum si a previziunilor privind
cheltuielile actualizate si furnizate de statele membre la sfarsitul lunii august. Acest lucru a evidentiat ca este necesara o
suma suplimentara pentru a acoperi platile viitoare. Prin urmare, se solicitd o majorare cu 150 de milioane EUR.

+231,2 milioane EUR pentru 08 03 01 02 — Tipuri de interventii pentru dezvoltarea rurald — Programele 2014-2022
Creditele de plata inscrise Tn bugetul votat pentru 2025 sunt insuficiente pentru a acoperi nevoile exercitiului. In iunie,
Comisia a adoptat un proiect de buget rectificativ (PBR 2) pentru a acoperi platile intermediare catre statele membre pana
la sfarsitul anului. Estimarile actualizate privind executia pana la sfarsitul anului 2025 au fost efectuate pe baza cererilor
de plata depuse recent la sfarsitul lunii iulie, precum si a previziunilor privind cheltuielile actualizate si furnizate de statele
membre la sfarsitul lunii august. Acest lucru a evidentiat ca este necesara o suma suplimentara pentru a acoperi platile
viitoare. Prin urmare, se solicitd o majorare cu 231,2 milioane EUR.

+ 26,3 milioane EUR pentru 09 02 04 — Tranzitia catre o energie curata. Pentru a se onora nevoile de plata pana la sfarsitul
anului 2025 si pentru a se evita dobéanzile de intarziere, la aceasta linie sunt necesare credite de platd suplimentare in
valoare de 26,3 milioane EUR. Acest lucru are drept cauze principale:
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1. nevoi estimate mai mari pentru platile aferente granturilor, ca urmare a unei puneri in aplicare mai rapide a
proiectelor si, in special, pentru platile de prefinantare suplimentare, pentru care s-a observat o reducere a
perioadei de depunere a cererilor in comparatie cu estimarile initiale;

2. cresterea nevoilor in ceea ce priveste instrumentul de finantare al UE pentru asistenta tehnica, Asistenta
europeana pentru energie locala (ELENA), ca urmare a sumelor facturate mai mari in comparatie cu previziunile
initiale, precum si a unei modificari a calendarului BEI in ceea ce priveste cererile de prefinantare, care vor fi
prelucrate intr-o singura instanta, in loc de patru. Pentru a asigura o punere in aplicare fara probleme, BEI si-a
majorat estimarile privind platile pentru 2025;

3. au crescut si nevoile legate de activitatile de achizitii publice, care nu pot fi acoperite cu alocarea acordata in
bugetul pentru 2025.

2.1.4 Rubrica 4 — Migratie si gestionarea frontierelor

+ 47 de milioane EUR pentru 717 10 02 — Agentia Uniunii Europene pentru Gestionarea Operationald a Sistemelor
Informatice la Scard Largd in Spatiul de Libertate, Securitate si Justitie (eu-LISA). Pentru a acoperi nevoile de platé care
decurg dintr-o foaie de parcurs revizuita pentru implementarea arhitecturii de interoperabilitate, aprobata de Consiliul JAI
la 5 martie 2025, cu plati planificate legate de implementarea sistemelor, cum ar fi ECRIS TCN si Eurodac, se solicita o
majorare de 47 de milioane EUR.

2.1.5 Rubrica 6 — Vecindatate si intreaga lume

+ 92,1 milioane EUR pentru 74 02 01 11 — Vecinatatea estica. Cererea de credite de plata suplimentare este legata in
principal de cresterea nevoilor de plata in 2025 pentru Republica Moldova. n 2025 s-au platit deja in total 121 de milioane
EUR pentru programul de independenta si rezilientd energeticad a Republicii Moldova, care a permis acestei tari sa faca
fata deficitelor de energie legate de razboiul de agresiune al Rusiei impotriva Ucrainei si de distrugerea instalatiilor
ucrainene de productie a energiei. Aceasta plata nu a fost inclusa in cererea de proiect de buget pentru 2025, care a fost
depusa in februarie 2024. Prin urmare, se solicitd o majorare de 92,1 milioane EUR.

