Portugal ¢ a favor da revisdao do Regulamento (CE) n.° 223/2009 relativo as estatisticas
europeias. Lamentamos, no entanto, que as preocupagdes dos Estados-Membros relativamente as
questdes sobre eventuais medidas de compensagao aos detentores privados de dados pelos custos de
processamento no caso de acesso a dados privados, bem como o processo de didlogo com esses
detentores de dados, ndo tenham sido adequadamente refletidas na proposta.

Portugal considera que estas questdes relevam da subsidiariedade, variando de acordo com a
legislagdo nacional de cada Estado-Membro.

Estas disposi¢des podem gerar incerteza na aplicagdo do regulamento e, como tal, introduzir
dificuldades no normal funcionamento dos sistemas estatisticos nacionais, podendo por em causa o
acesso gratuito aos dados para fins estatisticos.

Declaration by Portugal
on item 70 (Regulation amending Regulation on European statistics)

Portugal is in favour of the revision of Regulation (EC) No. 223/2009 on European statistics. We
regret, however, that the concerns of Member States regarding the issues on possible compensation
measures to private data holders for data processing costs in the event of access to privately held
data, as well as the process of dialogue with those data holders, were not adequately reflected in the
proposal.

Portugal considers that these should be matters of subsidiarity, varying according to the national
legislation of each Member State. The related provisions may lead to uncertainty in the
implementation of the regulation and, as such, introduce difficulties in the normal functioning of
national statistical systems, jeopardising free access to data for statistical purposes.
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
