Subject : Note from the French authorities giving notification of the reintroduction of controls at 

the internal borders with Belgium, Luxembourg, Germany, the Swiss Confederation, Italy and 

Spain following the establishment of the state of emergency.

The terrorist attacks that took place in Paris on 13 November 2015 led the government to declare a 

state of emergency throughout the country, by means of Decree No 2015-1475 of 

14 November 2015, owing to the imminent danger resulting from serious breaches of public order. 

Law No 2015-1501 of 20 November 2015 established the state of emergency in France for 

three months. 

In view of this serious threat to French internal security, the French authorities have decided, in 

accordance with the provisions in Article 23(1) of the Schengen Borders Code concerning cases 

where there is a serious threat to public policy and in line with the procedure laid down in 

Article 24 of the Schengen Borders Code, to reintroduce border controls at the internal borders with 

Belgium, Luxembourg, Germany, the Swiss Confederation, Italy and Spain, and at the air borders, 

for the duration of the state of emergency from 14 December 2015 to 26 February 2016. 

The relevant border crossing points and authorised crossing points are listed in the Annex. 
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
