Exitos de MONDIACULT 2025 en Barcelona, Espaiia.

Nota de informacion de la delegacion espariola

Del 29 de septiembre al 1 de octubre de 2025, Espana, a través del Ministerio de Cultura, auspicio
en Barcelona la Conferencia Mundial de la UNESCO sobre Politicas Culturales y Desarrollo
Sostenible - MONDIACULT 2025. Este encuentro internacional, coorganizado con la UNESCO,
convirtié a Barcelona en centro global de las politicas culturales. EI Ministerio de Cultura de

Espafia desea compartir los principales hitos de esta conferencia.
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MONDIACULT 2025 reuni6 a mas de 2.500 participantes de 163 Estados, entre ellos 118 ministros
y altas autoridades culturales, y cerca de 200 actividades paralelas y encuentros de cooperacion
internacional. Espafia agradece especialmente la amplia y activa participacion de los Estados
europeos, tanto en las sesiones plenarias como en las iniciativas paralelas impulsadas desde sus
delegaciones. En la rueda de prensa final, la UNESCO destac6 el consenso alcanzado para reforzar
los derechos culturales y para reclamar que la cultura cuente con un objetivo especifico en la agenda
global posterior a 2030. También subray6 el liderazgo de Espana y Europa en la promocion de

politicas culturales alineadas con la democracia, la diversidad y la sostenibilidad.

Tres hitos singulares merecen atencion destacada:

e Agora Civica: Principal espacio de participacion de la sociedad civil, donde redes culturales,
fundaciones, organizaciones comunitarias y movimientos ciudadanos trasladaron directamente
sus propuestas a las autoridades ministeriales. Reforzé la dimension participativa y democratica
de las politicas culturales.

e XXII Conferencia Iberoamericana de Ministras v Ministros de Cultura: Celebrada el 28 de

septiembre, reafirmo el compromiso con los derechos culturales en la region y aprobo la
Declaracion de Barcelona, que actuard como insumo para la Cumbre Iberoamericana de 2026
en Madrid.

e MondiaYouth: Reuni6 a més de cuarenta representantes juveniles de todas las regiones, que
presentaron una declaracion centrada en el acceso equitativo a la cultura, el apoyo al talento

emergente y la sostenibilidad, incorporando la voz juvenil al debate politico.

Asimismo, la conferencia concluyé con la adopcidn por consenso del Documento Final de

MONDIACULT 2025, que establece compromisos globales en torno a:

e La cultura como derecho humano universal y como bien publico global.

e Lainclusion y diversidad cultural, protegiendo a pueblos indigenas, minorias y colectivos
subrepresentados, y reforzando la libertad artistica.

e El vinculo entre cultura, educacion y acceso universal en entornos fisicos y digitales.

e El impulso a la economia cultural y a condiciones laborales dignas para los trabajadores del

sector.

e La defensa del patrimonio y la accion climética, reconociendo su papel en la resiliencia y la
reconstruccion.

e Lapromocion de un enfoque humanista en la transformacion digital y la inteligencia artificial.

e El fortalecimiento de la cultura como vector de paz, cohesion social y didlogo intercultural.
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Finalmente, MONDIACULT 2025 integré un programa cultural de alto nivel, con actuaciones en la
inauguracion, un concierto por la paz dirigido por Jordi Savall y exhibiciones del patrimonio

inmaterial espafiol, mostrando la diversidad creativa del pais anfitrion.

MONDIACULT 2025 successes in Barcelona, Spain.

Information from Spain

From September 29 to October 1, 2025, Spain, through the Ministry of Culture, hosted the
UNESCO World Conference on Cultural Policies and Sustainable Development - MONDIACULT
2025 in Barcelona. This international meeting, co-organized with UNESCO, turned Barcelona into
a global center for cultural policies. The Spanish Ministry of Culture wishes to share the main

highlights of this conference.

MONDIACULT 2025 brought together more than 2,500 participants from 163 States, including 118
ministers and senior cultural authorities, and featured nearly 200 parallel activities and international
cooperation meetings. Spain is particularly grateful for the broad and active participation of
European States, both in the plenary sessions and in the parallel initiatives promoted by their
delegations. At the final press conference, UNESCO highlighted the consensus reached to
strengthen cultural rights and to call for culture to have a specific objective in the post-2030 global
agenda. It also underscored the leadership of Spain and Europe in promoting cultural policies

aligned with democracy, diversity, and sustainability.

Three unique milestones deserve special attention:

e Civic Agora: The main space for civil society participation, where cultural networks, foundations,
community organizations, and citizen movements directly conveyed their proposals to ministerial
authorities. It reinforced the participatory and democratic dimension of cultural policies.

o XXII Ibero-American Conference of Ministers of Culture: Held on September 28, it reaffirmed

the commitment to cultural rights in the region and approved the Barcelona Declaration, which
will serve as input for the 2026 Ibero-American Summit in Madrid.

e MondiaYouth: Brought together more than forty youth representatives from all regions, who
presented a declaration focused on equitable access to culture, support for emerging talent, and

sustainability, incorporating the voice of youth into the political debate.
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The conference concluded with the adoption by consensus of the MONDIACULT 2025 Final

Document, which establishes global commitments around:

e Culture as a universal human right and a global public good.

e Cultural inclusion and diversity, protecting indigenous peoples, minorities, and underrepresented
groups, and reinforcing artistic freedom.

e The link between culture, education, and universal access in physical and digital environments.

e The promotion of the cultural economy and decent working conditions for workers in the sector.

e The defense of heritage and climate action, recognizing their role in resilience and reconstruction.

e The promotion of a humanistic approach to digital transformation and artificial intelligence.

e The strengthening of culture as a vector for peace, social cohesion, and intercultural dialogue.

Finally, MONDIACULT 2025 included a high-level cultural program, with performances at the
opening ceremony, a concert for peace conducted by Jordi Savall, and exhibitions of Spanish

intangible heritage, showcasing the creative diversity of the host country.
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
