Prvni zprava o pokroku
strategie pro zjednoduseni pravniho prostiredi

Shrnuti

Tento pracovni dokument Komise pfimo navazuje na sdéleni KOM(2005) 535 ztijna 2005:
Provadéni lisabonského programu Spolecenstvi: Strategie pro zjednoduseni pravniho
prostiedi. Zaroven dopliluje sdéleni nazvané ,,LepS$i pravni ptedpisy v Evropské unii —
strategicky prezkum®.

Zjednoduseni pravnich predpisi EU muize vyznamné ptispét ke zlepSeni pravniho prostiedi,
k aktualizaci a modernizaci pravidel i ke snizeni administrativni zatéze a posilit stav
evropského hospodafstvi s ohledem na vyvoj v oblasti technologii, trhi a v mezinarodnim
kontextu. Z tohoto diivodu stanovila Komise prostiednictvim agendy zlepSeni pravni upravy
zjednoduseni za jednu z klicovych politickych priorit.

V souladu s touto orientaci provadi pracovni dokument Komise bilanci pokroku dosazeného
pii zjednodusovani uvedeném ve sdé€leni zfijna 2005, zabyva se probihajicimi pracemi
auvadi zcela nové iniciativy, které podpofti klouzavy program pro zjednoduseni na obdobi
2006-2009. Jednim z klicovych uspéchi zjednodusovani je stale vétsi pokryti vSech oblasti
pravnich piedpisi ES. Pracovni dokument Komise téz uvadi souCasny stav v oblasti
kodifikace.

Soucasné se tato prvni zprava o pokroku zabyva faktory uspésnosti pii plnéni cilii v oblasti
zjednoduSovani, zejména ucelenym souborem metodik, zlepSenou interinstitucionalni
spolupraci s Evropskym parlamentem a Radou pro dotazeni prace do konecného stadia,
veétsim vyuzitim samoregulace a spole¢né regulace a zjednoduSovanim na vnitrostatni urovni,
aby bylo zajisténo, ze vyhody jednodussiho pravniho prostfedi EU nebudou znehodnoceny
novymi vnitrostatnimi ptedpisy a novymi technickymi piekazkami.

UvVoD

V souladu s politickymi prioritami politiky zlepSovani pravni upravy vytycené v bieznu 2005
piijala Komise v {jnu 2005 novou strategii pro zjednoduseni pravniho prostiedi'. Celkovym
cilem uvedené strategie je zlepsit kvalitu a ucinnost acquis a odstranit zbyte¢nou zatéz pro
hospodaiské subjekty, ¢imz prispéje k plnéni cile zvySovani konkurenceschopnosti
evropského hospodarstvi.

Sdéleni KOM(2005) 535 Provadéni lisabonského programu Spolecenstvi: Strategie pro
zjednoduseni pravniho prostiedi. Zjednoduseni pokryva Siroky okruh nastroji véetn€ zruseni,
kodifikace, pfepracovani nebo zmény regulacniho piistupu. Definice kodifikace je v tomto
dokumentu uvedena v bodu ,,1.2 Soucasny stav — Kodifikace®. Pfepracovani je postup, jimz
novy zavazny pravni akt, jenZ zruSuje pravni akty, které nahrazuje, zahrnuje zménu podstaty
pravnich predpist a kodifikaci zbyvajicich pravnich piedpist, které nemaji byt zménény.
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Evropsky parlament” vieobecné uvital program Komise zjednodusit acquis a Evropska rada’
vyzvala Radu, aby stanovila priority postupu ndvrhi na zjednoduSeni prostiednictvim
pravniho systému. Rozhodujici vyznam pro uskutecnéni navrhii na zjednoduseni ma
spoluprace spole¢nych zdkonodarc.

Jako dopln&k ke sd&leni ,Lepsi pravni predpisy v Evropské unii — strategicky prezkum®’
podava tento pracovni dokument Komise poprvé od doby, kdy byla strategie v fijnu 2005
zahajena, zpravu o dosazenych vysledcich a uvadi nové sméry vyvoje plnéni cilii strategie
zjednodusSeni. Zejména:

e uvadi soucasny stav provadéni strategie zjednodusSeni a procesu kodifikace se zamérenim
na:

(1) ¢innosti, které byly v ramci klouzavého programu, dokonceny;
(2)  probihajici ¢innosti, které je tteba dokoncit;
(3)  nové ¢innosti uréené Komisi,

e zabyva se kliCovymi faktory uspéchu pro dosazeni skutecné zjednoduseného pravniho
prostiedi, zejména ucelenym souborem metodik, uzkou spolupraci mezi institucemi EU,
veétsim vyuzivanim samoregulace a spole¢né regulace i zjednodusovanim na vnitrostatni
urovni.

