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DOKUMENT ROBOCZY KOMISJI

Pierwsze sprawozdanie z realizacji strategii uproszczenia otoczenia regulacyjnego

Streszczenie

Niniejszy dokument roboczy Komisji stanowi bezposrednie uzupetnienie Komunikatu
COM(2005) 535 z pazdziernika 2005 r.: Wdrazanie wspdlnotowego programu lizbonskiego:
Strategia uproszczenia otoczenia regulacyjnego. Dokument niniejszy stanowi réwniez
uzupetnienie Komunikatu dotyczacego ,.strategicznego przegladu poprawy otoczenia
prawnego w Unii Europejskie;j”.

Uproszczenie prawodawstwa UE moze w znacznym stopniu przyczyni¢ si¢ do udoskonalenia
otoczenia regulacyjnego, aktualizacji i modernizacji przepiséw oraz do ograniczenia obciazen
administracyjnych, co spowoduje poprawe stanu gospodarki europejskiej, z uwzglednieniem
rozwoju technologii, rynkow oraz kontekstu migdzynarodowego. W zwiazku z powyzszym
Komisja uznata uproszczenie za jeden z kluczowych priorytetow politycznych w programie
poprawy otoczenia prawnego.

Zgodnie z tym kierunkiem dokument roboczy Komisji dokonuje bilansu postgpow w zakresie
wdrozenia strategii uproszczenia z pazdziernika 2005 r., omawia prace bedace obecnie w toku
1 zaplanowane oraz przedstawia zupelnie nowe inicjatywy, ktore udoskonala biezacy program
uproszczenia na lata 2006-2009. Jednym z gléwnych osiagni¢¢ w zakresie uproszczenia jest
jego stopniowe rozszerzenie na wszystkie obszary regulacyjne WE. W dokumencie roboczym
Komisji przedstawiona zostanie rowniez obecna sytuacja w zakresie kodyfikacji.

Jednocze$nie niniejsze pierwsze sprawozdanie z realizacji strategii omawia czynniki
powodzenia w zakresie osiagnigcia celow uproszczenia, w szczego6lnosci solidny zbidr
metodologii, lepsza wspdtprace migdzyinstytucjonalng z Parlamentem Europejskim i Rada
nad sfinalizowaniem prac, szersze zastosowanie samoregulacji 1 wspotregulacji oraz
uproszczenie na poziomie krajowym w celu zapewnienia, aby korzySci wynikajace z
uproszczenia w UE nie zostaty zaprzepaszczone na skutek nowych uregulowan krajowych i
barier technicznych.

WPROWADZENIE

Zgodnie z priorytetami politycznymi polityki poprawy otoczenia prawnego okreslonej w
marcu 2005 r. Komisja przyjeta nowa strategie uproszczenia otoczenia regulacyjnego' w
pazdzierniku 2005 r. Nadrzednym celem strategii jest poprawa jakosci i efektywnosci
dorobku prawnego oraz eliminacja nadmiernych obciazen ponoszonych przez operatoréw, a
co za tym idzie przyblizenie realizacji celu poprawy konkurencyjnosci gospodarki
europejskie;j.

Komunikat COM(2005) 535 Realizacja wspdlnotowego programu lizbonskiego: Strategia uproszczenia
otoczenia regulacyjnego. Uproszczenie obejmuje szeroki zakres instrumentéw, w tym uchylenie,
kodyfikacjg, przeksztalcenie Iub zmiang podejscia prawnego. Definicje kodyfikacji przedstawiono w
niniejszym dokumencie w punkcie ,,1.2 Biezaca sytuacja — kodyfikacja”. Przeksztalcenie jest procesem,
w ktorym nowy, prawnie wiazacy akt uchylajacy poprzednie akty zawiera zaré6wno zmiang tresci
ustawodawczej, jak i kodyfikacj¢ pozostalej czgsci, w ktorej nie przewidziano zmian.
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Parlament Europejski’ przychylnie odniést sie do programu Komisji dotyczacego
uproszczenia dorobku prawnego, natomiast Rada Europejska’ wezwala Rade do nadania
statusu priorytetowego wnioskom dotyczacym uproszczenia rozpatrywanym w systemie
legislacyjnym. Wspolpraca z wspotustawodawcami ma zasadnicze znaczenie dla realizacji
wnioskow dotyczacych uproszczenia.

