Forsta ligesrapporten om
strategin for forenkling av lagstiftningen

Sammanfattning

Detta arbetsdokument frén kommissionen dr en direkt uppfoljning av kommissionens
meddelande fran oktober 2005 — “Genomforande av gemenskapens Lissabonprogram: en
strategi for forenkling av lagstiftningen” [KOM(2005) 535]. Det kompletterar ocksa
meddelandet ”En strategisk Oversyn av programmet Béttre lagstiftning inom Europeiska
unionen”.

En forenkling av EU-lagstiftningen kan i hog grad bidra till att forbattra regelverket, till att
uppdatera och modernisera bestimmelserna och till att minska den administrativa bordan i
syfte att stirka den europeiska ekonomin med beaktande av den tekniska utvecklingen och
utvecklingen pd marknaderna och pé det internationella planet. Darfor har kommissionen fort
in forenklingsarbetet som en viktig politisk prioritering i agendan for béttre lagstiftning.

I linje med detta gors i arbetsdokumentet fran kommissionen en genomgang av de framsteg
som gjorts 1 forenklingsarbetet enligt meddelandet frén oktober 2005. I arbetsdokumentet
behandlas ocksd pagéende insatser och nya initiativ som kommer att forbéttra det 16pande
programmet for forenkling for perioden 2006-2009. Ett av de viktigaste resultaten dr att
gemenskapens alla lagstiftningsomraden successivt ticks in. I arbetsdokumentet redogors
ocksé for hittills uppnadda resultat i friga om kodifieringen.

I denna forsta ldgesrapport behandlas dessutom de faktorer som bidrar till att uppnd de mal
som stillts upp for forenklingsarbetet, sirskilt avseende gedigna metoder, forstiarkt samarbete
med Europaparlamentet och rédet i syfte att fora arbetet vidare till slutfasen, 6kad anvdndning
av sjilvreglering och samreglering samt forenklingar p& nationell niva for att undvika att de
fordelar som skapats genom forenklingarna pa EU-nivd motverkas av nya nationella
bestammelser eller tekniska hinder.

INLEDNING

I linje med de politiska prioriteringarna for béttre lagstiftning frdn mars 2005 antog
kommissionen i oktober 2005 en ny strategi for forenkling av lagstifiningen'. Det
overgripande maélet dr dstadkomma ett bittre och effektivare regelverk och att undanrgja
onddiga bordor for foretagen och dirigenom bidra till att stirka den europeiska ekonomins
konkurrenskraft.

Meddelande om genomforande av gemenskapens Lissabonprogram - En strategi for forenkling av
lagstiftningen, KOM(2005) 535. Forenklingen omfattar en rad olika instrument som upphévande,
kodifiering, omarbetning av lagstiftningen eller dndring av lagstiftningsstrategin. En definition av
kodifiering ges i detta dokument i punkt 1.2 Lagesrapport — kodifiering”. Omarbetning innebér att en
ny bindande rittsakt som upphéver de réttsakter den ersétter kombinerar en dndring av innehallet i
lagstiftningen med kodifiering av de delar som fortfarande skall gélla.
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Europaparlamentet” sig i stort positivt pi kommissionens program for forenkling av
gemenskapens regelverk, medan FEuropeiska rddet’ uppmanade ridet att prioritera
forenklingsforslagen i lagstiftningsarbetet. Samarbete med de bada lagstiftarna ar nddvandigt
for att genomfora forenklingsforslagen.

Som ett komplement till meddelandet “En strategisk &versyn av programmet Bittre
lagstiftning inom Europeiska unionen™ ger detta arbetsdokument en forsta ldgesrapport sedan
strategin infordes i oktober 2005 samt en redogorelse av hur vdl man lyckats uppnd de mél
som faststillts for strategin for forenkling. Arbetsdokumentet innehaller f6ljande:

e En ldgesrapport om genomforandet av strategin for forenkling och kodifiering med fokus
pé

(1)  genomfOrda atgirder i det 16pande programmet,
(2)  pédgaende atgirder som dnnu inte slutforts, och

(3)  nya atgarder som faststillts av kommissionen.

e En redogorelse for framgangsfaktorer for en reell forenkling av regelverket, sérskilt
gedigna metoder, ett ndra samarbete mellan EU-institutionerna, 6kad anvédndning av
sjalvreglering och samreglering samt forenklingar pa nationell niva.

Det uppdaterade 16pande programmet for perioden 2006-2009 omfattar initiativ for
forenkling som 6ronmérkts i kommissionens lagstiftnings- och arbetsprogram 2007 och ger
en Oversikt dver kommissionens insatser for att forenkla géillande lagstifining i ett flerarigt
perspektiv. Det faktum att initiativ for forenkling for forsta gangen inkluderats i
kommissionens lagstiftnings- och arbetsprogram 2007 visar tydligt att strategin for forenkling
har getts hog politisk prioritet.

Lagstiftningsarbetet héller pa att forandras. Kommissionen har nu for forsta gdngen anpassat
sina arbetsmetoder, prioriteringar och resurser till de mal som faststéllts for forenkling av
lagstiftningen. Ett av de viktigaste resultaten dr att alla politikomrédden successivt tacks in.

I framtiden kommer det 16pandet arbetet for att minska den administrativa bordan att bidra till
forenklingsarbetet, som i sin tur kommer att bidra till att det faststidllda méalet uppnas, dvs. en
total minskning med totalt 25 % avseende europeisk och nationell lagstiftning senast 2012,
vilket ocksa anges i meddelandet “En strategisk Oversyn av programmet Baittre lagstifining
inom Europeiska unionen”.

I linje med detta kommer de fordelar som ett omfattande samrdd med berorda aktorer och
konsekvensanalyser ger att bidra till att forbittra kommissionens nya forslag och att ge
lagstiftarna mojlighet att se till att lagstiftningen foljer subsidiaritetsprincipen och i hogre grad
framjar 6kad konkurrenskraft, innovation och tillvéxt. Detta kommer sannolikt att underlétta
forenklingsarbetet i framtiden.

