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Subject: Prolongation of the temporary reintroduction of border controls at the
Czech Republic internal borders in accordance with Articles 25 to 28 of
Regulation (EU) 2016/399 on a Union Code on the rules governing the
movement of persons across borders (Schengen Borders Code)

Delegations will find attached a copy of a letter received by the General Secretariat of the Council
on 9 December 2022 regarding the prolongation of the temporary reintroduction of border controls

by the Czech Republic at borders with Slovak Republic.

In accordance with Article 28(3) of the Schengen Borders Code, the Government of the Czech

Republic has decided to extend the measure until 26 December 2022.
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reintroduction of checks at the border with the Slovak Republic from 28 September to
24 November 2022, the Police of the Czech Republic checked a total of 1 736 538 persons.
A total of 9 019 persons were detected during illegal migration, while 2 123 persons were
not allowed to enter. Readmission to the Slovak Republic was decided in 3 401 cases, of
which 558 persons were readmitted. During the checks, cases of dangerous behaviour of
smugglers endangering the health and lives of the smuggled persons were recorded. In
some cases, coercive measures had to be used to stop the vehicles. A total of 117 persons
who may have committed smuggling were detained as part of the measures.

The cireumstances leading to the identification of a serious threat to public order and internal
security continue to be persistant, therefore the Czech Republic has decided to prolong the
reintroduction of border control al internal borders with the Slovak Republic. In accordance
with Article 28(3) of the Schengen Borders Code, the Government of the Czech Republic
has decided to extend the measure until 26 December 2022. The scope of the reintroduction
of border control remains unchanged. The scope of the reintroduction of border control at
internal borders remains unchanged.

From the beginning of the year until 23 November 2022, a total of 21 605 persons have been
detected in transit irregular migration in the Czech Republic, an increase of 1931%
compared to the same period last year {1 064 persons). In the national context, the numbers
are exceeding the volume of 2015-2016 migration crisis. The seriousness of the situation is
also exacerbated by the dysfunctional system of returning third-country nationals.

Controls will continue to be carried out along the entire section of the land border with the
Slovak Republic in a flexible manner appropriate to the current threat depending on the
evolution of the situation. The places where internal border crossings are allowed are listed
in the Annex to this letter, The scope and intensity of controls will be limited in scope to
ensure public order and internal security in order to minimise negative impacts on the public.
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
