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Delegations will find attached a copy of the letter received by the General Secretariat of the Council
on 29 January 2021 regarding the prolongation of the temporary reintroduction of border controls

by Hungary at its internal borders between 29 January and 27 February 2021.

Dear Colleagues,

I would like to inform you that in accordance with Article 25 (3) of the Schengen Borders Code
Hungary will extend reintroduced border control measures at the all internal land and air border
sections for another 30 days from 29 January 2021. The maintenance of internal controls is still
necessary in order to eliminate the consequences of a human epidemic causing a mass illness that
endangers the safety of life and property, and to protect the health and life of Hungarian citizens.

With regard to the internal land borders Hungary shall permit entry into the territory of Hungary at
the following border crossing points:

- with regard to Slovenia: Tornyiszentmiklos-Pince M70 highway, Bajansenye-Hodos
railway;

- with regard to Austria: Rabafiizes-Heiligenkreutz road, Szentgotthard-Jennersdorf
railway, Sopron-Loipersbach railway, Sopron-Loipersbach road, Hegyeshalom-
Nickelsdorf I. highway, Hegyeshalom-Nickelsdorf railway, Fertdd-Pamhagen railway;

- with regard to Slovakia: Rajka-Rusovce highway, Rajka-Rusovce railway, Komarom-
Komarno Monostori birdge road, Szob-Sturovo railway, Parassapuszta-Sahy road,
Hidasnémeti-Cana railway, Tornyosnémeti-Milhost road, Tornyosnémeti-Milhost
highway;
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- with regard to river Danube to Slovakia: Komarom port;

- with regard to air borders: Budapest Liszt Ferenc International Airport, Debrecen
International Airport, Sdrmellék International Airport, Pér temporary air border crossing
point.

Other roads crossing the border along the indicated border areas will be closed.
