Dear Vice-President of the Commission

Dear colleagues 

The epidemiological situation in Europe remains critical. The current infection rate remains 

dynamic with a high level of infection pressure. 

In particular, the Czech Republic and the Slovak Republic continue to record a strong increase in 

new infections with a persistently high incidence. The situation in both countries remains worrying. 

An improvement in the epidemiological situation could not be assessed. 

This requires therefore that measures must be continued at the Austrian internal border in order to 

prevent the cross-border spread of the pandemic in Austria. 

With this in mind, as the competent supreme authority of the Republic of Austria, on the basis of 

Article 28 of Regulation (EU) 2016/399 (Schengen Borders Code), I have therefore ordered the 

extension of border controls at the border with the Czech Republic and the Slovak Republic for a 

period of 20 days from the 8th of February until the 27th of February 2021 included. 

This measure has been coordinated with the Czech Republic as well as with the Slovak Republic 

and the control modalities are such that they are proportionate to the situation. 
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
