“Ceska republika si uvédomuje vyznam ochrany zivotniho prostiedi a lidskych prav. Soucasné
povazuje za zasadni, aby jakékoli povinnosti a administrativni zatéz podnikatelti musely byt
primétené/proporciondlni a odiivodnéné jasné prokazatelnymi piinosy.
