Dear Colleagues, 

 

I would like to inform you that in accordance with Article 28 (3) of the Schengen Borders Code 

Hungary will extend reintroduced border control measures at the all internal land and air border 

sections for another 10 days from 1 May 2020. The maintenance of internal controls is still 

necessary in order to eliminate the consequences of a human epidemic causing a mass illness that 

endangers the safety of life and property, and to protect the health and life of Hungarian citizens. 

With regard to the internal land borders Hungary shall permit entry into the territory of Hungary at 

the following border crossing points: 

- with regard to Slovenia: Tornyiszentmiklós-Pince M70 highway; 

- with regard to Austria: Hegyeshalom-Nickelsdorf I. motorway, Sopron,-Klingenbach, 

Rábafüzes-Heiligenkreutz; 

- with regard to Slovakia: Rajka-Rusovce, Tornyosnémeti-Milhost, Parassapuszta- Šahy. 
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Other roads crossing the border along the indicated border areas will be closed.
