I.  

 

1. Welcomes the revision of the CO2 emission standards for road vehicles, including 

passenger cars, light commercial vehicles and heavy-duty vehicles, which responds 

to technological developments and the current situation in the automotive sector, 

while taking into account the need for greater flexibility in meeting the emission 

targets;  

 

2. Stresses that European regulation should allow sufficient flexibility for vehicle 

manufacturers to meet the emission targets, while maintaining technological 

neutrality in the transition to low- and zero-emission mobility; 

 

3. Considers the target of a 90% reduction in CO₂ emissions for the fleet of new 

passenger cars and light commercial vehicles, as set out in the Proposal for the 

revision of the Regulation (EU) 2019/631 for 2035, to be unreasonably ambitious and 

unfeasible; 
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4. Considers it important that the effectiveness of the measures taken be regularly 

assessed on the basis of available data and actual technological and market 

developments, and that any further legislative action be based on these assessments; 

  

II. 

 

1. Requests the Government to inform the Senate no later than on 30th June 2026 about 

the way this Resolution was taken into account and about the further development 

of negotiations; 

 

2. Authorises the President of the Senate to forward this Resolution to the European
