Rada vita akéni plan, jenz opétovné potvrzuje pokra€ujici angaZzovanost EU v oblasti Sahelu a jeji
podporu udrzitelnému a inkluzivnimu politickému i socidlnimu a hospodéaiskému rozvoji,
posilovani lidskych prav, demokratické spraveé véci verejnych, pravnimu statu a politické stabilité,

a to jakozto reakci na krizi v Sahelu postihujici fadu oblasti. Hlavnim cilem EU je 1 nadéle zvySeni
bezpeénosti v daném regionu prostiednictvim boje proti terorismu’, nedovolenému obchodu,
radikalizaci a nasilnému extremismu. V ramci svého komplexniho pfistupu, véetné ptispévku

ramec ¢innosti EU v Sahelu. Akéni plan stanovi pevny zaklad pro plnéni cilil strategie a pro vétsi
soustfedéni EU na Ctyfi oblasti, které jsou vysoce dulezité pro stabilizaci tohoto regionu, konkrétné
na predchazeni radikalizaci a boj proti ni, vytvafeni vhodnych podminek pro mladé lidi, migraci,
mobilitu a spravu hranic, boj proti nedovolenému obchodu a na nadnérodni organizovanou trestnou
¢innost. EU zdiraziiuje zejména vyznam posilovani tésnéjSich soucinnosti mezi zemémi tohoto
regionu, jakoz i mezi Sahelem a sousednimi zemémi.

Extrémni chudoba,
vnitini napéti, institucionalni nedostatky, demograficky riist, casté potravinové krize, nestabilni
sprava veci verejnych a pravni stat, Spatna situace v oblasti lidskych prav, nelegalni migrace

a souvisejici trestnd cinnost, jako je obchodovani s lidmi a prevadeécstvi migrantii, radikalizace

a nasilny extremismus jsou pro dany region zavaznymi vyzvami a mohou se $irit i mimo néj, vcetné

Evropské unie.

Regiondlni akéni plan ma za cil provadéni strategie EU v oblasti Sahelu’, a to stanovenim opateni
a iniciativ pro nadchdzejici obdobi, v souladu s ¢innostmi clenskych statii, vychazeje z jejich cilu

a pri zohlednéni ziskanych zkusenosti. Propojuje riizné iniciativy a ¢innosti EU a posiluje
soucinnosti v souladu s koordinacnim usilim. Regionalni akcni plan tak predstavuje ramec pro
cinnost EU v oblasti Sahelu, ktery uplatiuje komplexni pristup s cilem zajistit, aby politiky, ndstroje
a prostredky smerovaly spolecné ke stejnym ciliim za ucelem dosazeni lepsich vysledkii, a to pri

plné koordinaci s clenskymi staty.

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Sama strategie v oblasti Sahelu ziistava i nadale v platnosti a jeji privodni strategicky cil by mél byt
potvrzen a zdavazek k provdadeéni obnoven, pricemz je treba rozdélit praci mezi organy EU a clenské
staty. Avsak stejné ditlezité pro dalsi ¢innosti v rdmci této strategie je nutnost zaméfit se na vybrané
oblasti, pficemz regiondlni ak¢ni plan stanovi Ctyfi oblasti, které je tieba dale posilit: /) predchazeni

Rada v roce 2011 strategii na podporu bezpecnosti a rozvoje v oblasti Sahelu, ktera se vztahuje na
Mali, Mauritanii a Niger. Tato strategie byla na zasedani Rady pro zahrani¢ni véci v bieznu 2014
revidovéna a projednana. Rada se shodla na rozsiteni provadéni strategie na Burkinu Faso a Cad’,

a navrhla vypracovat novy regionalni akéni plén k provadéni této strategie.

Rada déle dosla k zavéru, Ze cile a zakladni strategické akéni sméry strategie v Sahelu v oblastech
rozvoje, bezpecnosti, budovani miru, predchazeni konfliktliim a potirani radikalizace jsou i nadale

platné, stejné jako jejich provazanost.

Clenské staty aktivné podporovaly provadéni strategie, ktera poskytla ramec pro jejich zapojeni
v oblasti Sahelu, spojené v n¢kterych ptipadech s vypracovanim jejich vlastnich specifickych

strategii.

Nicméné stavajici situace v Sahelu je citliva stejné, jako tomu bylo pied ¢tyfmi lety, a mozna je

1 k dal$imu zvySovani soudrznosti a t¢innosti opatieni EU. Proto je hlavnim cilem regionalniho
akéniho planu vychazet ze ziskanych zkusenosti, plnit cile a zajistit, aby je prislusné utvary Komise
a ESVC i nadale napliiovaly prostiednictvim konkrétnich opatfeni. Pro tento téel jsou

v regionalnim akénim pladnu stanovena prioritni opatieni, jez maji byt dale posilena a provedena

spole¢né s probihajicimi a jiz naplanovanymi ¢innostmi.

