kojim se utvrduje op¢i okvir za provedbu strategije Europske Unije (EU) za sigurnost i razvoj u
Sahelu, kako je donesena i izmijenjena u njegovim zaklju¢cima od 21. ozujka 2011. 1 17. ozujka
2014. Akecijski plan donesen je u kljuénom trenutku za zemlje u Sahelu. Vijece pozdravlja akcijski
plan kojim se ponovno potvrduje kontinuirani angazman EU-a u regiji Sahel 1 njegova potpora
odrzivom i uklju¢ivom politickom i drustveno-gospodarskom razvoju, jacanju ljudskih prava,
demokratskog upravljanja i vladavine prava, kao i otpornosti, u svrhu odgovora na
visedimenzionalnu krizu u Sahelu. Jaanje sigurnosti u regiji kroz borbu protiv terorizma’,
nezakonitog trgovanja, radikalizacije te nasilnog ekstremizma 1 dalje je kljuéni cilj EU-a. U okviru
svojeg sveobuhvatnog pristupa, koji obuhvaca doprinos institucija EU-a, posebnog predstavnika
EU-a (PPEU) za Sahel, kao i drzava ¢lanica EU-a, EU ponovno istice svoju predanost podupiranju
regionalnih inicijativa, kao 1 inicijativa koje vode i nadziru zemlje u okviru akcijskog plana i to
svim svojim relevantnim instrumentima, osobito regionalnim i nacionalnim okvirnim programima u
okviru Europskog razvojnog fonda, kao i programima drzava ¢lanica, a ukljucujuci takoder misije
ZSOP-a EUTM Mali, EUCAP Sahel Niger i EUCAP Sahel Mali te Instrument za doprinos

stabilnosti 1 miru.

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2. Prvotni strateski cilj strategije EU-a za Sahel, u sklopu koje je stavljen naglasak na
povezanost razvoja i sigurnosti te na Cetiri stupa za njezinu provedbu, i dalje je u potpunosti
relevantan te pruZa sveobuhvatan okvir za djelovanje EU-a u Sahelu. Akcijski plan pruza ¢vrste
temelje za ostvarenje ciljeva strategije i za jacanje usmjerenosti EU-a na Cetiri podrucja koja su od
izuzetne vaznosti za stabilizaciju regiju, odnosno sprecavanje i borbu protiv radikalizacije, stvaranje
primjerenih uvjeta za mlade, migracije, mobilnost i upravljanje granicama, borbu protiv
nezakonitog trgovanja i transnacionalnog organiziranog kriminala. EU posebno isti¢e vaznost
postizanja bliskijih sinergija medu zemljama regije, kao i izmedu Sahela i susjednih zemalja. S
obzirom na blizinu Sahela EU-u, kao i na njegovo neposredno susjedstvo, utvrduje da postoji
potreba da se dodatno istrazi zajednicki prostor za dijalog i suradnju medu Sahelom, Magrebom i
EU-om u relevantnim sektorima kao §to su sigurnost 1 migracije kako bi se mogla uspjesnije rijesiti
prekograni¢na pitanja. To bi trebalo posti¢i u okviru postoje¢ih mehanizama i dijaloga, kao $to su

procesi iz Rabata i Kartuma u vezi s migracijama i razvojem.

3. EU ponovno istice da je spreman nastaviti usko suradivati sa zemljama regije Sahel u svrhu
podupiranja njihovih napora da ostvare mir, sigurnost i razvoj. Provedba akcijskog plana u
potpunosti ¢e biti pod nadzorom i primarnom odgovornos¢u predmetnih zemalja, a odvijat ¢e se u
koordinaciji s kljuénim medunarodnim i regionalnim organizacijama i ostalim partnerima, posebno
Ujedinjenim narodima (UN), Africkom unijom, Gospodarskom zajednicom zapadnoafrickih drzava
(ECOWAS), Zapadnoafrickom ekonomskom i monetarnom unijom (WAEMU), skupinom G5
Sahela, Komisijom za podrugje uz jezero Cad i Svjetskom bankom, kao i s civilnim drustvom. U
tom pogledu EU isti¢e vaznost odrzavanja te uske medunarodne i regionalne koordinacije,
ukljucujuci izmedu posebnog predstavnika EU-a za Sahel, posebnog izaslanika glavnog tajnika UN-
a za Sahel, posebnog predstavnika glavnog tajnika UN-a za Mali i visokog predstavnika AU-a za

Mali i Sahel, s ciljem stvaranja sinergija u provedbi zasebnih strategija.

4.  Vijeée poziva Visoku predstavnicu, Komisiju i drzave ¢lanice da zapocnu s provedbom
regionalnog akcijskog plana za Sahel. Vije€e ¢e ponovno razmotriti to pitanje prema potrebi, a

najmanje jednom godisnje.

SAZETAK

Sigurnost i razvoj u regiji Sahel od kljucne su vaznosti za Europsku uniju. Krajnje siromastvo,
unutarnje napetosti, institucionalne slabosti, demografski rast, ucestale krize hrane, nestabilno
upravljanje i vladavina prava, lose stanje u pogledu ljudskih prava, nezakonite migracije i
povezana kaznena djela kao Sto su trgovanje ljudima i krijumcarenje migranata, radikalizacija i
nasilni ekstremizam ozbiljni su izazovi za regiju koji imaju potencijalne ucinke prelijevanja izvan

regije, ukljucujuci i na EU.

Regionalni akcijski plan (RAP) ima za cilj provedbu Strategije EU-a za Sahel’ utvrdivanjem, u
koordinaciji s aktivnostima drZava clanica, djelovanja i inicijativa za predstojece godine koje ce se
zasnivati na ciljevima iz plana te kojima ce se uzeti u obzir steceno iskustvo. Planom se u skladu s
koordinacijskim nastojanjima povezuju razne inicijative i aktivnosti EU-a te jacaju sinergije.
Regionalnim akcijskim planom utvrduje se okvir za djelovanje EU-a u regiji Sahel kroz
sveobuhvatan pristup kako bi se omogucilo da politike, instrumenti i alati doprinose istim ciljevima

i postizanju boljih rezultata, uz potpunu koordinaciju s drzavama clanicama.

