ES Sahelio strategijos pirminis strateginis tikslas, akcentuojant vystymosi ir saugumo s3saja,
taip pat keturi jos jgyvendinimo ramsciai tebéra visiSkai aktualiis ir suteikia visapusiska struktiirg
ES veiksmams Sahelio regione. Sis veiksmy planas yra tvirtas pagrindas siekti strategijos tiksly ir
sustiprinti ES démesj keturioms regiono stabilizavimui itin aktualioms sritims: radikalizacijos
prevencijai ir kovai su ja, tinkamy saglygy jaunimui, migracijai, judumui ir sieny valdymui
sudarymui, kovai su neteiséta prekyba ir tarptautiniu organizuotu nusikalstamumu. ES visy pirma
pabrézia, kad svarbu puoseléti glaudesng regiono Saliy bei Sahelio ir kaimyniniy Saliy tarpusavio
sinergija. Atsizvelgiant  tai, kad Sahelio regionas yra netoli ES ir jos artimiausiy kaimyniy, ji
pazymi, kad siekiant geriau spresti tarpvalstybinius klausimus, reikia toliau nagrinéti Sahelio,
Magribo ir ES dialogo bei bendradarbiavimo atitinkamuose sektoriuose, pavyzdziui, saugumo ir
migracijos sektoriuose, bendras galimybes.

Juo nustatomos jvairiy
ES iniciatyvy ir veiklos sgsajos ir, atsiZvelgiant j koordinavimo pastangas, stiprinama sinergija.
Todél RVP yra ES veiksmy Sahelio regione sistema, pagal kurig taikomas visapusiskas poziiris,
kad bty uztikrinta politikos ir priemoniy darna siekiant ty paciy tiksly ir pasiekiant geresniy

rezultaty, visapusiskai koordinuojant veiklg su valstybémis narémis.

Sunkumai, susije¢ su itin dideliu skurdu, stabilumo
stoka, jskaitant ekonominj nestabiluma, tebéra ne mazesni nei 2011 m. Nelegali migracija ir susij¢
nusikaltimai, pavyzdziui, prekyba Zzmonémis ir neteis€tas migranty gabenimas, korupcija, neteiséta
prekyba ir tarptautinis organizuotas nusikalstamumas, klesti visy pirma ten, kur valdZios autoritetas
yra silpnas ir (arba) mazai juntamas.

Vietos gyventojams (kuriy skai¢ius nuolat didéja) ir toliau darys poveikj sausros, klimato kaita ir
sveikatos problemos, todél gyvybiskai svarbu nacionaliniu ir bendruomeniy lygmenimis spresti
esminius pazeidziamumo klausimus ir stiprinti atsparumg biisimiems sukrétimams (susijusiems su
klimato kaita ir konfliktais), imantis priemoniy visy pirma socialinés apsaugos, apriipinimo maistu,

Todél Sahelio regionui vis dar budingos
milZiniSkos vystymosi problemos, nestabilumas ir didelis politinis susiskaidymas. Taigi, ES
strategijoje saugumo ir vystymosi srityje pirma karta nurodyti veiksniai vis dar daro didelj

poveikj'’.

Sahelio strategija buvo parengta po ilgo deryby ir planavimo proceso ir ja sprendziamas bendras ES
ir jos valstybéms naréms susirtipinima keliantis klausimas dél padidéjusiy grésmiy saugumui
Sahelio regione. Sis bendro démesio klausimas pasitarnavo uztikrinant nuolatinj dialoga ir glaudy
veiklos koordinavimg centringje buistingje ir bendrus veiksmus $ioje srityje. Pastaryjy ketveriy mety
ES veikla Sahelio regione, kartu su valstybiy nariy veiksmais'®, buvo jsptdingi. Sutelkus démes; j

saugumo ir vystymosi sgsaja buvo paskatinta taikyti naujus politikos formavimo budus.

Nuo pat pradziy buvo naudotasi jvairiomis ES priemonémis ir mechanizmais. Tuo metu, kai Sahelio

strategija buvo priimta, 10-ojo Europos plétros fondo jgyvendinimas (2008 m. — 2013 m.) buvo

mazdaug jpuséjes. Taciau pagal Sig priemong Maliui, Mauritanijai ir Nigeriui buvo skirta daugiau
nei 1,5 mlrd. EUR , siekiant remti strategijoje nustatytus veiksmus ir, be kita ko: socialinius
sektorius, apriipinimo maistu ir mitybos saugumo sektoriy ir kaimo plétra, uzimtuma, gera valdyma,
teising valstybe, teisingumo srities reformas ir decentralizacija. Be to, pagal Vakary Afrikai skirtg
regioning orientacing programg remiami projektai, kuriais prisidedama prie tokiy sektoriy, kaip
taika ir saugumas, valdymas, ekonomin¢ integracija ir atsparumas, plétojimo. Todel didzioji

dauguma veiksmy atitiko Sahelio strategijos strateging veiklos kryptj ir tikslus.

Vis délto, siekiant veiksmus dar labiau sutelkti, vykdant laikotarpio vidurio ir ad hoc perziiiras buvo
patikslinti konkrecioms Salims skirti finansiniai paketai, kad biity uztikrinta dar didesné atitiktis
strategijos tikslams ir rasta iStekliy, butiny naujai veiklai. Taciau, laikantis jsipareigojimy, Saliy
partneriy ir ES prisiimty pagal 10-3jj EPF, taip pat laikantis galiojan¢iy procediiry, tam prireike
laiko. Tuo i§ dalies galima paaiskinti, kod¢l tam tikra veikla pradéta vykdyti tik 2013 m.
