Ar minéto ricibas planu veido saiknes starp dazadam ES ierosméem un
darbibam un pastiprina sinergijas atbilstigi koordinacijas centieniem. Tadejadi RRP veido satvaru
ES ricibai Sahelas regiona, piemérojot visaptverosu pieeju, lai nodrosinatu to, ka politika,
instrumenti un riki kopigi darbojas ar vienu un to pasu mérki — pandkt labakus rezultatus, pilniba

sadarbojoties ar dalibvalstim.

Nelikumiga migracija un ar to saistiti noziegumi, piem&ram, cilvéku tirdznieciba un migrantu
kontrabanda, korupcija, nelikumiga tirdznieciba un transnacionala organizeta noziedziba ir ipasi
izplatita tur, kur ir vaja valsts parvalde un/vai tas darbiba ir nepietickama.
