1. Consiliul adoptd astazi planul de actiune regional pentru Sahel pentru perioada 2015-2020 din
anexd, care asigurad cadrul general pentru punerea in aplicare a strategiei Uniunii Europene (UE)
pentru securitate si dezvoltare n Sahel, astfel cum a fost adoptata si revizuita in concluziile sale din
21 martie 2011 si, respectiv, 17 martie 2014. Adoptarea planului de actiune vine intr-un moment
crucial pentru tarile din regiunea Sahel. Consiliul saluta planul de actiune, in care se reafirma
implicarea continud a UE 1n regiunea Sahel si sprijinul sdu pentru dezvoltarea socio-economica si
politica durabila si favorabila incluziunii, pentru consolidarea drepturilor omului, a guvernantei
democratice si a statului de drept, precum si a rezilientei, ca raspuns la criza multidimensionald din
regiunea Sahel. Sporirea securititii in regiune prin combaterea terorismului’, a traficului ilegal, a
radicalizarii si a extremismului violent rimane un obiectiv-cheie al UE. In contextul abordarii sale
cuprinzatoare, inclusiv prin contributia institutiilor UE, a Reprezentantului Special al UE (RSUE)
pentru Sahel, precum si a statelor membre ale UE, Uniunea Europeana isi reitereaza angajamentul
de a sprijini initiative regionale si initiative conduse si controlate de tarile in cauza in cadrul
planului de actiune, folosind toate instrumentele relevante, in special programele indicative
nationale si regionale din cadrul Fondului european de dezvoltare, precum si programele statelor
membre, incluzand, de asemenea, misiunile PSAC EUTM Mali, EUCAP Sahel Niger si EUCAP

2. Obiectivul strategic initial al strategiei UE pentru Sahel, care subliniaza corelatia dintre
dezvoltare si securitate, precum si cei patru piloni pentru punerea sa In aplicare, riman elemente pe
deplin relevante si oferd un cadru cuprinzator pentru actiunea UE in Sahel. Planul de actiune ofera o
baza solida pentru urmarirea obiectivelor strategiei si pentru consolidarea accentului pus de UE pe
patru domenii foarte relevante pentru stabilizarea regiunii, si anume prevenirea si combaterea
radicalizdrii, crearea conditiilor propice pentru tineret, migratia si mobilitatea, precum si gestionarea
frontierelor, combaterea traficului ilegal si a criminalitatii transnationale organizate. UE subliniaza
in special importanta stimuldrii unor sinergii mai stranse intre tarile din regiune, precum si intre
regiunea Sahel si tarile invecinate. Data fiind apropierea regiunii Sahel de UE si vecinatatea sa
imediata si in vederea unei mai bune abordari a chestiunilor transfrontaliere, UE ia act de
necesitatea explordrii Tn continuare a unui spatiu comun pentru dialog si cooperare intre Sahel,
Maghreb si UE in sectoare relevante, cum ar fi securitatea si migratia. Acest lucru ar trebui sa aiba
loc in cadrul mecanismelor si dialogurilor existente, cum ar fi procesele de la Khartoum si de la

Rabat privind migratia si dezvoltarea.

3. UE isi reitereazd disponibilitatea de a continua sa colaboreze Indeaproape cu tarile din
regiunea Sahel in vederea sprijinirii eforturilor acestora de realizare a pacii, securitatii si dezvoltarii.
Punerea in aplicare a planului de actiune va fi efectuata sub controlul deplin al tarilor in cauza,
carora le va reveni responsabilitatea principald, si In coordonare cu principalele organizatii
internationale si regionale si cu alti parteneri, In special Organizatia Natiunilor Unite (ONU),
Uniunea Africand (UA), Comunitatea Economica a Statelor din Africa de Vest (ECOWAS),
Uniunea Economica si Monetarda Vest-Africana (WAEMU), grupul G5 Sahel, Comisia bazinul
lacului Ciad si Banca Mondiala, precum si cu societatea civila. In acest sens, UE subliniazi
importanta continudrii acestei coordonari stranse la nivel international si regional, inclusiv intre
RSUE pentru Sahel, Trimisul Special pentru Sahel al Secretarului General al Organizatiei
Natiunilor Unite, Reprezentantul Special al Secretarului General al Organizatiei Natiunilor Unite
pentru Mali si Inaltul Reprezentant al UA pentru Mali si Sahel, avand ca scop crearea de sinergii in

ceea ce priveste punerea in aplicare a strategiilor respective.

