Sklepi Sveta o regionalnem akcijskem nacrtu za Sahel za obdobje 2015-2020

1. Svet danes sprejema priloZeni regionalni akcijski nacrt za Sahel za obdobje 2015-2020, v
katerem je dolocen splo$ni okvir za izvajanje strategije Evropske unije (EU) za varnost in razvoj
Sahela, ki je bila sprejeta v sklepih Sveta z dne 21. marca 2011 in revidirana v sklepih Sveta z dne
17. marca 2014. Ta akcijski nacrt se sprejema v ¢asu, ki je odlocilen za drzave Sahela. Svet
pozdravlja akcijski nalrt, saj ta ponovno potrjuje, da bo EU v odziv na krizo Stevilnih razseZznosti v
Sahelu Se naprej dejavna na tem obmocju ter podpirala trajnosten in vkljucujoc¢ politi¢en in
socialno-ekonomski razvoj, krepitev ¢lovekovih pravic, demokrati¢no upravljanje in pravno drzavo
ter odpornost. Glavni cilj EU je Se vedno izboljSanje varnosti v regiji, in sicer z bojem proti
terorizmu’, nedovoljeni trgovini, radikalizaciji in nasilnemu ekstremizmu. EU ponovno poudarja,
da je odlocena ob upostevanju svojega celovitega pristopa — vkljucno s prispevkom institucij EU,
posebnega predstavnika EU (PPEU) za Sahel ter drzav ¢lanic — v okviru akcijskega naérta podpirati
regionalne pobude in pobude, ki jih izvajajo in za katere so odgovorne zadevne drzave, pri cemer bo
uporabljala vse ustrezne instrumente, zlasti regionalne in nacionalne okvirne programe, ki se
financirajo iz Evropskega razvojnega sklada, ter programe drzav €lanic, pa tudi misije EUTM Mali,
EUCAP Sahel Niger in EUCAP Sahel Mali v okviru SVOP ter instrument za prispevanje k

stabilnosti in miru.

! Sklepi Sveta z dne 9. februarja 2015 o boju proti terorizmu.
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2. Prvotni strateski cilj strategije EU za Sahel, v skladu s katerim se poudarjajo povezave med
razvojem in varnostjo ter Stirje stebri izvajanja strategije, je Se naprej povsem ustrezen in zagotavlja
celovit okvir za ukrepanje EU v Sahelu. Akcijski nacrt je trdna podlaga za doseganje ciljev
strategije in utrditev usmerjenosti EU na §tiri podrocja, ki so zelo pomembna za stabilizacijo regije,
in sicer preprec¢evanje in zatiranje radikalizacije, ustvarjanje ustreznih pogojev za mlade, migracije,
mobilnost in upravljanje meja ter boj proti nedovoljeni trgovini in mednarodnemu organiziranemu
kriminalu. EU poudarja zlasti, da je pomembno spodbujati tesnejSe sinergije med drzavami v regiji
ter med Sahelom in sosednjimi drzavami. Ker je njeno neposredno sosedstvo geografsko zelo blizu
Sahelu, EU meni, da bi bilo treba za boljse reSevanje cezmejnih vprasanj nadalje preuciti skupni
okvir za dialog in sodelovanje med Sahelom, Magrebom in EU v zadevnih sektorjih, kot sta
podrocji varnosti in migracij. Slednje bi bilo treba opraviti v okviru obstojecih mehanizmov in

dialogov, kot sta procesa iz Rabata in Kartuma o migracijah in razvoju.

3.  EU znova poudarja, da je Se naprej pripravljena tesno sodelovati z drzavami na obmocju
Sahela ter tako podpirati njihova prizadevanja za mir, varnost in razvoj. Za izvajanje akcijskega
nacrta bodo v celoti pristojne in prvenstveno odgovorne zadevne drzave v usklajevanju s klju¢nimi
mednarodnimi in regionalnimi organizacijami in drugimi partnerji, zlasti Zdruzenimi narodi (ZN),
Afrisko unijo (AU), Gospodarsko skupnostjo zahodnoafriskih drzav (ECOWAS), Zahodnoafrisko
ekonomsko in monetarno unijo (WAEMU), skupino G5 Sahel, Komisijo za Cadsko jezero in
Svetovno banko, pa tudi civilno druzbo. EU v zvezi s tem poudarja, kako pomembno je, da se to
tesno mednarodno in regionalno usklajevanje nadaljuje, tudi med PPEU za Sahel, posebnim
odposlancem generalnega sekretarja ZN za Sahel, posebnim predstavnikom generalnega sekretarja
ZN za Mali ter visokim predstavnikom AU za Mali in Sahel, da bi ustvarili sinergije pri izvajanju

zadevnih strategij.

4.  Svet poziva visoko predstavnico in Komisijo ter drzave ¢lanice, naj zacnejo izvajati regionalni

akcijski nacrt za Sahel. O tej zadevi bo po potrebi in vsaj enkrat letno ponovno razpravljal.

REGIONALNI AKCIJSKI NACRT ZA OBDOBJE 2015-2020

POVZETEK

Varnost in razvoj na obmocju Sahela sta za Evropsko unijo odlocilnega pomena. Skrajna revscina,
notranja trenja, Sibkost institucij, narascanje Stevila prebivalstva, pogoste prehranske krize,
nestabilno upravljanje in pravna drzava, nedosledno spostovanje clovekovih pravic, nedovoljene
migracije in z njimi povezana kazniva dejanja, kot sta trgovina z ljudmi in tihotapljenje migrantov,
radikalizacija in nasilni ekstremizem predstavljajo veliko nevarnost za regijo in lahko imajo ucinek

tudi zunaj nje, vkljucno z EU.

