Dear Colleagues, 

Finland has made a notification on 17.3.2020 regarding the restriction of non-essential travel on both 
Schengen external and internal borders. In addition, on 27.3.2020 we informed you about a change in 
border crossing points in Åland. We notified about continuing travel restrictions on 7.4.2020. 

Since the coronavirus pandemic still poses a threat to our citizens and to the functioning of our society and 
economics, the Finnish government has decided to continue temporary control at internal borders for the 
period of 14.5.-14.6.2020 on the basis of article 25 and article 27 of the Regulation (EU) 2016/399, on a 
Union Code on the rules governing the movement of persons across borders (Schengen Borders Code). 

The restriction of traffic at external borders will be in force for the same period as mentioned above.
