RESOLUTION OF THE SENATE
Delivered on the 22" session held on 25™ of March 2026

On European Grids Package

Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on guidelines for
trans-European energy infrastructure, amending Regulations (EU) 2019/942, (EU) 2019/943
and (EU) 2024/1789 and repealing Regulation (EU) 2022/869 /Senate Print no. N 140/15,
COM(2025) 1006/

Proposal for a Directive of the European Parliament and of the Council amending Directives
(EU) 2018/2001, (EU) 2019/944, (EU) 2024/1788 as regards acceleration of permit-granting
procedures /Senate Print no. N 141/15, COM(2025) 1007/

The Senate

1. Supports
- the emphasis placed by the European Commission on energy networks and considers the
package to be a long-awaited acknowledgement of the structural challenges and problems
that the development of European electricity grids has been facing for many years;
- in general terms efforts to address long-standing problems in the planning and
implementation of EU energy infrastructure;
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2. Is concerned, however,
that the submitted Proposals will result in a further increase in excessive and complicated
administrative burdens, which may ultimately slow down efforts to accelerate the
development of national electricity grids and cross-border interconnections between Member
States;

3. Stresses that
- measures at EU level must not disproportionately interfere with national competences;
- the development of energy networks must proceed with an emphasis on their safe and
reliable operation;

4. Has come to the conclusion
that the submitted Proposals do not comply with the principle of subsidiarity according to
Article 5(3) of the Treaty on European Union for the following reasons:

5. Has fundamental reservations in particular regarding

- the weakening of national competences in the field of landscape planning, and particularly
the strengthening of the role of the European Commission and the Agency for the
Cooperation of Energy Regulators (ACER) (e.g. in the preparation of binding central
development scenarios) at the expense of Member States and system operators;

- the obligation to draw up implementation plans and to report annually on Projects of
Mutual Interest (PMIs) and Projects of Common Interest (PCls); while also having doubts
about the real added value of the proposed European coordinator;

- the blanket introduction of the institute of tacit approval (i.e. a legal fiction of a decision
in the absence of action by the authority) in permitting procedures;

- the introduction of mandatory and unitary procedural instruments (e.g. an independent
facilitator for dialogue with the public) regardless of differences in national administrative
and legal systems;

- the mandatory introduction of a single digital portal, which is technically, financially and
organizationally unfeasible in the proposed scope and required time;

- automated application of Cross-Border Cost Allocation (CBCA) as this methodology has
not proven to be effective in the past, while emphasising that decisions on Cross-Border
Cost Allocation should continue to be based on mutual agreement among the relevant
national regulatory authorities;

- automatic approval of the connection of sources above 10 kW, in particular with regard to
ensuring the stability and cybersecurity of the transmission grid;

- central redistribution of part of congestion income (25%) to projects included in the Union
list as these incomes should be reinvested in national networks in the relevant bidding
zones or continue to be used by operators to reduce tariffs for local consumers;

6. Adopts
therefore a Reasoned Opinion on the incompatibility of both Proposals with the principle of
subsidiarity in accordance with Article 6 of the Protocol on the Application of the Principles
of Subsidiarity and Proportionality attached to the Treaties;
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7. Requests in accordance with the Government that

- exemptions from environmental impact assessment (EIA), Natura 2000 assessment and
species protection remain optional and fully within the competence of Member States;

- rules for the renewal or modernisation of existing installations/sources (so called
repowering) preserve national flexibility in assessing overriding public interest, in
particular with regard to defence and state security, nature protection and linear
infrastructure projects;

- administrative permitting procedures and the private-law contractual process for grid
connection be clearly detached;

8. Calls on the Government
to consistently uphold the principle of technology neutrality and to take into account the
specific position of the Czech Republic as a landlocked and transit country;

1. Requests the Government
to provide the Senate by 30™June 2026 with information about the way this Resolution was
taken into account, and about the further development of negotiations;
2. Authorises
the President of the Senate to forward this Reasoned Opinion to the Presidents of the European
Commission, the European Parliament and the Council.
