STATEMENT BY AUSTRIA

“Osterreich erkennt grundsitzlich die mdglichen Potenziale der neuen genomischen Techniken
(NGT) an, jedoch sind diese auch mit moglichen Risiken behaftet.

Positiv bewertet Osterreich, dass bei NGT-Pflanzen der Kategorie 2 ein Opt-out vom Anbau
weiterhin mdglich ist. Demgegeniiber werden jedoch zentrale, von Osterreich wiederholt
vorgebrachte Bedenken im finalen Text weiterhin nicht ausgerdumt. Nachfolgend werden diese
Bedenken dargelegt:

— Aus osterreichischer Sicht widerspricht der Verzicht auf eine Risikobewertung von NGT-

Pflanzen der Kategorie 1 und deren Produkten dem Vorsorgeprinzip sowie dem Cartagena-
Protokoll.

— Dariiber hinaus ist Osterreich der Auffassung, dass Konsumentinnen und Konsumenten ein
Recht auf Information und Wabhlfreiheit haben. Das Fehlen einer Kennzeichnungspflicht fiir
Produkte von NGT-Pflanzen der Kategorie 1 (mit Ausnahme von
Pflanzenvermehrungsmaterial) schrankt diese Wahlfreiheit erheblich ein und wird daher als
nicht vertretbar angesehen.
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— Das vorgesehene Verbot der Verwendung von NGT-Pflanzen und deren Produkten in der
biologischen Landwirtschaft wird von Osterreich ausdriicklich begriiBt. Allerdings stellt
sich die Frage, wie dies ohne Kennzeichnung der Produkte von NGT-Pflanzen der
Kategorie 1, inklusive Futtermittel, ohne massiven Mehrkostenaufwand fiir die
Landwirtschaft bewerkstelligt werden soll.

—  Die Moglichkeit, dass NGT-Pflanzen patentiert werden konnen, lasst beflirchten, dass es zu
nachteiligen Auswirkungen auf kleine und mittlere Ziichtungsunternehmen kommen kénnte
und diese vom Markt verdringt werden. Die im finalen Text vorgesehenen
Transparenzbestimmungen in Bezug auf Patente beseitigen aus Osterreichischer Sicht weder
die grundlegenden Bedenken in dieser Frage noch schaffen sie Rechtssicherheit.

— Osterreich betrachtet die Aquivalenzkriterien nach Anhang I als nicht wissenschaftlich
fundiert. Trotz wiederholt geduBerter Bedenken wurde bislang keine fundierte
wissenschaftliche Begriindung dafiir gegeben, warum diese Kriterien, einer konventionellen
Ziichtung entsprechen sollten. Osterreich mochte auBerdem darauf hinweisen, dass Anhang
I hinsichtlich der Aquivalenzkriterien wesentlich vom Verhandlungsmandat des Rates
abweicht. Dies betrifft insbesondere die Ausnahme von genetischen Verdnderungen in
Intronen und regulierenden Sequenzen von der festgelegten Obergrenze. Aus
osterreichischer Sicht hétte dies vor der finalen Abstimmung tiber den Text weitere
Diskussionen erfordert.

Vor diesem Hintergrund kann Osterreich der Annahme der Verordnung nicht zustimmen.”

STATEMENT BY CROATIA

STATEMENT BY THE COMMISSION

“The European Commission reiterates its full commitment to protecting the functioning of the
internal market and the plant breeding sector, in particular small and medium-sized enterprises
(SMEy).

To this end, in accordance with the provisions of the compromise agreement, the Commission

recalls the following measures included in the text to be adopted by the Council as its position at

first reading:

1.  The Commission will closely monitor the impact of the NGT regulation on SMEs in the
European seed sector, with the objective to avoid that the development of NGT plants, and
in particular their patenting, leads to negative impacts on the plant breeding market, such as
the exclusion of SMEs.

2. The Commission will oversee the drawing up of a code of conduct which will be ready as
soon as possible and no later than 6 months before entry into application of the regulation.

3. The Commission will assess the functioning of licensing platforms and their use by the seed
sector, to ensure transparency on patents and facilitated access to licences for SMEs under
fair and reasonable conditions.

4.  The Commission will ensure that SMEs have access to support and guidance on patent
matters relating to plants, in order to balance the relations between different players in the
plant breeding market.
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5. The Commission will fulfil all its reporting obligations, which include a report on the
implementation of the regulation every 5 years (Article 32(1)), an assessment of the impact
of the regulation (Article 32(3)), an assessment of the impact of NGT plant patenting
practices (Article 31(4)), and a report on the functioning of the code of conduct every 5
years (Article 30(7)).

6.  As part of its assessment under Article 31(4), the Commission will consider the
appropriateness of updating or supplementing its interpretative notice 2016/C 411/03 on
certain articles of Directive 98/44/EC on the legal protection of biotechnological inventions.
In particular, the Commission will assess whether it would be appropriate and legally
feasible to further precise and clarify the patentability criteria for inventions relating to
plant genetic information, the concept of essentially biological processes and the conditions
for compulsory cross-licensing set out in Article 12 of that Directive, without prejudice to
the legal framework provided for in the Directive and in full compliance with the
international commitments of the EU.

7. Inthe event that the system is not functioning smoothly, in particular as regards SMEs, the
Commission will consider, where appropriate, the establishment of mandatory conditions or
safeguards as part of the review clause provided for in Article 31(10), in full compliance
with the international commitments of the EU.”

“Slovenija meni, da kljub temu, da dogovor, dosezen v tristranskih pogajanjih o predlogu uredbe o
gozdnem reprodukcijskem materialu, prinasa dolocene izboljSave, ve¢ pomembnih vprasanj ni
zadostno obravnavanih.

Zlasti Slovenija poudarja potrebo po jasnejSih in trdnejSih doloc¢bah glede enotne uporabe pravil na
notranjem trgu, da bi preprecili razhajanja pri izvajanju med drzavami ¢lanicami, ki bi lahko
ogrozila posteno konkurenco in sledljivost.

STATEMENT BY THE COMMISSION

“The Commission has stated its intention to assess the synergies that exist between the tasks and
competences of the European Union Agency for Railways (ERA) established in the framework of
its current mandate under Regulation (EU) 2016/796 of the European Parliament and of the
Council and the requirements for implementation of this Regulation with a view to seek ERA’s
support in activities related to the preparatory work for secondary legislation and to performance
monitoring. The Commission notes in this respect that data collected and monitored by ERA
within its current mandate, as well as ERA’s tools of analysis, can also be used to monitor the
capacity use, to assess the railway sector performance, and to support the preparation of
secondary legislation, thereby avoiding duplications of data collection, storage, and tools for
analysis, in a spirit of simplification and better regulation.”
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