2.2 Reduceri

Cererea de transfer propune diminuarea nivelului creditelor de plata pentru 33 de linii bugetare cu o suma totala de
802,1 milioane EUR. Principalele linii vizate (respectiv cele pentru care modificarile depasesc 25 de milioane EUR) sunt
prezentate mai jos pe rubrici:

2.2.1 Rubrica 1 — Piata unicd, inovare si sectorul digital

- 74,4 milioane EUR pentru 02 04 06 11— Semiconductori — Intreprinderea comuné pentru cipuri. Excedentul se datoreaza
complexitatii procedurii de achizitii pentru stabilirea liniilor-pilot care urmeaza sa faciliteze inovarea in domeniul productiei
de semiconductori. Intrucat aceste contracte de achizitii publice sunt gestionate de entitati externe, nivelul de incertitudine
este mai ridicat, iar previziunile privind platile devin mult mai complexe. in plus, cea mai mare parte a platilor aferente
achizitiilor publice se efectueaza numai dupa ce echipamentul a fost acceptat. Prin urmare, se poate pune la dispozitie
suma de 74,4 milioane EUR.

- 99,7 milioane EUR pentru 04 02 01 — Galileo / EGNOS. intarzierile inregistrate afecteaza noua versiune a EGNOS
(EGNOS V3) aflata in faza de dezvoltare de céatre industrie, generand un excedent de plati de 35 de milioane EUR. Tn
plus, Th 2025, Comisia nu a primit atat de multe anunturi de modificare a contractelor (CCN), asa cum preconizase, in
conditiile modificarii contractului de operatiuni Galileo, ceea ce conduce la nevoi de plata mai mici in cadrul EUSPA pentru
a acoperi activitatile operationale (64,7 milioane EUR). Prin urmare, se pot pune la dispozitie in total 99,7 milioane EUR.

- 28,3 milioane EUR pentru 04 02 99 01 — Finalizarea programelor anterioare in domeniul navigatiei prin satelit (inainte
de 2021). Excedentul se datoreaza unei anticipari in 2024 a platilor pentru Galileo, care nu ar fi putut fi prevazute n cursul
pregatirii proiectului de buget pentru 2025. Aceste plati erau necesare pentru a acoperi mai multe obiective intermediare
in cadrul contractului privind segmentul spatial (satelitii Galileo) si, in conditiile in care nu mai sunt angajamente restante
(RAL) pana la sfarsitul anului 2024, in prezent pot fi puse la dispozitie credite de plata in valoare de 28,3 milioane EUR.

- 91,6 milioane EUR pentru 04 03 07 — Programul Uniunii privind conectivitatea securizata — Contributie din rubrica 1.
Excedentul se explica prin semnarea cu intarziere a contractului de concesionare cu industria. In cele din urma, acesta a
fost incheiat la sfarsitul anului 2024, in timp ce bugetul pentru 2025 a fost estimat Tn ianuarie 2024, cu un calendar de
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referinta pentru semnarea contractului la jumatatea anului 2024. Un set de jaloane tehnice industriale au fost transferate
din 2025 in 2026 comparativ cu calendarul initial utilizat pentru pregétirea bugetului, ceea ce a dus la o scadere a nevoilor
de plata pentru 2025. Prin urmare, poate fi pusa la dispozitie suma de 91,6 milioane EUR.
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2.2.2 Rubrica 2b — Rezilienta si valori

- 27,6 milioane EUR pentru 06 06 01 — Programul EU4Health. Semnarea cu intarziere a contractelor pentru capacitatile
de productie disponibile in orice moment pentru fabricarea de vaccinuri (EU FAB) a afectat calendarul rapoartelor
intermediare si, astfel, platile prevazute initial in 2025, care vor fi améanate pentru 2026. Prin urmare, poate fi pusa la
dispozitie suma de 27,6 milioane EUR de la aceasta linie bugetara.