Aktualizovany klouzavy program pro obdobi 2006-2009 zahrnuje iniciativy v oblasti
zjednodusSeni, které jsou soucasti legislativniho a pracovniho programu Komise na rok 2007,
auvadi ptehled usili Komise v oblasti zjednoduSovani soucasného pravniho prostiedi ve
viceleté perspektive. Skutecnost, Ze jsou iniciativy zaméfené na zjednodusSeni poprvé zahrnuty
do legislativniho a pracovniho programu Komise na rok 2007, jasné dokazuje politickou
prioritu pfidélenou strategii zjednodusSeni.

Dochazi ke zménam v kultufe pravniho prostiedi. Komise poprvé pfizpisobila své pracovni
metody, priority a zdroje cilim zjednoduSeni. Jednim z kli¢ovych Uspéchli je postupné
pokryvani vSech oblasti politiky.

V budoucnu se prace probihajici v oblasti snizovani administrativni zatéze stane soucasti
procesu zjednodusovani, coz pak ptispéje k celkovému spolecnému cili 25% snizeni pravnich
predpisti EU a jednotlivych c¢lenskych statt, ktery ma byt podle sdéleni nazvaného ,,Lepsi
pravni predpisy v Evropské unii — strategicky pfezkum® dosazen do roku 2012.

V souladu s tim ke zlepSeni kvality novych navrhi Komise pfisp&ji rozsahlé¢ konzultace
zucastnénych stran a posouzeni dopadi a pomohou zdkonodarctim vytvofit pravni prostiedi,
které bude pIlné¢ vsouladu se zisadou subsidiarity a bude Iépe pfispivat ke
konkurenceschopnosti, inovacim a ristu. To by mohlo zmirnit budouci pracovni zatéz
spojenou se zjednodusovanim.

1. SOUCASNY STAV

1.1. Soucasny stav — klouzavy program pro zjednoduseni

Strategie zjednoduSeni z fijna 2005 zahrnuje fadu metod zjednoduSovani a stanovi ttilety
klouzavy program, ktery pivodné na obdobi 2005-2008 obsahoval zhruba 100 iniciativ
zahrnujicich 220 zékladnich pravnich néstroji, které Komise zamysli zjednodusit na zaklade¢
rozsahlych konzultaci s ¢lenskymi staty, podniky a obc¢any.

Vzhledem k dilezitosti nepfetrzitétho prezkoumavani acquis urcila Komise dalSich 43
dodate¢nych iniciativ, které by mohly byt zjednoduseny v obdobi 2006—-2009. Tyto iniciativy
jsou zahrnuty do aktualizovaného klouzavého programu, ktery je uveden v ptiloze 1. Program
potvrzuje rozhodnuti Komise zaméfit se na snizeni administrativni zatéze vyplyvajici
z pravniho radmce a aktualizovat a modernizovat pravidla s ohledem na vyvoj technologii, trhi
a mezinarodniho kontextu.

1.1.1.  Pokrok dosazeny Komisi

Dvanact ze 14° iniciativ planovanych na rok 2005 bylo dokongeno. Co se tyka roku 2006,
bylo ve sdé€leni z fijna 2005 naplanovano nejméné 54 iniciativ, nove byly uréeny 3 iniciativy,
jedna byla ptevedena z roku 2005 a jedna byla pfesunuta z roku 2008. Z téchto iniciativ bylo
ke dne$nimu dni piijato patnact’. Navic bylo potvrzeno, Ze 24 navrhii na zjednoduseni, které
jsou uvedeny v pfiloze 1, bude pfijato pted koncem tohoto roku. Patnict navrhi bude
odlozeno na obdobi 2007/08. Na zéklad¢ pfezkumti a konzultaci se zGcastnénymi stranami
bylo 5 iniciativ zruseno.