Niniejszy dokument roboczy Komisji, stanowiacy uzupelnienie ,,strategicznego przegladu
poprawy otoczenia prawnego w Unii Europejskiej”, po raz pierwszy od momentu
wprowadzenia strategii w zycie w pazdzierniku 2005 r. przedstawia osiagnigcia oraz nowe
fakty dotyczace realizacji celow strategii uproszczenia. W szczego6lnosci dokument niniejszy:

e przedstawi ,,obecna sytuacj¢” w zakresie realizacji strategii uproszczenia oraz procesu
kodyfikacji, koncentrujac si¢ na:

(1)  zakonczonych dzialaniach w ramach biezacego programu;
(2)  niezakonczonych dziataniach wymagajacych dalszych prac; oraz
(3)  nowych dzialaniach okreslonych przez Komisjg;

o przedstawi kluczowe czynniki powodzenia w zakresie stworzenia naprawde
uproszczonego otoczenia regulacyjnego, w szczegdlnosci solidny zbioér metodologii, bliska
wspotprace migdzy instytucjami UE, szersze zastosowanie samoregulacji i wspotregulacji
oraz uproszczenie na poziomie krajowym.

Zaktualizowany biezacy program na lata 2006-2009 obejmuje inicjatywy uproszczenia
okreslone w programie dziatalnosci legislacyjnej i prac Komisji na rok 2007 r. oraz przeglad
wysitkéw Komisji na rzecz uproszczenia obecnego otoczenia regulacyjnego w perspektywie
wieloletniej. Ujecie inicjatyw uproszczenia w programie dziatalno$ci legislacyjnej i prac
Komisji na rok 2007 r. po raz pierwszy w sposob wyrazny wskazuje na politycznie
priorytetowe traktowanie strategii uproszczenia.

Zachodzi zmiana w kulturze regulacyjnej. Komisja po raz pierwszy dostosowata swoje
metody pracy, priorytety i zasoby do celoéw uproszczenia. Jednym z gléwnych osiagnig¢ jest
stopniowe rozszerzenie uproszczenia na wszystkie dziedziny polityki.

Prowadzone obecnie prace nad zmniejszeniem obciazen administracyjnych ulatwia przyszte
dziatania na rzecz uproszczenia, ktore z kolei przyczynia si¢ do realizacji okreslonego w
»Htrategicznym  przegladzie poprawy otoczenia prawnego” celu ogdlnej redukcji
prawodawstwa UE i krajowego o tacznie 25% do 2012 r.

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Zgodnie z powyzszym korzysci ptynace z szerokich konsultacji z zainteresowanymi stronami
oraz oceny wpltywu pomoga poprawi¢ jakos$¢ nowych wnioskow Komisji i w wigkszym
stopniu umozliwia ustawodawcom tworzenie otoczenia regulacyjnego w pelni zgodnego z
zasada pomocniczosci i sprzyjajacego konkurencyjnosci, nowoczesnym rozwigzaniom i
wzrostowi. Moze to w przyszto$ci zmniejszy¢ obciazenie pracami nad uproszczeniem prawa.

Sprawozdania z postgpu prac beda przygotowywane regularnie.

1. OBECNA SYTUACJA

1.1. Obecna sytuacja — biezacy program uproszczenia otoczenia prawnego

Strategia uproszczenia z pazdziernika 2005 r. obejmuje szereg metod uproszczenia i okresla
trzyletni program biezacy, zawierajacy wstepny wykaz ok. 100 inicjatyw na lata 2005-2008
obejmujacych 220 podstawowych instrumentdw legislacyjnych, ktére Komisja zamierza
uprosci¢ w oparciu szerokie konsultacje z panstwami cztonkowskimi, przedsigbiorcami i
obywatelami.