1. LAGESRAPPORT

1.1. Ligesrapport — det lopande programmet for forenkling

I strategin for forenkling fran oktober 2005 ingar en rad olika forenklingsmetoder samt ett
trearigt l16pande arbetsprogram som for den forsta perioden 2005-2008 omfattar ungefar 100
olika initiativ med 220 grundldggande réttsakter som kommissionen avser att forenkla pa
grundval av ett omfattande samrdd med medlemsstaterna, foretagen och medborgarna.

Med tanke péd vikten av att 16pande se Over gemenskapens regelverk har kommissionen nu
identifierat ytterligare 43 initiativ med potential for forenkling for perioden 2006-2009. Dessa
har tagits med i det uppdaterade 16pande programmet, som beskrivs i bilaga 1. I programmet
bekréftas kommissionens avsikt att minska den administrativa bordan som lagstiftningen
medfor och att uppdatera och modernisera bestimmelserna med beaktande av den tekniska
utvecklingen, marknadsutvecklingen och den internationella utvecklingen.

1.1.1.  Resultat som uppndtts av kommissionen

Tolv av de 14° initiativ som planerades for 2005 har slutforts. Fér 2006 planerades inte
mindre &n 54 initiativ i meddelandet fran oktober 2005. Dessutom har tre nya initiativ
identifierats, medan ett initiativ forts over fran 2005 och ytterligare ett fran 2008. Av dessa
har 15 initiativ hittills antagits®. Dessutom har det bekriftats att 24 forenklingsforslag kommer
att antas fore arets slut, och dessa beskrivs 1 bilaga 1. Samtidigt kommer 15 initiativ att skjutas
upp till 2007-2008. Grundliga 6versyner och samrad med berdrda parter har lett till att fem
initiativ avforts fran programmet.

Kommissionen har hittills antagit 27 av 71 planerade initiativ for perioden 2005-2006, och
mer dn hélften av arbetsprogrammet kommer att ha antagits fore slutet av 2006. Framstegen
med det 16pande arbetsprogrammet for forenkling har varierat under 2006 beroende pa
komplexiteten hos de berdrda omrddena. Pa vissa omraden &r forseningen generell, &ven om
vissa initiativ antagits tidigare @n planerat. Det har dock bekriftats att ndstan alla forsenade
initiativ kommer att genomforas under 2007.

Det bor betonas att detta program ar det mest ambitidsa forenklingsarbete som kommissionen
nagonsin har inlett. Det har visat sig medfora betydande utmaningar, eftersom fordelarna for
foretagen och medborgarna méste vigas mot det arbete och de resurser som behdver liggas
ned pé att anpassa lagstiftningen. Forenklingar kan ocksa innebidra lagstiftningsreformer pé
vissa politikomraden. For att dvervinna det motstand mot fordandringar som reformplaner kan
skapa krivs ofta mer tid for att de Overgripande makroekonomiska nettoeffekterna av de
foreslagna fordndringarna skall bli tydliga.

De éaterstdende initiativen — forslagen om radioskydd, jordbruksprodukter och datoriserade
bokningssystem inom luftfarten — har skjutits upp till 2006 respektive 2007.

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Konsekvensanalyserna kan ocksa lyfta fram nya inslag som &r relevanta for beslutsfattarna
nir det giller att vilja det limpligaste handlingsalternativet’. Genomfbrandet av
forenklingsprogrammet utvecklas med beaktande av resultaten av dessa konsekvensanalyser.

Niéstan alla forenklingsforslag som lagts fram av kommissionen behandlas fortfarande i radet
och Europaparlamentet. Dessa forslag beskrivs i bilaga 3.

Négra exempel pa uppnadda resultat beskrivs nedan och dessa visar att flera viktiga omrdden
for foretagen och medborgarna redan har behandlats inom kommissionens
forenklingsprogram.

Foljande ar exempel pé forslag som antagits av kommissionen:

e Moderniserad tullkodex och e-tull®: Omarbetning av gemenskapens tullagstiftning och
upprittande av alleuropeiska elektroniska system for informationsutbyte mellan offentliga
myndigheter och foretag. Den internationella handeln underlittas genom forenklade
tullforfaranden och tullbestimmelser, automatiserade och sammankopplade tullsystem och
ett nira samarbete mellan alla myndigheter och organ som medverkar i varubefordran éver
gemenskapens grinser.

e Miljo’: Modernisera ramdirektivet om avfall.

— Forenkla avfallslagstiftningen genom att klargéra definitionerna, forenkla
bestimmelserna och integrera direktiven om riskavfall och avfallsoljor.

— Forbittra atervinningsmarknaden genom att faststdlla miljostandarder som anger
under vilka omsténdigheter vissa slag av atervunnet avfall inte betraktas som
avfall.

e Fri rorlighet for arbetstagare'”

—  Modernisera gillande bestimmelser om samordning av de nationella sociala
trygghetssystemen.

—  Infbra enklare forfaranden for forsédkrade personer och snabbare handlaggning
av gransoverskridande &drenden for de olika socialforsdkringsinstitutionerna
(sjukdom, olycksfall 1 arbetet, arbetssjukdomar, invaliditet, alderdom,
arbetsloshet samt familjeformaner).

Foljande ar exempel pa forseningar i genomforande av strategin for forenkling: a) Det planerade
upphévandet av lagstiftningen om datoriserade bokningssystem inom luftfarten ses nu 6ver och
eventuella atgérder skjuts upp, eftersom det konstaterats att ytterligare analys krdvs med tanke pa
reaktionerna fran berdrda aktorer och Europaparlamentet. Kommissionen har i linje med principerna for
battre lagstiftning beslutat att gora en utvidgad konsekvensanalys for att undersoka
handlingsalternativen, inbegripet upphidvande av befintliga bestimmelser eller partiell avreglering samt
att samrada med berorda aktdrer pa nytt. b) Den senaste tidens internationella utveckling pa
energiomradet och den efterf6ljande debatten om energisdkerhet foranledde kommissionen att
senareldgga (troligen till 2008) den planerade 6versynen av lagstiftningen om oljereserver.
Kommissionens framtida politik pa det hdr omradet kommer till stor del bero pa resultaten av samradet
om gronboken om energipolitiken som kommissionen lade fram i mars 2006.