7 Rada konstatovala, ze ,,politicky dialog o pfedchazeni konfliktim a bezpe¢nostnich
otazkach v oblasti Sahelu bude zintenzivnén rovnéz v prisluSnych zapadoafrickych
a sousednich zemich, mimo jiné v Senegalu, Nigérii a Kamerunu, jakoZz i v zemich
Maghrebu®.
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Piislusné utvary Komise a ESVC uéini, co bude v jejich silach, aby byla Iépe zohlednéna
skutecnost, ze se oblast Sahelu nachézi v blizkosti sousednich zemi Evropské unie, a proto posoudi
zpisoby posileni spoluprace na urovni Evropy, Maghrebu a Sahelu, jakoZ i s dal$imi pfisluSnymi
zemémi zépadni Afriky a sousednimi zemémi, na otazkach spole¢ného zajmu, jako jsou priority

regionalniho akéniho planu.

Stavajici regiondlni akéni plan je vysledkem procesu konzultaci za pfispeni zacastnénych stran,
véetné delegaci v oblasti Sahelu, jakoz i Glenskych stata® a dalich subjekti. Vzhledem k tomu, Ze
situace v oblasti Sahelu neni stabilni, tento dokument zlstane flexibilnim a dynamickym nastrojem

pro provadéni strategie EU v oblasti Sahelu v nasledujicich letech.
ANALYZA SOUVISLOSTI

Bezpecnostni situace v oblasti Sahelu je i nadale velmi nestabilni, pfi¢emz obzvlasté nejista je
situace v severnim Mali a v oblasti Cadského jezera, kde miize dojit k pfeneseni problémi z jizni
Libye a severni Nigérie. Niger je dulezitym uzlem a tranzitni zemi pro migracni pohyby v oblasti
Sahelu. Vyzvy souvisejici s extrémni chudobou, nedostatecnou stabilitou véetné nejisté
hospodaiské situace jsou stejn€ naléhavé, jako v roce 2011. Nelegalni migrace a s ni souvisejici
trestnd ¢innost, jako je obchodovani s lidmi a prevadécstvi migranti, korupce, nedovoleny obchod
a nadnarodni organizovana trestna ¢innost, se rozvijeji zejména tam, kde je vliv vladnich organti

slaby nebo maly. Migracni tlak roste, coz ma zavazné disledky pro zemé v regionu i1 pro EU.

Oblast Sahelu stale pravideln€ postihuji humanitarni krize — v roce 2015 neni zajiStén dostatek
potravin pro vice nez 20 milioni osob, pfic¢emz vice nez 4 miliony lidi potfebuji okamzZitou
potravinovou pomoc — a ziistava jednim z hlavnich regioni v Africe, do né¢hoz mifi humanitarni
pomoc. Sucho, zména klimatu a problémy v oblasti zdravi budou i nadale suzovat mistni
obyvatelstvo (jehoZ pocet roste), a je tfeba nalé¢have tesit zakladni slabiny a budovat odolnost viici
otfesiim v budoucnu (tykajici se zmény klimatu a konfliktil) na Grovni statl i spolecenstvi, a to za

prispéni zejména v oblasti socialni ochrany, zabezpeceni potravin, vyzivy a zivobyti.

Dodatek 3 obsahuje ptehled zapojeni clenskych stat v oblasti Sahelu.
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Nedostatecna je rovnéz kapacita spravnich organt a nékdy i politicka viile v regionu zajistit ochranu
lidskych prav, coz predstavuje hlavni pfi¢inu 1 symptom opakovanych krizi v oblasti. Situace se
komplikuje slabym postavenim instituci pravniho statu, korupci, nedostatkem odpoveédnosti obecné,
socialni nerovnosti a nerovnosti mezi Zenami a muzi a diskriminacnimi praktikami opakované
uplatiiovanymi vici n€kterym zranitelnym skupinam. Posileni lidskych prav a pravniho statu
zustane 1 nadale kliCovym prvkem tohoto regionalniho akéniho planu, ktery je reakci na krizi

v Sahelu postihujici fadu oblasti.

Systém vcasného varovani EU v ptipadé konflikti ukazuje, Ze se celkova situace v Sahelu

v soucasné dob& zhoruje nebo Ze v lepsim piipadé stagnuje, jak potvrzuje index lidského rozvoje’,
jenz rovnéZ nenaznacuje zadné zlepSeni. V disledku toho je oblast Sahelu stale charakteristicka
obrovskymi vyzvami v oblasti rozvoje, nestabilitou a znaénymi politickymi rozpory. Faktory uréené

jiz ve strategii EU na podporu bezpe¢nosti a rozvoje proto do znané miry stale plni svoji alohu™.