Vijec¢a za vanjske poslove u Bruxellesu 21. ozujka 2011; zajednicki radni dokument sluzbi,
zajednicki dokument Europske strategije za sigurnost i razvoj u Sahelu SEC(2011)331 final
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Sama strategija za Sahel i dalje je vazeca te bi trebalo ponovno istaknuti njezin prvotni strateski
cilj, kao i predanost njezinoj provedbi, uz podjelu rada izmedu institucija EU-a i drZava c¢lanica.
Medutim, potreba za stavljanjem teZista na odabrana podrucja takoder je od presudne vaznosti za
buduce aktivnosti u okviru te strategije te se RAP-om utvrduju cetiri podrucja kojima treba pridati
vecu paznju. 1.) Sprecavanje i borba protiv radikalizacije, 2.) stvaranje primjerenih uvjeta za
mlade, 3.) migracije i mobilnost, 4.) upravijanje granicama, borba protiv nezakonitog trgovanja i

transnacionalnog organiziranog kriminala.

Provedba RAP-a trebala bi i dalje biti fleksibilna kako bi se uzele u obzir promjene u regiji te bi
trebala odrazavati strategije lokalnih partnera. Nadovezat ce se na postojece programe i aktivnosti,
kao i na one koji su u tijeku. Konkretne inicijative u regiji odredivat ¢e se na temelju njihovog
potencijala da doprinesu postizanju ciljeva. Utjecaj razvoja situacije u sjevernom Maliju, kao i
provedbe ocekivanog mirovnog dogovora treba sto je vise moguce uzeti u obzir. Na kraju, nastojat
Ce se ostvariti komplementarnost s ostalim relevantnim strategijama i akcijskim planovima EU-a
(zajednickom strategijom Afvike i EU-a’, strategijom EU-a o Gvinejskom zaljevu®, Zajednickom
komunikacijom o bliskijoj suradnji i regionalnoj integraciji u Magrebu’, deklaracijom i programom

UvOD

Kao odgovor na nasilni ekstremizam, radikalizaciju, nezakonito trgovanje i terorizam, kao 1 na
izazove krajnjeg siromastva i nestabilnog upravljanja u Sahelu, Vijece je 2011. donijelo strategiju
za sigurnost i razvoj u Sahelu koja se odnosi na Mali, Mauritaniju i Niger. Strategija je revidirana i
0 njoj se raspravljalo na sastanku Vijec¢a za vanjske poslove u ozujku 2014. Vijece je odlucilo
progiriti provedbu strategije na Burkinu Faso i Cad” te je predlozilo izradu novog regionalnog

akcijskog plana (RAP) za provedbu strategije.

Nadalje, Vijece je zakljucilo da su ciljevi i temeljni strateski pravci djelovanja strategije za Sahel u
podrudju razvoja, sigurnosti, izgradnje mira, sprecavanja sukoba i borbe protiv radikalizacije i dalje

relevantni, kao $to je i njthova meduovisnost.

DrZzave ¢lanice aktivno su poduprle provedbu strategije kojom je utvrden okvir za njihovo

djelovanje u Sahelu, u nekim slu¢ajevima usporedno razvijajuci svoje vlastite specifi¢ne strategije.

Medutim, trenutacna situacija u Sahelu i danas je osjetljiva kao §to je bila prije Cetiri godine, a
moguce jos 1 zahtjevnija zbog Cega je potrebno ponovno istaknuti predanost ambicioznim ciljevima
strategije, kao 1 dodatno poboljsati koherentnost 1 u€¢inkovitost djelovanja EU-a. Glavni je cilj RAP-
a stoga nadovezati se na ste¢eno iskustvo, ostvariti ciljeve i osigurati da ih relevantne sluzbe
Komisije i Europska sluzba za vanjsko djelovanje (ESVD) nastave provoditi u djelo putem
konkretnih aktivnosti. U tu svrhu RAP-om se utvrduju prioritetne aktivnosti koje treba dodatno

ojacati i provoditi zajedno s aktivnostima koje su u tijeku, kao i onima koje su ve¢ isplanirane.

Vijece je takoder zakljucilo da ,,politicki dijalog o sprecavanju sukoba i pitanjima sigurnosti
na podrucju Sahela pojacat ¢e se i u relevantnim zapadnoafri¢kim i susjednim zemljama,
ukljucujuci Senegal, Nigeriju i Kamerun, kao i u zemljama Magreba”.
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Relevantne sluzbe Komisije i ESVD nastojat ¢e viSe uvaziti ¢injenicu da Sahel grani¢i sa susjednim
zemljama Europske unije te ¢e iz tog razloga istraziti nacine na koje se moze poboljSati suradnja na
razini Europe, Magreba i1 Sahela, kao i s ostalim relevantnim zapadnoafrickim i susjednim

zemljama u pitanjima od zajedni¢kog interesa poput prioriteta RAP-a.