4.  Consiliul invita Inaltul Reprezentant, Comisia si statele membre sa inceapa punerea in
aplicare a planului de actiune regional pentru Sahel. Consiliul va reveni asupra acestei chestiuni

dupa caz si cel putin o datd pe an.

REZUMAT

Securitatea si dezvoltarea in regiunea Sahel au o importanta cruciala pentru Uniunea Europeana.
Saracia extrema, tensiunile interne, deficientele institutionale, populatia in crestere, crizele
alimentare frecvente, fragilitatea guvernarii si a statului de drept, situatia precara a drepturilor
omului, migratia neregulamentara si infractiunile conexe, cum ar fi traficul de persoane si traficul
ilegal de migranti, radicalizarea si extremismul violent, sunt provocari importante cu care se

confrunta regiunea si prezinta riscul potential de propagare in afara regiunii, inclusiv in UE.

Planul de actiune regional urmdreste punerea in aplicare a strategiei UE pentru Sahel’,
identificand actiuni si initiative pentru anii urmdtori, in coordonare cu activitatile statelor membre,
pe baza obiectivelor sale si tindand seama de experienta dobandita. Acesta stabileste legaturi intre
diferitele initiative si activitati ale UE si consolideaza sinergiile care sunt conforme cu eforturile de
coordonare. Prin urmare, planul de actiune regional constituie un cadru de actiune a UE in
regiunea Sahel care aplica o abordare cuprinzatoare pentru a asigura faptul ca politicile si
diferitele instrumente conlucreaza pentru ca aceleasi obiective sa genereze rezultate mai bune, in

deplina coordonare cu statele membre.

Concluziile Consiliului privind o strategie a Uniunii Europene pentru securitate si dezvoltare
in regiunea Sahel, cea de a 3076-a reuniune a Consiliului Afaceri Externe, Bruxelles, 21
martie 2011; documentul de lucru comun al serviciilor Comisiei - documentul comun
»trategia europeana pentru securitate si dezvoltare in Sahel”, SEC(2011)331 final
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Strategia pentru Sahel in sine ramdne valabila si obiectivul sau strategic original ar trebui sa fie
confirmat, iar angajamentul in vederea punerii in aplicare ar trebui reinnoit, asigurdnd o diviziune
a muncii intre institutiile UE si statele membre. Cu toate acestea, necesitatea concentrarii pe
domenii specifice este la fel de importanta pentru activitdtile viitoare in cadrul acestei strategii si
planul de actiune regional identifica patru domenii care trebuie consolidate in continuare: 1)
prevenirea si combaterea radicalizarii; 2) crearea unor conditii propice pentru tineret; 3) migratia
si mobilitatea; 4) gestionarea frontierelor, combaterea traficului ilegal si a criminalitatii

transnationale organizate.

Punerea in aplicare a planului de actiune regional ar trebui sa ramana flexibila pentru a tine cont
de schimbarile din regiune si ar trebui sa reflecte strategiile partenerilor locali. Acesta se va baza
pe programe si activitati existente si in curs de desfasurare. ldentificarea initiativelor concrete in
regiune va fi ghidata de potentialul lor de a contribui la atingerea obiectivelor. Evolutia situatiei
din nordul statului Mali, precum si punerea in aplicare a acordului de pace preconizat vor avea un
impact care trebuie luat in considerare pe cat posibil. In cele din urmd, se va urmari
complementaritatea cu alte strategii si planuri de actiune relevante ale UE (Strategia comuna UE-
Africa’, Strategia UE privind Golful Guineei®, comunicarea comund privind o cooperare si o
integrare regionald mai stranse in Maghreb®, Declaratia si Programul de la Roma privind procesul

de la Rabat® si altele).