Namen regionalnega akcijskega nacrta je izvajanje strategije EU za Sahel’, in sicer z opredelitvijo
prihodnjih ukrepov in pobud, ob usklajevanju z dejavnostmi drzav c¢lanic, opiranju na cilje
strategije in uposStevanju pridobljenih izkusenj. Nacrt vzpostavlja povezave med razlicnimi
pobudami in dejavnostmi EU ter krepi sinergije v skladu s prizadevanji za uskladitev. Predstavlja
torej okvir za ukrepanje EU na obmocju Sahela z uporabo celovitega pristopa, da se zagotovi
vzajemno delovanje politik, instrumentov in orodij za isti cilj doseganja boljsih rezultatov, ob

doslednem usklajevanju z drzavami clanicami.

Sklepi Sveta o strategiji Evropske unije za varnost in razvoj Sahela, 3076. seja Sveta za
ZUNANIJE ZADEVE, 21. marca 2011 v Bruslju; skupni delovni dokument, skupni
dokument o strategiji Evropske unije za varnost in razvoj Sahela SEC(2011)331 final.
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Sama strategija za Sahel je se vedno veljavna, zato bi bilo treba potrditi njene prvotne strateske
cilje in obnoviti zavezanost izvajanju, pri cemer se delo porazdeli med institucije EU in drzave
Clanice. Vendar pa je za prihodnje dejavnosti v okviru te strategije prav tako kljucna potreba po
usmeritvi na izbrana podrocja, zato so v regionalnem akcijskem nacrtu opredeljena stiri podrocja,
ki jih je treba dodatno okrepiti: 1) preprecevanje in zatiranje radikalizacije, 2) ustvarjanje
ustreznih pogojev za mlade, 3) migracije in mobilnost, 4) upravljanje meja, boj proti nedovoljeni

trgovini in mednarodnemu organiziranemu kriminalu.

Regionalni akcijski nacrt bi se moral Se naprej izvajati na prozen nacin, da bi se upostevale
spremembe v regiji, v njem pa bi morale biti zajete strategije lokalnih partnerjev. Temeljil bo na
obstojecih in aktualnih programih in dejavnostih. Konkretne pobude v regiji bodo izbrane glede na
njihov potencial za prispevanje k doseganju ciljev. V najvecji mozni meri bo treba upostevati tudi
posledice razvoja dogodkov na severu Malija in izvajanja pricakovanega mirovnega sporazuma.
Prizadevanja bodo namenjena tudi dopolnjevanju z drugimi zadevnimi strategijami in akcijskimi
nacrti EU (skupna strategija EU-Afvika’, strategija EU za Gvinejski zaliv*, skupno sporocilo o
tesnejsem sodelovanju in regionalnem povezovanju v Magrebu®, proces iz Rabata, rimska izjava in

program® ter drugi).

Sporocilo Komisije Evropskemu parlamentu in Svetu — Od Kaira do Lizbone — Novo
strateSko partnerstvo med EU in Afriko, COM (2007)357 final.

Skupno sporocilo Evropskemu parlamentu, Svetu, Evropskemu ekonomsko-socialnemu
odboru in Odboru regij — Elementi strateSkega odziva EU na izzive v Gvinejskem zalivu,
JOIN(2013)31 final.

UvOD

Svet je leta 2011 kot odziv na nasilni ekstremizem, radikalizacijo, nedovoljeno trgovino in
terorizem, ki se pojavljajo vzporedno s skrajno revs¢ino in nestabilnim upravljanjem v Sahelu,
sprejel strategijo za varnost in razvoj Sahela, v katero so vkljuceni Mali, Mavretanija in Niger.
Strategija je bila revidirana in obravnavana na seji Sveta za zunanje zadeve marca 2014. Svet je
sklenil razgiriti izvajanje strategije na Burkina Faso in Cad’ ter predlagal, da se pripravi nov

regionalni akcijski nacrt za izvajanje strategije.

Svet je nadalje sklenil, da so cilji in osnovne strateske smernice ukrepanja iz strategije za Sahel na
podrocju razvoja, varnosti, vzpostavljanja miru, preprec¢evanja konfliktov in boja proti radikalizaciji

Se naprej veljavni, prav tako pa ostajajo medsebojno odvisni.

Drzave ¢lanice dejavno podpirajo izvajanje strategije, kar zagotavlja okvir za njihovo delovanje v

Sahelu, nekatere pa so ob tem razvile tudi svoje posebne strategije.

Vendar pa so sedanje razmere v Sahelu Se vedno enako obcutljive kot pred stirimi leti, ¢e ne celo Se
bolj kriti¢ne, zato je Se bolj jasno, da je treba obnoviti zavezanost ambicioznim ciljem strategije ter
dodatnemu izboljSanju skladnosti in u€inkovitosti ukrepov EU. Glavni cilji regionalnega akcijskega
nacrta so zato delovanje na podlagi pridobljenih izkuSenj, uresnicevanje ciljev in zagotavljanje, da
jih ustrezne sluzbe Komisije in ESZD S$e naprej izpolnjujejo s konkretnimi ukrepi. V nacrtu so v ta
namen opredeljeni prednostni ukrepi, ki jih je treba dodatno okrepiti in izvajati skupaj s sedanjimi

in Ze nacrtovanimi dejavnostmi.