2.2.3 Rubrica 5 — Securitate si apérare

- 28,1 milioane EUR pentru12 04 99 02 — Finalizarea programelor anterioare de securitate nucleard si dezafectare
nucleard din Bulgaria si Slovacia (inainte de 2021) O combinatie de factori explica un excedent de credite de plata pentru
2025. In ceea ce priveste Bulgaria, au fost observate intarzieri in executia mai multor proiecte-cheie care au avut un
impact asupra platii fondurilor (de exemplu, construirea si punerea in functiune a instalatiei nationale de depozitare
definitivd si modernizarea instalatiei pentru gospodarirea deseurilor radioactive). in acelasi timp, intreprinderea de stat
,Deseuri radioactive” intarzie, de asemenea, introducerea de noi proiecte, care urmeaza sa fie finantate prin Fondul
international de sprijin pentru dezafectarea Centralei Kozlodui. Aceste doua elemente au ca rezultat o nevoie semnificativ
mai mica de credite de plats, care se ridica la 24,8 milioane EUR. Tn cazul Slovaciei, desi programul este aproape de
finalizare, cererile de finantare pentru gestionarea deseurilor radioactive suplimentare nu au fost inca finalizate de catre
operator. Plata datoratd este améanatd pentru inceputul anului 2026. Prin urmare, se pot pune la dispozitie in total
28,1 milioane EUR.

- 157,2 milioane EUR pentru 13 02 01 — Dezvoltarea capabilitatilor. Executia creditelor de platad este mai mica decét se
anticipase initial intrucat contractantii au efectuat livrarile mai lent decat se preconizase. in unele cazuri, aceast intarziere
este legata de complexitatea trat&rii documentelor pe care o impune clasificarea de securitate a acestora. intarzierea este,
de asemenea, legatd de modificarile complexe ale contractelor, necesare pentru a adapta specificatiile tehnice ale
proiectelor.

Programele de aparare sunt noi in cadrul acestui CFM, prin urmare, industria care participa la proiecte se familiarizeaza
fncé cu procedurile UE, desi Comisia organizeaza zile de informare pentru sectoarele industriale care doresc sa participe
la cererea anuala de propuneri si impartaseste lectiile invatate din punerea in aplicare a proiectelor si din gestionarea
granturilor pentru a permite o punere in aplicare mai usoara. Prin urmare, poate fi pusa la dispozitie suma de
157,2 milioane EUR.

- 30,7 milioane EUR pentru 13 03 01 — Cercetare in materie de apdrare. Executia creditelor de platd este mai mica decéat
se anticipase initial intrucat contractantii au efectuat livrarile mai lent decat se preconizase. in unele cazuri, aceasta
intarziere este legatd de complexitatea tratérii documentelor din cauza clasificarii lor de securitate. Intarzierea este, de
asemenea, legatd de modificarile complexe ale contractelor, necesare pentru a adapta specificatile tehnice ale
proiectelor. Programele de aparare sunt noi in cadrul acestui CFM, prin urmare, industria care participa la proiecte se
familiarizeaza inca cu procedurile UE, desi Comisia organizeaza zile de informare pentru sectoarele industriale care
doresc sa participe la cererea anuala de propuneri si impartaseste lectiile invatate din punerea in aplicare a proiectelor si
din gestionarea granturilor pentru a permite o punere Tn aplicare mai usoara. in 2025 se pot pune la dispozitie 30,7 milioane
EUR.

- 39,6 milioane EUR pentru 13 06 01 — Instrumentul pentru consolidarea industriei europene de apéarare prin achizitii
publice in comun (EDIRPA). Diminuarea se explicad printr-o combinatie de factori. Instrumentul pentru consolidarea
industriei europene de aparare (EDIRPA) este un instrument pe termen scurt introdus in actualul CFM. Toate cele cinci
acorduri de grant EDIRPA au fost semnate in aprilie si Tn mai 2025. Proiectul de buget pentru 2025 a fost estimat la
inceputul anului 2024, Tnainte de a avea o imagine de ansamblu a jaloanelor care trebuie atinse. Desi trei proiecte vor
indeplini la timp Tn 2025 majoritatea obiectivelor intermediare prevazute in acordurile de grant, cele doua proiecte ramase
au transferat indeplinirea obiectivelor de etapa la sfarsitul anului 2025 sau 2026. Prin urmare, poate fi pusa la dispozitie
suma de 39,6 milioane EUR.

- 66 de milioane EUR pentru 13 07 01 — Instrumentul de consolidare a industriei de aparare. Instrumentul de consolidare
a industriei de aparare (ASAP) este un instrument pe termen scurt introdus in actualul CFM. Toate cele 31 de proiecte
ASAP au fost semnate abia in al treilea semestru al anului 2024. Estimarea initiald a nevoilor de platd pentru 2025
efectuata in cursul pregatirii proiectului de buget pentru 2025 care a avut loc la inceputul anului 2024 a pornit de la premisa
ca toate proiectele vor avea o perioada de raportare si plati intermediare in 2025.