Komise ke dne$nimu dni pfijala 27 ze 71 iniciativ na obdobi 2005-2006 a vice nez polovina
programu bude pfijata do konce roku 2006. Rychlost postupu klouzavého programu pro
zjednodusSeni se v roce 2006 lisila podle slozitosti dané oblasti a v nékterych ptipadech se
program celkové opozdil za harmonogramem, i kdyz nékteré iniciativy byly pfijaty dfive, nez
bylo piivodné pldnovano. Témétr vSechny zpozdéné iniciativy vSak byly potvrzeny pro rok
2007.

zjednodusovani, které Komise kdy zahdjila. Proces zjednodusovani se ukazal jako vyzva tam,
kde je nutno vyvazit vyhody pro podniky a obcany s Usilim a naklady potfebnymi pro
ptizpisobeni nového pravniho prostfedi. Zjednoduseni miize totiz v ne€kterych oblastech
politiky v sobé zahrnovat pravni reformu. Pro piekonani odporu ke zméné vyvolané plany
reformy je casto tfeba veénovat vice c¢asu ndzornému vylozeni celkového Cistého
makroekonomického dopadu navrhovanych zmén.

Zbyvajici dva navrhy tykajici se radia¢ni ochrany a zemédélskych produktli a automatizace
systému rezervace v letecké dopravé byly odloZzeny na rok 2006 a 2007.
6 Ke dni 27. fijna 2006.
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Kromé toho mohou posouzeni dopadli upozornit na nové prvky, které mohou mit vyznam pro
tviirce politiky pii vybdru nejvhodn&jsi politické varianty’. Program zjednoduSovani je
provadén s prihlédnutim k poznatkiim zjisténym v ramci téchto posouzeni dopadii.

Témét vSechny navrhy na zjednodusSeni predlozené Komisi jsou v soucasné dobé¢ stile
v legislativnim procesu v Radé¢ a Evropském parlamentu. Tyto navrhy jsou uvedeny
v priloze 3.

Priklady skluzu strategie zjednoduSovani zahrnuji tyto ptipady: a) Pivodné planované zruSeni
pravnich predpisii tykajicich se automatizovaného systému rezervace v letecké doprave se
prezkoumava a vSechna dalsi opateni byla odloZena, nebot’ je tieba provést dalsi analyzu

s ohledem na reakci zucastnénych stran i Evropského parlamentu. PIné v souladu se zasadami
zlepSeni pravni upravy se Komise rozhodla zah4jit rozsitené posouzeni dopadii a dale
prezkoumat fadu variant, véetné zruseni nebo Caste¢né liberalizace stavajici regulace, a znovu
konzultovat se zi¢astnénymi stranami. b) Na zakladé nedavného mezinarodniho vyvoje

v oblasti energetiky a nasledné diskuze o energetické bezpecnosti odlozila Komise
pravdépodobné do roku 2008 svijj planovany prezkum pravnich piedpisti v oblasti zasob ropy.
Budouci politika Komise v této oblasti bude z velké casti zaviset na vysledku konzultaci

o zelené knize o energetické politice, kterou Komise ptedlozila v bfeznu 2006.

Platebni sluzby': vytvofeni zjednoduseného pravniho ramce pro platebni sluzby pro
spotiebitele a spolecnosti. Navrh umoziuje zjednoduseni pravnich predpisti (nahrazenim
tfi smérnic a tfi doporuceni jednim soudrznym souborem pravidel), zjednoduSeni spravnich
postupll pro vetejnopravni organy (na urovni Spolecenstvi nebo na vnitrostatni Grovni)
a zjednoduseni spravnich postupi pro ucastniky ze soukromého sektoru. Navrh zavadi
vetsi pruhlednost a strucnéjsi a jasnéjsi pozadavky na informace pro uzivatele platebnich
sluzeb a spotiebitele.

Uketni pravidla'’: zména stavajicich uéetnich pravidel poskytnutim vétsiho prostoru
Clenskym statim pro osvobozeni spolecnosti od pozadavku uvadét nékteré udaje
(zvysenim limitl pro zvefejiiovani informaci). To pfispéje ke zjednoduSeni spravnich
postupti pro mensi spole¢nosti.

Strukturalni statistika podnikani'>: navrh zjednoduuje vypracovavani strukturalni
statistiky podnikani zrusenim 15 povinnych proménnych (tykajicich se vyzkumu a vyvoje,
zamestnanosti, energetiky a finan¢niho leasingu), pfesunutim jinych proménnych z ro¢niho
do viceletého sbéru udaji a zruSenim nepovinnych proménnych. Kromé toho Eurostat
zpracovava program piechodnoceni a zdokonaleni statistiky podnikéni, ktery ma ¢lenskym
stathm pomoci s novymi metodami, které by mohly podstatné snizit zatizeni pfi plnéni
zpravodajské povinnosti, naptiklad intenzivnéj$im vyuzivanim administrativnich udaji a
automatizovanym elektronickym pfenosem ucetnich udaji spolecnosti.