Z uwagi na istotnos¢ ciaglego poddawania dorobku prawnego ponownym badaniom, Komisja
okreslita na lata 2006-2009 kolejne 43 dodatkowe inicjatywy potencjalnie przyczyniajace si¢
do wuproszczenia. Inicjatywy te zawarto w zaktualizowanym programie biezacym
przedstawionym w zataczniku 1. Program potwierdza determinacje¢ Komisji w odniesieniu do
redukcji obciazen administracyjnych wynikajacych z ram prawnych oraz aktualizacji i
modernizacji zasad z uwzglednieniem rozwoju technologii, rynkéw oraz kontekstu
mig¢dzynarodowego.

1.1.1.  Postepy Komisji

Dwanascie z czternastu’ inicjatyw zaplanowanych na 2005 r. zostalo zrealizowanych. Jezeli
chodzi o rok 2006, w komunikacie z pazdziernika 2005 r. zaplanowano nie mniej niz 54
inicjatywy, wskazano 3 nowe inicjatywy, jedna przeniesiono z 2005 r., a jedna przesunigto na
2008 r. Do chwili obecnej z tej liczby przyjeto 15 inicjatyw®. Ponadto 24 wnioski dotyczace
uproszczenia, przedstawione w zataczniku 1, zostaly przyjete do zatwierdzenia przed koncem
tego roku. 15 zostalo przeniesionych na lata 2007/2008. Szczegdélowe przeglady i konsultacje
z zainteresowanymi stronami doprowadzity do anulowania 5 inicjatyw.

Do chwili obecnej Komisja przyjeta 27 inicjatyw z 71 zaplanowanych na lata 2005-2006, a do
konca 2006 r. przyjeta zostanie ponad potowa programu. Postep prac zwiazanych z biezacym
programem uproszczenia otoczenia prawnego w 2006 r. jest uzalezniony od zlozonosci danej
dziedziny i w niektorych przypadkach prace te ogolnie przebiegaja ze znacznym
op6znieniem, nawet w przypadku pewnych inicjatyw, ktore zostaly przyjete wczesniej niz
pierwotnie planowano. Jednak prawie wszystkie opo6znione inicjatywy zostaty potwierdzone
na 2007 r.

Pozostate dwie — wnioski dotyczace ochrony radiologicznej, produktéow rolnych oraz komputerowego
systemu rezerwacji lotdow — zostaty przesunigte odpowiednio na rok 2006 i 2007.
6 Na dzien 27 pazdziernika 2006 r.
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Nalezy podkresli¢, ze niniejszy program stanowi jak dotad najbardziej ambitne
przedsigwzigcie w zakresie uproszczenia, jakie zostato kiedykolwiek podjgte przez Komisjg.
Dziatania na rzecz uproszczenia okazaty si¢ do$¢ trudne w sytuacji, w ktorej zachodzi
koniecznos$¢ zrownowazenia korzysci dla przedsigbiorcoOw i obywateli z wysitkami i kosztami
niezbednymi do dostosowania si¢ do nowego otoczenia regulacyjnego. Uproszczenie moze
faktycznie przyczyni¢ si¢ do reformy regulacyjnej w niektorych obszarach polityki. W celu
przezwycigzenia oporu wobec zmian, zwigzanego z planami reformy, nalezy poswigcic
wigcej czasu na przedstawienie og6lnych makroekonomicznych korzysci netto wynikajacych
z proponowanych zmian.

Ponadto oceny wptywu moga podkresli¢ nowe elementy istotne dla decydentow przy wyborze
najwlasciwszej opcji polityki’. Wdrozenie programu uproszczenia przebiega  z
uwzglednieniem wynikow ustalen takich ocen wptywu.