Livsmedelstillsatser och aromamnen

—  Forenkla lagstiftningen om livsmedelstillsatser genom att inféra en enda
rittsakt for principer, forfaranden och godkinnande.

— Forbdttra forfarandet for uppdatering av gemenskapens forteckning over
godkénda livsmedelstillsatser.

Sma och medelstora foretag i likemedelsbranschen'’: Forenkla regelverket for
mikroforetag och t.ex. infora ligre avgifter, mojlighet att f4 uppskov med betalning av
avgifter samt stod i frdgor som rér administration och lagstiftning i samband med
inldmning av ansokan till Europeiska lakemedelsmyndigheten.

Betalningstjéinster'*: Forenkla regelverket i friga om betalningstjinster for konsumenter
och foretag. Forslaget innebdr forenklad lagstifining (tre direktiv och tre
rekommendationer ersitts av en sammanhéngande uppsittning bestimmelser), forenklade
administrativa forfaranden for myndigheterna (pa savél europeisk som nationell nivd) och
forenklade administrativa forfaranden for privata aktorer. Forslaget innebar 6kad dppenhet
och tydligare krav pa information till anvéndare av betalningstjinster och konsumenter.

Bokforingsregler'*: Andra gillande bokfSringsregler si att medlemsstaterna far storre
utrymme att bevilja foretag undantag fran vissa krav pa uppgiftslimning (genom hojda
troskelvarden for sadan uppgiftslimning). Detta kommer att leda till administrativa
forenklingar for mindre foretag.

Statistik 6ver foretagsstrukturer'”: Forslaget forenklar framstillningen av sidan statistik
genom att cirka 15 obligatoriska variabler stryks (om FoU, sysselséttning, energi och
finansiell leasing), genom att andra variabler flyttas fran d&rliga till flerdriga
uppgiftsinsamlingar och genom att frivilliga variabler tas bort. Eurostat utvecklar ocksa ett
program for omarbetning av foretagsstatistiken for att hjdlpa medlemsstaterna med nya
metoder som kan leda till betydligt mindre arbete med att limna uppgifter, t.ex. genom
storre anvandning av administrativa uppgifter och automatisk elektronisk overforing av
foretagets rakenskaper.

Luftfartsmarknaden'®: Oversynen av den tredje reformen for avreglering av luftfarten
bor gora lagstifiningen mer léttbegriplig eftersom de tre gillande forordningarna fors
samman till en enda. Detta innebir att lagstiftningen moderniseras och forenklas, samtidigt
som det sékerstiller en enhetlig tillimpning i alla medlemsstater och motverkar potentiell
snedvridning och begrinsning av konkurrensen inom vissa marknadssegment. Detta bor
bidra till ett storre utbud for konsumenterna, 14gre priser och 6kad konkurrens.

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1.1.2.  Pdgdende arbete

En rad olika forenklingsinitiativ som ar relevanta for konkurrenskraften har nu bekréftats for
perioden 2006-2008. Dessa beskrivs nedan:

Jordbruk: Fora samman de 21 gemensamma organisationerna av marknaden till ett enda
system for att faststdlla ett forenklat Overgripande regelverk med en enda uppsittning
harmoniserade bestimmelser pd olika omrdden av marknadspolitiken, sésom
interventioner, privat lagring, importtullkvoter, exportbidrag, skyddsétgarder,
jordbruksprodukter, bestimmelser om statligt stod, meddelanden och rapportering av
uppgifter.

Miljé: Se over direktivet om samordnade é&tgirder for att forebygga och begrdnsa
fororeningar och annan nirliggande lagstiftning om industriutslapp for att skapa okad
tydlighet och samstimmighet (sérskilt i friga om rapportering) och forenkla kraven.

Byggproduktsdirektivet syftar till att skapa 6kad tydlighet och minska den administrativa
bordan — sidrskilt for smé och medelstora foretag — genom Okad flexibilitet vid utarbetandet
och anvindningen av tekniska specifikationer, enklare certifieringsregler och undanréjande
av de hinder for genomforandet som hittills har forsvarat skapandet av en genuin inre
marknad for byggprodukter.

Statistik: Minska den statistiska rapporteringen for foretagen (sérskilt sma och medelstora
foretag) med beaktande av det pagdende arbetet for att forbéttra statistikhanteringen inom
EU och slutresultatet av de pagiende pilotprojekten for att mita och minska den
administrativa bordan.

Mirkning av livsmedel och foder: Moderniseringen av lagstiftningen kommer att leda till
tydligare regler for mérkningen for att ge konsumenterna mojlighet att fatta vl
underbyggda, sikra, hdlsosamma och langsiktigt hallbara beslut och bidra till att skapa en
konkurrenspraglad marknad dér foretagen kan anvinda mirkning pé ett effektivt sitt for att
sdlja sina produkter.

Konsumentskydd: Rationalisera och forenkla hela konsumentskyddslagstifiningen for att
fa bort eventuell bristande konsekvens, overlappning, hinder for den inre marknaden och
snedvridning av konkurrensen.

Kosmetika: Kosmetikadirektivet antogs for 30 ar sedan och har dndrats vid mer &n 40
tillfillen. En omarbetning behovs for att skapa konsekvens och tydlighet i texten. Det
bidrar till att minska den administrativa kostnaden for genomforandet och tillimpningen av
direktivet, samtidigt som man bibehéller den nuvarande inriktningen pa utfasning av
djurforsok.

Standarder for redovisning och finansiell rapportering: Ge foretagen i EU aktuella
standarder for finansiell rapportering genom att fora samman de nuvarande
bestimmelserna'’, som omfattar Sver 2 000 sidor, till en enda anvindarvinlig forordning.