Situace v Mali je stale velice znepokojiva, a to navzdory intervenci Francie a spusténi
Multidimenziondlni integrované mise OSN pro stabilizaci Mali (MINUSMA), a to vzhledem

k ¢etnym teroristickym Gtokiim a vysokému poctu ztrat na zivotech u mirovych sil, v malijské
armadé¢ a mezi civilnim obyvatelstvem, zejména v severnich oblastech. Na konferenci darcii
uspotadané v Bruselu (v kvétnu 2013) se podatilo ziskat vyznamné zdroje pro stimulaci této zem¢
a diky mechanismu nésledné kontroly, ktery byl zaveden, bylo mozné dikladné sledovat provadéni.
Obnoveni tstavniho pofadku bylo uspéchem, nicméné fada vyzev pifetrvava a provedeni
divéryhodné, inkluzivni a udrzitelné mirové dohody bude mit zdsadni vyznam a bude vyzadovat
obnoveni zadvazku ze strany jednotlivych zemi v daném regionu a mezinarodniho spolecenstvi,

véetn€ EU.

Na seznamu 187 zemi uvedenych ve zpravé OSN o indexu lidského rozvoje z roku 2014
(vychazejici z odhada z roku 2013) zaujima Niger 187. misto (o jedno misto niZe nez

v predchozim roce), Cad 184. misto (o jedno misto niZe), Burkina Faso 181. misto (stejné
misto), Mali 176. misto (stejné misto) a Mauritanie 161. misto (o dvé mista nize).

Tato otdzka rovnéz spadd do oblasti spole¢né strategie EU-Afrika (odkaz bude vlozen)
potvrzené na ¢tvrtém summitu EU-Afrika konaném v Bruselu v dubnu 2014.

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Pokud jde o ¢innost EU, jmenovani zvlastniho zastupce EU v roce 2013 umoznilo proaktivné;si
piistup k regionu a vétsi viditelnost EU. Samotné provadéni strategie v oblasti Sahelu vedlo ke
spoleénému zamysleni nad tim, jak 1épe ,,uvazovat a pracovat na regionalni Grovni““. Rozsifeni
strategie na Burkinu Faso a Cad v roce 2014 poskytlo v tomto ohledu novou piileZitost k rozsiteni
pole ptisobnosti &innosti EU".

Strategie v oblasti Sahelu byla vysledkem rozsahlého procesu jednani a planovani a je reakci na
spolecné obavy EU a jejich ¢lenskych statii ohledné zvySenych hrozeb pro bezpecnost v Sahelu.
Toto spole¢né zaméteni bylo hybnou silou neustalého dialogu a uzké koordinace na ustiedich, jakoz
i spoleénych opatieni v terénu. Angazovanost EU a &innost &lenskych stati"® v Sahelu byla

v poslednich ¢tyfech letech velmi vyrazna. Zaméteni na vazbu mezi bezpecnosti a rozvojem

podpofilo nové zplisoby vymezovani politiky.

Od zacatku byla zavedena Siroka Skala nastroju a prosttedkt EU. Kdyz byla strategie v oblasti
Sahelu pftijata, 10. Evropsky rozvojovy fond byl proveden zhruba z poloviny (2008-2013). V ramci
tohoto nastroje vSak bylo Mali, Mauritanii a Nigeru ptidéleno vice nez 1,5 miliard EUR na podporu
opatieni vymezenych ve strategii, mimo jiné v socidlni oblasti, ohledn¢ zabezpec€eni potravin

a vyzivy a rozvoje venkova, zaméstnanosti, fadné spravy véci vetejnych, pravniho statu, reformy
soudnictvi a decentralizace. Z regionalniho orientacniho programu pro zapadni Afriku jsou kromé
toho podporovany projekty, které ptispivaji v oblastech, jako je mir a bezpecnost, sprava veci
vetejnych, hospodarskad integrace a odolnost. V diisledku toho je vétSina kroki v souladu se

strategickou orientaci opatfeni a cild strategie v oblasti Sahelu.

Nicméné s cilem jesté presnéjSiho zaméteni opatieni bylo prezkoumano finanéni kryti, a to v ramci
piezkumu v poloviné obdobi a pfezkumu ad hoc, aby jesté 1épe odpovidalo cilim strategie a byly
nalezeny potfebné prostiedky pro nové ¢innosti. V souladu se zdvazky mezi partnerskymi zemémi
a EU v ramci 10. ERF a se stavajicimi postupy byl vSak tento proces ¢asove naro¢ny. To Castecné