Aktualni RAP rezultat je procesa savjetovanja u kojemu su doprinos dali dionici kao §to su
delegacije u Sahelu, drzave &lanice® i ostali. Buduéi da je stanje u regiji Sahel nestabilno, ovaj ¢e
dokument u predstoje¢im godinama i dalje ostati fleksibilan i dinamican instrument za provedbu

strategije EU-a za Sahel.
ANALIZA KONTEKSTA

Sigurnosno stanje u regiji Sahel i dalje je izrazito nestabilno, a posebno je neizvjesno u sjevernom
Maliju te oko jezera Cad zbog uéinaka prelijevanja s juga Libije i sjevera Nigerije. Niger je vazno
¢voriste 1 tranzitna zemlja za migracijska kretanja u Sahelu. [zazovi povezani s krajnjim
siroma$tvom, nedostatkom stabilnosti i gospodarskim slabostima i dalje su jednako ozbiljni kao §to
su bili 2011. Nezakonite migracije i povezana kaznena djela kao $to su trgovanje ljudima 1
krijumcarenje migranata, korupcija, nezakonito trgovanje i transnacionalni organizirani kriminal
posebno se dobro razvijaju tamo gdje je utjecaj tijela vlasti mali ili nepostojec¢i. Migracijski pritisak

sve je vedi, §to ima ozbiljne posljedice za zemlje u regiji, kao i EU.

Regiju Sahel jos uvijek redovito pogadaju humanitarne krize, dok u uvjetima nesigurne opskrbe
hranom 2015. Zivi viSe od 20 milijuna ljudi od kojih je viSe od Cetiri milijuna potrebna hitna pomo¢
u hrani, te je kao takva i dalje jedna od regija u Africi koje primaju najviSe humanitarne pomo¢i.
Susa, klimatske promjene i zdravstveni problemi i dalje ¢e pogadati (rastuce) lokalno stanovnistvo
te postoji velika potreba za rjeSavanjem temeljnih slabih tocaka i za izgradnjom otpornosti na
buduce poremecaje (povezane s klimom i sukobima) na nacionalnoj i lokalnoj razini, osobito putem

intervencija u podrucju socijalne zastite, sigurnosti opskrbe hranom, prehrane i egzistencije.

8 U Dopuni 3. nalazi se pregled aktivnosti drzava ¢lanica u regiji Sahel.
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Istovremeno u regiji ne postoji dovoljno vladinih kapaciteta, a ponekad ni dovoljno politicke
predanosti kako bi se osigurala zastita ljudskih prava koja su i1 temeljni uzrok i simptom ucestalih
kriza u regiji. Tu situaciju pogorSavaju slabe institucije pravne drzave, korupcija, opcéeniti
nedostatak odgovornosti, drustvena i spolna nejednakost i opetovane diskriminatorne prakse nad
odredenim ugrozenim skupinama. Jac¢anje ljudskih prava i vladavine prava ostaje klju¢na sastavnica

ovog regionalnog akcijskog plana koji je odgovor na viSedimenzionalnu krizu u Sahelu.

Sustav ranog upozoravanja EU-a na sukobe pokazuje da se opce stanje u Sahelu trenuta¢no
pogoriava ili u najbolju ruku stagnira, §to potvrduje indeks ljudskog razvoja® koji takoder ne
upucuje na nikakvo poboljsanje. Iz tog su razloga obiljezja regije Sahel i dalje izrazito veliki
razvojni izazovi, nestabilnost i duboke politicke podjele. Stoga su ¢imbenici koji su izvorno

utvrdeni u strategiji EU-a za sigurnost i razvoj i dalje uvelike prisutni'.

Stanje u Maliju i dalje je vrlo zabrinjavajuce unato¢ francuskoj intervenciji i razmjestanju
viSedimenzionalne integrirane misije Ujedinjenih naroda za stabilizaciju u Maliju (MINUSMA), s
obzirom na brojne teroristicke napade 1 visoki broj zrtava medu snagama za o¢uvanje mira,
malijskom vojskom i civilnim stanovni§tvom, posebno u sjevernim predjelima. Na donatorskoj
konferenciji u Bruxellesu (svibanj 2013.) uspjesno su se mobilizirala znatna sredstva za pokretanje
zemlje, a uspostavljeni mehanizam daljnjeg postupanja omogucio je pomno pracenje provedbe.
Ponovna uspostava ustavnog poretka bila je uspjesna, ali i dalje su prisutni mnogi izazovi, te ¢e
uspostavljanje vjerodostojnog, ukljuc¢ivog i odrzivog mirovnog dogovora biti kljucno, ali moguce

ako zemlje u regiji i medunarodna zajednica, ukljucuju¢i EU, ponovno istaknu svoju predanost.

Na popisu 187 zemalja u izvjeS¢u UN-a o indeksu ljudskog razvoja za 2014. (na temelju
procjena iz 2013.) Niger zauzima 187. mjesto (pad za jedno mjesto u odnosu na proslu
godinu); Cad 184. (pad za jedno mjesto); Burkina Faso 181. (isto mjesto kao prosle godine);
Mali 176. (isto mjesto); Mauritanija 161. (pad za dva mjesta).

Takoder su obuhvaceni zajedniCkom strategijom Afrike 1 EU-a (umetnuti relevantno
upucivanje) koja je potvrdena na Cetvrtom sastanku na vrhu EU-a i Afrike u Bruxellesu u
travnju 2014.

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Na regionalnoj razini pokrenute su nove inicijative kako bi se odgovorilo na potrebu za boljom

koordinacijom 1 zajednickim djelovanjem. Medu ostalim:

e Globalni savez za izgradnju otpornosti (AGIR) koji je uspostavljen u Ouagadougouu u

prosincu 2012.;

e skupina G5 koju su 2014. osnovali §efovi drzava Burkine Faso, Cada, Malija, Mauritanije i
Nigera kako bi rijesili najvaznije izazove u Sahelu, osobito u podrucju sigurnosti i razvoja;

e ministarska platforma iz Bamaka uspostavljena nakon zajednickog posjeta regiji na visokoj
razini 2013. (UN, Africka unija, Svjetska banka, EU) za koordinaciju strategija za Sahel;

e proces iz Nouakchotta iz 2013. za promicanje zajednicke sigurnosti u regiji pod
pokroviteljstvom Africke unije;

e revitalizacija Komisije za podrudje uz jezero Cad za rje$avanje pitanja zajednickih granica, s
obzirom na povecanu prijetnju koju za regiju Sahel predstavljaju aktivnosti skupine Boko

Haram.