INTRODUCERE

Ca raspuns la extremismul violent, la radicalizare, la traficul ilegal si la terorism, in paralel cu
provocdrile reprezentate de sardcia extrema si de fragilitatea guvernarii in regiunea Sahel, Consiliul
a adoptat in 2011 strategia sa pentru securitate si dezvoltare n regiunea Sahel, care includea Mali,
Mauritania si Niger. Strategia a fost revizuita si discutata in cadrul Consiliului Afaceri Externe din
martie 2014. Consiliul a hotdrat sa extinda punerea in aplicare a strategiei in Burkina Faso si in
Ciad’ si a propus elaborarea unui nou plan de actiune regional pentru punerea in aplicare a

strategiei.

De asemenea, Consiliul a concluzionat ca obiectivele si directiile de actiune strategice subiacente
ale strategiei pentru Sahel in domeniile dezvoltarii, securitatii, consolidarii pacii, prevenirii

conflictelor si combaterii radicalizarii raman valabile, la fel ca interdependenta acestora.

Statele membre au sprijinit in mod activ punerea 1n aplicare a strategiei, care a oferit cadrul pentru
implicarea lor 1n regiunea Sahel, in unele cazuri concomitent cu dezvoltarea propriilor strategii

specifice.

Cu toate acestea, situatia actuald in regiunea Sahel raméane la fel de delicata ca in urma cu patru ani,
fiind poate chiar si mai dificild, subliniind necesitatea unui angajament reinnoit fata de obiectivele
ambitioase ale strategiei, precum si pentru consolidarea in continuare a coerentei si eficacitatii
actiunilor UE. Prin urmare, principalul obiectiv al planului de actiune regional este sa valorifice
experienta dobandita, sa urmareasca obiectivele si sa se asigure ca serviciile competente ale
Comisiei si ale SEAE continua si le realizeze prin actiuni concrete. In acest scop, planul de actiune
regional identifica actiunile prioritare care trebuie consolidate in continuare si puse in aplicare

impreund cu activitatile in curs de desfasurare si cu cele deja planificate.

De asemenea, Consiliul a concluzionat ca ,,dialogul politic privind prevenirea conflictelor si
problemele de securitate in regiunea Sahel va fi intensificat, de asemenea, in tarile relevante
din Africa de Vest si in tarile invecinate, inclusiv Senegal, Nigeria si Camerun, precum si in
tarile din Maghreb”.
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Serviciile relevante ale Comisiei si ale SEAE vor depune eforturi pentru a lua mai bine in
considerare faptul cd regiunea Sahel se Tnvecineaza cu tarile vizate de politica de vecinatate a
Uniunii Europene si, prin urmare, vor analiza modalitati de intensificare a cooperarii la nivel
european/la nivelul Sahel/Maghreb, precum si cu alte tari relevante din Africa de Vest si invecinate,

cu privire la chestiuni de interes comun, cum ar fi prioritatile planului de actiune regional.

Actualul plan de actiune regional este rezultatul unui proces de consultare, cu contributii din partea
partilor interesate, inclusiv din partea delegatiilor din regiunea Sahel, precum si din partea statelor
membre® si altii. Avand in vedere ci situatia din regiunea Sahel este instabild, prezentul document
va ramane un instrument flexibil si dinamic pentru punerea in aplicare a strategiei UE pentru

regiunea Sahel in anii urmatori.
ANALIZA CONTEXTULUI

Situatia securitatii in regiunea Sahel ramane extrem de volatila, cu o situatie deosebit de instabild in
nordul statului Mali si in jurul lacului Ciad, printr-un efect de propagare dinspre sudul Libiei si
nordul Nigeriei. Niger este un important centru nodal si o tard de tranzit pentru miscdrile migratorii
prin regiunea Sahel. Provocdrile reprezentate de sardcia extrema, lipsa de stabilitate si fragilitatea
economica rdman la fel de dificile ca in 2011. Migratia neregulamentara si infractiunile conexe,
cum ar fi traficul de persoane si traficul ilegal de migranti, coruptia, traficul ilegal si criminalitatea
transnationald organizatd sunt deosebit de raspandite, in special acolo unde prezenta autoritétilor
guvernamentale este slaba si/sau limitatd. Presiunea migratiei este In crestere, cu consecinte grave

atat pentru tarile din regiune, cat si pentru UE.