Svet je poleg tega sklenil, da bo ,,[o]krepljen (...) tudi politi¢ni dialog o vpraSanjih,
povezanih s preprecevanjem konfliktov in varnostjo [na obmocju Sahela], z zadevnimi
zahodnoafriskimi in sosednjimi drzavami, vklju¢no s Senegalom, Nigerijo in Kamerunom
ter drzavami Magreba®.
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Ustrezne sluzbe Komisije in ESZD si bodo prizadevale bolje upostevati dejstvo, da Sahel meji na
sosednje drzave Evropske unije, zato bodo preucile nacine za spodbujanje sodelovanja med EU,
Magrebom in Sahelom ter tudi z drugimi zadevnimi zahodnoafriSkimi in sosednjimi drzavami glede

vprasanj skupnega pomena, kot so prednostne naloge iz regionalnega akcijskega nacrta.

Sedanji regionalni akcijski nacrt je rezultat posvetovanj, pri katerih so sodelovali delezniki,
vkljuéno z delegacijami v Sahelu, ter drzave &lanice® in drugi. Zaradi nestabilnih razmer na

obmocju Sahela bo ta dokument ostal prozno in dinami¢no orodje za izvajanje strategije EU za

Sahel v prihodnjih letih.
ANALIZA OKOLISCIN

Varnostne razmere na obmocju Sahela so Se vedno izredno nestabilne, pri ¢emer sta v posebno
kritiénem polozaju severni del Malija in obmocje okrog Cadskega jezera, saj nanju vplivajo razmere
na jugu Libije in severu Nigerije. Niger je pomembno vozlis¢e in prehodna drzava za migracijske
tokove prek Sahela. 1zzivi, povezani s skrajno rev§¢ino in nestabilnostjo, vkljucno z gospodarsko
Sibkostjo, so Se vedno enako pereci kot leta 2011. Nedovoljene migracije in z njimi povezana
kazniva dejanja, kot sta trgovina z ljudmi in tihotapljenje migrantov, korupcija, nedovoljena
trgovina in mednarodni organizirani kriminal uspevajo predvsem tam, kjer so vladni organi §ibki

in/ali malostevilni. Migracijski pritisk se povecuje, kar ima resne posledice za drzave v regiji in EU.

Obmocje Sahela Se vedno redno prizadevajo humanitarne krize — pri ¢emer zaradi negotove
preskrbe s hrano v letu 2015 trpi ve¢ kot 20 milijonov ljudi, od katerih jih ve¢ kot 4 milijone
potrebuje nujno pomoc¢ v hrani —, zato ostaja eno glavnih obmocij v Afriki, ki jim je namenjena
humanitarna pomoc¢. Suse, podnebne spremembe in zdravstvene tezave bodo $e naprej ogrozale
(narascajoce) lokalno prebivalstvo, nujno pa je treba obravnavati temeljne slabosti in okrepiti
odpornost na prihodnje pretrese (povezane s podnebjem in konflikti) na nacionalni ravni in ravni
skupnosti, pri ¢emer je treba posredovati zlasti na podrocjih socialne zascite, prehranske varnosti,

prehrane in sredstev za prezivljanje.

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Obenem na tem obmocju ni dovolj vladnih zmogljivosti in v¢asih premalo politicne zavezanosti, da
bi zagotovili varstvo ¢lovekovih pravic, kar je temeljni vzrok in hkrati simptom nenehnih kriz v
regiji. Razmere Se poslabsujejo Sibke institucije pravne drzave, korupcija, splosno pomanjkanje
odgovornosti, socialne neenakosti in neenakosti spolov ter ponavljajoce se diskriminatorne prakse
proti nekaterim ranljivim skupinam. Odloc¢ilna komponenta tega regionalnega akcijskega nacrta

ostaja krepitev ¢lovekovih pravic in pravne drzave kot odziv na krizo Stevilnih razseznosti v Sahelu.

Sistem EU za zgodnje opozarjanje na konflikte kaze na to, da se sploSne razmere v Sahelu
poslabsujejo ali kve&jemu stagnirajo, kar potrjuje indeks &lovekovega razvoja’, ki prav tako ne kaZe
nobenega napredka. Posledi¢no je obmocje Sahela Se vedno zaznamovano z velikimi razvojni
1zzivi, nestabilnostjo in vsesplosnimi politi¢énimi delitvami. Dejavniki, ki so bili prvotno doloc¢eni v

strategiji EU za varnost in razvoj, so torej $¢ vedno splosno aktualni'.

Zlasti razmere v Maliju so kljub francoskemu posredovanju in vzpostavitvi ve¢dimenzionalne
integrirane stabilizacijske misije ZN v Maliju (MINUSMA) Se vedno zelo zaskrbljujoce zaradi
Stevilnih teroristicnih napadov in velikega Stevila zrtev v mirovnih silah, malijski vojski in med
civilnim prebivalstvom, predvsem v severnih regijah. Na konferenci donatorjev v Bruslju

(maja 2013) so uspesno zbrali precej sredstev za hitro okrevanje drzave, uvedeni mehanizmi za
nadaljnje ukrepanje pa so omogocili pozorno spremljanje izvajanja. Ponovna vzpostavitev
ustavnega reda je bila uspesna, Se vedno pa ostaja veliko izzivov, zato bo klju¢nega pomena
izvajanje verodostojnega, vkljuujo€ega in trajnostnega mirovnega sporazuma, kar bo zahtevalo

obnovljeno zavezanost drzav v regiji in mednarodne skupnosti, tudi EU.

Na seznamu iz porocila ZN o indeksu ¢lovekovega razvoja za leto 2014 je med 187
drzavami (glede na ocene iz leta 2013) Niger na 187. mestu (eno mesto nizje kot prejSnje
leto), Cad na 184. (eno mesto niZje), Burkina Faso na 181. (isto mesto), Mali na 176. (isto
mesto), Mavretanija pa na 161. mestu (dve mesti nizje).

To spada tudi v okvir skupne strategije EU-Afrika (navesti sklic), ki je bila potrjena na
cetrtem vrhu EU-Afrika aprila 2014 v Bruslju.