As larger amounts have been declared and paid for the second pre-financing, interim and closure payments (notably due
to the end of the pandemic and the higher inflation rates), a reinforcement of EUR 19,8 million in payment appropriations
is requested for LIFE 2014-2020 legacy actions.

Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism

Due to the acceleration of work on the development of the Common Central Platform (CCP), as the final implementation
deadline for the CCP approaches (the go-live deadline is set for 1 February 2027), a reinforcement of EUR 9,3 million in
payment appropriations is requested on the Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism line.

To cover the payment needs stemming from a revised roadmap for the rollout of the interoperability architecture, approved
by the JHA Council on 5 March 2025 with planned payments linked to the implementation of systems, such as ECRIS
TCN, and Eurodac, a reinforcement of EUR 47 million in payment appropriations is requested.

Internal Security Fund (ISF)

To honour the higher-than-expected interim payments, a reinforcement of EUR 19 million in payment appropriations is
requested on the line.

Completion of previous nuclear safety and decommissioning programmes in Bulgaria and Slovakia (prior to
2021)

A combination of factors explains a surplus of payment appropriations for 2025. In particular, as regards Bulgaria, delays
have been observed in the execution of several key projects impacting the disbursements of funds (e.g. the construction
and commissioning of the national disposal facility and the modernisation of the radioactive waste management facility).
At the same time the state enterprise “Radioactive Wastes” is also delaying the introduction of new projects, to be funded
through the Kozloduy International Decommissioning Support Fund. Both elements together result in a significant lower
need in payment appropriations corresponding to EUR 24,8 million. For Slovakia, while the programme is close to
completion, the requests for the funding of the management of additional radioactive waste have not yet been finalised by
the operator. The due payment is postponed to the beginning of 2026. Therefore, a total of EUR 28,1 million in payment
appropriations can be made available from the line.

All five EDIRPA grant agreements were
signed in April and May 2025. The 2025 draft budget was estimated in the beginning of 2024 before having the overall
picture of the milestones to be achieved. While three projects will deliver on time in 2025 most of the milestones foreseen
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in the grant agreements, the two remaining projects shifted the provision of the milestones to end 2025 or 2026. Therefore,
EUR 39,6 million in payments can be made available from the line.

Defence Industrial Reinforcement Instrument

The Defence Industrial Reinforcement Instrument (ASAP) is a short-term instrument introduced during the current MFF.
All 31 ASAP projects were signed only during the third semester of 2024. The initial estimation of 2025 payment needs
made during the Draft Budget 2025 preparation in the beginning of 2024 was based on the assumption that all the projects
would have a reporting period and interim payments in 2025. However, the decrease is due to 10 projects whose reporting
period will not be before 2026 or 2027. Moreover, for three projects, the complexity of the tasks is leading to delays in
reaching milestones in the course of 2025. Therefore, EUR 66 million in payments can be made available from the line.

Therefore,
EUR 1,1 million in payment appropriations can be made available.

Erasmus+ — Contribution from IPA Il

The payment appropriations under the Erasmus+ IPA Il instrument are insufficient to cover the expected financial
obligations until the end of 2025.Additional credits will be required to cover payments to National Agencies and the
European Education and Culture Executive Agency (EACEA), which are now facing higher financial needs and pre-
financing levels than initially planned during the Draft Budget 2025. Therefore, a reinforcement of EUR 3 million in payment
appropriations is requested.

IPA lll — Provisioning of the common provisioning fund

Following the adoption of the payment schedule for 2025, a total of EUR 30 million are to be paid to the common
provisioning fund in 2025 out of this budget line, while an amount of EUR 100 million is available on this line for 2025.

CRII)”, for which 2025 appropriations were insufficient to cover the payment request received this year. However, the
Commission’s latest assessment of the pilot project under this budget line concluded the implementation is now on track,
and that the pre-financing of EUR 0,9 million will be payable this year as initially foreseen. The reinforcement of
EUR 0,1 million in payment appropriations is therefore requested to honour the mentioned pre-financing expected to be
executed in December 2025.