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Trh letecké dopravy'®: revize takzvaného tietiho balitku liberalizace letecké dopravy by
meéla zvysit srozumitelnost pravnich predpisti prostfednictvim slouceni 3 stavajicich
nafizeni do jednoho nového nafizeni. Pravni pfedpisy modernizuji a zjednodusSuji pravni
rdmec, zajiStuji systematické uplatnovani napfi¢ Clenskymi staty a feSi riziko naruseni
a omezeni hospodaiské soutéze v n¢kterych segmentech trhu. To by mélo prispét k lepSimu
vybéru pro spotiebitele, nizSim tarifim a vétsi konkurenci.

1.1.2.  Probihajici prace

V soucasné dobé je fada nize uvedenych vyznamnych iniciativ v oblasti zjednodusovani
zaméfenych na konkurenceschopnost potvrzena pro roky 2006, 2007 a 2008.

Zemédélstvi: slouceni 21 spolecnych organizaci trhu do 1 jediného rezimu, kterym by se
zavedl zjednoduseny horizontdlni pravni ramce, ktery poskytne jediny soubor
harmonizovanych pravidel v riznych oblastech trzni politiky, jako jsou opatfeni
intervence, soukromé skladovéani, dovozni kvéty, ndhrady vyvozu, ochranna opatfeni,
zemédelské produkty, pravidla statni podpory, sd€lovani a vykaznictvi.

Zivotni prostiedi: prezkum smeérnice o integrované prevenci a omezovani zneCisténi
a dalSich souvisejicich pravnich predpisi o pramyslovych emisich sohledem na
pozadavky zvySeni jasnosti, soudrznosti (zejména pokud jde o ohlasovani) a zjednoduseni.

Smérnice o stavebnich vyrobcich zaméfena na vyjasnéni a omezeni administrativni
zatéze, zejména pro malé a stfedni podniky, prostfednictvim vétsi pruznosti ve formulacich
a pouzivani technickych specifikaci, jednodussich pravidel pro osvéd¢ovani a odstranéni
provadécich prekdzek, které dosud branily vytvoreni plné fungujiciho vnitiniho trhu se
stavebnimi vyrobky.

Statistika: zjednoduseni statistickych hlaseni podavanych hospodaiskymi subjekty,
zejména malymi a stfednimi podniky, s pfihlédnutim k probihajici praci na zlepSeni
statistické kontroly Unie a kone¢nym vysledkim probihajicich pilotnich projekta
zamefenych na méfeni a snizovani administrativni zatéze.

Oznacovani potravin / krmiv: modernizace pravnich pfedpisti vyjasni pravidla, podle
kterych se bude oznaCovani provadét, scilem umoznit spotiebitelim, aby si vybirali
informovang, bezpecné, zdravé a udrzitelng, a prispéje k trznimu prosttedi podporujicimu
hospodaiskou soutéz, ve kterém mohou subjekty k prodeji svych produktli u¢inné vyuzivat
oznacovani.

Ochrana spotiebitele: racionalizace a zjednoduseni celého acquis na ochranu spottebitele
za ucelem odstranéni moznych rozpori, prekryvani, piekdzek vnitfniho trhu a naruseni
hospodatské soutéze.

Kosmetika: smérnice tykajici se kosmetickych prostiedkl byla piijata pred 30 lety a byla
vice nez 40krat upravovana. Smeérnici je nutno piepracovat, aby byla zajiSténa vétsi
soudrznost a jasnost textu. To ptispéje ke snizeni administrativnich nakladti na provadéni a
spravu této smeérnice, pricemz bude v nezménéné podobé zachovan soucasny rezim
postupného zékazu provadéni zkousek na zviratech.

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Udetnictvi a standardy acetniho vykaznictvi: poskytuje spoleCnostem EU aktualizovany
soubor standardd uéetniho vykaznictvi na zakladé sloudeni sou¢asného souboru nafizeni'’
o rozsahu vice nez 2 000 stranek do jednoho jediného, uzivatelsky pfijemného natfizeni.