Niemal wszystkie wnioski dotyczace uproszczenia przedstawione przez Komisj¢ nadal
oczekuja na rozpatrzenie przez Rade i Parlament Europejski. Wnioski te przedstawiono w
zalaczniku 3.

Ponizej przedstawiono niektore przyktadowe osiagnigcia, ktore dowodza, ze obszary o
istotnym znaczeniu dla przedsigbiorcow i obywateli zostaty juz uwzglednione przez Komisj¢
W programie uproszczenia.

Przyktadowe wnioski przyjete przez Komisje przedstawiono ponizej:

o Zmodernizowany Kodeks Celny i elektroniczna administracja celna®: przeksztalcenie
prawa celnego i utworzenie ogolnoeuropejskich systemow elektronicznych wymiany
danych miedzy wiadzami publicznymi i firmami.

Przyktady opdznien, jakie napotkano realizujac strategi¢ uproszczenia obejmuja: (a) Wstgpnie
planowane uchylenie przepiséw dotyczacych komputerowych systemow rezerwacji w sektorze
lotnictwa jest obecnie analizowane i wszystkie dzialania zostaly odroczone w wyniku zaistnienia
potrzeby przeprowadzenia dalszej analizy z uwagi na reakcje zardbwno zainteresowanych stron, jak i
Parlamentu Europejskiego. Zgodnie z zasadami poprawy otoczenia prawnego Komisja postanowita
przygotowaé poszerzong oceng wptywu w celu dalszego zbadania szeregu opcji, w tym uchylenia lub
czgsciowej liberalizacji obowiazujacych przepisow i przeprowadzenia ponownych konsultacji z
zainteresowanymi stronami. (b) Ostanie migdzynarodowe wydarzenia w dziedzinie energii i wynikajaca
z nich debata na temat bezpieczenstwa energetycznego doprowadzily do odroczenia przez Komisjeg,
prawdopodobnie do 2008 r., planowanego przegladu przepiséw dotyczacych zapaséw ropy naftowe;.

Wniosek przewiduje uproszczenie przepisOw (zastapienie trzech
dyrektyw 1 trzech zalecen jednym spojnym zbiorem zasad), uproszczenie procedur
administracyjnych dla wtadz publicznych (na poziomie WE i krajowym) oraz uproszczenie
procedur administracyjnych dla podmiotow prywatnych. Wniosek wprowadza wigcej
przejrzystosci oraz bardziej jasne 1 zwigzte wymogi dotyczace informacji dla
uzytkownikoéw ustug platniczych i konsumentow.

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Statystyki strukturalne dotyczace przedsiebiorstw': wniosek upraszcza przygotowanie
statystyk strukturalnych dotyczacych przedsigbiorstw poprzez usunigcie okoto 15
obowiazkowych zmiennych (badania i rozwdj, zatrudnienie, energia, leasing finansowy),
poprzez przesunigcie innych zmiennych ze zbioru rocznego do wieloletniego oraz poprzez
usunigcie zmiennych fakultatywnych.

Przepisy modernizuja i
upraszczaja ramy prawne, zapewniaja spojne zastosowanie we wszystkich panstwach
czlonkowskich i1 uwzgledniaja potencjalne zakldcenia i1 ograniczenia konkurencji w
niektorych segmentach rynku. Powinno to przyczyni¢ si¢ do poszerzenia wyboru dla
klientéw, nizszych oplat i wigkszej konkurencji.

1.1.2.  Prace w toku

Potwierdzono obecnie szereg powaznych inicjatyw uproszczenia majacych istotne znaczenie
dla konkurencyjnosci na lata 2006-2008. Inicjatywy te przedstawiono ponize;j:

Rolnictwo: polaczenie 21 wspolnych organizacji rynkéw w jeden jednolity program w
celu ustanowienia udoskonalonych poziomych ram prawnych, ktore zapewnia jednolity
zbidr zharmonizowanych zasad w réznych obszarach polityki rynkowej, takich jak
interwencja, prywatne skladowanie, importowe kontyngenty taryfowe, refundacje
eksportowe, s$rodki zabezpieczajace, produkty rolne, zasady pomocy panstwowe;j,
komunikacja i przekazywanie danych.