Kommissionens forordningar om godkénnanden av IFRS-standarder (International Financial Reporting
Standards), internationella redovisningsstandarder (International Accounting Standards, 1AS) och av
tolkningar.
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Regelverket for fordonsindustrin: Det fOrslag om dndring av ramdirektivet om
typgodkdnnande av motorfordon som dr under behandling kommer, néir det antagits, att
mojliggora foljande:

— Att gemenskapsdirektiven ersitts med FN/ECE:s foreskrifter. Detta forenklar
regleringen och innebér att onddiga krav forsvinner. Det kommer ocksé att
hjilpa denna industrin, som verkar pa vérldsmarknaden, att avskaffa icke
tariffira handelshinder, samtidigt som EU bibehéller sin ledande stdllning nér
det géller att utveckla internationella standarder och néringslivet fir mojlighet
att anpassa sig snabbare till den tekniska utvecklingen pa internationell niva.

—  Att nédvéndiga tekniska bestimmelser for sjdlvprovning och virtuell provning
infors 1 25 gemenskapsdirektiv och FN/ECE:s foreskrifter. Genom detta kan
typgodkénnandeforfaranden forenklas och den tekniska utvecklingen beaktas i
lagstiftningen. Virtuell provning och sjilvprovning kommer att leda till
snabbare produktutveckling och ldgre kostnader for bade foretagen och
konsumenterna. Kommissionen foreslar nu ocksd en allmén bestimmelse i
direktivet om godkidnnande av motorfordon enligt vilken tillverkarna kan
fungera som provningslaboratorier forutsatt att typgodkénnandemyndigheten
har konstaterat att de har den kompetens som krévs.

Marknadstilltrade och yrkeskrav nir det giller viagtransporter: Omarbetning av fyra
forordningar och ett direktiv for att fortydliga, forenkla och underlétta kontroll av
efterlevnaden av bestimmelser om yrkeskrav och marknadstilltrdde, inbegripet gods- och
persontransporter (cabotage). Omarbetningen bor leda till harmoniserad tillimpning och
kostnadseffektiv kontroll av efterlevnaden — &ven pa det transnationella planet — vilket
innebér att snedvridningen av konkurrensen begréinsas, att etableringsritten skyddas och att
tjansterna och vigsdkerheten forbattras.

Konsolidering av de tekniska forordningarna och direktiven enligt den nya metoden'®
avseende saluforing av  produkter, med konsekventa definitioner, enklare
certifieringsforfaranden och ett forenklat administrativt samarbete for att underlétta
saluforing av produkter samtidigt som tillverkarna skyddas mot produkter som inte
uppfyller kraven.

1.1.3.  Nya initiativ som utokar det l6pande programmet for forenkling

Kommissionen utdkar pd grundval av det 16pande program som inleddes forra &ret
forenklingsprogrammet med 43" nya initiativ for perioden 2006-2009 for att

stimulera innovation och minska den administrativa bérdan pa grund av de krav som
lagstiftningen stiller, och

Direktiven enligt den nya metoden faststdller endast vésentliga krav i allménhetens intresse som
produkterna maste uppfylla, istillet for detaljerade produktspecifika krav. Tillverkarna kan vélja olika
tekniska 16sningar och far storre frihet att visa att de valda 16sningarna uppfyller kraven, t.ex. genom
standardisering.

De 43 nya initiativen omfattar tre nya initiativ 2006, 28 nya initiativ 2007, 11 nya initiativ 2008 och ett
nytt initiativ 2009.
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minska den totala omfattningen av gemenskapens regelverk och frimja en Overgéng till
mer flexibla regleringsmetoder.

Nedan beskrivs nigra viktiga nya initiativ:

Forenkla bestimmelserna om fordndringar av likemedel efter det att tillstdnd beviljats
(forordningarna om fordndringar av ldkemedel). Den administration som dessa
bestimmelser medfor tar i ansprdk mer dn 60 % av personalen och kostnaderna for de
avdelningar inom foretagen som handldgger regleringsfragor. I vissa fall kan detta himma
innovation och hindra fordndringar som gynnar patienterna och samhéllet. Forfarandena
kommer att forenklas si att forordningarna om foréndringar av lakemedel blir enklare,
tydligare och mer flexibla, utan att det paverkar folkhdlsan och djurhilsan negativt.

Sikerstilla omsesidigt erkinnande®® av varor som inte omfattas av harmoniserade
gemenskapsbestimmelser. Kommissionen utarbetar for ndrvarande ett lagforslag om
undanrdjande av tekniska hinder for den fria rorligheten for varor inom EU (”forslaget om
omsesidigt erkdnnande”). I denna réttsakt faststélls réttigheter och skyldigheter dels for
nationella myndigheter, dels for foretag som vill sdlja produkter i en medlemsstat vilka
redan lagligt tillverkas och salufors i en annan medlemsstat.

Fortydliga definitionen och omfattningen av sikerhetsbedomningen for nya livsmedel och
forenkla godkédnnandeforfarandet.

Forenkla administrativa forfaranden pd jordbruksomréadet genom inférande av en rad
tekniska forenklingar. En 16pande handlingsplan har inforts for dndring av lagstiftning som
direkt berdr jordbrukare, andra foretag och nationella forvaltningar. Andringarna avser
t.ex. jordbrukarnas skyldighet att tillhandahalla dokument, medlemsstaternas skyldighet att
utfora kontroller och stddvillkor.

Forenkla och forbittra den gemensamma fiskepolitiken genom en rittslig och
administrativ  forenkling enligt den handlingsplan for perioden 2006-2008 som
kommissionen antog 2005%'. T handlingsplanen ingar vissa foreskrifter om forvaltning och
kontroll av fiskeverksamhet, t.ex. for att gora lagstiftningen mer léttbegriplig och minska
den administrativa bordan for fiskare och berdrda tjansteméin.

En édndring av lagstiftningen om elektroniska kommunikationsnit och
kommunikationstjinster kommer att minska behovet av forhandsreglering och underlitta
flexibilitet och innovation, vilket kommer att gynna bade foretagen och medborgarna.

Ersitta textildirektiven med en enda forordning i syfte att forenkla forfarandena vid
antagande av nya fibernamn. Kvantitativa metoder for mitning av fiberinnehall kommer
ocksa att overforas till standardiseringsarbetet.

Forenkla befintlig lagstiftning om leksaker genom att fortydliga vésentliga sékerhetskrav
och genom att faststilla villkor for en forbittrad gemensam strategi for nationella
tillsynsmyndigheter.