Te bi inicijative trebalo podupirati u skladu s interesima 1 prioritetima Unije. Medutim, za to je
nuzno temeljito procijeniti njihovu dodanu vrijednost, odrediti prioritete i pravilno odabrati

instrumente.

EU ponovno istice potrebu da se u posredovanje, mirovne pregovore i napore za izgradnju mira

ukljuce te da u njima sudjeluju i Zene 1 muskarci.
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Sto se ti¢e aktivnosti EU-a, imenovanjem posebnog predstavnika EU-a (PPEU) 2013. omoguéeni su
proaktivniji pristup regiji i povecana vidljivost EU-a. Provedba same strategije za Sahel dovela je
do zajednickog promisljanja o nacinima na koje se moze uspjesnije ,,razmisljati i suradivati na
regionalnoj razini”. U tom se smislu prosirenjem strategije na Burkinu Faso i Cad 2014. pruzila
nova moguénost da se poveéa djelokrug aktivnosti EU-a'!. Sveobuhvatne procjene ranog
upozoravanja koje su provedene 2013. i 2014. za osam zemalja u §irem podru&ju Sahela'?, kao i
dodatne radionice za analizu sukoba za Nigeriju i Cad koje su nastale kao njihov rezultat, uvelike su
doprinijele realizaciji zajednic¢ke analize rizika od sukoba i odredivanju interesa EU-a, dodane
vrijednosti i mogucnosti za djelovanje kako bi se ti rizici ublazili za svaku zemlju te na regionalnoj

razini.

Nadalje, sluzbe Komisije 1 ESVD nastojat ¢e viSe uvaziti ¢injenicu da Sahel granici sa susjednim
zemljama Europske unije. Potrebno je otvoriti zajednicki prostor za dijalog i suradnju na razini EU-

a, Magreba 1 Sahela, kao i s ostalim zapadnoafrickim zemljama.

Na kraju, unato¢ ¢injenici da je sama strategija i dalje vazeca, namece se potreba za usmjeravanjem
na odabrana podrucja, kao $to su integrirano upravljanje granicama, krijumcarenje i nezakonito
trgovanje te transnacionalni organizirani kriminal, mobilnost i migracije koje obuhvacaju i prisilna
migracijska kretanja, odgovor na demografske izazove i zaposljavanje mladih u vezi s borbom
protiv radikalizacije, u budu¢im aktivnostima u okviru te strategije, koje bi takoder trebale za cilj

imati promicanje ljudskih prava i demokracije u regiji.

To su podrucja na koja je usmjeren aktualni regionalni akcijski plan.

n Medusektorske misije razmjesStene u tim zemljama doprinijele su utvrdivanju opsega

suradnje u okviru strategije.

12 Burkina Faso, Kamerun, Cad, Mali, Mauritanija, Niger, Nigerija i Senegal.
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PROVEDBA STRATEGIJE I STECENA SAZNANJA

Strategija za Sahel nastala je kao rezultat dugog procesa pregovora i planiranja te kao odgovor na
zabrinutost EU-a 1 njegovih drZava ¢lanica zbog povecanih sigurnosnih prijetnji u Sahelu. Ta je
zajedniCka posvecéenost omogucéila kontinuirani dijalog i usku koordinaciju u sjedistu, kao i
zajedni¢ke aktivnosti na terenu. Angazman EU-a u Sahelu, zajedno s aktivnostima drzava &lanica®,
u posljednje je Cetiri godine bio impresivan. Usmjerenost na povezanost sigurnosti i razvoja dovela

je do novih nacina odredivanja politika.

Otpocetka se koristio €itav niz instrumenata i alata EU-a. U trenutku kada je donesena strategija za

Sahel provedba 10. Europskog razvojnog fonda bila je priblizno napola realizirana (2008. — 2013.).

Medutim, u okviru tog instrumenta vise od 1,5 milijardi EUR dodijeljeno je Maliju, Mauritaniji i
Nigeru u svrhu podupiranja aktivnosti utvrdenih u strategiji te medu ostalim podupiranju drustvenih
sektora, sigurnosti opskrbe hranom i ishrane te ruralnog razvoja, zaposljavanja, dobrog upravljanja,
vladavine prava, reformi pravosuda i decentralizacije. Osim toga, regionalnim okvirnim programom
za zapadnu Afriku poduprli su se projekti koji doprinose sektorima kao §to su mir 1 sigurnost,
upravljanje, ekonomska integracija i otpornost. Kao posljedica toga, velika vec¢ina aktivnosti bila je

u skladu sa strateskim usmjerenjem djelovanja i ciljeva iz strategije za Sahel.

Ipak, kako bi se jos vise usmjerilo djelovanje, financijske omotnice zemalja revidirane su u okviru
preispitivanja u sredini razdoblja 1 ad hoc preispitivanja kako bi bile §to uskladenije s ciljevima
strategije 1 kako bi se pronaslo potrebne resurse za nove aktivnosti. Medutim, u skladu s obvezama
koje su u okviru 10. Europskog razvojnog fonda preuzele partnerske zemlje 1 EU, kao i postojecih
postupaka, za taj je postupak bilo potrebno odredeno vrijeme. To djelomi¢no objasnjava zasto su

neke aktivnosti pokrenute tek 2013.