Regiunea Sahel continua sa fie afectatd in mod regulat de crize umanitare, cu peste 20 de milioane
de persoane aflate in situatie de insecuritate alimentard in 2015, iar dintre acestia, peste 4 milioane
de persoane au nevoie de ajutor alimentar de urgentd; ca atare, Sahelul ramane una dintre
principalele regiuni din Africa vizate de ajutorul umanitar. Seceta, schimbarile climatice si
problemele de sdnatate vor continua sa afecteze populatiile locale (in crestere), si existda o nevoie
urgenta de a gasi solutii la vulnerabilitatile subiacente si de a consolida rezilienta la socuri viitoare
(cauzate de fenomene climatice si de conflicte) la nivel national si comunitar, cu interventii care sa

vizeze Indeosebi protectia sociald, securitatea alimentard, nutritia si mijloacele de subzistenta.

8 Addendumul III ofera o imagine de ansamblu a implicarii statelor membre in regiunea

Sahel.
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Totodata, lipseste capacitatea guvernamentald si uneori implicarea politicd n regiune este
insuficienta pentru a asigura protectia drepturilor omului, acestea fiind atat factori determinanti, cat
si simptome ale crizelor recurente in regiune. Aceasta situatie este agravata de vulnerabilitatea
institutiilor statului de drept, de coruptie, de lipsa generald de asumare a raspunderii, de inegalitatile
sociale si de gen si de practicile discriminatorii repetate Tmpotriva anumitor grupuri vulnerabile.
Consolidarea drepturilor omului si a statului de drept va raméne un element esential al acestui plan

de actiune regional, ca rdspuns la criza multidimensionala din regiunea Sahel.

Sistemul UE de alerta timpurie in caz de conflict aratd ca, in prezent, situatia generald In regiunea
Sahel se deterioreaza sau, in cel mai bun caz, este stationara, fapt confirmat de indicele dezvoltarii
umane9, care, la rindul sau, nu prezinta nicio Tmbunatatire. Prin urmare, regiunea Sahel este
caracterizatd In continuare de imense piedici in calea dezvoltarii, de instabilitate si de fragmentare
politica generala. Astfel, factorii identificati initial In strategia UE pentru securitate si dezvoltare

sunt, in mare masura, inca valabili .

Situatia din Mali in special este in continuare foarte ingrijordtoare, in ciuda interventiei franceze si a
desfasurarii Misiunii multidimensionale integrate a Organizatiei Natiunilor Unite de stabilizare in
Mali (MINUSMA), cu numeroase atacuri teroriste si cu un numar ridicat de victime in randul
fortelor de mentinere a pacii, al armatei maliene si al populatiei civile, in special in regiunile
nordice. Conferinta donatorilor de la Bruxelles (mai 2013) a reusit sa mobilizeze resurse importante
pentru redresarea tarii, iar mecanismul de monitorizare instituit a permis o supraveghere atenta a
punerii in aplicare. Reinstaurarea ordinii constitutionale a fost un succes, dar mai sunt inca multe
provocari, iar punerea in aplicare a unui acord de pace credibil, favorabil incluziunii si durabil va fi
cruciald si va necesita un angajament reinnoit din partea tarilor din regiune si din partea comunitatii

internationale, inclusiv a UE.

Pe lista celor 187 de tari din Raportul privind indicele dezvoltarii umane 2014 al ONU (pe
baza estimarilor din 2013), Niger este clasat pe locul 187 (in scadere un loc fatd de anul
anterior); Ciad pe locul 184 (in scadere un loc); Burkina Faso pe locul 181 (aceeasi pozitie);
Mali pe locul 176 (aceeasi pozitie); Mauritania pe locul 161 (in scadere doua locuri).
Aceasta se inscrie, de asemenea, in cadrul Strategiei comune Africa-UE (de introdus
trimiterea), fapt confirmat in cadrul celei de a patra reuniuni la nivel inalt UE-Africa,
desfasurata la Bruxelles 1n aprilie 2014.