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Na regionalni ravni so bile sprozene nove pobude kot odziv na potrebo po tesnejSem usklajevanju in

skupnem ukrepanju. Med drugimi:

Globalno zaveznistvo za pobudo ,,odpornost v Sahelu (AGIR), vzpostavljeno v
Ouagadougouju decembra 2012;

skupina G5, ki so jo leta 2014 ustanovili voditelji drzav Burkina Fasa, Cada, Malija,
Mavretanije in Nigra, da bi obravnavali glavne izzive v Sahelu, zlasti na podroc¢ju
varnosti in razvoja;

ministrska platforma v Bamaku, vzpostavljena po skupnem obisku obmocja na visoki
ravni leta 2013 (ZN, Afriska unija, Svetovna banka, EU) za usklajevanje strategij za
Sahel;

proces iz Nouakchotta leta 2013 za spodbujanje kolektivne varnosti v regiji pod
okriljem AU;

ponovna oZivitev Komisije za Cadsko jezero za resevanje skupnih mejnih vprasan;
zaradi povecane groznje, ki jo za obmocje Sahela pomenijo dejavnosti skupine Boko

Haram.

Te pobude bi bilo treba podpirati v skladu z interesi in prednostnimi nalogami Unije. Vendar pa to

zahteva temeljito oceno njihove dodane vrednosti, prednostno obravnavo in pravo izbiro

instrumentov.

EU ponovno poudarja potrebo po vklju€evanju in zastopanosti Zensk in moskih v mediaciji,

mirovnih pogajanjih in prizadevanjih za vzpostavitev miru.
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Kar zadeva dejavnosti EU, je imenovanje posebnega predstavnika EU (PPEU) leta 2013 omogocilo
bolj proaktiven pristop do regije in boljSo prepoznavnost EU. Samo izvajanje strategije za Sahel je
sproZilo skupni razmislek o tem, kako bolje ,,misliti in delovati na regionalni ravni®. V tem smislu
je razsiritev strategije na Burkina Faso in Cad leta 2014 zagotovila novo priloznost za §iri obseg
delovanja EU". Temeljite ocene sistema zgodnjega opozarjanja, izvedene leta 2013 in 2014 za
osem drzav na §irSem obmod&ju Sahela'?, in posledi¢no izvedene dodatne delavnice za analizo
konfliktov za Nigerijo in Cad so bile dragocen prispevek k pripravi skupne analize tveganja
konfliktov in opredelitvi interesov EU, dodana vrednost in priloZznost za ukrepanje za zmanjSanje

teh tveganj v posameznih drzavah in na regionalni ravni.

Poleg tega si bodo sluzbe Komisije in ESZD prizadevale bolje upostevati dejstvo, da Sahel meji na
sosednje drzave Evropske unije. Treba je razviti skupni okvir za dialog in sodelovanje med EU,

Magrebom in Sahelom, pa tudi z drugimi zahodnoafriskimi drzavami.

In kon¢no, Ceprav je sama strategija za Sahel Se vedno veljavna, je za prihodnje dejavnosti v okviru
te strategije, katerih cilj bi moral biti tudi spodbujanje ¢lovekovih pravic in demokracije v regiji,
pomembna potreba po usmeritvi na izbrana podrocja, kot so integrirano upravljanje meja,
tihotapljenje in nedovoljena trgovina ter mednarodni organizirani kriminal, mobilnost in migracije,
vklju¢no s prisilnimi migracijskimi tokovi, odziv na demografske izzive in zaposlovanje mladih v

povezavi z bojem proti radikalizaciji.

Ta vprasanja obravnava sedanji regionalni akcijski nacrt.

Medsektorske misije v teh drzavah so pomagale opredeliti obseg sodelovanja v okviru
strategije.

12 Burkina Faso, Kamerun, Cad, Mali, Mavretanija, Niger, Nigerija in Senegal.
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IZVAJANJE STRATEGIJE IN PRIDOBLJENE IZKUSNJE

Strategija za Sahel je bila rezultat obseznih pogajanj in nacrtovanja ter je odziv na skupne
pomisleke EU in njenih drZav ¢lanic glede povecanih varnostnih groZenj v Sahelu. Ta skupna
usmeritev je sredstvo za stalen dialog in tesno sodelovanje na ravni poveljstev ter skupne ukrepe na
tem podro&ju. V zadnjih $tirih letih je delovanje EU v Sahelu, skupaj z dejavnostmi drzav &lanic®,
doseglo izjemne razseznosti. Z osredoto¢anjem na povezave med varnostjo in razvojem so se odprle

nove moznosti usmerjanja politike.

Od vsega zacetka je bilo uporabljenih veliko razli¢nih instrumentov in orodij EU. Ob sprejetju

strategije za Sahel je bil 10. Evropski razvojni sklad (ERS) priblizno na polovici svojega izvajanja

(2008-2013). Vseeno je bilo iz tega instrumenta namenjenih 1,5 milijarde EUR za Mali,
Mavretanijo in Niger v podporo ukrepom, opredeljenim v strategiji, med drugim socialnim
sektorjem, prehranski in hranilni varnosti, razvoju podezelja, zaposlovanju, dobremu upravljanju,
pravni drzavi, reformam pravosodja ter decentralizaciji. Poleg tega regionalni okvirni program za
zahodno Afriko podpira projekte, ki prispevajo k sektorjem, kot so mir in varnost, upravljanje,
gospodarsko povezovanje in odpornost. Velika vecina ukrepov je bila torej v skladu s stratesko

usmeritvijo ukrepanja in cilji iz strategije za Sahel.