Pravni ramec pro automobilovy priamysl: schvaleni projedndvaného navrhu prezkumu
ramcové smérnice o schvalovani typu motorovych vozidel umozni:

— nahradit smérnice ES piedpisy Evropské hospodarské komise OSN. Toto
zjednodusSeni zefektivni pravni piedpisy a odstrani nadmérné pozadavky.
Kromé toho pomuze celkové primyslu odstranit necelni piekazky obchodu,
udrzet vedouci postaveni EU jako tviirce mezinarodnich norem a umoZzni
hospodaiskému odvétvi, aby se rychleji ptizptsobilo technickému pokroku na
mezinarodni Grovni,

— zavést nezbytné technické predpisy pro vlastni zkouseni a virtualni zkouSeni
v 25 smérnicich ES a predpisech Evropské hospodarské komise OSN. Diky
tomu dojde ke zjednodusSeni postupu schvalovani typu motorovych vozidel a k
udrzeni pravniho prostfedi na Grovni technického vyvoje. Virtualni a vlastni
zkousSeni urychli vyvoj vyrobk a snizi naklady pro dané hospodarské odvétvi
a spotiebitele. Kromé¢ toho Komise vsoucasné dobé navrhuje obecné
ustanoveni ve smérnici o schvalovani typu motorovych vozidel, podle kterého
by wvyrobci, pokud jim piislusSny schvalovaci organy pfizna potiebnou
pravomoc, mohli fungovat jako zkusebni laboratofe.

Piistup k trhu silni¢ni pfepravy a k souvisejicim povolanim: Pfepracovani Ctyf natizeni
a jedné smérnice, které by mélo vyjasnit, zjednodusit a zvySit vymahatelnost pravidel
fidicich pfistup k povolani a na trh, vCetné kabotaze v silni¢ni dopravé zbozi a osob.
Ptepracovani by mélo umoznit harmonizované uplatiovani pravidel a jejich efektivni
prosazovani z hlediska nakladl, véetné¢ nadnarodniho kontextu, a tim omezit narusovani
hospodaiské soutéze, chranit pravo dopravcli na usazovani a zlepS$it kvalitu sluzeb a
silni¢ni bezpecnost.

Konsolidace technickych natizeni / smérnic nového p¥istupu'® pro uvadéni vyrobki na trh
s vyuzitim duslednych definic, zjednodusenych postupti osvédcovani a efektivné;si
administrativni spoluprace. Cilem je usnadnit komercializaci vyrobkli a ochranu vyrobct
pred vyrobky, které nejsou ve shod¢ s normami.

Smérnice nového piistupu: stanovi pouze zakladni pozadavky vetejného zajmu, které musi
vyrobky splnovat, a neuvadéji podrobné specifické pozadavky na vyrobky. Vyrobci mohou
zvolit rizna technicka feSeni a vyuzivat pruznosti v prokazovani, zZe zvolena feSeni t€émto
pozadavkim vyhovuji, naptiklad prostiednictvim normalizace.

1.1.3.  Nové iniciativy posilujici klouzavy program pro zjednoduseni

Na zaklad¢ klouzavého programu, ktery byl zaveden v minulém roce, posiluje Komise sva
opatfeni v oblasti zjednodufovani 43" novymi iniciativami na obdobi 2006-2009
zaméfenymi na:

e stimulovani inovace a snizovani administrativni zatéze vyplyvajici z pozadavkl pravnich
predpist,

e snizovani celkového objemu acquis Spoleenstvi a podporu piechodu na pruznéjsi
regulacni ptistupy.

Neékteré nové vyznamné iniciativy jsou uvedeny dale:

e Zjednoduseni pravidel tykajicich se zmén lé¢ivych pripravki po udé€leni licence
(takzvana nafizeni o ,,odchylkach®). Administrativa spojend s témito pravidly v soucasné
dob¢ zatézuje vice nez 60 % lidskych zdroji a financnich nakladi pravnich oddéleni
spole¢nosti. V nekterych ptipadech miize tato zatéz ztézovat inovace, nebot’ brani zavadéni
zmén, které jsou vyhodné pro pacienty a spolecnost. Postupy budou zefektivnény tak, aby
byla nafizeni o odchylkach jednodussi, jasnéjsi a pruznéjsi, aniz by bylo ohrozeno zdravi
lidi a zvitat.

e Zajiiténi vzajemného uznavani® zbozi, na které se nevztahuji harmonizovana pravidla
Spolecenstvi. Komise v soucasné dob¢ pracuje na ndvrhu pravniho predpisu o odstranéni
technickych ptekazek volného pohybu zbozi v ramci EU (,,navrh vzajemného uznavani).