Srodowisko:  przeglad  dyrektywy  dotyczacej  zintegrowanego  zapobiegania
zanieczyszczeniom i ich kontroli oraz innych powiazanych aktéw prawnych dotyczacych
emisji z obiektow przemystowych w celu poprawy jasnosci i spojnosci (w szczegdlnosci w
zakresie sprawozdawczos$ci) 1 uproszczenia wymogow.

Dyrektywa w sprawie wyrobéw budowlanych majaca na celu wyjasnienie i redukcje
obciazen administracyjnych, w szczegélnosci dla MSP, poprzez wigksza elastycznos¢ w
formutowaniu i stosowaniu specyfikacji technicznych, uproszczenie zasad certyfikacji oraz
likwidacj¢ przeszkod stojacych na drodze wdrozenia dyrektywy, ktére dotychczas
utrudniaty powstanie w petni wewnetrznego rynku wyrobéw budowlanych.

Statystyki: ograniczenie obowiazkéw podmiotéow gospodarczych, w szczegdlnosci MSP,
w zakresie sprawozdawczo$ci statystycznej, przy uwzglednieniu trwajacych prac nad
poprawa zarzadzania statystykami Unii i1 ostatecznych wynikéw trwajacego projektu
pilotazowego dotyczacego pomiaru i redukcji obciazen administracyjnych.

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Etykietowanie zywnoS$ci/pasz: Modernizacja przepisow wyjasni zasady, zgodnie z
ktérymi celem etykietowania bedzie umozliwienie konsumentom dokonywanie
przemyslanych decyzji uwzgledniajacych aspekty bezpieczenstwa, zdrowia i1 trwalosci
oraz przyczynienie si¢ do przyjaznego dla konkurencji otoczenia rynkowego, w ktoérym
podmioty gospodarcze moga efektywnie wykorzystywac etykietowanie w sprzedazy
swoich produktéw.

Ochrona konsumentéw: Racjonalizacja i uproszczenie calego dorobku prawnego w
zakresie ochrony konsumentéw w celu usunigcia mozliwych niespdjnosci, pokrywania sig
przepisow, barier na rynku wewngtrznym oraz zaktocen konkurencji.

Konieczne jest jej przeksztalcenie w
celu wprowadzenia wigkszej spdjnosci i klarownosci. Pomoze to zmniejszy¢ koszty
administracyjne zwiazane z wdrazaniem 1 administrowaniem dyrektywy przy
jednoczesnym utrzymaniu niezmienionych obecnych procedur dotyczacych stopniowego
wprowadzania zakazu przeprowadzania testow na zwierzetach.

Standardy rachunkowosci i sprawozdawczos$ci finansowej: Zapewnienie firmom w UE
aktualnego zbioru standardow sprawozdawczo$ci finansowej poprzez potaczenie
istniejacego zbioru regulacji'’, liczacego ponad 2 000 stron, w jedna jednolita regulacje
przyjazna dla uzytkownika.

System prawny dla przemyshu motoryzacyjnego: Oczekujacy na rozpatrzenie wniosek
dotyczacy rewizji dyrektywy ramowej w sprawie homologacji typu pojazdow, po
zatwierdzeniu umozliwi:

Takie uproszczenie
pozwoli udoskonali¢ przepisy i usuna¢ zbedne wymogi. Ponadto pomoze
globalnemu przemystowi usuna¢ nietaryfowe bariery handlowe, dzigki czemu
UE utrzyma wiodaca pozycje jako tworca migdzynarodowych norm, przemyst
szybciej dostosuje si¢ do rozwoju technologicznego na poziomie
mig¢dzynarodowym;