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e Begrinsa rittsakterna om metrologi och godningsmedel till visentliga krav genom den
nya metoden. Detaljerade tekniska beskrivningar ersitts av standarder.

e Andra gemenskapens miljomirkningssystem i syfte att

(a) skapa ett mer foretagsvinligt system genom att engagera berdrda aktorer i
beslutsfattandet och beakta de sma och medelstora foretagens behov, och

(b)  ge ett sdrskilt organ i1 uppdrag att faststélla kriterier for méarkningen och se till
att miljomarket far en néra koppling till miljovénlig upphandling.

e Omarbeta ett direktiv om saluforing av fruktplantsforokningsmaterial och fruktplantor
avsedda for fruktproduktion.

e Behandla arbetsrelaterade sjukdomar och skador i rorelseapparaten i en enda réttsakt
som integrerar de olika befintliga minimikraven for hilsa och sékerhet, t.ex. nar det géller
manuell hantering av laster och arbete vid bildskérm.

Alla avdelningar inom kommissionen skall gora en dversyn av regelverket pa sina omraden
senast 2009 for att kontrollera om rittsakterna ar relevanta, om ritt regleringsmetod valts och
om det finns utrymme att anvinda nidgon av de forenklingsmetoder som beskrivs i strategin
for forenkling fran oktober 2005. Detta kommer om nddvindigt och ldmpligt att leda till att
nya forenklingsinitiativ identifieras och till att det I[opande programmet uppdateras.

1.2. Ligesrapport — kodifiering

Kodifiering ar en viktig del av Europeiska kommissionens arbete for béttre lagstiftning.
Kodifiering innebér att bestimmelserna i befintliga réttsakter tillsammans med alla senare
dndringar sammanstills till en enda réttsakt, vilket minskar gemenskapslagstiftningens
omfattning och leder till storre 6ppenhet, begriplighet och tydlighet.

Det 16pande programmet for kodifiering (se bilaga 2) omfattar cirka 500 réttsakter. Totalt har
52 rittsakter genomgatt kodifieringsprocessen®” och dessa har antagits och offentliggjorts i
EUT (38 rittsakter fran kommissionen och 14 rittsakter antagna av Europaparlamentet och
radet). Dessutom behandlas 33 réttsakter av den lagstiftande myndigheten och atta réttsakter
behandlas i det skriftliga forfarandet. Totalt har 85 fardigbehandlats av Europeiska
kommissionen.

I syfte att uppna malet att avsluta kodifieringsprogrammet senast vid halvarsskiftet 2008 har
atgirder vidtagits for att paskynda Oversittningen av original till de nya EU-spraken.
Eftersldpningen beror pa forsenad leverans av Oversittningar till dessa sprék av de texter som
kodifieras.

Lampliga atgdrder maste ocksd vidtas for att se till att s& manga kodifierade texter som
mojligt finns tillgéngliga péd bulgariska, ruméanska, iriska och maltesiska, genom att prioritera
kodifiering av rittsakter som Gversatts till dessa sprak.

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Ett program for antagande av de réttsakter som aterstar att kodifieras har utarbetats. Syftet ar
att skapa Oppenhet i processen sérskilt for att se till att de rittsakter som kodifieras éndras i sa
liten utstrickning som mojligt, vilket skapar stabilitet i lagstiftningen och innebdr mindre
forseningar. Programmet dr preliminirt eftersom kodifieringsprojektets slutféorande beror pa
om Overséttningar av de rattsakter som skall kodifieras finns tillgingliga pé alla sprak. Detta
berdr sérskilt bulgariska och ruminska. I de fall dir nya dndringar av rittsakterna planeras
maste kodifieringen ocksd vinta. Den ordningsfoljd i1 vilken rdttsakterna behandlas i
programmet beror pd dessa tva faktorer.

Det bor ocksa noteras att den lagstiftande myndighetens antagande av kodifierade réttsakter
omfattas av det interinstitutionella avtalet om en paskyndad arbetsmetod for officiell
kodifiering av rittsakter av den 20 december 1994.

2. FRAMGANGSFAKTORER

Det regelverk som europeiska foretag och medborgare skall f6lja omfattar flera skikt av lagar
och bestimmelser som ofta dr ndra sammankopplade och som inforts pé olika nivaer (bade pa
det internationella planet™ och pa europeisk, nationell, regional och lokal nivd). Ingen
ansvarig myndighet pa ndgon niva kan pé egen hand forbattra kvaliteten pa lagstiftningen. For
att uppna konkreta forbattringar i friga om den Overgripande lagstiftningens kvalitet krdvs
beslutsamma, konsekventa och samordnade insatser pa alla nivéer.

2.1. Forenklingsarbete pa gedigen metodisk grund
2.1.1.  Samrdd med alla berorda parter

Savil det ursprungliga som det uppdaterade 16pande programmet for forenkling 2006—-2009
har utvecklats i samarbete med berdrda parter och medlemsstaterna. Att ta del av deras
erfarenheter dr absolut nodvindigt for att man skall kunna utarbeta ett dndamaélsenligt
forenklingsprogram. Grundligt samrdd med berdrda aktdrer, Oversyn av hela politikomraden,
utvirdering av rittsakter och expertgranskningar gor det lattare for beslutsfattarna att béttre
identifiera faktiska problem pé filtet. Sddana processer gor det ocksé littare for aktorerna att
senare godta den foreslagna atgarden.

I meddelandet om forenkling® fran oktober 2005 beskrivs en rad sérskilda initiativ:

e Som anges i kommissionens meddelande “Enklare och bittre lagstifining i den
gemensamma jordbrukspolitiken™ utarbetades en handlingsplan som presenterades vid en
konferens pd temat “En forenklad gemensam jordbrukspolitik for EU — en utmaning for
alla” 1 oktober 2006. I handlingsplanen beskrivs 20 konkreta projekt for teknisk forenkling
(minskad borda utan nagon &ndring av den bakomliggande politiken), som skall ha
genomforts senast 2007. I och med handlingsplanen inleds en 16pande forenklingsprocess.
Berorda parter och medlemsstaterna uppmanas darfor att ldgga fram ytterligare forslag om
forenkling.