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Instrument za stabilnost (IfS), kao i instrument koji ga je zamijenio, Instrument za doprinos

stabilnosti 1 miru (IcSP) u velikoj su se mjeri koristili diljem regije Sahel, 1 u okviru kratkoro¢ne
komponente odgovaranja na krizne situacije, kao i dugoro¢ne komponente. Aktivnostima u
podrucju sigurnosti poduprla se provedba civilnih zakona i pravosudnih usluga kako bi se povratila
sigurnost i osigurala zastita civila (Mali), sigurnost na lokalnoj razini, ukljucujuc¢i osnivanje
op¢inskih policijskih tijela (Niger) 1 jaCanje kapaciteta upravljanja granicama (Mauritanija, Niger —
Nigerija). Potpora se takoder pruzila inicijativama borbe protiv terorizma i protiv radikalizacije,
osnivanju ,,U¢iliSta za sigurnost u Sahelu” (trenutacno sastavljenom od predstavnika Malija,
Mauritanije, Nigera) koje je podrzala skupina G5 Sahela, promicanju tolerancije, dijaloga i slobode
govora, meduvjerskog dijaloga i dijaloga unutar vjerske zajednice, obrazovnu potporu dobile su
koranske Skole (Mali, Nigerija, Niger), a suzbijanje nasilnog ekstremizma poduprlo se stvaranjem
drustveno-gospodarskih prilika, posebno za mlade (Cad, Niger, Nigerija). Programi razoruZanja,
demobilizacije i reintegracije kojima se promice socijalna i gospodarska reintegracija bivsih
boraca/vojnika takoder su dobili potporu (Nigerija, Cad). Nakon procjene ranog upozoravanja iz
2013. narucen je pregled literature o suzbijanju nasilnog ekstremizma, a stru¢njak je za vise
delegacija u regiji odrzao edukacije o nacinima suzbijanja nasilnog ekstremizma u njihovim

specificnim situacijama.

Misija Serval pod vodstvom Francuske u razdoblju 2012. — 2013., kao i misija Barkhane koja je u
tijeku, a pokrenuta je u kolovozu 2014., bile su od presudne vaznosti u borbi protiv terorizma u

Sahelu. U toj borbi protiv terorizma i organiziranog kriminala tri misije ZSOP-a'* u Sahelu bile su

vazni elementi odgovora EU-a na nestabilnost u Sahelu i prekograni¢ne sigurnosne prijetnje. Misije
ZS0P-a, kao mjere odgovora na krizu, imaju kratkoro¢ne 1 srednjoroc¢ne ciljeve, ali se njima
omogucuju prirodne sinergije i komplementarnost s dugoro¢nijim sigurnosnim komponentama

razvojnih instrumenata.

4 EUCAP SAHEL Niger, EUCAP SAHEL Mali, kao civilne misije, pruZaju savjetovanje i
edukacije kao potporu u jacanju kapaciteta za borbu protiv terorizma i organiziranog
kriminala nacionalnih tijela vlasti 1 unutarnjih snaga sigurnosti. EUTM Mali, kao vojna
misija, s vojnim osobljem iz 23 drzave Clanice, osposobljava malijsku vojsku i pruza stru¢no
znanje u svrhu reforme oruzanih snaga.
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Visoka predstavnica imenovala je posebnog predstavnika EU-a za Sahel u ozujku 2013. Rad
posebnog predstavnika EU-a bio je od klju¢ne vaznosti za povecanja kvalitete i utjecaja angazmana
EU-a u Sahelu, na razini politike, sigurnosti i razvoja. Njegova je uloga u malijskim mirovnim
pregovorima, uz potporu skupine za posredovanja, bila od presudne vaznosti za EU, a mogla bi

imati vazne pozitivne ucinke za stabilnost u buduénosti, ne samo u Maliju, ve¢ 1 u $iroj regiji.

Nema sumnje da je EU ostvario znacajan napredak u rjeSavanju izazova u Sahelu 1 nadilazenju
postojecih prepreka, a uspio je i osigurati komplementarnost medu razli¢itim instrumentima i
misijama EU-a/Europskim razvojnim fondom, kao i usku koordinaciju s drzavama ¢lanicama. No,

mora se postiéi vise:

e U pogledu strateske usmjerenosti ¢ini se posebno vaznim dodatno se usredotociti na:

sveobuhvatan okvir za djelovanje EU-a u Sahelu'®:

Razvoj, dobro upravljanje i rie§avanje unutarnjih sukoba

Nastavit ¢e se pruzati podrska odrzivom i uklju¢ivom drusStveno-gospodarskom razvoju i
regionalnoj integraciji, i to na temelju prijasnjih iskustava, sto ukljucuje socijalne usluge, zdravstvo
i obrazovanje, otpornost'’, odrzivu poljoprivredu i ruralni razvoj, sigurnost opskrbe hranom i

ishrane, infrastrukturu, razvoj privatnog sektora i rjeSavanje demografskih izazova.

EU ¢e nastaviti podupirati bolje upravljanje, ukljucujuéi putem osuvremenjivanja javnog sektora
(npr. IKT), ukljucujudi upravljanje javnim financijama s posebnim naglaskom na poboljSanje
pravosuda i pristupa njemu te borbu protiv korupcije 1 nekaznjivosti kao prioritetnog pitanja.

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Posebna pozornost posvetit ¢e se borbi protiv krijumcarenja i nezakonitog trgovanja te mijeSanim
migracijskim tokovima uz puno posStovanje prava migranata te ¢e se dodatno razvijati sinergije

migracija i razvoja.

Politi¢ko i diplomatsko djelovanje

Drugi medunarodni akteri popratili su donosenje strategije EU-a provedbom svoje strategije za
Sahel (Sto ukljucuje Ujedinjene narode, Africku uniju, Svjetsku banku i Gospodarsku zajednicu

zapadnoafrickih drzava (ECOWAS)) ¢ime je ojac¢ana potreba za ,,regionalnim promisljanjem”.