La nivel regional, au fost lansate noi initiative cu scopul de a raspunde la necesitatea unei

coordondri mai stranse si a unei actiuni colective. Printre altele:

e Alianta mondiala pentru initiativa privind rezilienta (AGIR), lansata la Ouagadougou in
decembrie 2012.

e Crearea G5 1n 2014 de catre sefii de stat din Burkina Faso, Ciad, Mali, Mauritania si Niger
pentru a face fata principalelor provocari din Sahel, in special in domeniul securitatii si al
dezvoltarii;

e Platforma ministeriald de la Bamako lansatd in urma vizitei comune la nivel inalt in regiune
in 2013 (ONU, Uniunea Africand, Banca Mondiala, UE) pentru coordonarea strategiilor
privind Sahel;

e Procesul de la Nouakchott din 2013 pentru promovarea securitatii colective in regiune sub
auspiciile Uniunii Africane;

e Revitalizarea Comisiei bazinul lacului Ciad in vederea abordarii problemelor comune legate
de frontiere, avind in vedere amenintarea crescutd la adresa regiunii Sahel reprezentata de

activitatile Boko Haram.

Aceste initiative ar trebui sa fie sprijinite in conformitate cu interesele si prioritdtile Uniunii. Acest
lucru necesita, totusi, o evaluare riguroasa a valorii lor addugate, stabilirea ordinii prioritatilor si

alegerea corecta a instrumentelor.

UE reafirma necesitatea implicdrii si participarii atat a femeilor, cét si a barbatilor la mediere, la

negocierile de pace si la eforturile de consolidare a pacii.
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In ceea ce priveste activititile UE, numirea Reprezentantului Special al UE (RSUE) in 2013 a
permis o abordare mai proactiva fata de regiune si o vizibilitate sporita a UE. Punerea in aplicare a
strategiei pentru Sahel in sine a condus la o reflectie comund privind modul de imbunatatire a
,.viziunii si colaborarii din perspectiva regionala”. In aceasta privinta, extinderea strategiei in
Burkina Faso si Ciad in 2014 a oferit o noud ocazie de a extinde domeniul de aplicare al activitatilor
UE'!. Evaludrile cuprinzitoare privind sistemul de alertd timpurie, efectuate in 2013 12014 in opt
tari din regiunea Sahel extinsi'?, i atelierele suplimentare rezultate privind analiza conflictelor in
Nigeria si Ciad au oferit o contributie valoroasa in ceea ce priveste realizarea unei analize comune a
riscurilor de conflict si definirea intereselor UE, a valorii adaugate si a posibilitatilor de actiune in

vederea atenudrii acestor riscuri pentru fiecare tara si la nivel regional.

In plus, serviciile Comisiei si SEAE vor depune eforturi pentru a lua mai bine in considerare faptul
ca regiunea Sahel se invecineaza cu tdrile vizate de politica de vecindtate a Uniunii Europene.
Existd necesitatea dezvoltarii unui spatiu comun pentru dialog si cooperare intre UE, Maghreb si

Sahel, precum si cu alte tari din Africa de Vest.

In cele din urma, in ciuda faptului ca strategia in sine rimane valabila, se impune necesitatea
concentrarii pe domenii specifice, cum ar fi gestionarea integrata a frontierelor, contrabanda, traficul
de persoane si criminalitatea transnationald organizatd, mobilitatea si migratia, inclusiv miscarile
migratorii fortate, raspunsul la problemele demografice si ocuparea fortei de munca in randul tinerilor
in legdturd cu combaterea radicalizarii, pentru activitati viitoare in cadrul prezentei strategii, care ar

trebui sa vizeze, de asemenea, promovarea drepturilor omului si a democratiei in regiune.

Acestea sunt punctele abordate de prezentul plan de actiune regional.

Misiunile inter-servicii desfasurate In aceste tari au contribuit la identificarea domeniului de
aplicare al cooperdrii In contextul strategiei.