Kljub temu so bila z namenom $e bolj usmerjenega ukrepanja v okviru vmesnih in ad hoc pregledov
revidirana finan¢na sredstva drzav, da bi se Se bolje uskladila s cilji strategije in da bi se zagotovili
potrebni viri za nove dejavnosti. Vendar pa je to v skladu z zavezami, ki so jih sprejele partnerske
drzave in EU v okviru 10. ERS, in tudi veljavnimi postopki zahtevalo nekaj casa. To deloma

pojasnjuje, zakaj so se nekatere dejavnosti zacele Sele leta 2013.

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Instrument za stabilnost in njegov naslednik, instrument za prispevanje k stabilnosti in miru, se

intenzivno uporabljata po vsem obmocju Sahela, tako v okviru njunih kratkorocnih komponent oz.
komponent za odzivanje na krize kot dolgoro¢nih komponent. Dejavnosti na podrocju varnosti
zajemajo podporo civilnim organom pregona in pravosodju pri vzpostavljanju varnosti in
zagotavljanju zascite civilistov (Mali), podporo varnosti na ravni skupnosti, vkljuc¢no z
vzpostavitvijo ob¢inskih policijskih organov (Niger), ter krepitev zmogljivosti za upravljanje meja
(Mavretanija, Niger-Nigerija). Podpora se zagotavlja tudi za pobude na podro¢ju boja proti
terorizmu in radikalizaciji, ustanovitev ,,akademije za varnost za Sahel* (trenutno jo sestavljajo
predstavniki iz Malija, Mavretanije in Nigra), ki jo je podprla skupina G5 Sahel, spodbujanje
strpnosti, dialoga in svobode govora, medverskega dialoga in dialoga znotraj vere, zagotavljanje
pedagoske pomoci koranskim Solam (Mali, Nigerija, Niger) ter preprecevanje nasilnega
ekstremizma z ustvarjanjem socialno-ekonomskih priloznosti, zlasti za mlade (Cad, Niger,
Nigerija). Podprti so bili tudi programi za razorozitev, demobilizacijo in ponovno vkljucitev, ki
spodbujajo ponovno socialno in ekonomsko vklju¢evanje nekdanjih borcev/vojakov (Nigerija,
Cad). Na podlagi ocene sistema zgodnjega opozarjanja, izvedene leta 2013, je bil naro¢en pregled
literature o boju proti nasilnemu ekstremizmu, strokovnjak pa je ve¢ delegacijam v regiji predaval o

tem, kako obravnavati boj proti nasilnemu ekstremizmu v dolo¢enem kontekstu.

Vojaska misija Serval pod francoskim vodstvom v obdobju 2012-2013 in aktualna misija
Barkhane, ki se je zacela avgusta 2014, sta bili bistvenega pomena v boju proti terorizmu v Sahelu.
Pomembne komponente odziva EU na nestabilnost v Sahelu in ¢ezmejne razseznosti varnostnih

grozenj pri tem boju proti terorizmu in organiziranemu kriminalu so tudi tri misije v okviru

SVOP™. Te so ukrepi v odziv na krizne razmere in imajo kratko- do srednjero¢ne cilje, vseeno pa
zagotavljajo naravne sinergije in dopolnjevanje z dolgoro¢nejSim mandatom varnostnih komponent

razvojnih instrumentov.

4 EUCAP Sahel Niger in Mali kot civilni misiji s svetovanjem in usposabljanjem podpirata

nacionalne organe in notranje varnostne sile pri krepitvi zmogljivosti za boj proti terorizmu in
organiziranemu kriminalu. EUTM Mali — vojaSka misija, v kateri sodeluje vojasko osebje iz
23 drzav ¢lanic — usposablja malijsko vojsko in zagotavlja strokovno znanje pri reformi
oboroZenih sil.
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Visoka predstavnica je marca 2013 imenovala PPEU za Sahel. Delo PPEU je klju¢nega pomena za

izboljSanje kakovosti in u¢inka v okviru delovanja EU v Sahelu, tako na podrocju politike in

varnosti kot tudi razvoja. Njegova vloga v malijskih mirovnih pogajanjih je ob podpori mediacijske

skupine bistvena za EU, saj bi to lahko zelo pozitivno vplivalo na prihodnjo stabilnost, ne le v

Maliju, ampak tudi v $irsi regiji.

EU je nedvomno dosegla velik napredek pri reSevanju izzivov v Sahelu, saj je premagala obstojece

ovire in ji je uspelo zagotoviti dopolnjevanje med razli¢nimi instrumenti in misijami EU oziroma

ERS ter tudi tesno usklajevanje z drzavami ¢lanicami. Vendar je treba storiti Se vec:

o Kar zadeva metodologijo, pa je treba dodatno okrepiti celovit pristop pri delovanju EU

v Sahelu, zlasti sedanja prizadevanja za oblikovanje postopkov skupnega ocenjevanja in

skupnega nacrtovanja programov na podlagi usklajenega sistema spremljanja. S takSnim

ucinkovitim sistemom spremljanja bi spodbudili u¢inkovitejSe in uspesnejSe ukrepe.

Politi¢no in diplomatsko ukrepanje

Po sprejetju strategije EU so temu zgledu sledili drugi mednarodni akterji, ki so zaceli izvajati
lastne strategije za Sahel (vklju¢no z Zdruzenimi narodi, AfriSko unijo, Svetovno banko in
gospodarsko skupnostjo zahodnoafriskih drzav (ECOWAY)), kar je podkrepilo miselnost, da je

treba razmisljati na regionalni ravni.

S strategijo se je nadalje okrepila vloga EU, ki je priznana kot klju¢en mednarodni akter pri
reSevanju ponavljajocCe se regionalne krize. Zato ima EU posebno odgovornost, ki se trenutno
odraza v dejavni udelezbi v kljuénih politi¢nih procesih, vklju¢no z alzirskimi mirovnimi pogajanji

o Malijju.