— wprowadzenie niezbednych przepisow technicznych dotyczacych badan
wirtualnych 1 wlasnych do 25 dyrektyw WE i regulaminéw EKG/ONZ.
Pozwoli to uprosci¢ procedure homologacji typu i umozliwi dostosowywanie
otoczenia regulacyjnego na biezaco do rozwoju technologicznego. Badania
wirtualne 1 wlasne przyspiesza opracowywanie produktow i zmniejsza koszty
ponoszone zaréwno przez przemyst, jak i konsumentoéw. Ponadto Komisja
proponuje obecnie umieszczenie w dyrektywie ogdlnego przepisu dotyczacego
homologacji pojazdow silnikowych, ktéry umozliwi producentom petnienie
roli laboratoriow badawczych pod warunkiem, Zze organ homologacyjny uzna,
ze posiadaja niezbe¢dne kwalifikacje.

Rozporzadzenia Komisji w sprawie przyjecia Migdzynarodowych Standardow Sprawozdawczosci
Finansowej (MSSF), Migdzynarodowych Standardéw Rachunkowosci (MSR) oraz ich interpretacji.
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Dostep do rynku transportu drogowego i do zawodu: Przeksztalcenie czterech
rozporzadzen i jednej dyrektywy w celu wyjasnienia, uproszczenia i zwigkszenia
egzekwowalno$ci przepisow regulujacych dostep do zawodu i do rynku, w tym kabotaz w
transporcie towaro6w 1 osOb.

1.2. Obecna sytuacja - kodyfikacja

Europejskiej. Kodyfikacja jest procesem taczacym przepisy obowiazujacych aktéow z ich
kolejnymi poprawkami w jedno prawo, co przyczynia si¢ do zmniejszenia objgtosci
ustawodawstwa UE 1 uczynienia go bardziej przejrzystym, czytelnym i klarownym pod
wzgledem prawnym.

Biezacy program kodyfikacji (przedstawiony w zataczniku 2) obejmuje okolo 500 aktow.
Laczna liczba 52 aktow przeszta juz pomyslnie proces kodyfikacji*® i zostata zatwierdzona i
opublikowana w Dz.U. (38 aktow Komisji i 14 aktow Parlamentu Europejskiego i Rady).
Ponadto 33 akty sa obecnie rozpatrywane przez ustawodawcg, a 8 ustaw jest obecnie
tworzonych. Komisja Europejska sfinalizowala w sumie 85 aktow.

Aby zrealizowa¢ cel zakonczenia programu kodyfikacji do potowy 2008 r. podjgto srodki w
celu przyspieszenia zaleglych przektadow oryginatow na nowe jezyki UE. Zaleglosci te
wynikaja z opdznien w dostarczaniu przektadow tekstow kodyfikowanych w tych jezykach.

Podjgto rowniez stosowne $rodki w celu udostgpnienia maksymalnej liczby kodyfikowanych
tekstow w jezyku butgarskim, rumunskich, irlandzkim i maltanskich, priorytetowo traktujac
kodyfikacj¢ aktéw, ktore zostaty juz przethumaczone.

Ponadto przygotowano program przyjecia pozostatych aktow przeznaczonych do kodyfikacji.
Jego celem jest zapewnienie przejrzystosci procesu, w szczegolnosci aby zminimalizowaé
liczbg nowelizacji aktéw poddawanych kodyfikacji, co doprowadzi do stabilizacji
ustawodawstwa i zmniejszenia opoznien. Program ten jest nadal ma charakter orientacyjny,
gdyz zakonczenie projektu kodyfikacji jest uzaleznione od dostgpnosci aktow przeznaczonych
do kodyfikacji we wszystkich jezykach. Dotyczy to szczegoélnie jezyka bulgarskiego i
rumunskiego. Ponadto proces kodyfikacji nalezy odtozy¢ w przypadku przewidywanych
nowelizacji wspomnianych aktow.