3 T.ex. nér det giller redovisning, revision, offentlig upphandling och immateriella réttigheter beslutas

eller antas standarder ofta pa internationell niva.
Meddelande om genomforande av gemenskapens Lissabonprogram - En strategi for forenkling av
lagstiftningen, KOM(2005) 535.
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e Handlingsplanen for forenkling och forbéattring av den gemensamma fiskepolitiken 2006—
2008 antogs av kommissionen 2005 och stdds helt av EU-institutionerna och berérda
parter, som fatt tillfille att yttra sig.

e | det kommande meddelandet om minskat uppgiftslimnande och forenklingar och
prioriteringar i fraga om gemenskapsstatistik faststélls en strategi for att ytterligare minska
statistikbordan for foretagen genom att dels forenkla kraven pa statistiken pé vissa
prioriterade omraden, dels frimja statistiska verktyg och metoder som gor det léttare att
uppfylla kraven i1 fraga om statistik. Kommissionen kommer bland annat att foresla ett
envigssystem for Intrastat och ett program for omstrukturering av foretagsstatistiken och
att verka aktivt for forenkling av det europeiska systemet for jordbruksstatistik.

I artikel 138 1 fordraget foreskrivs ocksa samrdd med arbetsmarknadens parter pa europeisk
nivé i friga om gemenskapsinitiativ pa socialpolitikens omrade™.

I vissa fall har resultatet av samradet fatt kommissionen att omprova sina ursprungliga planer.
Oversynerna av bolagsritts- och upphovsrittslagstiftningen har t.ex. lett till ytterligare
initiativ:

e Nir det giller bolagsritten har kommissionen planerat att fore arets slut inleda ett
omfattande arbete for att méta de administrativa kostnader som direktiven om bolagsratt
medfor i syfte att tillsammans med medlemsstaterna och berdrda aktorer faststéilla huruvida
det finns utrymme att minska dessa kostnader. Resultatet av detta arbete kommer att
redovisas i ett meddelande under andra halvéret 2007.

e Oversynen av upphovsrittslagstiftningen har lett till flera &tgérder, inbegripet en
utvéirdering av direktivet om upphovsritt frin 2001 som bl.a. ledde till att undantag fran
tillampningen av direktivet kunde identifieras. Resultatet av detta arbete kommer sannolikt
att presenteras sommaren 2007.

2.1.2.  Sektorsspecifik analys

Kommissionen faststéllde i sitt tidigare meddelande att en sektorsanpassad strategi for
forenkling behovs for att forbéttra analysen av hur lagstiftningen paverkar konkurrenskraften i
olika sektorer.

Detta arbete har inletts nér det géller t.ex. byggprodukter och dir det omfattar en Gvergripande
analys av de faktorer som paverkar byggforetagens konkurrenskraft och sarskilda atgarder for
att forenkla byggproduktsdirektivet (direktiv 89/106/EEG). Samrdd med berdrda aktorer
pagér och deras synpunker granskas nu av kommissionen.

Nér det géller motorfordon har hognivagruppen CARS 21 undersokt viktiga politikomrdden
som paverkar den europeiska fordonsindustrins konkurrenskraft och utarbetat en rad
rekommendationer.

» Ett nytt exempel dr samradet med arbetsmarknadens parter 2005 om att forenkla direktiven om hilsa

och sékerhet i arbetet med avseende pa rapportering och det praktiska genomforandet.
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Dessutom granskas nu tillimpningen av principerna for béttre lagstiftning inom de nya forum
som inrittats som en del av uppfoljningen av meddelandet om industripolitik®®. Sektorsvisa
undersokningar gors inom grupper som t.ex. arbetsgruppen for konkurrenskraft inom IKT-
branschen och industripolitisk dialog for maskinindustrin.

2.1.3.  Pagadende arbete i fraga om den administrativa bordan

Mot bakgrund av Europeiska radets slutsatser fran juni 2006 kommer kommissionen inom
ramen for konkurrenskraftsdelen av den nylanserade Lissabonagendan att i borjan av 2007
inleda en omfattande handlingsplan som syftar till att médta och minska den administrativa
borda som géllande lagstifining i EU medfor. Handlingsplanen kommer att bygga vidare pa
de erfarenheter som gjorts i fyra medlemsstater (Storbritannien, Nederldinderna, Danmark och
Tjeckien) som redan har faststdllt mal for minskad administrativ borda efter att ha genomfort
omfattande baslinjemétningar. I kommissionens arbetsdokument “Measuring administrative
costs and reducing administrative burdens in the European Union””’ redovisas resultaten av
ett pilotprojekt om den administrativa bordan som genomfordes 2006 och som innebar att
tidigare erfarenheter granskades och togs till vara. P4 medellang sikt bor denna process gora
det mojligt for EU-lagstiftaren och medlemsstaterna att pa grundval av kvantifierade uppgifter
faststélla prioriterade omrdden med utrymme for ytterligare forenklingar.

Nér det giller jordbruket bor det noteras att en undersokning nu genomfdérs om den
administrativa bordan for jordbrukare. Undersokningen avser genomforandet av reformen av
den gemensamma jordbrukspolitiken 2003 och senare dndringar. De forsta resultaten kommer
att finnas tillgéngliga 2007.

2.2. Ett nira samarbete mellan EU-institutionerna

Néar kommissionen ldgger fram lagforslag av hog kvalitet &r det rddets och
Europaparlamentets ansvar att méaste fora forenklingsarbetet vidare till slutfasen.

22 forenklingsforslag som antagits av kommissionen behandlas nu av rédet och
Europaparlamentet (bilaga 3). Bland dessa ingar sju forenklingsforslag fran tidigare
forenklingsprogram fran 2003*® som fortfarande behandlas av lagstiftaren. En forteckning
over forslag under behandling ges i bilaga 3 och innehaller viktiga texter for foretagen, t.ex.
oversynen av det sjitte momsdirektivet, modernisering av tullkodexen, &ndring av
avfallslagstiftningen, forenkling av typgodkédnnande for motorfordon, forenkling av statistiken
over foretagsstrukturer och upphidvande av kraven avseende fardigforpackade produkter.
Antagandet av redovisningsdirektivet”’, som innehaller undantag for smi och medelstora
foretag, samt rddets antagande av den gemensamma stindpunkten om fardigforpackade
produkter nyligen visar att institutionerna vill fortsitta att forenkla lagstiftningen.

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Kommissionen hade uppmanat Europaparlamentet att limna synpunkter pd dess strategi for
forenkling fran oktober 2005, och Europaparlamentet gjorde detta i april 2006. Utskottens
stindpunkter i frdga om det flerariga forenklingsprogrammet visar att man 1 stort sett
instimmer med kommissionens prioriteringar i friga om vad som behover forenklas.

I maj 2006 antog Europaparlamentet en rad betinkanden om olika aspekter pd battre
lagstiftning, inbegripet forenkling®. Europaparlamentet foreslir bland annat att en ny metod
infors parallellt med kodifiering och omarbetning®' for sérskilda typer av forenklingsforslag
dér sérskilda arbetsmetoder och ett snabbare antagningsforfarande skulle vara lampliga.

Genom det interinstitutionella avtalet om bittre lagstiftning®*, som tradde i kraft i december
2003, wupprittades en plattform for o©kat samarbete mellan de tre institutionerna.
Hognivagruppen som ansvarar for dvervakning av genomforandet av det interinstitutionella
avtalet har lopande fOljt arbetet, t.ex. ndr det giller samordning och planering av
lagstiftningsarbetet, kvaliteten péa lagstiftningen (sdrskilt konsekvensanalyser), inforlivande
och tillampning av gemenskapens lagtiftning samt forenklingar. Det har visat sig svart for de
bada lagstiftarna att identifiera konkreta atgdrder for att prioritera forenklingsarbetet och
paskynda lagstiftningsprocessen.

Den 6verenskommelse som nédddes mellan institutionerna i december 2005 om en gemensam
interinstitutionell strategi for konsekvensanalys® visar att det interinstitutionella avtalet om
bittre lagstiftning kan leda till konkreta forbattringar i frdga om institutionernas tillimpning
av principerna for béttre lagstiftning, forutsatt att den politiska viljan finns. I samband med
oversynen av den gemensamma strategin 2008 bor institutionerna enas om att
medlemsstaternas initiativ i friga om polisidrt och straffrittsligt samarbete bor atfoljas av
konsekvensanalyser.

Kommissionen har tillkdnnagivit att den avser att underldtta det interinstitutionella
beslutsfattandet genom att forbdttra planeringen och synliggéra forenklingsinitiativen pé
foljande sétt:

e Integrera forenklingsforslagen i kommissionens &rliga lagstiftnings- och arbetsprogram.
Detta har nu skett i det arliga lagstiftnings- och arbetsprogrammet 2007.

e Utnyttja motiveringen for att battre forklara de forenklingsmal som forslagen innehéller.
Nér det giller forenklingsforslag med konsekvensanalyser kommer kommissionen ockséa
att striva efter att bedoma forenklingarnas konsekvenser, dven nér det giller den
administrativa bordan.

e Identifiera nagra pilotfall bland forenklingsforslagen for att testa mojligheten att infora
bittre interinstitutionella arbetsmetoder for forenklingsarbetet.

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2.3. Okad anviindning av samreglering och sjilvreglering

Samreglering och sjilvreglering dr exempel pd verktyg som i vissa fall kan anvindas for att
uppna politiska mal dar lagstiftaren ingriper i endast begriansad omfattning.

De europeiska standardiseringsorganen och kommissionen samarbetar exempelvis for
ndrvarande for att foresld nya initiativ om standarder inom tjanstesektorn som kan inriktas
sarskilt pd den inre marknaden. Med hjidlp av standarder kan anvindarna fritt jimfora
produkter och priser, vilket dkar konkurrensen och stirker handeln med tjanster inom EU.
Efter ett brett samrad kommer standardiseringsarbetet att stimuleras genom att man utarbetar
en handlingsplan for standardisering som syftar till att frimja industrins konkurrenskraft och
antar ett beslut for gemenskapsfinansiering.

Nér det giller sjdlvreglering har arbetsmarknadens parter pa europeisk niva en sérskild roll
eftersom de har méjlighet att sluta avtal®* som gors bindande genom ett lagforslag eller som
genomfors sjélvstandigt. Sjélvreglering dverensstimmer med kommissionens politik for att
framja foretagens sociala ansvar. Frivilliga initiativ inom ramen for den europeiska alliansen
for foretagens sociala ansvar kan eventuellt leda till att nya avtal om sjdlvreglering sluts.
Sadana initiativ som tas av europeiska foretag i nira samarbete med berdrda aktorer bor ocksa
bidra till att sprida metoder for foretagens sociala ansvar i EU och i vérlden. For att ge battre
information till privata aktorer som vill infora eller forbattra system for sjalvreglering och till
dem som ansvarar for samregleringens utformning har Europeiska ekonomiska och sociala
kommittén och Europeiska kommissionen upprittat en databas dver ndra 100 EU-program.
Denna databas, som skall 6ppnas i november 2006, innehaller bl.a. uppgifter om de typer av
problem som lett till att system for sjélvreglering och samreglering pd EU-niva utvecklats
samt uppgifter om systemens mal och organisation. Det kommer dérigenom att bli léttare att
identifiera bra respektive daliga metoder.

24. Forenkling pa nationell niva
2.4.1.  Den forenklade gemenskapslagstiftningen mdste avspeglas pad nationell niva

Forenklingsarbetet pA EU-nivd maste stodjas helt av medlemsstaterna sé att fordelarna med en
forenklad gemenskapslagstiftning inte motverkas av nya nationella bestimmelser eller
tekniska hinder. Sa sker redan i allt fler medlemsstater, men det finns fortfarande utrymme for
forbattringar. Detta visas t.ex. genom att vissa statistiska krav bibehélls pa nationell nivéa trots
att gemenskapslagstiftningen forenklats.

I vissa nyligen framlagda forslag om upphédvande av lagstiftning har kommissionen darfor
infort en bestimmelse om Oomsesidigt erkdnnande for att se till att inga nya handelshinder
uppkommer efter det att gemenskapslagstiftningen upphévts. Forslaget om fardigforpackade
produkter skall t.ex. forhindra att handelshinder uppkommer pd grund av att nationella krav
bibehalls.

products containing it’, som undertecknades i april 2006, &r ett exempel pa fungerande sjilvreglering.
Det dr ett sjdlvstindigt avtal ddr god praxis beskrivs for att minimera personalens exponering for
kristallint kiseldamm. Det bor bidra till att de olika nationella yrkeshygieniska griansvirden foljs.
Avtalet har forhandlats fram av arbetsmarknadens parter fran berdrda branscher och ar det forsta
sjdlvstindiga avtalet for flera branscher som slutits inom ramen for den europeiska sociala dialogen.
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For att beslutet att upphidva gemenskapslagstiftningen om klassificering av obearbetat tré skall
i avsedd verkan kravs ocksa en enhetlig uppfoljning i hela EU. Nationella lagar som hénvisar
till direktivet méste &ndras i enlighet med detta, och medlemsstaterna bor se till att tekniska
andringar gors snabbt och tydligt.

Europeiska foretag som vill verka i en annan medlemsstat maste ofta genomga administrativa
kontroller och forfaranden. Fordragets bestimmelser bidrar i tillimpliga fall till att forenkla
den inre marknadens funktionssétt. Kommissionen bidrar till att minska sddana bordor genom
tillampning av artikel 28 i EG-fordraget i frdga om fri rorlighet for varor, och sarskilt genom
bevakning av forslag till nationell lagstiftning.

Kommissionen kommer under 2007 att behandla integrationen av forsvarsmarknaden i syfte
att minska den orimliga administrativa bordan, som hdmmar EU-industrins konkurrenskraft
pa omradet. De arliga kostnaderna i samband med import- och exportlicenser for militir
materiel berdknas till 238,90 miljoner euro for berdrda sektorer och forvaltningar. I praktiken
ges nistan aldrig avslag pa ansdkningar om sddana licenser™”.

2.4.2.  Undvika att ldgga till fler regler pad nationell niva

En genomging av nationella  genomforandebestimmelser for att  inforliva
gemenskapsdirektiven visar att det finns otaliga exempel pé tekniska krav, markningskrav,
tidsfrister, godkédnnandeforfaranden och andra administrativa krav som nationella lagstiftare
lagger till utover gemenskapslagstiftningen. Regelverket for EU-foretagen kan bara forbéttras
om initiativen pa EU-niva kompletteras genom ldmpliga atgérder pa nationell niva.

Detta bekriftas av andra killor, exempelvis en nyligen publicerad undersdkning®® som
utfordes for en nationell sammanslutning for smd och medelstora foretag. Unders6kningen
tyder pa att en utvidgning av direktivens rickvidd i genomforandebestimmelser 1 betydande
utstrdckning kan hdmma de mindre foretagens produktivitet, vilket stjdl resurser fran
nyckelaktorer for skapande av vilstdnd och arbetstillfillen. Nér fler regler liggs till pa
nationell niva kan det ocksa forsdmra de nationella foretagens konkurrensfordelar i jimforelse
med andra lénder.

Detta ligger till grund for kommissionens avsikt i meddelandet fran oktober 2005 att battre
utnyttja forenklingspotentialen genom att dér sé ar lampligt anvénda forordningar istéllet for
direktiv. Att direktiv 91/414/EEG ersitts med en forordning om utsldppande av
vixtskyddsmedel pd marknaden dr ett konkret exempel pa denna fordndrade praxis i fraga om
lagstiftningen.

Federation of Small Businesses in UK: Burdened by Brussels or the UK? Improving the implementation
of EU Directives, av Sarah Schaefer och Edward Young. I detta projekt analyseras inforlivandet av atta
direktiv i lagstiftningen i Storbritannien. Flera exempel pa overdriven reglering ges, sérskilt nir det
géller direktivet om penningtvétt och direktivet om forsakringsformedling.
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2.4.3.  Nationella reformprogram
Foreskrifter och tillimpningsbestimmelser faststills fraimst pa nationell niva.

De nationella reformprogrammen ingér i den nya styrningen av strategin for tillvdxt och
sysselsittning (Lissabonstrategin) och beskriver den ekonomiska reformpolitiken pa nationell
niva pa grundval av gemenskapens riktlinjer. De har darfor en central stillning nér det giller
att skapa ett béttre foretagsklimat i EU. Alla medlemsstater har agerat utifran riktlinjerna for
bittre lagstiftning och har angett atgirder for att framja battre lagstiftning 1 sina nationella
reformprogram.

Hittills har nio medlemsstater inlett forenklingsprogram med olika ambitionsnivd inom ramen
for dessa nationella reformprogram. Det dr dock nddvindigt att forenklingsprogrammet pa
EU-nivd kompletteras med forenklingsatgdrder i1 alla medlemsstater och pa alla
regleringsnivder. I meddelandet till kommittén for ekonomisk politik “Promoting Better
Regulation™’ som utarbetats av Europeiska kommissionen och rapporten om konkurrenskraft
fran 2006 beskrivs de huvudsakliga slutsatserna av genomforandet av béttre lagstiftning i
medlemsstaterna. Dér ges ocksa en ndrmare beskrivning av de resultat som uppnatts hittills pa
detta omréade.

Exempel pa nationella initiativ:

e Minskade administrativa kostnader: 17 medlemsstater 4r medveten om behovet av att
analysera foretagens administrativa kostnader och har paborjat méitningar. 1 vissa lander
har kvantitativa mal faststéllts for att minska de administrativa kostnaderna (t.ex. 20 eller
25 % senast 2010). Initiativ for att stodja detta arbete ar t.ex. e-forvaltning, system med en
enda kontaktpunkt’® och centrala registreringskontor, minskad skattelagstiftning,
forenklade administrativa forfaranden for anstillning och egenforetagande samt
myndighetsdvergripande initiativ.