EU se zahvaljuju¢i strategiji dodatno afirmirao kao kljuéni medunarodni akter za rjeSavanje
kroni¢ne regionalne krize te je za to primio priznanje. Stoga je na EU-u posebna odgovornost koja
se trenutno ogleda u aktivnom sudjelovanju u klju¢nim politickim procesima, medu ostalima u

mirovnim pregovorima o Maliju koji se odrzavaju u Alziru.

Posebni predstavnik EU-a predstavlja EU na svim medunarodnim forumima i koordinacijskim
sastancima koji se odnose na Sahel, $to diplomaciji EU-a u ovom podrucju daje suvislost i

prepoznatljivost, te ¢e to ¢initi i ubuduce.

Delegacije EU-a promicu regionalni pristup u odnosu na lokalna tijela vlasti u zemljama u kojima
djeluju. U neposrednoj buduénosti bit ¢e neophodno da EU pokrene redoviti politicki dijalog na
visokoj razini sa skupinom G5 Sahela i da potice dodatnu integraciju u pitanjima sigurnosti i
stabilnosti medu drzavama Sahela. EU i njegove drzave ¢lanice predvidjet ¢e potporu skupini G5

Sahela.

zemljama.
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Sigurnost i vladavina prava

U podrucju sigurnosti, sluzbe Komisije i ESVD nastavit ¢e promicati i podupirati nacionalna 1
regionalna nastojanja u vezi s reformom sigurnosnog sektora, upravljanjem sigurnosti,
povezivanjem sigurnosti i pravosuda te integriranim upravljanjem granicama. Sluzbe Komisije i
ESVD pojacat ¢e potporu nacionalnim i regionalnim naporima u borbi protiv terorizma,
krijumcarenja migranata i trgovanja ljudima, drugih oblika nezakonitog trgovanja i
transnacionalnog organiziranog kriminala. Potrebno je ove izazove dalje rjeSavati, medu ostalim u
kontekstu korupcije koja je prisutna u dijelovima politickog i sigurnosnog aparata mnogih od tih
zemalja. Sluzbe Komisije i ESVD nastavit ¢e suradnju u borbi protiv terorizma sa zemljama Sahela,
kao 1 sa Sirom regijom kada god je to potrebno, te ¢e utvrditi moguénosti za suradnju, ukljucujuci i
putem misija ZSOP-a. Osim toga, olak3at ¢e se razmjena znanja uz oslanjanje na steCena saznanja u

ovom podrucju.

Sluzbe Komisije i ESVD nastavit ¢e poticati neovisne, djelotvornije, posStene i dostupnije sustave
pravosuda na nacionalnoj 1 regionalnoj razini te ¢e jacati odgovor kaznenog pravosuda na terorizam.
To ukljucuje 1 poticanje pristupa vjerodostojnom pravosudu koje stiti ljudska prava, uklanja
nekaznjivost i pojacava borbu protiv korupcije. Sluzbe Komisije i ESVD pojacat ¢e potporu razvoju

ucinkovitih odgovora kaznenog pravosuda na terorizam i organizirani kriminal.

Borba protiv nasilnog ekstremizma i radikalizacije te njihovo spreéavanje

Mnogi od prioriteta svrstanih pod razvoj, dobro upravljanje i rjeSavanje unutarnjih sukoba utjecat ¢e
izravno ili neizravno na borbu protiv nasilnog ekstremizma i radikalizacije te na njihovo
sprecavanje. U okviru njih rjeSavat ¢e se, izmedu ostalog, pitanja marginalizacije, neispunjenih

osnovnih potreba, nezaposlenosti, nedostatka obrazovanja te sigurnosti ljudi.

U svrhu sprecavanja od klju¢ne ¢e vaznosti biti ojacati kratkorocnu i dugoro¢nu gospodarsku

perspektivu mladih kao i ponuditi moguénosti za obrazovanje.
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Sluzbe Komisije i ESVD ukljucit ¢e sprecavanje u programe kako bi, u suradnji s regionalnim i
nacionalnim dionicima koji obuhvacaju organizacije civilnog drusStva, usmjerili intervencije na
odredena zemljopisna podrucja i/ili ciljne skupine gdje su radikalizacija i novacenje posebno

rasprostranjeni. Ujedno ¢e se pratiti dodatna preventivna djelovanja poduzeta na temelju opcija

utvrdenih u okviru procjena u vezi s ranim upozoravanjem.
POJACANE AKTIVNOSTI U VEZI S RAP-om

Iz Cetiri gore navedena strateska pravca djelovanja, kao 1 iz izazova utvrdenih analizom konteksta te
na temelju stecenih saznanja, moze se utvrditi skup prioritetnih aktivnosti koje je potrebno ojacati.
Te aktivnosti rjeSavat ¢e se kroz diplomatske i politicke napore te ¢e se uzeti u obzir pri utvrdivanju

budu¢ih inicijativa.

Sprecavanje radikalizacije 1 njezino suzbijanje

Iako postojece programiranje EU-a u vezi sa Sahelom sadrzi nekoliko elemenata za rjeSavanje
radikalizacije i novacenja, potrebno je uciniti mnogo vise i na politi¢koj i na diplomatskoj razini,
kao 1 na razini sigurnosti i razvoja. Radikalizaciju u Sahelu raspiruje sklop kompleksnih ¢imbenika i
okolnosti medu koje se ne ubraja samo siromastvo, diskriminacija, lo$i gospodarski uvjeti itd. Stoga
predlozeni odgovor mora nadilaziti okvire tradicionalnog rada na razvoju te se istovremeno

specifiéno odnositi na spre¢avanje i biti za njega relevantan'®,

Cilj aktivnosti koje se specificno odnose na spre¢avanje je odvratiti ljude od toga da se okrecu
terorizmu; aktivnostima koje su relevantne za spreavanje nastoje se otkloniti uvjeti koji bi mogli
doprinijeti radikalizaciji i Sirenju terorizma. Vazno je bolje razumjeti i rjeSavati temeljne ¢imbenike
poput nezaposlenosti, nedostatka obrazovanja, iskljucenosti, sigurnosti ljudi itd. Mnogi od tih
uzroka mogu se rjeSavati putem odgovarajuceg razvojnog djelovanja koje uzima u obzir dugoro¢nu

perspektivu.

Ispitati dodatne pristupe putem ciljane
analize, izobrazbe i podrske, kako delegacija EU-a tako i drugih ciljnih skupina. Usredotociti se na
temeljne uzroke radikalizacije, odnosno krajnje siromastvo, nezaposlenost, nedostatke obrazovnih

sustava.
Mladi

Gospodarski razvoj u Sahelu uglavnom se oslanja na poljoprivredu i ekstraktivne industrije. Za
stvaranje radnih mjesta te znatno smanjivanje Siroko rasprostranjenog siromastva i dohodovnih
nejednakosti koji i dalje prevladavaju u ¢itavom Sahelu potreban je snazniji gospodarski rast koji se
nece temeljiti na mineralnim sirovinama. NuZni su ja¢i napori za stvaranje prilika za zaposljavanje

u svim sektorima, a osobito za mlade.

U kontekstu snaznog rasta broja mladog stanovnistva kao jednog od glavnih izazova za regiju Sahel
bitne su aktivnosti usmjerene na sprecavanje radikalizacije. Kako bi se taj problem rijesio te kako bi
se sprijecila radikalizacija mladih ili njihovo novacenje koje provode mreze koje se bave
transnacionalnim organiziranim kriminalom i krijumc¢arenjem, vazno je ponuditi kvalitetne
alternative i prilike, smanjiti nejednakosti i povecati drustvenu koheziju kao i povjerenje u

nacionalne institucije i budu¢nost pojedine zemlje.

Za Sahel je isto tako relevantan aspekt koji proizlazi iz ¢injenice da se u post-konfliktnim
situacijama mladi ljudi — kao §to su nedavno razoruzani i nezaposleni muskarci te raseljeni mladici
od kojih je mnogima uskraceno obrazovanje i koji su ¢esto sudjelovali u borbama ili su bili dijelom

mreza koje se bave nezakonitim trgovanjem — suocavaju sa specifi¢nim izazovima.
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Time se ujedno naglasava vaznost koju zaposljavanje i stvaranje radnih mjesta imaju za mlade

ljude.

PODRUCJE DJELOVANJA 2.: Pruziti odgovarajucu pomo¢ mladima, koja podrazumijeva
obrazovanje i izobrazbu kao i otvaranje radnih mjesta, te pruZiti djecacima i djevojcicama jednake
mogucnosti. Ukljuciti mjere osnazivanja mladih putem utvrdivanja pokazatelja za pracenje i
unapredivanje obrazovanja i zaposljavanja mladih s ciljem pruzanja alternative za nezakonite
odnosno ekstremisticke aktivnosti. Provesti dodatnu analizu o tome kako podrzati mlade kao
pokretace pozitivnih promjena. Izgradivati otpornost mladih time Sto e se, primjerice i u skladu s
mogucnostima, u okviru programd EU-a i drzava ¢lanica dodatno promicati gospodarske
mogucnosti i mogucnosti zaposljavanja (putem podrske malim i srednjim poduzecima i kljucnim
lancima vrijednosti, zaposljavanja lokalne radne snage itd.) te smanjivanje nejednakosti. Moglo bi
se isto tako posebno osvrnuti na demografske izazove u svrhu stjecanja znanja o nacinima njihova
kvalitetnijeg rjesavanja. Demografski aspekt trebalo bi sve vise i na sustavniji nacin ukljucivati u
politicki dijalog sa zemljama korisnicama. U Sirem smislu mobilizirati instrumente EU-a i drzava
¢lanica kako bi se poboljsala socijalna kohezija i ukljucivi gospodarski rast, sto obuhvaca i
regionalnu integraciju, posebice putem provedbe Razvojnog programa u okviru Sporazuma o

ekonomskom partnerstvu (EPADP).

Migracije 1 mobilnost

Ljudi migriraju kako bi izbjegli siromastvu 1 sukobima, zastitili se od progona ili od velike
opasnosti te kako bi izgradili bolji zivot. Za pojedince migracija moze biti jednom od najsnaznijih i
najneposrednijih strategija za smanjenje siromastva, a u odsutnosti mogucénosti zaposljavanja mnogi
mladi migriraju kako bi izna$li bolje prilike. EU bi se trebao usredotociti na: 1) spreavanje i
suzbijanje nezakonitih migracija, krijumcarenja i trgovanja ljudima; 2) povezanost razvoja i
migracija maksimiziranjem razvojnog ucinka migracija i mobilnosti; 3) promicanje medunarodne
zadtite i 4) organiziranje mobilnosti i zakonitih migracija."® Stanje u Nigeru, kao glavnoj tranzitnoj
zemlji, zahtijevat ¢e pojacane napore, osobito kako bi se ojacale i poduprle aktivnosti koje je ve¢
pokrenula misija ZSOP-a EUCAP Sahel Niger. Ti bi napori u prvom redu trebali biti usmjereni na
podruc¢ja Agadeza i Arlita.

Upravljanje prekograni¢nim pitanjima od presudne je vaZnosti za stabilnost i sigurnost regije Sahel
te ima nacionalne, regionalne i globalne implikacije, ukljuéujuéi i na EU.?° EU trenutno podrzava
niz aktivnosti za suzbijanje nezakonitog trgovanja (partnerstvo s Uredom UN-a za droge i kriminal
(UNODC) i ECOWAS-om) te, u granicnim podruc¢jima, i u podruc¢ju sigurnosti i razvoja. Potreban
je, medutim, Siri i sveobuhvatniji angazman kako bi se lokalna tijela vlasti 1 administracije potaklo
da blisko suraduju te da reagiraju na izazove radikalizacije, nasilnog ekstremizma, terorizma,
krijumcarenja migranata, trgovanja ljudima i drugih oblika nezakonitog trgovanja i
transnacionalnog organiziranog kriminala, kao i nadzora drzavnog podrucja i nezakonitih migracija.
Posebna pozornost posvetit ¢e se medunarodnim normama i standardima u vezi s medunarodnom
zaStitom 1 migrantima u tranzitu. U okviru ove obveze trebali bi se uzeti u obzir razvoj, stabilnost

drzavnih struktura i zastita civila.

EU ¢e razmatrati provedbu projekata integriranog upravljanja granicama
u regiji Sahel, kao i oko jezera Cad, ukljucujuci aktivnosti u podrucju razvoja i sigurnosti, u punom
skladu sa sveobuhvatnim pristupom. U tu bi se svrhu EU mogao osloniti na programe i aktivnosti
kojima se doprinosi integriranom upravljanju granicama u Sirem podrucju Sahela, a koje vec
provode drzave clanice. EU takoder potice civilne misije ZSOP-a koje su ve¢ razmjestene u regiji
Sahel, EUCAP Sahel Mali i EUCAP Sahel Niger, na pruzanje potpore lokalnim naporima koji za
cilj imaju razvoj lokalnih kapaciteta upravljanja granicama i na aktivan doprinos medunarodnoj
koordinaciji na terenu u okviru njihove operativne strukture i njihovih mogucnosti.

Provedba RAP-a obuhvacat ¢e niz instrumenata i mehanizama odnosno modaliteta u podjeli rada
izmedu Europske unije i njezinih drzava ¢lanica €iji je cilj jaanje sveobuhvatnog pristupa EU-a. U
Dopunama II. i III. podrobno su opisane postojece i planirane aktivnosti. Trebalo bi, medutim,
napomenuti da se u ovoj fazi zbog dinamic¢ne i nestabilne situacije u Sahelu ne mogu ni predvidjeti

ni utvrditi sve aktivnosti te ¢e se matrica morati redovito azurirati.
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Od donosenja Strategije za Sahel 2011. pruzena je znatna podrska zemljama regije. Mnoge
navedene aktivnosti su u tijeku te ¢e se nastaviti; druge ¢e pak biti pokrenute kao odgovor na nove

ili izmijenjene izazove.

Financijska potpora provedbi RAP-a kojom se doprinosi ostvarivanju ciljeva strategije za Sahel
trebala bi u narednim godinama proistjecati kako iz bilateralnog djelovanja drzava ¢lanica tako i iz

instrumenata EU-a.

Okvirni proracun 11. Europskog razvojnog fonda za pet zemalja Sahela za razdoblje 2014. — 2020.
iznosi 2,47 milijarde EUR te bi znatan dio planiranih programa mogao doprinijeti provedbi
postoje¢eg RAP-a. Osim toga, projektima i aktivnostima u regiji Sahel mogla bi se, u skladu s
ciljevima, upravljanjem i smjernicama odgovarajucih programa, dodijeliti odredena sredstva iz
Regionalnog okvirnog programa za zapadnu Afriku, novog Panafri¢kog programa (PANAF) te
Instrumenta za razvojnu suradnju (DCI). Aktivnosti u okviru 10. Europskog razvojnog fonda i dalje

¢e se provoditi u nadolaze¢im godinama te ¢e doprinositi ciljevima strategije za Sahel.

Iako je mandat Europskog razvojnog fonda visegodisnji te je njegovo teziSte na dugorocnom
razvoju, drugi instrumenti usredotocuju se na sigurnost, stabilnost i mir te imaju razli¢ite mandate

koji se ostvaruju u drugacijim vremenskim rokovima.

U skladu s ¢lancima 3. i 4. Uredbe?! cilj Instrumenta za doprinos stabilnosti i miru (IcSP)
odgovoriti je na krizne situacije ili na situacije krize u nastajanju s ciljem sprecavanja sukoba
(¢lanak 3., aktivnosti koje se ne mogu obuhvatiti programiranjem), te za potporu sprecavanju
sukoba, pripravnosti za krize i izgradnji mira (¢lanak 4., aktivnosti koje se mogu obuhvatiti
programiranjem). Prema ¢lanku 5. IcSP se usredotocuje na globalne i transregionalne prijetnje i

prijetnje u nastajanju te moze biti predmet programiranja.

Ostali dostupni instrumenti odnose se na misije ZSOP-a (npr. postoje¢e misije EUCAP SAHEL
Niger, EUCAP SAHEL Mali te EUTM Mali).

A Uredba (EU) br. 230/2014, SL L 77. 1, 15.3.2014.
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Prioritetom ostaju poboljsanje i jacanje ljudskih prava, zastita civila, posebice Zena i djece, te bi EU
trebao u regiji mobilizirati sve odgovarajuce instrumente (Europski instrument za demokraciju i
ljudska prava itd.) kako bi se s tim u vezi ostvario napredak, ukljucujuéi i pruziti potporu
organizacijama civilnog drustva.

U skladu s ciljevima 1 nacelima Europskog instrumenta za susjedstvo (ENI), EU bi mogao
razmotriti njegovu mobilizaciju u svrhu ostvarivanja specifi¢nih ciljeva od zajednickog interesa u
regiji Sahel-Magreb. Te se aktivnosti moraju obuhvatiti programiranjem, no u iznimnim

sluc¢ajevima moguce je pokrenuti posebne mjere.

Planirani programi i aktivnosti drzava &lanica u Sahelu® trebali bi se, §to je i shvatljivo, razmatrati
kao integralni dio cjelokupne intervencije EU-a, pri ¢emu je zajedni¢ko programiranje bitan

instrument ovog koordiniranja.