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PUNEREA iN APLICARE A STRATEGIEI SI LECTIILE INVATATE

Strategia pentru Sahel a fost rezultatul unui amplu proces de negociere si planificare si constituie un
raspuns la o preocupare comuna a UE si a statelor sale membre fatd de intensificarea amenintarilor
la adresa securitatii Tn regiunea Sahel. Acest obiectiv comun a reprezentat un instrument de dialog
continuu si de coordonare stransa la punctele de lucru, precum si de actiuni comune in domeniu.
Implicarea UE si activitatile statelor membre'? au fost impresionante in ultimii patru ani in regiunea
Sahel. Accentul pus pe legatura dintre securitate si dezvoltare a promovat noi modalitati de definire

a politicilor.

De la inceput, a fost utilizati o gami largd de instrumente ale UE. In momentul adoptrii strategiei

pentru Sahel, cel de al 10-lea Fond european de dezvoltare se afla aproximativ la jumatatea

perioadei de punere in aplicare (2008-2013). Cu toate acestea, in cadrul acestui instrument a fost
alocata o suma de peste 1,5 miliarde EUR pentru Mali, Mauritania si Niger in vederea sprijinirii
actiunilor identificate in strategie si a altor domenii precum: sectoarele sociale, securitatea
alimentara si nutritionala si dezvoltarea rurala, ocuparea fortei de munca, buna guvernanta, statul de
drept, reformele justitiei si descentralizarea. In plus, programul indicativ regional pentru Africa de
Vest sprijind proiecte care contribuie la sectoare precum pacea si securitatea, guvernanta, integrarea
economica si rezilienta. Prin urmare, marea majoritate a actiunilor sunt in conformitate cu

orientarea strategica de actiune si cu obiectivele strategiei pentru Sahel.

Cu toate acestea, pentru a orienta si mai mult actiunile, pachetele financiare destinate tarii au fost
revizuite in contextul evaludrilor la jumatatea perioadei si evaludrilor ad-hoc, pentru a corespunde si
mai bine obiectivelor strategiei si pentru a gasi resursele necesare pentru noi activitati. Cu toate
acestea, In concordantd cu angajamentele asumate de tarile partenere si de UE in cadrul celui de al
10-lea FED si in concordanta cu procedurile existente, acest exercitiu a avut nevoie de timp. Acest

lucru explica, partial, de ce unele activitati au Inceput abia in 2013.

A se vedea addendumul 111, care ofera o imagine de ansamblu a implicarii statelor membre
in Sahel.
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Instrumentul de stabilitate (IdS), precum si succesorul acestuia, Instrumentul care contribuie la

stabilitate si pace (IcSP), au fost utilizate pe scara larga in intreaga regiune Sahel, in ambele lor
componente — cea de rispuns pe termen scurt/in situatii de criza si cea pe termen lung. in domeniul
securitatii, activitdtile includ sprijinul acordat serviciilor civile de aplicare a legii si celor judiciare
pentru restabilirea securitatii i asigurarea protectiei civililor (Mali), sprijinul acordat securitatii la
nivel comunitar, inclusiv pentru crearea organelor de politie municipale (Niger) si consolidarea
capacitatilor de gestionare a frontierelor (Mauritania, Niger-Nigeria). De asemenea, a fost acordat

Misiunea militard Serval condusd de Franta in perioada 2012-2013 si misiunea curentd Barkhane,
lansata in august 2014, au jucat un rol esential in combaterea terorismului in regiunea Sahel. in
cadrul aceluiasi demers de combatere a terorismului si a criminalitatii organizate, cele trei misiuni
PSAC" in regiunea Sahel sunt componente importante ale raspunsului dat de UE la instabilitatea
din regiunea Sahel si la caracterul transfrontalier al amenintarilor la adresa securitatii. Fiind masuri
de raspuns la situatii de criza, misiunile PSAC urmaresc obiective pe termen scurt si mediu, dar
ofera totodata sinergii si complementaritati firesti cu mandatul pe termen mai lung al

componentelor de securitate ale instrumentelor de dezvoltare.

" EUCAP Sahel Niger s1 Mali, misiuni civile, oferd consiliere si formare pentru a sprijini

Actuala programare UE din regiunea Sahel include mai multe elemente pentru abordarea
radicalizdrii si a recrutarii, dar mai sunt multe de facut atat la nivel politic si diplomatic, precum si
la nivelul securitdtii si dezvoltarii. Radicalizarea in regiunea Sahel este intretinutd de o combinatie
de factori si de circumstante complexe, care nu se reduc la problema saraciei, a discrimindrii, a

Tineretul:

Dezvoltarea economica in regiunea Sahel este generata in principal de agriculturd si de industriile
extractive. O crestere economica solida care sa nu fie bazata pe minerale este necesara pentru a crea
locuri de munca si pentru a reduce Tn mod semnificativ sardcia larg raspandita si inegalitatile in
materie de venituri, care continud sd domine regiunea Sahel.

Acordarea unei pozitii prioritare responsabilizarii tinerilor prin identificarea unor
indicatori pentru monitorizarea §i promovarea educatiei §i ocuparii fortei de munca in randul
tinerilor, astfel incdt sa se ofere alternative la activitatile ilegale/extremiste. Analizarea
suplimentara a modalitatilor de sprijinire a tineretului in calitate de agent care poate produce o
schimbare in bine. Consolidarea rezilientei in randul tinerilor — de exemplu prin promovarea in
continuare in cadrul programelor UE si ale statelor membre, ori de cdte ori este posibil, a
oportunitatilor economice si de angajare (prin sprijinirea IMM-urilor si a lanturilor valorice
esentiale, prin recrutarea de forta de munca locala etc.) — si reducerea inegalitatilor. Un efort de
reflectie special ar putea fi, de asemenea, lansat pe tema problemei demografice, pentru a sti care
este cea mai buna modalitate de abordare a acesteia. Demografia ar trebui sa inceapa sd faca
parte, in mod progresiv si mai sistematic, din dialogul politic cu tdrile beneficiare.

Pentru indivizi, migratia
poate fi una dintre cele mai puternice si rapide strategii de reducere a saraciei si, in lipsa
oportunitatilor de angajare, multi tineri cauta oportunitati mai bune migrand. UE ar trebui sa se
axeze pe: 1) prevenirea si combaterea migratiei neregulamentare, a contrabandei si a traficului de
persoane; 2) consolidarea legaturii dintre dezvoltare si migratie, maximalizand impactul migratiei si
al mobilitatii asupra dezvoltarii; 3) promovarea protectiei la nivel international; 4) organizarea
mobilitatii si a migratiei legale'. Situatia din Niger, care este o importanta tara de tranzit, va
necesita eforturi suplimentare, in special in directia consolidarii si sustinerii actiunilor deja lansate
de misiunea PSAC EUCAP SAHEL Niger. Aceste eforturi ar trebui sa se concentreze cu prioritate
pe regiunile Agadez si Arlit.

In prezent, UE
sprijind o serie de activitati de combatere a traficului ilegal [parteneriat cu Biroul ONU pentru
Droguri si Criminalitate (UNODC) si cu ECOWAS], precum si activitati in zonele de frontiera, atat
in domeniul securitatii, cét si al dezvoltarii. Cu toate acestea, este nevoie de o implicare mai larga si
mai cuprinzatoare care sd incurajeze autoritatile si administratiile locale sa colaboreze indeaproape
si sa raspunda la provocdrile reprezentate de radicalizare, de extremismul violent, de terorism, de
traficul de migranti, de traficul de persoane si de alte forme de trafic si de criminalitate
transnationald organizatd, precum si de controlul teritoriului si de migratia neregulamentara.

In acest scop, UE ar putea sd se inspire din programele si activitdtile
actuale intreprinse de statele membre, care contribuie la gestionarea integrata a frontierelor in
contextul mai larg al regiunii Sahel. De asemenea, UE incurajeaza misiunile civile ale PSAC
desfasurate deja in regiunea Sahel — EUCAP Sahel Mali si EUCAP Sahel Niger — sa continue sa
sprijine eforturile locale care vizeaza dezvoltarea unor capacitdti autohtone de gestionare a
frontierelor si sa contribuie in mod activ la coordonarea internationala la fata locului, in limitele
posibilittilor si structurii lor operationale.