V okviru vseh mednarodnih forumov in usklajevalnih sestankov v zvezi s Sahelom je EU zastopal
posebni predstavnik, kar je diplomaciji EU zagotavljalo in bo Se naprej zagotavljalo usklajenost in

prepoznavnost na tem podrocju.

V odnosih z lokalnimi oblastmi v posameznih drzavah so zadevne delegacije EU spodbujale
regionalni pristop. V bliznji prihodnosti bosta za EU bistvena vzpostavitev rednega politi¢nega
dialoga na visoki ravni s skupino G5 Sahel ter spodbujanje nadaljnjega zblizevanja staliS¢ glede
vprasanj varnosti in stabilnosti v drZzavah Sahela. EU in njene drzave ¢lanice bodo predvidele

podporo skupini G5 Sahel.

Da bi lahko izzive obravnavali v okviru, ki presega pet drzav Sahela, bi lahko na bolj sistematic¢en
in konkreten nacin ter v skladu z njihovimi vlogami in cilji spodbujali ustrezna partnerstva z
Afrisko unijo, ECOWAS, procesom iz Nouakchotta, skupino G5 Sahel, Skupnostjo sahelskih in
saharskih drzav (CEN-SAD) ter Komisijo za Cadsko jezero.

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Varnost in pravna drzava

Na podrocju varnosti bodo sluzbe Komisije in ESZD Se naprej spodbujale in podpirale nacionalna
in regionalna prizadevanja v zvezi z reformo varnostnega sektorja, upravljanjem varnosti, povezavo
med varnostjo in pravico ter integriranim upravljanjem meja. Sluzbe Komisije in ESZD bodo
okrepile podporo nacionalnim in regionalnim prizadevanjem v boju proti terorizmu, tihotapljenju
migrantov in trgovini z ljudmi, drugim oblikam nedovoljene trgovine ter mednarodnemu
organiziranemu kriminalu. Te izzive je treba nadalje obravnavati, tudi ob upostevanju korupcije, ki
je v Stevilnih od teh drzav prisotna v delih politiénega in varnostnega aparata. Sluzbe Komisije in
ESZD bodo $e naprej delovale skupaj z drzavami Sahela — in po potrebi tudi s SirSo regijo — na
podrocju boja proti terorizmu in iskale priloznosti za sodelovanje, tudi prek misij v okviru SVOP.

To vkljucuje spodbujanje dostopa do verodostojnega pravosodja, ki varuje ¢lovekove
pravice, zmanjSuje nekaznovanost in krepi boj proti korupciji. Sluzbe Komisije in ESZD krepijo

podporo razvoju ucinkovitih kazenskopravnih odzivov na terorizem in organizirani kriminal.

Boj proti nasilnemu ekstremizmu in radikalizaciji ter njuno preprecevanje

Stevilne prednostne naloge na podro¢ju razvoja, dobrega upravljanja in notranjega reSevanja sporov
bodo imele neposreden ali posreden u¢inek na boj proti nasilnemu ekstremizmu in radikalizaciji ter
njuno preprec¢evanje. V njihovem okviru bodo med drugim obravnavani marginalizacija,

neizpolnjene osnovne potrebe, brezposelnost, pomanjkanje izobrazbe in ¢lovekova varnost.

Pri preprecevanju bosta klju¢na izboljsanje kratko- in dolgoro¢nih gospodarskih moznosti za mlade

ter zagotavljanje priloZnosti za izobrazevanje.
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Sluzbe Komisije in ESZD bodo preprecevanje vkljucevale v programe, da bi posredovanja
osredotocili na dolocena geografska obmocja in/ali ciljne skupine, v katerih sta radikalizacija in
novacenje Se posebej pogosta, v sodelovanju z regionalnimi in nacionalnimi delezniki, tudi
skupinami civilne druzbe. Spremljali se bodo tudi dodatni preventivni ukrepi, ki se sprejmejo zaradi

OKREPLJENI UKREPI V OKVIRU REGIONALNEGA AKCIJSKEGA NACRTA

okolis¢in in pridobljenih izkuSenj, je mogoce opredeliti niz prednostnih ukrepov, ki bi jih bilo treba
okrepiti. Ti ukrepi se bodo obravnavali z diplomatskimi in politiénimi prizadevanji ter upostevali

pri doloc¢anju prihodnjih pobud.

Preprecevanje in zatiranje radikalizacije

Sedanje nacrtovanje programov EU v zvezi s Sahelom vkljucuje ve¢ elementov za obravnavo
radikalizacije in novacenja, vendar je treba storiti $e veliko ve¢ tako na politi¢ni in diplomatski kot
na varnostni in razvojni ravni. Radikalizacijo v Sahelu podziga meSanica zapletenih dejavnikov in
okolis¢in, ki presegajo revscino, diskriminacijo, slabe gospodarske razmere itd. Zato mora tudi
predlagani odziv presegati tradicionalno razvojno delo ter biti hkrati specifi¢no preprecevalen in

relevanten za prepredevanje’®.

S specifi¢no preprecevalnimi dejavnostmi naj bi ljudi odvrnili od zatekanja k terorizmu, dejavnosti,
relevantne za preprecevanje, pa so usmerjene v odpravo pogojev, ki lahko pospesujejo
radikalizacijo in Sirjenje terorizma. Pomembna sta boljSe razumevanje in obravnava temeljnih
razlogov, kot so brezposelnost, pomanjkanje izobrazbe, izklju¢enost in ¢lovekova varnost. Stevilne

od teh bi lahko obravnavali z ustreznim razvojnim odzivom, ki bi zagotovil dolgoro¢no perspektivo.

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PRVO PODROCJE UKREPANJA: Sluzbe Komisije in ESZD bodo v skladu s ¢lenom 210 PDEU
usklajevale razvojne programe EU in drzav clanic, da bi se lahko po potrebi osredotocili na
dolocena geografska obmocja oz. skupnosti, v katerih sta radikalizacija in novacenje najbolj
pogosta, ter si prizadevale za nadaljnje vkljucevanje preprecevanja in boja proti radikalizaciji v
razvojno delo in tozadevno nacrtovanje programov. Priprava in izvajanje specificno preprecevalnih
projektov, med drugim v zvezi z ideologijo in skupaj z verskimi akterji, pa tudi glede dostopa do
virov in drugih temeljnih vzrokov radikalizacije. Izvedba Studije o vplivu salafizma oz. vahabizma v
regiji. Podpora razvoju zmogljivosti medijev, nevladnih organizacij, civilne druzbe in lokalnih
oblasti. Podpora institucijam in organizacijam, ki spodbujajo zmeren in miroljuben islam, ter
islamskim organizacijam civilne druzbe, ki si prizadevajo za mir. Preucitev dodatnih moznosti z
usmerjenimi analizami, usposabljanji in podporo tako delegacijam EU kot drugim ciljnim
skupinam. Osredotocenje na temeljne vzroke radikalizacije, in sicer skrajno revscino, brezposelnost

in Sibkost izobrazevalnih sistemov.
Mladi

Glavni gonili gospodarskega razvoja v Sahelu sta kmetijstvo in ekstraktivna industrija. Za
zagotovitev novih delovnih mest in znatno zmanjsanje splosne revscine in dohodkovne neenakosti,
ki sta Se naprej zelo razsirjena po vsem Sahelu, je potrebna mocnejsa gospodarska rast, ki ne bo
temeljila na mineralnih virih. Potrebna so tudi dodatna prizadevanja za ustvarjanje zaposlitvenih

moznosti v vseh sektorjih, zlasti za mlade.

Dejavnosti za preprecevanje radikalizacije so pomembne, saj je zelo veliko mladih, kar je eden
najvecjih izzivov na obmocju Sahela. Za obravnavo tega vprasanja ter odvracanje mladih od
radikalizacije in mrez, ki se ukvarjajo z mednarodnim organiziranim kriminalom in tihotapljenjem,
je bistveno zagotoviti smiselne alternative in priloznosti, zmanjSati neenakost ter izboljSati socialno

kohezijo in zaupanje v nacionalne institucije in prihodnost posameznih drzav.

Za Sahel je pomembno tudi dejstvo, da pokonfliktne razmere prinasajo posebne izzive za mlade (na
primer nedavno razorozene, nedejavne moske in razseljene mlade moske); Stevilni od teh so bili

prikrajSani za izobrazbo, pogosto pa so bili borci ali del mrez, ki nadzorujejo nedovoljeno trgovino.
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To dokazuje, kako pomembna za mlade sta zaposlenost in ustvarjanje delovnih mest.

DRUGO PODROCJE UKREPANJA: Zagotavljanje podpore, ki je pomembna za mlade, vkljucno z
izobrazevanjem in usposabljanjem ter ustvarjanjem delovnih mest, ter zagotavljanje enakih
moznosti za fante in dekleta. Vkljucevanje opolnomocenja mladih na razlicna podrocja na podlagi
kazalnikov za spremljanje in spodbujanje izobraZevanja in zaposlovanja mladih, da se zagotovijo
alternative nezakonitim dejavnostim oz. ekstremisticnim dejanjem. Nadaljnji razmislek o tem, kako
bi lahko podprli mlade kot nosilce pozitivnih sprememb. Krepitev odpornosti mladih, na primer
tako, da se v programih EU in drZav ¢lanic po moznosti nadalje spodbujajo gospodarske in
zaposlitvene moznosti (med drugim s podporo MSP in kljucnim vrednostim verigam ter
zaposlovanjem lokalne delovne sile), ter zmanjsanje neenakosti. Lahko bi se zacel tudi poseben
razmislek o demografskih izzivih, da bi se laZje spoprijeli z njimi. Demografijo bi bilo treba
postopoma in bolj sistematicno vkljucevati v politicni dialog z drzavami upravicenkami. Gledano
Sirse, uporaba instrumentov EU in drZav ¢lanic za izboljsanje socialne kohezije in vkljucujoce
gospodarske rasti, vkljucno z regionalnim povezovanjem, zlasti z izvajanjem razvojnega programa

sporazuma o gospodarskem partnerstvu.

Migracije in mobilnost

Ljudje se selijo, da bi ubezali revsc¢ini in konfliktu, se zascitili pred preganjanjem ali resno
nevarnostjo ter si ustvarili boljSe zivljenje. Za posameznike je lahko migracija ena naju¢inkovitejSih
in najbolj neposrednih strategij za zmanjSanje revs¢ine, ob pomanjkanju delovnih mest pa si zelijo
Stevilni mladi z njo zagotoviti boljSe moznosti. EU bi se morala osredotociti na 1) prepre¢evanje
nezakonitih migracij, tihotapljenja in trgovine z ljudmi ter boj proti njim; 2) povezavo med
razvojem in migracijami, da se zagotovi ¢im vecji u¢inek migracij in mobilnosti na razvoj;

3) spodbujanje mednarodne za¢ite ter 4) upravljanje mobilnosti in zakonitih migracij'®. Razmere v
Nigru, ki je pomembna tranzitna drzava, bodo zahtevale intenzivnejSa prizadevanja, zlasti za
okrepitev in podprtje ukrepov, ki so ze bili uvedeni kot del misije EUCAP Sahel Niger v okviru

SVOP. Ta prizadevanja bi bilo treba prednostno osredotociti na obmocji Agadeza in Arlita.

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TRETJE PODROCJE UKREPANJA: Krepitev povezave med razvojem in migracijami ter
vkljucevanje migracij v skupno ukrepanje EU in drzav ¢lanic na podlagi globalnega pristopa k
vprasanju migracij in mobilnosti, procesa iz Rabata ter drugih zadevnih procesov. Obravnava
demografskih izzivov v regiji, ki bi lahko zaostrili Ze obstojece tezave (na primer glede rabe zemljis¢

ali prehranske varnosti).

Upravljanje meja, nedovoljena trgovina in mednarodni organizirani kriminal

Upravljanje ¢ezmejnih vprasanj je bistveno za stabilnost in varnost na obmocju Sahela ter ima
nacionalne, regionalne in globalne posledice, tudi za EU?. EU trenutno podpira ve& dejavnosti v
okviru boja proti nedovoljeni trgovini (partnerstvo z Uradom ZN za droge in kriminal (UNODC) in
ECOWADS) ter na obmejnih obmocjih, tako na podro¢ju varnosti kot razvoja. Vendar je potrebno
SirSe in celovitejSe delovanje, da se lokalne oblasti in uprave spodbudijo k tesnemu sodelovanju in
odzivanju na izzive radikalizacije, nasilnega ekstremizma, terorizma, tihotapljenja migrantov,
trgovine z ljudmi ter drugih oblik nedovoljene trgovine in mednarodnega organiziranega kriminala,
pa tudi nadzora ozemlja in nezakonitih migracij. Posebna pozornost bo namenjena mednarodnim
normam in standardom v zvezi z mednarodno zascito migrantov v tranzitu. Pri tej zavezi bi bilo

treba upostevati razvoj, stabilnost drzavnih struktur in zascito civilistov.

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CETRTO PODROCJE UKREPANJA: Izvajali se bodo ukrepi v zvezi z upravljanjem meja, trgovino
z ljudmi in drugimi oblikami nedovoljene trgovine ter mednarodnim organiziranim kriminalom, pri
katerih bodo ob usklajevanju z drzavami clanicami upostevani vsi instrumenti EU, poudarek pa bo
zlasti na okrepljenem medagencijskem in cezmejnem sodelovanju ter izmenjavi informacij. Kot je
navedeno v sklepih Sveta iz novembra 2013, ki jih je decembra 2013 potrdil Evropski svet, in v
izjavi s Cetrtega vrha EU-Afrika, je integrirano upravljanje cezmejnih vprasanj eden od kljucnih
elementov za stabilnost in varnost na Sirsem obmocju Sahela. EU bo razmislila o izvajanju
projektov integriranega upravljanja meja na obmocju Sahela in okoli Cadskega jezera, vkljucno z
ukrepi na podrocju razvoja in varnosti, v popolni usklajenosti s celovitim pristopom. V ta namen bi
se lahko oprla na tekoce programe in dejavnosti, ki prispevajo k integriranemu upravljanju meja na
SirSem obmocju Sahela, ki jih Ze izvajajo drzave clanice. Spodbuja tudi civilni misiji v okviru SVOP
na obmocju Sahela, EUCAP Sahel Mali in EUCAP Sahel Niger, naj v okviru svojih operativnih
nacrtov in zmoznosti podpirata lokalna prizadevanja za razvoj lokalnih zmogljivosti za upravljanje
meja in dejavno prispevata k mednarodnemu usklajevanju na terenu. V zvezi s tem bi moral zlasti
EUCAP Sahel Niger ohraniti prizadevanja na obmocju Agadeza in Diffe, ki bi jih okrepili z
dodatnimi zmogljivostmi, dogovorjenimi v skladu z uveljavljenimi postopki, ko bodo razmere to
dovoljevale. Organizirano bo regionalno srecanje vodij delegacij iz drzav okoli Cadskega jezera

(podobno tistemu, ki je bilo junija 2014 v Dakarju,).

INSTRUMENTTI IN POBUDE

Izvajanje regionalnega akcijskega nacrta bo ob delitvi dela med EU in njene drzave Clanice
zajemalo vrsto instrumentov in mehanizmov oz. nac€inov izvajanja, katerih namen bo okrepitev
celovitega pristopa EU. V dodatkih II in III so podrobno predstavljene trenutne in nacrtovane
dejavnosti. Vendar je treba glede na dinamicne in nestanovitne razmere v Sahelu opozoriti, da v tej

fazi ni mogoce napovedati ali dolociti vseh dejavnosti, matriko pa bo treba redno posodabljati.
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Od sprejetja strategije za Sahel leta 2011 se je drzavam v regiji zagotavljala znatna podpora.
Stevilne od teh dejavnosti $e vedno potekajo in se bodo nadaljevale, druge pa se bodo zadele

izvajati v odziv na nove ali spreminjajoce se izzive.

Finan¢no podporo izvajanju regionalnega akcijskega nacrta, ki prispeva k uresnicevanju ciljev
strategije za Sahel v prihodnjih letih, bi morali zagotoviti tako v okviru dvostranskega delovanja

drzav ¢lanic kot iz instrumentov EU.

Medtem ko je ERS zastavljen vecletno in osredotoCen zlasti na dolgoro¢ni razvoj, imajo drugi

instrumenti drugacne cilje in ¢asovne okvire ter so usmerjeni v varnost, stabilnost in mir.

V skladu s ¢lenoma 3 in 4 uredbe o instrumentu za prispevanije k stabilnosti in miru*' je namen
instrumenta odzivanje na razmere med krizo ali ob njenem nastanku za preprecevanje konfliktov