Doktadne konsultacje z zainteresowanymi stronami, analiza catych obszarow
polityki, ocena ex post aktow prawnych oraz analizy ekspertow pomagaja decydentom lepiej
identyfikowa¢ rzeczywiste problemy w praktyce. Takie procesy utatwiaja takze budowanie
zainteresowanym  stronom  poczucia  wspotodpowiedzialnosci w  odniesieniu  do
proponowanego $rodka.

W dotyczacym uproszczenia komunikacie z pazdziernika 2005 r.** ogloszono szereg
szczegoltowych inicjatyw:

e Jak wspomniano w ,Komunikacie Komisji w sprawie uproszczenia i udoskonalenia
otoczenia prawnego we wspdlnej polityce rolnej”, opracowano plan dziatania, ktory zostat
zaprezentowany na konferencji ,,A simple CAP for Europe, a challenge for all” (,,Prosta
wspolna polityka rolna dla Europy — wyzwanie dla wszystkich”), odbywajacej si¢ w
pazdzierniku 2006 r. Plan ten prezentuje 20 konkretnych projektow uproszczen
technicznych (zmniejszenia obcigzen bez zmian zasadniczej polityki), ktoére maja zostac
wdrozone do 2007 r. Plan dzialania stanowi poczatek ciagtego procesu upraszczania
otoczenia prawnego. Zainteresowane strony i panstwa cztonkowskie zaprasza si¢ zatem do
przedstawiania kolejnych wnioskow uproszczen.

e _Plan dzialania w zakresie uproszczenia i poprawy wspolnej polityki rybotdwstwa na lata

europejskich oraz obje¢tych konsultacjami zainteresowanych stron.

Komisja
rozpocznie realizacj¢ powaznego planu dzialania w celu zmierzenia i zmniejszenia obciazen
administracyjnych wynikajacych z przepisow obowiazujacych obecnie w UE. Plan oparty
bedzie na wczesniejszych doswiadczeniach czterech panstw czionkowskich (Zjednoczonego
Krolestwa, Niderlandow, Danii i Czech), ktore wyznaczyly juz cele w zmniejszenia obciazen
po przeprowadzeniu szeroko zakrojonych pomiaréw bazowych pozioméw obciazenia.
Dokument roboczy Komisji w sprawie pomiaru kosztow administracyjnych i zmniejszenia
obciazen administracyjnych w Unii Europejskiej”’ przedstawia wyniki przeprowadzonego w
2006 r. programu pilotazowego dotyczacego obciazen administracyjnych, w ramach ktérego
przeanalizowano wspomniane wczesniejsze doswiadczenia, stanowiace dla niego punkt
wyjscia. W §rednim horyzoncie czasowym proces ten powinien umozliwi¢ ustawodawcy UE i
panstwom czlonkowskim okreslenie, na podstawie danych wyrazonych ilo$ciowo,
priorytetowych obszaréw, w ktérych istnieje mozliwos¢ wprowadzenia dalszych uproszczen.

Wykaz wnioskéw do
rozpatrzenia przedstawiono w zataczniku 3 i obejmuje on teksty o znaczeniu zasadniczym dla
dziatalnosci gospodarczej, takie jak nowelizacja szostej dyrektywy o VAT, modernizacja
Kodeksu Celnego, zmiana przepisow o odpadach, uproszczenie homologacji typu pojazdéw
silnikowych, udoskonalenie statystyk strukturalnych dotyczacych przedsigbiorstw oraz
uchylenie wymogoéw dotyczacych opakowan jednostkowych. Przyjecie dyrektywy o

Komisja oglosila, ze zamierza ulatwi¢ migdzyinstytucjonalny proces podejmowania decyzji
poprzez poprawe¢ planowania i widoczno$ci inicjatyw na rzecz uproszczenia otoczenia
prawnego poprzez:
