INLEDNING

Denna rapport omfattar uppgifter fran 2024 om 1) licenser som beviljats eller avslagits och ii) export
av konventionella vapen fran EU:s medlemsstater. Den omfattar 4ven verksamhet som ror
genomforandet av radets gemensamma stindpunkt 2008/944/Gusp'2, och innehéller icke
uttommande uppgifter om Overforingar av forsvarsrelaterade produkter inom EU vilka regleras av

Europaparlamentets och radets direktiv 2009/43/EG3.

Rapporten har sammanstéllts av Europeiska utrikestjénsten pa grundval av uppgifter fran
EU-medlemsstaterna. Arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella vapen (COARM) inom radets
arbetsgrupp for icke-spridning och vapenexport stdder en stindig dialog mellan medlemsstaterna

om en enhetlig tillampning av de gemensamma reglerna for kontroll av vapenexport.

Foljande tredjelidnder har officiellt anslutit sig till kriterierna och principerna i gemensam
standpunkt 2008/944/Gusp: Albanien, Bosnien och Hercegovina, Georgien, Island, Kanada,
Montenegro, Nordmakedonien och Norge. Ett system for informationsutbyte mellan EU och Norge

har varit i bruk sedan 2012.

Onlinesystemet innehdller information om virde, mottagarland och typ av vapenexportlicenser frén
alla EU-medlemsstater samt om faktisk export frdn de EU-medlemsstater som rapporterar sdédana
uppgifter. Den erbjuder olika grafiska framstéllningar och verktyg for att sammanstélla en mangd
olika analytiska sammanstéllningar for alla som &r intresserade av varde, militir utrustning och
mottagarldnder for den europeiska vapenexporten. Onlinesystemet gor det mojligt for anvindarna
att 1asa uppgifter pa ett mer anvéndarvinligt sdtt, men rapporten i Europeiska unionens officiella

tidning ar fortfarande den huvudsakliga informationskéllan.

1. GENOMFORANDET AV GEMENSAM STANDPUNKT 2008/944/GUSP (”den gemensamma
standpunkten”)

1. Politiska dialogmoten

Under 2024 holl utrikestjénsten politiska dialogmdten om fragor rorande vapenexportkontroll med
Norge och Forenta staterna. Dessa politiska dialogmdten utgjorde ett forum for givande
diskussioner i frdgor av Omsesidigt intresse, t.ex. exportpolicy gentemot vissa mottagarlénder,
frdgor som ror efterlevnad och kontroll samt vapenhandelsfordraget. Dessutom deltog Forenta
staterna 1 ett mdte i arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella vapen for att diskutera fragor som

ror vapenexportkontroll med EU:s medlemsstater.

2. Dialog med berorda parter: Europaparlamentet, det civila samhéllet och industrin

Utrikestjansten besvarade parlamentsfragor fran ledaméter av Europaparlamentet om
vapenexportfragor.

I enlighet med tidigare praxis anordnades regelbundet moten i arbetsgruppen for export av
konventionella vapen med externa enheter, diribland mdten med chefen for avdelningen for
exportkontroll inom ukrainska utrikesministeriets generaldirektorat for internationell sdkerhet och
militirt och tekniskt samarbete, icke statliga organisationer (t.ex. ICRC och Saferworld) och foretag
(Conflict Armament Research).

Forumet for icke-statliga organisationer i arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella vapen dgde
rum den 18 april 2024 och anordnades gemensamt av Saferworld och utrikestjansten.
Arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella vapen bjod dessutom in foretrddare for den europeiska
forsvarsindustrin till sina méten, och hade debatter med deltagande frin tankesmedjor som arbetar

med frdgor som ror vapenhandel (EU-konsortiet for icke-spridning).

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3. Utatriktad verksamhet

Enligt artikel 11 1 den gemensamma standpunkten ska medlemsstaterna gdra sitt yttersta for att
uppmuntra andra stater som exporterar militér teknik eller krigsmateriel att tillimpa kriterierna i
[den] [...] gemensamma stdndpunkt[en]”. Frimjandet av 4ndamélsenliga nationella
vapenexportkontroller samt av principerna och kriterierna i den gemensamma stdndpunkten 1
utvalda tredjeldnder skedde genom genomforandet av radets beslut (Gusp) 2023/25393, genomfort
av Tysklands forbundsmyndighet f6r ekonomi och exportkontroll (Bafa) — ofta kallat fas VI i
COARM:s utétriktade verksamhet.

EU:s utétriktade insatser mot tredjeldnder fortsatte ocksa nir det giller universalisering och
genomforande av vapenhandelsfordraget, med verksamhet som bedrivs av Bafa och Expertise
France enligt radets beslut (Gusp) 2021/2309° (utdtriktad verksamhet avseende
vapenhandelsfordraget — fas III) och av sekretariatet for vapenhandelsfordraget enligt rddets beslut

(Gusp) 2023/22967. Mer information finns nedan och i bilaga D.

4. Oversyn av gemensam stindpunkt 2008/944/Gusp (”den gemensamma stindpunkten”)

Under 2024 fortsatte arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella vapen arbetet med genomforandet

av malen i rddets slutsatser® om 2019 &rs 6versyn av den gemensamma stdndpunkten.

Sedan 2022 har utrikestjdnsten forvaltat en intern databas med landssidor med relevant information
om potentiella och nuvarande destinationer for europeisk export av militir utrustning. Den
innefattar ett internt dokument om god praxis med inslag for att ta fram ett nationellt system for
rapportering av faktisk export. Databasen &r endast tillgdnglig for licensieringsansvariga fran

EU:s medlemsstater och for utrikestjdnsten. Den syftar till att bidra till ytterligare konvergens i

medlemsstaternas tilldimpning av den gemensamma standpunkten.

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I punkt 14 1 sina slutsatser fran 2019 gav radet arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella vapen 1
uppdrag att efter fem ar (2024) gora en ny utvardering av genomforandet av den gemensamma
standpunkten. Under 2022 inleddes dversynsprocessen, som fortsatte under hela 2024, forst inom
tre fokusgrupper med foretrddare for medlemsstaterna, och dérefter genom forhandlingar inom
arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella vapen om uppdateringar av den gemensamma

stdndpunkten och anvindarguiden, samt genom nya radsslutsatser om vapenexportkontroll®.

5. Underrittelser om avslag och samrad

I den gemensamma stdndpunkten foreskrivs att medlemsstaterna ska underritta varandra om avslag
pa licensansokningar. Den foreskriver dven ett samrddsforfarande nir en medlemsstat behandlar en
licensansdkan for en transaktion som i huvudsak r identisk med en ans6kan som tidigare har fatt
avslag av en annan medlemsstat. Detta sker via COARM:s onlinesystem. Det har redan visats att
systemet frimjar 6ppenheten bland medlemsstaterna gentemot specifika slutliga mottagarlander och

slutanvindare.

Antalet underrittelser om avslag — per mottagarland och per militér forteckningskategori — anges pa
rad d i tabellerna 1 bilaga A.I. Antalet samrad som utfiardats och mottagits av varje medlemsstat

samt antalet samrad per destination dterfinns 1 bilagorna B.I respektive B.IL

Forsvarsforetag i medlemsstaterna dr i allménhet medvetna om begriansningarna 1
vapenexportpolitiken och kommer vanligtvis att avstd vanligtvis fran att ans6ka om en licens om de
vet att ansokan kommer att avslas. Ett litet antal avslag visar dérfor inte hur restriktiv
exportpolitiken ir néir det giller specifika mottagarlinder. A andra sidan ir vapenembargon som

inforts av EU!? allménna férbud mot att bevilja licenser for dessa mottagarlédnder.

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6. Anvindarguiden

Anvindarguiden ér ett viktigt verktyg, dir 6verenskomna riktlinjer for genomforandet av
tillimpningsbestimmelserna for den gemensamma stdndpunkten samlas och kriterierna déri tolkas.
Den ndmns i artikel 13 i den gemensamma standpunkten. Den har utarbetats av arbetsgruppen for
export av konventionella vapen och uppdateras regelbundet. Den senaste uppdateringen, som
gjordes i samband med dversynen av den gemensamma standpunkten (2019), forblev giltig under

hela 2024, Det 4r inte en rittsligt bindande akt men den har godkénts av radet.

Anviéndarguiden ar i forsta hand tdnkt att anvindas av tjinstemin som handlagger exportlicenser
(tjanstemdn som handldgger licenser samt andra tjanstemin vid berérda ministerier och
myndigheter) och bidrar séledes pé ett betydande och pragmatiskt sétt till 6kad samsyn mellan
medlemsstaterna i politik och forfaranden for kontroll av vapenexport. I syfte att stodja
tillimpningen av kriterierna i den gemensamma standpunkten, ger guiden exempel pé bésta praxis
som har utarbetats av arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella vapen med utgdngspunkt 1
nationell bésta praxis och med beaktande av bidrag frén andra berdrda intressenter, inbegripet det
civila samhéllet. Syftet med denna bésta praxis dr 6kad enhetlighet i friga om medlemsstaternas
tillimpning av kriterierna i den gemensamma stdndpunkten. Detta uppnas till exempel genom
faststéllande av de faktorer som ska beaktas vid beddmningen av ansdokningar om exportlicens.
Beslutsprocessen underbyggs genom dessa tjansteméns sakkunskap i frdgor som omfattar regionala,

rattsliga, judiciella, tekniska och utvecklingsrelaterade samt sdkerhetsrelaterade och militédra fragor.

Guiden ir offentlig och finns pé utrikestjédnstens webbplats!?. Den har offentliggjorts for att frimja
oppenhet samt forstaelse for motiv och faktorer som ligger bakom medlemsstaters faktiska eller

eventuella beslut om licenser d&ven om besluten 1 sig inte dr foremal for extern granskning.

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7. Europeiska unionens gemensamma militdra forteckning

EU:s gemensamma militdra forteckning omfattar den militira utrustning for vilken medlemsstaterna
ska krdva exportlicenser, i enlighet med artikel 12 i den gemensamma standpunkten. Den ar identisk
med forteckningen over forsvarsrelaterade produkter enligt bilagan till direktiv 2009/43/EG'3.

EU:s gemensamma militdra forteckning tar hdnsyn till de dndringar i Wassenaar-arrangemangets
krigsmaterielforteckning som man enas om vid arrangemangets plenarméten. Den senaste versionen
av EU:s gemensamma militéra forteckning, som var géllande under den period som omfattas av
denna rapport, offentliggjordes i Europeiska unionens officiella tidning den 19 februari 2024,14 efter
dndringar som man enades om vid Wassenaar-arrangemangets plenarmote

den 4-5 december 202315,

8. Vapenformedling

I enlighet med artikel 5 i rddets gemensamma stdndpunkt 2003/468/Gusp'® har medlemsstaterna
inréttat separata arrangemang for att utbyta information om licenser for vapenférmedling som
beviljats eller avslagits. Dessutom har de medlemsstater som kréver att formedlare ska ha skriftligt
tillstand att verka som formedlare och/eller har upprittat ett register dver vapenformedlare infort
separata arrangemang for utbyte av relevant information om registrerade formedlare. Information

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II. VAPENHANDELSFORDRAGET

1. Deltagande 1 vapenhandelsfordraget: statspartskonferensen

Liksom vid tidigare statspartskonferenser spelade EU och dess medlemsstater en aktiv roll under
hela forberedelsefasen och under statsparternas tionde konferens (19—23 augusti 2024), vilken
fokuserade pa den roll som samarbete mellan organ spelar, som ett tema som var prioriterat av det

ruminska ordférandeskapet.

I samband med detta uppmanade statspartskonferensen statsparterna att i) utbyta erfarenheter pa alla
de sitt och 1 alla de format som foreskrivs i fordraget, bland annat genom att uppdatera befintliga
frivilliga vagledningsdokument for genomforande av fordraget, i) inkludera samarbete mellan
organ i arbetsprogrammen for fordragets arbetsgrupper och undergrupperna till dessa, iii) dverviga
att utarbeta ett frivilligt dokument for stater som dr intresserade av att utveckla nationella system
och iv) stodja kapacitetsuppbyggnad inom samarbetet mellan organ genom den frivilliga fonden och

andra former av utbildning.

Statsparterna antog dven rekommendationer rorande genomforandet av fordraget, inbegripet de

aterstaende kapitlen i1 den frivilliga vigledningen for genomforande av artiklarna 6 och 7.

Statspartskonferensen diskuterade fordragets universella tillimpning och stéllde sig bakom att

insatserna for dess universella tillimpning skulle inriktas pd Asien och Stillahavsomradet.

Nar det géller 6ppenhet och rapportering antog statspartskonferensen rekommendationer for att
frimja anvindningen av tillgéngliga bistandsmekanismer, bland annat for att stodja det
EU-finansierade kapacitetsuppbyggnadsprojeket, som genomfors av sekretariatet for
vapenhandelsfordraget, och initiativet med regionala rapporteringsforesprikare. Staterna uttryckte
oro dver den alarmerande nedatgiende trenden i friga om rapportering: Ar 2023 limnades endast
57 procent av de arliga rapporterna in. En femtedel av statsparterna har aldrig ldmnat in ndgon
rapport, och endast 23 procent av de statsparter som ldmnat in rapporter offentliggjorde sin forsta

rapport. Detta innebér att dppenhet ar ett av de mél 1 fordraget som &r svérast att uppna.

Konferensen uppmanade dessutom till ytterligare utbyte av nationell praxis i frdga om
forebyggande och hantering av konsrelaterat vald inom vapenhandelsfordragets arbetsgrupper (som
alla kommer att ha en kontaktpunkt for jimstélldhetsfrdgor) och foreslog att man skulle overviga att

inrdtta en resursdatabas pd vapenhandelsfordragets webbplats.

EU hade en hog profil och synlighet under hela konferensen och gjorde sju uttalanden om samtliga
dmnen (ordforandeskapets &mne — samarbete mellan organ, allméin debatt, ett effektivt
genomforande av fordraget, universell tillimpning, 6ppenhet och rapportering, sekretariatet,
finansiella bidrag). EU betonade ocksa sitt starka stod for ett effektivt genomférande och en
universell tillimpning av vapenhandelsfordraget och uppmanade alla stater att avstd fran
vapendverforingar till Ryssland. EU:s viktiga roll i fordraget erkindes allmént, fraimst av lander
som drar nytta av utatriktade program och EU-finansierade projekt som genomfors av sekretariatet
for vapenhandelsfordraget. Dessutom finansierade EU tva sidoevenemang: 1) ett om EU:s program
till stod for genomforandet av vapenhandelsfordraget, som anordnades av dess genomférandeorgan
— Expertise France och den tyska ekonomi- och exportkontrollmyndigheten (Bafa) — och 2) ett om
systemet for validering av vapen- och ammunitionshantering — ett EU-finansierat projekt som
genomfors av rddgivande gruppen for ammunitionshantering vid Internationella centrumet for
humanitir minrdjning 1 Genéve (GICHD-AMAT).

2. EU:s program till stdod for genomforandet av vapenhandelsfordraget

Med anledning av ikrafttradandet for tio ar sedan, och med 116 statsparter hittills!”, fortsitter
utmaningen att vapenhandelsfordraget ska fa universell tillimpning och genomforas pé ett effektivt

satt av statsparterna.

Som ett sétt att ta sig an dessa utmaningar fortsatter EU att finansiera ett program till stod for
genomforandet i tredjeldnder!®. Detta program genomfors av bade den tyska ekonomi- och
exportkontrollmyndigheten (Bafa) och Expertise France. Inom ramen for detta program ges bistdnd
till tredjeldnder pa deras begéran for att stirka deras system for vapendverforing sé att de

overensstimmer med kraven i fordraget. Detaljer om verksamheten under 2024 éterfinns 1 bilaga D.

3. Stod till sekretariatet for vapenhandelsfordraget

Genom antagandet av radets beslut (Gusp) 2023/2296!° enades radet om att stddja sekretariatet for
vapenhandelsfordraget 1 den verksamhet som é&r inriktad pd att genomfora vapenhandelsfordraget.
Detta beslut ligger i linje med EU:s allminna politiska mal att stdrka den multilaterala ramen, bland

annat pa omradet vapenexportkontroll. Detaljer om verksamheten under 2024 aterfinns 1 bilaga D.

— Genomfora den reviderade gemensamma standpunkten och uppdraget fran radets slutsatser

om vapenexportkontroll.

— Anta och genomfora forbéttrade arbetsmetoder for arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella

vapen.

—  Anta principer och mekanismer for att inom EU underlitta 6verforing och export av
krigsmateriel eller militar teknik som &r ett resultat av mellanstatligt och/eller industriellt
samarbete, medfinansieras av deltagande EU-medlemsstater och/eller subventioneras med
EU-medel.

- Fortsitta samordningen av stodet till Ukraina for att forhindra avledning av handeldvapen och
latta vapen. Detta skulle ske genom regelbundna informella utbyten mellan
EU:s medlemsstater och institutioner i anslutning till métena 1 arbetsgruppen for export av
konventionella vapen och genom 6vervakning av genomforandet av relaterade rddsbeslut
(Gusp).

Arbetsgruppen for export av konventionella vapen skulle fortsitta att aktivt né ut till andra relevanta
grupper for att ansluta sig till nérliggande arbetsomraden, inbegripet arbetsgruppen for varor med

dubbla anvindningsomraden.
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1V. STODATGARDER INOM RAMEN FOR DEN EUROPEISKA FREDSFACILITETEN

Fyra ar efter det att den europeiska fredsfaciliteten inrdttades befinner sig genomforandet av dess
stodatgirder nu i ett skede dér de beslutade stoden ér i full gang och ger konkreta resultat.
Facilitetens dubbla roll nar det géller att tillhandahalla militart bistand till tredjelénder och
finansiera de gemensamma kostnaderna for militdra uppdrag och insatser inom den gemensamma
sdkerhets- och forsvarspolitiken (GSFP) har stirkt de regionala sékerhetsstrukturerna och
uppmuntrat tredjestater att stirka sina partnerskap med EU och samarbeta i fraga om gemensamma

sékerhetspolitiska mal.

Den europeiska fredsfaciliteten har ett globalt tillimpningsomrade och ger stdd i militira och
forsvarsrelaterade fragor till flera regioner i virlden. Syftet &r att forebygga konflikter, bevara
freden och stdrka den internationella sdkerheten och stabiliteten samt frimja internationell
ménniskorittslagstiftning och internationell humanitér rétt. Den 31 december 2024 hade

stodatgarder till stod for 26 partner antagits.

Pé det hela taget har den europeiska fredsfaciliteten bidragit till att stirka EU:s stdllning som en
tillforlitlig sdkerhetsgarant 1 hela virlden och 6kat EU:s synlighet 1 dessa partnerldander. Den

Det har ocksa fordjupat EU:s lagesuppfattning om utvalda partners
forsvarsberedskap. Stddet inom ramen for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten har ocksa bidragit till ett
mer djupgdende utbyte med EU:s medlemsstater och internationella partner pa plats och till
vélgrundade diskussioner med Nato och Afrikanska unionens kommission (4 U-kommissionen), 1

forekommande fall.

Varje forslag frén den hoga representanten om en stodatgérd inom ramen for den europeiska
fredsfaciliteten atfoljs av en konfliktkdnslighets- och kontextanalys samt av risk- och
konsekvensbeddmningar, bestimmelser om ¢vervakning och skyddsatgirder och riskreducerande
atgirder, beroende pd vad som &r lampligt, inbegripet 1 samband med Rysslands anfallskrig mot
Ukraina. Dessa inbyggda dtgdrder syftar till att sdkerstilla att det bistdnd som finansieras genom
den europeiska fredsfaciliteten &r forenligt med internationell manniskoréttslagstiftning,
internationell humanitér rétt och EU:s ram for vapenexportkontroll. Om en mottagare inte fullgor
sina skyldigheter kan radet tillfalligt avbryta eller avsluta bistdnd som finansieras genom den

europeiska fredsfaciliteten, vilket redan skett 1 Mali och Niger.

1. Stodatgirder till forman for partner i Afrika

1.1. Stodatgirder i form av ett allmint program for stod till Afrikanska unionen (AU)

Den 21 april 2022 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2022/667 om en andra stodatgird i form av ett allmént
program for stod till Afrikanska unionen, denna gang for perioden 2022-2024 (AM/GP-AU
2022-2024) och inledningsvis med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa 600 miljoner euro. Dessutom
overfordes ett belopp pa 4 miljoner euro frén den tillfdlligt upphivda stodatgérden till stod for

Republiken Malis forsvarsmakt i anslutning till EU:s utbildningsuppdrag i Mali till programmet.

Den 22 juli 2024 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2024/2034, som gor det mdjligt att med denna
stodatgird 1 form av ett allmént program finansiera atgarder som godkints av kommittén for
utrikes- och sdkerhetspolitik (Kusp) senast den 31 december 2025, sa att de aterstdende medlen kan

tilldelas ett ar ldngre 4n vad som ursprungligen planerats.

Begirandena om bidrag uppgick till 135 miljoner euro under 2022, 106 miljoner euro under 2023
och 134,8 miljoner euro per den 31 december 2024.

Pa grundval av rekommendationerna fran unionens hoga representant for utrikes fragor och
sakerhetspolitik (den héga representanten) godkinde Kusp tre atgérder inom ramen for denna

stodatgédrd under 2022, tre atgirder under 2023 och ytterligare tre under 2024.
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1.1.1. Stod till AU:s 6vergangsuppdrag i Somalia (Atmis)

Utdver det tidigare stod som beslutats 2021-2023 godkidnde Kusp den 16 april 2024 en atgérd till
stod for Atmis militdra komponent for perioden 1 januari-31 december 2024 pa 70 miljoner euro.
Syftet med denna dtgird, liksom de tidigare, var att géra det mdjligt for Atmis militira komponent
att fullgdra sitt mandat, med fokus pé en gradvis overforing av sékerhetsansvaret till de somaliska
sikerhetsstyrkorna, i linje med relevanta resolutioner fran FN:s sdkerhetsrdd och 6vergangsplanen

for Somalia.

Typ av stod: ersdttningar till trupper fran Uganda, Burundi, Kenya, Djibouti och Etiopien,

traktamenten for hoga officerare samt erséttning vid dodsfall och invaliditet.

1.1.2. Stod till den somaliska nationella armén (SNA)

Utover det tidigare stod som beslutats 2021 (SNA II) och 2023 (SNA III) godkdnde Kusp

den 16 april 2024 en tredje atgird (SNA IV) till stod for den somaliska nationella armén pé

40 miljoner euro. Syftet med dtgérden &r att fortsétta att bistd den somaliska nationella armén med
upphandling av utrustning som inte dr utformad for att astadkomma dodligt vald for att dtgirda
bristen pa utrustning som ar nddvéndig for att uppritthélla och utvidga de pagadende insatserna mot
al-Shabaab. Det §vergripande malet &r att stirka den militdra och forsvarsméssiga kapaciteten och
formagan hos Somalias federala regering och att stodja samarbetet mellan EU och Somalias

federala regering pa sakerhets- och forsvarsomradet.

Typ av stdd: Individuell och gemensam utrustning for prioriterade enheter inom den somaliska
nationella armén, stdd till uppforande och renovering av kaserner, utbildningsanldggningar,
militdrsjukhus och andra kritiska anlédggningar i hela Somalia fOr att forbéttra hela styrkans

kapacitet och forméga och forbattra reaktionstiden under insatser. Utbildningsammunition.
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1.1.3. Stod till multinationella gemensamma insatsstyrkan (MNJTF) mot Boko Haram

Utover det tidigare stod som beslutats 2021 (MNJTF 2022) och 2023 (MNJTF 2023-2024)
godkidnde Kusp den 13 november 2024 en tredje atgird (MNJTF 2025) till stod for multinationella
gemensamma insatsstyrkan pa 30 miljoner euro. Det foreslagna stodet bygger pa EU:s langvariga
samarbete med AU-kommissionen, kommissionen f6r Tchadsjons biacken och multinationella
gemensamma insatsstyrkan och gor det mdjligt att fortsitta med det nuvarande bistdnd som
tillhandahélls via AU-kommissionen inom ramen for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten till och med
den 31 december 2026. EU ér fortfarande den storsta bidragsgivaren till multinationella
gemensamma insatsstyrkan med sitt stod pa 40 miljoner euro for 2024. EU:s stod har visat sig vara
avgorande for att stirka kapaciteten och reaktionsformagan hos multinationella gemensamma
insatsstyrkan liksom samordningen mellan dess kontingenter. Vid flera tillfdllen har bade
AU-kommissionen och kommissionen for Tchadsjons backen lovordat det konstruktiva
partnerskapet och det goda samarbetet mellan EU och multinationella gemensamma insatsstyrkan i
kampen mot Boko Haram. EU:s stdd till multinationella gemensamma insatsstyrkan dr i synnerhet
avgorande for att styrkan ska kunna vara verksam pa faltet och fullgdra sitt mandat, eftersom stodet
bidrar till att stirka dess kapacitet, sirskilt pa foljande omraden: 1) planering och samordning av
militdra insatser, i1) underrittelseverksamhet, 6vervakning och spaning, iii) skydd av trupper under
insatser, iv) sjukvardsstdd, v) sjo-, luft- och marktransport, vi) utbildning i och efterlevnad av

internationell humanitér rétt och internationell ménniskorittslagstiftning.

Typ av stéd: Ekonomiskt stod till militdr och civil personal. Stod till verksamhet och tjdnster pa
omréddena hélso- och sjukvard, transport samt civil-militdr samordning. Utbildning av soldater inom
multinationella gemensamma insatsstyrkan 1 insatser mot improviserade sprangladdningar och
dronare, rdddningsinsatser 1 strid samt analys och tolkning av data. Leverans av fyra dronarsystem

och en simulator for utbildning i drénarflygning och insatser mot drdnare.

1.1.4. Stod till den gemensamma G5 Sahel-styrkan

Under diskussionen om Sahel i radet (utrikes fragor) den 19 februari 2024 foreslog den hoga
representanten att EU:s politiska strategi for Sahel skulle anpassas, bland annat genom att anpassa
EU:s stod till G5 Sahel i syfte att sikerstilla regelverket och avsluta dess regionala dimension.
Stodet till den gemensamma G35 Sahel-styrkan, som beslutades i december 2021, riktades darfér om
till férman for Tchads och Mauretaniens sikerhetsstyrkor. Utvecklingen av den politiska situationen
1 Tchad mot bakgrund av det kommande parlaments- och lokalvalet och den senaste utvecklingen
nér det giller forsvarssamarbetet med Ryssland maste dvervakas noga, eftersom dessa faktorer kan
paverka stodet inom ramen for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten.

Typ av stdd: teknisk utrustning, infrastrukturarbeten och underhallskapacitet.
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1.1.5. Stod till Sodra Afrikas utvecklingsgemenskaps uppdrag i Mocambique (Samim)

Den 8 december 2022 godkénde Kusp en adtgird till stod for Sodra Afrikas utvecklingsgemenskaps
(SADC) uppdrag i Mogambique?® pa 15 miljoner euro.

Atgirden omfattade tillhandahallande av utrustning for att stodja Samims militira komponent som
placerats ut 1 provinsen Cabo Delgado i Mogambique, bland annat transportresurser och teknisk och
medicinsk utrustning, samt en infrastrukturkomponent for att forbéttra tva framskjutna operativa

baser.

I slutet av januari 2024 bekréiftade SADC:s verkstédllande sekreterare offentligt att Samim senast
den 15 juli 2024 gradvis skulle dra sig tillbaka.

I samband med tillbakadragandet 6verlimnade Samim all aterstdende utrustning som
tillhandahéllits genom stodet inom ramen for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten till Mogcambiques
forsvarsmakt for framtida anvindning, detta i enlighet med Kusps rekommendation (dok. 11772/22)
om stdd till SADC-uppdraget i Mogcambique inom ramen for stoditgarden i form av ett allmént
program for stdd till Afrikanska unionen inom ramen for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten for
perioden 2022-2024.

Typ av stdd: lagerbefdstningar och lagringsbehallare, medicinsk utrustning, transportresurser samt

teknisk utrustning.

1.2. Bilaterala stodatgirder i Afrika

1.2.1. Mali

Stodatgarden till stod for Republiken Malis forsvarsmakt i samband med EU:s utbildningsuppdrag 1
Mali (EUTM Mali) ar fortfarande tillfélligt upphivd 1 enlighet med Kusps beslut av
den 30 maj 2023. Detta gjorde det mdjligt att anvinda de aktuella medlen till andra stodatgarder

under 2023, sarskilt 1 Benin och Ghana och till stod for den somaliska nationella armén.

Typ av stdd: Ingen utrustning eller infrastruktur har levererats.

20 Tio av SADC:s 16 medlemsstater bidrar med personal till uppdraget i Mogambique: Angola,

Botswana, Demokratiska republiken Kongo, Lesotho, Malawi, Namibia, Sydafrika,
Tanzania, Zambia och Zimbabwe. Botswana, Lesotho, Sydafrika och Tanzania bidrar med
stridstrupper.
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1.2.2. Moc¢ambique

Efter inrdttandet av EUTM Mocgambique den 12 juli 2021 godkénde radet en bradskande atgérd pa
4 miljoner euro den 30 juli 2021, och den 19 november 2021 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2021/2032
genom vilket en stodatgédrd pd 40 miljoner euro inréttades for att stodja fem militdra enheter som
utbildats av EUTM Mogambique. Den 21 april 2022 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2022/668 for att hoja
referensbeloppet for stodatgirden med 45 miljoner euro for att tillgodose behoven hos alla elva
enheter som ska utbildas. Det totala stddet till Mogambique inom ramen for denna stédatgérd och

den bradskande atgérden uppgér till 89 miljoner euro.

Detta stod har gjort det mojligt for de ovanndmnda enheterna att utveckla den nédvindiga och
héllbara kapacitet som krivs for att dteruppritta sédkerhet och trygghet i provinsen Cabo Delgado i
norra Mog¢ambique, och dirigenom mojliggéra nérvaro av ansvarsskyldiga brottsbekdmpande organ
for att skydda civilbefolkningen och gora det mojligt for ansvarsskyldiga statliga strukturer att
atervinda till och tillhandahalla tjénster 6ver hela Cabo Delgado. Utrustning tillhandahélls
uteslutande till enheter som utbildas av EUTM Mogambique.

Typ av stod: individuell och gemensam utrustning, marktransportresurser, teknisk utrustning och ett

féltsjukhus.

1.2.3. Rwanda

Den 1 december 2022 antog radet radets beslut (Gusp) 2022/2354 om en stodatgard for att stodja
utplaceringen av rwandiska forsvarsstyrkor i Mogambique, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa
20 miljoner euro. Den 18 november 2024 antog radet radets beslut (Gusp) 2024/2880 for att

fortsdtta med detta stod 1 ytterligare ett &r och tilldela ytterligare 20 miljoner euro.

Detta stod fran den europeiska fredsfaciliteten dr ett bevis pa att EU stoder afrikanska I6sningar pa

afrikanska problem. Det &r ocksa ett konkret bidrag till den globala kampen mot terrorism.

Pa begéran av Mocambiques myndigheter och for att delvis kompensera {or tillbakadragandet av
Samim, har Rwanda placerat ut ytterligare tva stridsgrupper frin sin forsvarsmakt och utvidgat sitt
verksamhetsomrdde. Rwandas utplacering omfattar for ndrvarande distrikten Palma, Mocimboa da

Praia, Macomia och Ancuabe.
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Rebellernas attacker har 6kat sedan Samim drogs tillbaka. Den ytterligare ndrvaron av rwandiska
forsvarsstyrkor dger darfor rum vid en kritisk tidpunkt for att undvika ett sdkerhetsvakuum och
bygger pa de betydande vinster som hittills uppnatts. Stédet inom ramen for den europeiska
fredsfaciliteten till utplaceringen av rwandiska forsvarsstyrkor i Cabo Delgado lovordas regelbundet
av Mogambiques myndigheter.

Syftet med stodéatgirden &r att stodja de ytterligare kostnader som genereras av fortsatt utplacering
av enheter fran rwandiska forsvarsstyrkor i provinsen Cabo Delgado i norra Mogambique for att
utvidga, skydda och uppritthélla dessa territoriella och taktiska vinster. Detta bor sékerstilla
sdkerheten for och skyddet av civila i Mogambiques norra provinser och underlétta for
brottsbekdmpande organ och andra ansvarsskyldiga statliga strukturer som tillhandahéller tjanster
till forman for befolkningen att atervénda dit.

Det stod som tillhandahalls inom ramen for denna stodatgérd bidrar till att ticka kostnaderna for
inkop av individuell basutrustning for soldater?! och till att finansiera lufttransport av trupper,
fornddenheter och utrustning som har direkt samband med de rwandiska forsvarsstyrkornas insatser
1 Cabo Delgado.

Typ av stdd: individuell och gemensam utrustning, ekonomiskt stod for att ticka kostnader i

samband med den strategiska flygtransporten.

1.2.4. Niger

Den 18 juli 2022 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2022/1236 om en stodatgird till stod for den nigeriska
forsvarsmakten, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa 25 miljoner euro.

Den 7 mars 2023 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2023/509 om en stodatgird till stod for den nigeriska
forsvarsmakten 1 anslutning till Europeiska unionens militira partnerskapsuppdrag i Niger, med ett
finansiellt referensbelopp pa 40 miljoner euro.

Den 10 juni 2023 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2023/1136 om en stddatgérd for att stodja den nigeriska
forsvarsmakten med militdr utrustning som &r utformad for att &stadkomma dodligt vald, med ett
finansiellt referensbelopp pa 4,7 miljoner euro. Samma dag antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2023/1137
om en stodatgird for att finansiera ytterligare verksamhet som kompletterar tillhandahallandet av
militdr utrustning till den nigeriska forsvarsmakten, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa

0,3 miljoner euro.

A Begrinsat till produkter som inte finns upptagna pa den gemensamma militéra forteckningen

inom ramen for den andra stodfasen, som antogs den 18 november 2024.
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Det 6vergripande malet med dessa stodédtgédrder var att starka den nigeriska forsvarsmaktens
formaga och motstdndskraft nér det giller att forsvara Nigers territoriella integritet och suverénitet

och att béttre skydda civilbefolkningen, inbegripet mot det vixande terroristhotet.

Efter kuppen i Niger i juli 2023 beslutade den hoga representanten att tillfalligt upphédva dessa

stodatgarder.

Typ av stdd: Ingen utrustning eller infrastruktur har levererats till Niger inom ramen for dessa
stodatgarder.

1.2.5. Mauretanien

Den 1 december 2022 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2022/2355 om en stodatgird till stod for
Mauretaniens forsvarsmakt, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa 12 miljoner euro.
Den 22 juli 2024 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2024/2015 om en andra stodatgard till forman {for

Mauretaniens forsvarsmakt.

Stodatgarden fran 2022 ska stodja Mauretaniens forsvarsmakt i dess anstrangningar att béttre
bemota de sikerhetshot som Mauretanien och regionen star infor. Syftet med stodatgérden éar darfor
att 6ka den militéra kapaciteten hos tva pa forhand identifierade bataljoner inom Mauretaniens
forsvarsmakt (Bataillon des fusiliers marins 1 Rosso och Bataillon des fusiliers de [’air) och att 6ka
Mauretaniens forsvarsmakts sjukvardskapacitet pa plats vid gransen till Mali och Vistsahara

(militira vardenheter i de militdra regionerna 2 och 3).

Malet for stodatgarden fran 2024 ir att stodja Mauretaniens kapacitet for 6vervakning och
avskrickande verksamhet pé land och till havs for att stirka skyddet av Mauretaniens nationella
territorium och territorialvatten. Den ska ocksa bidra till att bekdmpa olaglig verksamhet till havs
som riskerar att undergrava Mauretaniens sdkerhet och auktoritet och ddrigenom bidra till att
upprétthilla stabilitet i Mauretanien och skapa bittre sdkerhetsvillkor for civilbefolkningen i landet

och 1 regionen.

Typ av stdd: dronare, patrullbatar med fast flytkraft, flytdockor, annan navigationsutrustning och
radioapparater, personlig skyddsutrustning (glaségon for morkerseende, magnetfodral for glasogon
for morkerseende, skyddshjdlmar, skottsdkra vistar och plattbirare) samt medicinsk utrustning
(inbegripet tva insatsfordon som ska anvidndas som ambulanser, kirurgisk utrustning och

intensivvardsutrustning).
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1.2.6. Ghana

Radet har antagit tva stodatgirder (juli 2023 och april 2024) pa 33,5 miljoner euro till stod for
Ghanas forsvarsmakt for att forhindra att terroristhotet frdn Sahel sprider sig. De héller for

nédrvarande p4 att genomforas.

Stodet fran den europeiska fredsfaciliteten ges inom ramen for arbetet med att stirka forbindelserna
mellan EU och Ghana. Det bekréftar EU:s engagemang for fred och stabilitet i Véstafrika, dar
Ghana ér en viktig partner. Den europeiska fredsfaciliteten anses gora en stor skillnad, sirskilt tack
vare leveransen av 105 fordon i oktober 2023 som beslagtagits inom ramen for insatsen Eunavfor
MED Irini. Den har ocksa stérkt bilden av EU som en tillforlitlig sakerhetspartner som ger
forsvarsmakten ndodvéndigt stod. En dverlamningsceremoni for utrustning som finansieras inom
ramen for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten (tung teknisk utrustning, batar) 4gde rum i samma anda
den 26 februari 2025, i nirvaro av Ghanas forsvarsminister, den nationella sédkerhetsradgivaren och
EU-ambassadoren. Tack vare stodet fran den europeiska fredsfaciliteten 4r EU nu ockséd Ghanas
viktigaste sékerhets- och forsvarspartner. Framgéingen for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten ligger i
dess skriaddarsydda och partnerskapsinriktade strategi, som har skapat tillit och fortroende mellan

EU och Ghana.

Typ av stdd: militdrfordon, bildmaterial, tung teknisk utrustning (vdghyvel, hjullastare, gravlastare
och tippbil), utrustning f6r ammunitionsrojning, snabbinsatsbatar, hopfillbara bitar och

1.2.7. Demokratiska republiken Kongo

sasom kommandokit, forbandslador och kldder, och gemensam utrustning, sdsom utrustning for
bekdmpning av improviserade spriangladdningar, fordon och radioapparater, till den 31:a brigaden
for snabba insatser inom Demokratiska republiken Kongos forsvarsmakt (FARDC). Atgirden

kommer ocksé att stodja renoveringen av brigadens huvudkontor 1 Kindu (provinsen Maniema).
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Denna 31:a brigad for snabba insatser ar aktiv i 0stra delen av Demokratiska republiken Kongo, och
EU:s stod kommer att stirka FARDC:s kapacitet och motstandskraft i en region som utmairks av

mer dn 100 vépnade gruppers nirvaro.

Typ av stod: individuell utrustning, sdsom kommandokit, forbandslddor och klader, och gemensam
utrustning, sdsom utrustning for bekdmpning av improviserade spriangladdningar, fordon och

radioapparater.

1.2.8. Benin

Den 25 september 2023 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2023/2062 om en stodatgird for att stodja den
beninska forsvarsmakten, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa 11,75 miljoner euro. Genom denna
stodatgird kommer EU att tillhandahalla luftfartyg for underrittelseverksamhet, Overvakning och
spaning och obemannade luftfartygssystem, inbegripet reservdelar och underhallsutbildning.
Atgirden kommer sirskilt att inriktas pa att stodja insatsen Mirador som har pagatt i de norra

delarna av Benin sedan 2022.

Den 21 maj 2024 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2024/1455 om en andra stodétgard for att stodja den
beninska forsvarsmaktens kapacitet med icke-dodlig utrustning, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp

pa 25 miljoner euro.

Den 15 juli 2024 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2024/1980 om en tredje stodétgird for att stodja den
beninska forsvarsmaktens kapacitet med militdr utrustning som &r utformad for att astadkomma

dodligt vald, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa 5 miljoner euro.

Typ av stdd: luftfartyg for underrittelseverksamhet, 6vervakning och spaning och obemannade
luftfartygssystem, inbegripet reservdelar och underhallsutbildning, kvalificerande utbildningar for

piloter och 1 anvéndning av drénare, sjukvardskapacitet.

1.2.9. Elfenbenskusten

att sdkra omraden nira landgrénserna och bekédmpa icke-statliga vipnade grupper som destabiliserar

landet och hela Vistafrika.

Typ av stod: UAV-formégor, inbegripet utbildning och évningsutrustning, tvd dronarsimulatorer.

1.2.10. Stodatgird for att stodja den somaliska nationella armén med militdr utrustning som

ar utformad for att stadkomma dodligt vald

Den 27 november 2023 godkinde radet en stodatgird for att stodja den somaliska nationella armén
med militdr utrustning som &r utformad for att astadkomma dodligt vald, med ett finansiellt

referensbelopp péd 1 miljon euro.

Malet med stodatgirden ar att starka kapaciteten hos den somaliska nationella armén, som ska
utbildas vid General Dhagabadan Training Centre, for att dteruppritta sékerheten och tryggheten i
landet och skydda befolkningen. Genom denna stodatgérd kommer EU att tillhandahalla
ammunition som uteslutande kommer att anvéndas for utbildning av den somaliska nationella

arméns personal i samband med EUTM Somalia.

1.2.11. Militira aktorer och marinen i de kuststater som deltar i sjofartsskyddsinsatser i

Guineabukten
1.2.11.1. Ghana och Kamerun och Yaoundé-arkitekturen

Den 27 november 2023 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2023/2682 om en stodatgérd till stod for militira
aktorer och marinen i de kuststater som deltar i1 sjofartsskyddsinsatser i Guineabukten, med ett

finansiellt referensbelopp pa 21 miljoner euro.
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Syftet med stodatgérden &r att gora det mdojligt for marinen 1 Ghana och Kamerun att spela en aktiv
roll 1 att uppratthalla sjéfartsskyddet 1 Guineabukten inom ramen fér Yaoundé-arkitekturen, i
samarbete med marinen i partnerlénderna. I ett bredare perspektiv syftar stodatgarden till att
komplettera den samordnade nérvaro till havs i Guineabukten som EU initierat, i linje med

EU:s ambition att agera som en tillforlitlig sdkerhetspartner 1 Guineabukten. Under utformningen av
stodatgirden uttryckte de kamerunska partnerna sin uppskattning éver EU:s efterfragestyrda strategi
som star i centrum for stodet inom ramen for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten och som bidrar till ett

storre egenansvar hos mottagaren och till 6kat fortroende for EU som sékerhetspartner.

Typ av stdd: tjanster for underrittelseverksamhet, 6vervakning och spaning till
Yaoundé-arkitekturen samt icke-dodlig utrustning till marinen i Ghana och Kamerun, sdsom
uppblasbara batar med héart skrov, snabba motorbatar for intervention, motorer, litta marina

obemannade rotorluftfartyg, marina generatorer for fartyg och dykutrustning.

1.2.11.2. Benin

Den 13 juni 2024 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2024/1715 om en stodatgérd for att stirka den beninska

marinens kapacitet, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa 5 miljoner euro.

Atgiirden kommer sérskilt att leda till en storre insats for att aterstilla patrullbitarnas
driftsforhallanden i syfte att utveckla deras tekniska kapacitet och géra det mojligt for marinen att

oka antalet dagar till sj0ss.

Den beninska marinens ambition &r att utveckla sévil sjodvervakningen som insatskapaciteten for
att minska osdkerheten i och utanfor den exklusiva ekonomiska zonen, i samarbete med marinen 1

andra stater som dr parter i Yaoundé-arkitekturen.

Typ av stdd: individuell utrustning for sjdomén och anordnande av arbetsplatsanknuten utbildning 1

Cotonou.
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1.2.11.3. Republiken Kongo

Den 5 november 2024 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2024/2840 om en stodéatgard for att starka
kapaciteten hos Republiken Kongos flotta inom ramen for Yaoundé-arkitekturen, med ett finansiellt

referensbelopp pa 5 miljoner euro.

Syftet med atgirden ar aterstillande av patrullbatar till funktionsdugligt skick, tillsammans med
tillhandahéllande av utrustning och forbrukningsvaror som behdvs for fartygsunderhall, utbildning
pa arbetsplatsen i marint underhall, en uppgradering av kapacitet for underrittelseverksamhet,
overvakning och spaning samt ledning, liksom tillhandahéllande av specialiserad utrustning for
besoks-, bordnings-, sok- och insatsteam och havsdykare.

Den kongolesiska flottans ambition &r att utveckla sjodvervakningen och dven insatskapaciteten 1

och utanfor den exklusiva ekonomiska zonen, i samarbete med flottorna i andra stater som &r parter
1 Yaoundé-arkitekturen.

Typ av stod: aterstdllande av patrullbatar till funktionsdugligt skick, tillsammans med
tillhandahallande av utrustning och forbrukningsvaror som behovs for fartygsunderhall, utbildning
pa arbetsplatsen i marint underhall, en uppgradering av kapacitet for underrittelseverksamhet,
overvakning och spaning samt ledning, liksom tillhandahéllande av specialiserad utrustning for

besoks-, bordnings-, sok- och insatsteam och havsdykare.

1.2.12. Stodatgird till stod for Kenyas forsvarsmakt

Den 24 juni 2024 antog rddet beslut (Gusp) 2024/1794 om en stodétgérd till stod for Kenyas

forsvarsmakt, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pd 20 miljoner euro.

Malet med stodatgirden ar att stirka Kenyas forsvarsmakts operativa formaga att skydda Kenyas
territoriella integritet och suverdnitet och dess civilbefolkning mot interna och externa hot, att sdkra

gransomraden och motverka dkade al-Shabaab-insatser lings grinsen till Somalia.

Typ av stdd: stidrkande av kapaciteten och formagan hos stridsenheterna i den kenyanska arméns
infanteri och deras tillhérande stodenheter for assistans och underhéll 1 strid. Stod till den

kenyanska flottans strdvan att ta fram en infanteristyrka inom flottan, dvs. marinsoldater.
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2. Stodatgarder till forman for partner i det o6stra gsrannskapet

2.1. Ukraina
a)  Stodatgard till stod for den ukrainska forsvarsmakten (2021)

Den 2 december 2021 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2021/2135 om en stodatgérd till stod for den
ukrainska forsvarsmakten, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa 31 miljoner euro, for att stodja
uppbyggnaden av den ukrainska forsvarsmaktens forméga inom omradena for 1) sjukvard, ii) teknik

(inbegripet minrdjningsutrustning) och iii) mobilitet/logistik samt iv) cyberforsvar.

Typ av stod: faltsjukhus, medicinsk utrustning, minrdjningsutrustning och teknisk utrustning,

markmobilitet, logistiktillgangar och cyberforsvar.

b)  Stodatgirder till stdd for den ukrainska forsvarsmakten (2022)

Som svar pa Rysslands oprovocerade och oberittigade militdra angrepp mot Ukraina och till f6ljd
av Ukrainas begéran av den 25 februari 2022 om akut bistand antog radet den 28 februari 2022
beslut (Gusp) 2022/338 om en stddatgérd for tillhandahéllande till den ukrainska forsvarsmakten av
militdr utrustning och militdra plattformar som &r utformade for att 4stadkomma dodligt vald och
radets beslut (Gusp) 2022/339 om en stodatgérd till stod for den ukrainska forsvarsmakten med

utrustning som inte dr utformad for att dstadkomma dodligt véld.

Sedan februari 2022 har EU antagit ytterligare sex stddpaket for leverans av militér utrustning till
stod for den ukrainska forsvarsmakten: den 23 mars 2022, den 13 april 2022, den 23 maj 2022,
den 21 juli 2022, den 17 oktober 2022 och den 2 februari 2023, med ett totalt belopp pa

3,6 miljarder euro. Den 25 april 2024 mottog Kusp en foredragning av den hoga representantens
forslag till fyra rddsbeslut om dndring av de finansiella referensbeloppen i radets beslut

(Gusp) 2022/338 och (Gusp) 2022/339 i syfte att mobilisera alla tillgéngliga medel for Ukraina
inom ramen for det ”gamla” taket for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten och den nyligen inréttade

fonden for bistind till Ukraina. Paketet har d&nnu inte godkéants av radet.

Typ av stdd: ammunition, militdr utrustning och plattformar som ar utformade for att astadkomma
dodligt vald for forsvarsdndamal, icke-militér utrustning och icke-militéra varor, sdsom personlig

skyddsutrustning, forsta hjélpen-utrustning och bréansle.
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c)  Stodatgard till stéd f6r den ukrainska férsvarsmakten genom tillhandahéllande av ammunition

(det tredelade initiativet)

Pé grundval av en ukrainsk begéiran enades utrikes- och forsvarsministrarna den 20 mars 2023 om
en tredelad strategi for att paskynda leverans och gemensam upphandling, med sikte pa en miljon
enheter artilleriammunition till Ukraina i en gemensam insats inom de kommande tolv manaderna.

Den 23 mars 2023 vidlkomnade Europeiska radet detta initiativ.

For del ett antog radet den 13 april 2023 ett &ndringsbeslut (Gusp) 2023/810 med ett referensbelopp
pa 1 miljard euro for att betala ut erséttning for ammunition och robotar frén lager eller fran

omprioritering av befintliga bestédllningar som levererats till Ukraina under perioden

9 februari 2023-31 maj 2023.

For del tva antog radet den 5 maj 2023 beslut (Gusp) 2023/927 om en stodatgard for att stodja den
ukrainska forsvarsmakten genom tillhandahéllande av ammunition. Atgirden finansierar gemensam
upphandling av ammunition med kaliber 155 mm och robotar frén ekonomiska aktdrer som ar
etablerade 1, och har sin tillverkning 1, unionen eller Norge. Den 25 april 2024 mottog Kusp en
foredragning av den hdga representantens forslag till ett radsbeslut om dndring av det finansiella
referensbeloppet i1 rddets beslut (Gusp) 2023/927 {or att aterspegla det faktiska belopp som
utnyttjades inom ramen for denna stodétgérd. Av det tillgdngliga beloppet pd 1 miljard euro
utnyttjades endast cirka 358,5 miljoner euro. Aterstoden pa cirka 641,5 miljoner euro lades till det
pagéende stod som syftar till att astadkomma dodligt vald genom en hdjning av referensbeloppet i

radets beslut (Gusp) 2022/338.
Typ av stdd: ammunition och robotar.

d)  Stodatgdrder som atféljer Eumam Ukraina

Den 14 november 2022 och den 2 februari 2023 antog rddet besluten (Gusp) 2022/2245 respektive
(Gusp) 2023/231 om stdd for den ukrainska forsvarsmakten, som utbildas av Europeiska unionens

uppdrag for militért bistand till Ukraina (Eumam Ukraina), for dodligt och icke-dodligt bistand.

Den 28 november 2023 antog radet tvd dndringsbeslut for att hoja de finansiella referensbeloppen

for bada stodatgirderna till ett totalt belopp pa 255 miljoner euro.
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Genom stodatgirderna skedde under 2024 en fortsatt komplettering av de utbildningsinsatser som
leddes av Eumam Ukraina och finansiering av medlemsstaternas tillhandahallande av ammunition
och annan stodberittigande militdr utrustning som uppfyller Eumam Ukrainas operativa krav.
Stodatgarderna sorjer ocksa for finansiering av tjinster, inbegripet transport, férvaring, underhall
och reparation av den utrustning som medlemsstaterna har stéllt till forfogande f6r utbildning som
genomfors av Eumam Ukraina. Den 31 december 2024 hade mer dn 60 000 ukrainska soldater

utbildats och ett nytt mal satts att utbilda 75 000 soldater fram till slutet av vintern 2024-2025.

Den 8 november 2024 forlingde rddet Eumams mandat med ytterligare tva ar till och med

den 15 november 2026.

Typ av stdd: transport och omhédndertagande av deltagare 1 utbildningen, underhall och reparation
av den utrustning som medlemsstaterna har stillt till forfogande for utbildning och tillhandahallande

av ammunition for utbildningsandamal.

2.2. Moldavien

Efter tidigare stod som beslutats om under 2021-2023 antog radet den 4 april 2024 beslut
(Gusp) 2024/1049 om en stodatgéard till stod for Republiken Moldaviens forsvarsmakt, med ett
finansiellt referensbelopp pa 41 miljoner euro. Den 13 juni 2024 antog rédet beslut

(Gusp) 2024/1713 om en stodatgérd for att stodja Republiken Moldaviens forsvarsmakt, med ett
finansiellt referensbelopp pa 9 miljoner euro, denna gdng med stod utformat for att astadkomma

dodligt vald (luftforsvar).

Sedan antagandet av 2021 4rs stodatgérd har sdkerhetssituationen i det dstra grannskapet fordndrats
avsevirt pa grund av Rysslands oprovocerade och oberittigade militdra angrepp mot Ukraina, vilket
okar betydelsen av att ytterligare starka Republiken Moldaviens motstandskraft. Presidentvalet och
folkomrostningen om EU-medlemskap 2024 blev jamnare &n védntat mot bakgrund av en
inblandning fran Rysslands sida utan motstycke, bland annat med system for rostkop,

desinformation och utlindsk informationsmanipulering.
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Det 6vergripande malet med stodatgidrderna ar att bidra till att stirka den moldaviska
forsvarsmaktens kapacitet att forbéttra den nationella sdkerheten och stabiliteten samt
forsvarssektorns motstandskratft, i linje med EU:s politik for Moldavien. Stodatgarderna kommer att
gora det mojligt for den moldaviska forsvarsmakten att 6ka den operativa effektiviteten, paskynda
efterlevnaden av EU:s normer och interoperabiliteten, och dérigenom béttre skydda
civilbefolkningen i kriser och nddsituationer. De kommer ocksa att stdrka mottagarens kapacitet vad
giéller dess deltagande i militdra GSFP-uppdrag och GSFP-insatser samt i andra multinationella

insatser.

2021 ars stodatgard syftar till att stérka kapaciteten hos den moldaviska forsvarsmaktens militdra
sjukvardstjinst och ingenjorsbataljoner. 2022 &rs stodatgérd syftar till att stidrka kapaciteten hos
enheterna for logistik, mobilitet, ledning, cyberforsvar, obemannad flygspaning och taktisk
kommunikation. 2023 ars stodatgird syftar till att stirka kapaciteten hos enheter for 6vervakning
frén luften, mobilitet och transport, logistik, ledning samt cyberforsvar. 2024 érs stodatgard
(icke-dodligt stod) syftar till att stirka kapaciteten for 6vervakning fran luften, mobilitet och
transport, logistik, ledning och cyberforsvar. 2024 ars stodatgérd (stod utformat for att astadkomma

dodligt vald) syftar till att stirka Moldaviens luftforsvarsforméga.

Typ av stdd: medicinsk utrustning och utrustning for ammunitionsrdjning, évervakning fran luften,

logistik, mobilitet och transport, ledning, cyberforsvarsutrustning och luftforsvarsforméga.

2.3.  Georgien

Efter tidigare stod som beslutats om under 2021, 2022 och 2023 antogs en fjdrde stodatgard till stod
for den georgiska forsvarsmakten i borjan av 2024 med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pé

30 miljoner euro.

Efter antagandet av lagen om insyn 1 utlandsk paverkan och andra atgérder som undergraver
rittsstatsprincipen och demokratin 1 Georgien enades medlemsstaterna i utrikesridet
den 24 juni 2024 om att omprdva stodet inom ramen for den europeiska fredsfaciliteten till

Georgien, om situationen skulle forsdmras ytterligare.
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Till £6]jd av detta antogs inte 2024 ars foreslagna atgard. I ett dokument om alternativ som
utarbetats for diskussionen i utrikesradet forutses vid ytterligare forsdmring ytterligare mojliga
tillfalliga avbrott eller avslutande av de stodatgérder som haller pa att genomforas. Den 26 oktober
vann partiet Georgisk drom majoritet i parlamentsvalet, vilket priglades av anklagelser om
oegentligheter. Den 28 november 2024 uttryckte Georgiens regering sin avsikt att avbryta
anslutningsforhandlingarna med EU. Detta har lett till omfattande EU-vénliga protester i hela landet

samt till att olagligt och brutalt vald fran polisen har anvints i detta sammanhang.

Det dvergripande malet med de tre stoddtgirderna var att bidra till att stérka den georgiska
forsvarsmaktens kapacitet att stirka den nationella sdkerheten, stabiliteten och motstandskraften
inom forsvarssektorn, i linje med EU:s politik for Georgien och mot bakgrund av den forsdmrade
sdkerhetssituationen i det Ostra grannskapet till f6ljd av Rysslands oprovocerade och oberittigade
militdra angrepp mot Ukraina. Stodatgarderna syftade till att gora det mdjligt for den georgiska
forsvarsmakten att 6ka den operativa effektiviteten, paskynda efterlevnaden av EU:s normer och
interoperabiliteten, och ddrigenom biéttre skydda civilbefolkningen i kriser och nddsituationer. De
syftade ocksa till att starka mottagarens kapacitet vad géller dess deltagande i militira

GSFP-uppdrag och GSFP-insatser samt i andra multinationella insatser.

2021 &rs stodatgérd syftar till att stidrka den georgiska forsvarsmakten, ndrmare bestdmt
markstyrkornas kapacitet ndr det géller sjukvérd, teknik och logistik. 2022 ars stodatgard kommer
att stirka kapaciteten hos enheterna for sjukvard, teknik, mobilitet och cyberforsvar. 2023 ars
stodatgard kommer att stirka kapaciteten vad géller teknik, mobilitet inom artilleriet, sjukvérd,

cyberforsvar och logistik.

Typ av stdd: medicinsk och teknisk utrustning, logistiktjdnster, mobilitet for marktrupper och inom

artilleriet samt cyberforsvarsutrustning.

2.4. Armenien

Den 22 juli 2024 antog EU for forsta gangen négonsin ett rddsbeslut — (Gusp) 2024/2010 — om en
stoddtgard till stod for den armeniska forsvarsmakten. Med ett referensbelopp pa 10 miljoner euro
forutser denna icke-dodliga stodétgird ett tillhandahallande av en kapacitet for mobila féltldger for

en enhet av bataljonstorlek, inklusive en sjukvardsinrattning inom sjukvardsfunktion 1.
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Atgirden #r kopplad till uppmaningen frdn Armeniens regering att ge ny kraft at forbindelserna
mellan EU och Armenien, och Europeiska radets efterfoljande begéran om att ldgga fram alternativ
for hur forbindelserna mellan EU och Armenien bést kan stirkas i alla deras dimensioner. Den bor
ses mot bakgrund av Armeniens anstringningar att modernisera sin forsvarsmakt och ta itu med en
osdker regional sidkerhetssituation. Stodatgirden ar icke-dodlig och fokuserar pa utbildning och

logistik utan nagra tdnkbara negativa sékerhetskonsekvenser for ndgon tredje part.

Atgérden syftar till att stirka Armeniens motstindskraft samt dess kapacitet och interoperabilitet for
att bidra till internationella militdra uppdrag och insatser, eventuellt inbegripet EU:s GSFP i
framtiden, i linje med Armeniens insatser for att uppna anpassning till Gusp. Paskyndad efterlevnad
av EU:s normer och interoperabilitet kommer ocksd att bidra till att bittre skydda civila i kriser och

nodsituationer.

Typ av stod: kapacitet for mobila féltldger for en enhet av bataljonstorlek, inklusive en

sjukvardsinrittning inom sjukvardsfunktion 1.

3. Stodatgiarder till forman for partner pa vistra Balkan

3.1. Bosnien och Hercegovina (Bosnien och Hercegovinas forsvarsmakt)

Utover den regionala stodatgérden for att stirka kapaciteten hos den medicinska specialgruppen for
Balkan har Bosnien och Hercegovina hittills dragit nytta av tvd landsspecifika stodéatgérder (som

beslutades om 2021 och 2022). Bada utarbetades i nira samarbete med operationen Eufor Althea.

2021 ars stodatgird har avslutats. Genom tillhandahallandet av transportfordon, sjukvardsfordon
och metalldetektorer var denna stodatgard ett viktigt steg for att bidra till minrdjningsmaélet i
Bosnien och Hercegovina och for att underlitta det framtida deltagandet av minrdjningsbataljonen
inom Bosnien och Hercegovinas forsvarsmakt 1 regionala och internationella insatser, bland annat

inom ramen for GSFP och Forenta nationerna.
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Syftet med 2022 ars stodatgard ér att forbattra sdkerhets- och utplaceringsvillkoren for brigaden for
taktiskt stod vid Bosnien och Hercegovinas forsvarsmakt samt att uppgradera ett begrinsat antal
operativa formégor, inbegripet kemiska, biologiska, radiologiska och nukledra (CBRN) formagor.

I detta syfte finansierar stodatgarden tillhandahéllande av féltutrustning, viktiga verktyg for
faltarbete och CBRN-materiel. Genomforandet dr nédstan slutfort och slutanvindarnas aterkoppling

ar positiv ndr det giller relevansen och kvaliteten pa den utrustning som hittills levererats.

Typ av stdd: minrdjningsutrustning, transport- och sjukvardsfordon, metalldetektorer, faltutrustning,

viktiga verktyg for faltarbete och CBRN-materiel.

3.2. Den medicinska specialgruppen for Balkan

Den 9 juni 2022 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2022/906 om en stodatgérd for att stirka
kapacitetsuppbyggnad hos den medicinska specialgruppen for Balkan, med ett finansiellt

referensbelopp péd 6 miljoner euro.

Syftet med stodatgédrden &r att 6ka kapaciteten hos sjukvirdsenheterna i de vipnade styrkorna i de
stodberittigade lander som deltar i den medicinska specialgruppen for Balkan, ndmligen Albanien,
Bosnien och Hercegovina, Montenegro, Nordmakedonien och Serbien, samt hos den stindiga
organisationen sjdlv, genom att anskaffa nddvéndig utrustning och materiel for att stirka regionens

militdra medicinska kapacitet.

Typ av stdd: transportresurser, komponenter for faltsjukhus inom sjukvardsfunktion 2, utrustning

och varor for laboratorier samt it- och kommunikationsutrustning.

3.3. Republiken Nordmakedonien

Nordmakedonien omfattas av tva bilaterala stodatgirder, som antogs successivt den 16 mars 2023
respektive den 23 september 2024 {or att stdrka kapaciteten hos Republiken Nordmakedoniens
armé, med finansiella referensbelopp pa 9 miljoner euro respektive 13 miljoner euro, som dkades

till 14 miljoner euro efter ett ytterligare bidrag.
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Bada stodatgirderna syftar till att stirka kapaciteten hos Republiken Nordmakedoniens armé genom
att forbattra och uppgradera utrustningen hos dess bataljongrupp inom det litta infanteriet i1 syfte att
gora det mdjligt for den att bidra till militdra GSFP-uppdrag och GSFP-insatser. Inom ramen for
2023 ars stodatgird inbegriper stodet logistik, medicinsk utrustning, kommunikations- och
informationssystem, underréttelsekapacitet, CBRN, teknisk utrustning och utbildningsutrustning.

I linje med stodmottagarens uttryckta prioriteringar och med tanke pa budgetbegriansningarna tacker
stodet inte CBRN-komponenten. Inom ramen for 2024 &rs stodatgérd inbegriper stodet teknik som
ror underrittelseverksamhet, 6vervakning och spaning, elektronisk krigféring och signalspaning
samt tillhdrande utbildning. Enligt det tillgdngliga budgetanslaget och de prioriteringar som
uttryckts av stddmottagaren kommer komponenterna for logistik, teknisk utrustning och

kommunikations- och informationssystem inte att omfattas av stddet.

Typ av stod: logistik, medicinsk utrustning, kommunikations- och informationssystem,

underréttelsekapacitet, CBRN, teknisk utrustning och utbildningsutrustning.

3.4. Albanien

Rédet antog den forsta bilaterala stodatgarden till stod for Albaniens forsvarsmakt den 15 juli 2024,
radets beslut (Gusp) 2024/1979, med ett referensbelopp pa 13 miljoner euro.

Malet dr att stirka den operativa effektiviteten hos Albaniens forsvarsmakt genom att forbéttra
markstyrkornas rorlighet, mandverduglighet och skydd, vilket i sin tur forvintas forbéttra deras
bidrag till GSFP-uppdrag och GSFP-insatser. Stodet omfattar tillhandahallande av latta bepansrade

fordon avsedda for flera andamal.

Typ av stdd: latta bepansrade fordon avsedda for flera &ndamal.
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4. Stodatgird till forman for en partner i det sodra gsrannskapet

4.1. Libanon

Den 1 december 2022 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2022/2356 om en stodatgérd till stod for den

libanesiska forsvarsmakten, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa 6 miljoner euro.

Den 23 september 2024 antog radet beslut (Gusp) 2024/2496 om en andra stodatgard till stod for

den libanesiska forsvarsmakten, med ett finansiellt referensbelopp pa 15 miljoner euro.

Syftet med 2022 ars stodatgird &r att stirka den libanesiska forsvarsmaktens forméga och resiliens
for att sikerstélla den nationella sdkerheten och stabiliteten i Libanon, genom att 6ka dess militdra
sjukvardskapacitet och tillhandahélla utrustning till den libanesiska férsvarsmaktens operativa
personal. For att uppna malet kommer stodatgirden att finansiera utrustning som inte utformats for
att astadkomma dodligt vald, namligen hélso- och sjukvardsutrustning till stod for den militira

sjukvarden (centrala och regionala centrum) samt individuell utrustning till logistikbrigaden.

Det dvergripande syftet med 2024 ars stodatgérd &r att bidra till att stdrka den libanesiska
forsvarsmaktens formagor att 6ka den nationella sidkerheten, stabiliteten och motstandskraften
i Libanon.

Austria: with regard to items covered by the EU Common Military List, the Austrian law distinguishes between ‘war
material’ (as stipulated in the Austrian War Material Act and Regulation) and ‘equipment on the Common Military List
not listed as war material’ covered by the Austrian Foreign Trade Act. As to the value of actual exports by Military List
Category (row c), figures may be inaccurate in particular as such data regarding equipment of the Common Military
List not listed as war material is available to the competent authorities only after expiration or full utilisation of the
individual export licence. Since some licences granted cover goods of more than one ML category per destination, these
licences are counted multiple times, one for every ML category (row a). The total number of licenses quoted in this
report therefore exceeds the actual number of licenses granted.

Belgium: the data that Belgium provides for this report is the aggregation of the data of its three regions (the Flemish,
Walloon and Brussels-Capital Region) and of its federal government (which is competent for exports by the Belgian
armed forces and the Belgian police). Because of differences in data collection and data processing between the
competent authorities, Belgium is currently not able to provide data on actual exports (row c).

Czechia: rows a) and b) do not include General transfer licences and Global transfer licences pursuant to the Defence
Transfer Directive (2009/43/EC), which could cover goods of more than only one ML Category and allow exports to
more than only one Member State. In addition to that, some other licences issued cover goods of more than only one
ML Category and their value is the total value of all covered goods. Due to this fact, these types of licences are not
included in row b). The sums in rows c) are based on information provided by exporters and also contain actual exports
made in 2024 based on licences issued in previous years.

Denmark: with regard to the value listed in row b) it should be noted, that values listed ‘Value of export licences
granted’ relates to licences issued according to national legislation and the value of actual exports for licences issued as
global licences (article 6 of the ICT directive), transfers undertaken in accordance with the general licences (article 5 of
the ICT directive) and licences issued as individual licences (article 7 of the ICT directive), i.e. actual value of exports
within EU and EEA. Some licences issued cover goods of more than one ML Category. When reporting in row a), each
time a licence concerns a ML category, it is counted as one single licence, so the sums in row a) and column ‘Total per
destination’ do not always reflect the actual numbers of licences granted, but a slightly higher number. The Danish
currency (DKK) or other currencies are where relevant converted to EUR using the common exchange rate.
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Estonia: licences covering more than one ML category and/or destination are reported under ‘multiple destinations’
(country). Goods which Estonia is judging to be military goods (national listing), but which are not on the EU Common
Military List are reported as EST1 (ML1 or ML2) or EST2 (ML1 or ML2) or EST3 (ML1 or ML3). The total number of
licences quoted in this report therefore differs from the actual number of licences issued. Data does not include actual
exports.

Finland: licences covering more than one ML category and/or destination are counted one for every ML category per
destination country. Therefore, the total number of licences presented in this report exceeds the actual number of
licences issued. Data on licences issued also includes export licences to UN-Mandated or Other International Missions.

France: France requires its defence companies to obtain a licence from the early stages of market prospection. The
licence should indicate the potential of the transaction. Any operation, starting from the negotiation stage, requires
obtaining a licence: transmission of documentation, demonstrations, participation in calls for tenders, etc.

Germany: some licences issued cover goods of more than one ML Category (e.g. one licence for the export of rifles
and their ammunition). In reporting in table A.I., each time a licence concerns an ML category, it is counted as one
single licence, so the sums in rows a) and column ‘Total per destination’ do not always reflect the actual numbers of
licences granted, but a slightly higher figure (i.e. the number of times a ML category has been affected by a licence for
that destination). Germany is not in a position to report the value of actual exports of military goods other than war
weapons as no reliable data on this matter is available. In particular, it is not possible to rely on data regarding write-
offs from licences that customs authorities gather, because the national or EU lists of military goods and the
nomenclature of the Harmonized System used by custom authorities are not congruent. Further, in accordance with
rules of the Union Customs Code, there is no reporting requirement for transfers of goods to other EU Member States.
This data would therefore lead to an incomplete and unreliable reporting on actual exports of military goods.

Hungary: data provided includes figures of general, global and individual export licences. Transfers of military
equipment to Hungarian forces deployed in various missions (table A.II) are not considered regular foreign trade
transactions.

Ireland: values in row b) relate to individual export licences issued. Values in row c) relate to actual exports reported
by exporters with global licences issued under the ICT directive. As the value of global licences is not always visible
(‘unlimited value’) figures will occur only in row ¢) and not b). Global licences contain multiple destinations and
multiple ML categories, with exports to each destination and category counted as a single licence. Values listed in row
a) therefore do not reflect the actual number of licences issued but a slightly higher figure.

Latvia: data provided includes figures of individual, global and general export licences. Data might include also export
licences for goods after repair and maintenance. Latvia is not providing data on actual exports because it is not possible
for customs authorities to gather precise report on actual exports in a reasonable manner, especially on global transfer
licences.

Lithuania: data provided includes figures of individual, global and general export licences, data also include actual
exports. Licences covering more than one ML category and/or destination are counted one for every ML category per
destination country. Therefore, the total number of licences presented in this report exceeds the actual number of
licences issued. Due to national security concerns, some information on actual values of arms exports (row c¢) was
excluded from the report.

Netherlands: as values of global licenses cannot always be attributed to individual countries, the value of those global
licenses has been added to the total value of ‘multiple destinations’. The figures on actual exports are based on
information provided by the exporters in 2024 and may reflect exports based on a license issued in a previous year.
Although much care has been given to the collection of the data on actual exports, the actual exports figures for 2024
may be higher than the values quoted in this report. Some licences cover goods of more than one ML category. Each
time a licence concerns an ML category, it is counted as one single licence. Therefor the sum in row ‘Number of Export
Licenses’ does not always reflect the actual number of licences granted, but a slightly higher figure.

Poland: the license values provided in row b) refer to individual licenses, global licenses issued in a given year for a
period of up to 3 years, and national general licenses. The actual values of transfers, provided in the row c), are related
to the individual, global and national general licences. Data from rows a), b) and c) do not include temporary transfers.
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The User’s Guide stipulates that the value of actual exports shall be provided if available. Belgium,
Cyprus, Denmark, Germany, Greece and Ireland do not provide the value of actual exports; no
aggregation is therefore reported at the EU level.

With regard to the use of global and general licences notably applied to intra-EU transfers pursuant
to Directive 2009/43/EC, it is important to note that the actual value of arms transfers and exports
under global and general licences is generally reported by EU Member States. This is however
dependant on the Member States’ ability to report on actual values as described above and to
possible additional national specificities as explained in footnote 30.

Data are reported in euro, converted from national currency in case a Member State does not have
the euro as national currency. Bear in mind possible exchange rate fluctuations between data
collection and consultation of the data.

It is important to bear in mind that exports to destinations subject to EU arms embargoes comply
with the terms, conditions and possible exceptions set out in the decisions imposing such

embargoes. The full list and details of embargoes are available at https://www.sanctionsmap.eu.

Portugal: data provided includes figures of export transactions (definitive and temporary) covered by general, global
and individual export licences. Some licences cover goods of more than one ML category and destination, so each time
a licence concerns an ML category or destination, it is counted as one single licence, so the sum in row ‘Number of
Export Licenses’ does not always reflect the actual number of licences granted, but a slightly higher figure. As the value
of General and Global licences is not always visible (‘unlimited value”) figures will occur only in row ¢) and not b).
Data provided does not include figures of export transactions of civilian firearms (for personal protection, hunting,
sporting).

Romania: data provided includes figures of general, global and individual export licences. Global and general licences
cannot always be attributed to an individual military list category ML or an individual country. Therefore, the figures on
number of licences issued (row a) could be slightly higher. Also, on grounds of national security interests, information
on certain sensitive exports was not included in the 2024 report.

Slovenia: data provided includes figures of one general, (ML6), 4 global (ML1, ML3, ML16 and ML18) and individual
export licences. The value of some licences was 0, because weapons and military equipment/defence-related products
were exported for the purpose of testing and evaluation, or warranty claim. Four (4) global transfer licences were
granted to Slovenian companies in 2024 for a period of three years.

Slovakia: data provided includes some licences, which cover more than one ML category. Therefore values in row a)
are thoroughly recorded, but values in row b) and row c) can have slightly different values. Exhibitions and
presentations: Austria, Belgium, Czechia, Finland, France, Germany, Hungary, Indonesia, Israel, Malaysia, Norway,
Poland, Romania, Saudi Arabia, Sweden, United Arab Emirates, United Kingdom, United States of America. Remark
related to Ukraine: due to national security interests export to Ukraine and Israel will be reported later. On grounds of
national security interests, information on certain sensitive exports was not included in the 2024 report.

Spain: data provided includes figures of general, global and individual export licences as well as global project export
licences. Values in rows a) b) include values on temporary and definitive licences. Values in row ¢) include only values
on definitive licences.

Sweden: the SEK to EUR conversion reflects the average exchange rate for 2024 of 11,43 Swedish krona per Euro.
Licences covering more than one ML category and/or destination have been counted multiple times, one for every ML
category per country of destination. The total number of licences quoted in this report therefore exceeds the actual
number of licences issued.

I. INDIVIDUAL ASSISTANCE WORKSHOPS
Kosovo
Online, 27 - 28 February 2024

The Legal Assistance Workshop for Kosovo was organised online and was designed as a follow-up
to the remote legal analysis of the country’s arms export control legislation, which had been
conducted previously. It served to increase the efficacy of the arms export control legislation,
fostering discussions on the insights and recommendations derived from the remote legal
assessments. The event was attended by seven representatives of relevant authorities from Kosovo,
involved in the legal review process.

In-person (Pristina, Kosovo), 13 November 2024

An Individual Assistance Workshop for Kosovo was designed as a follow-up to the remote legal
analysis of the country’s arms export control legislation and the following legal online workshop in
February 2024. The event was attended by representatives of relevant authorities from Kosovo,
involved in the legal review process, to discuss the progress and remaining challenges with the
reviewed legislation.

Ukraine
In-person (Warsaw, Poland), 08 May 2024 in cooperation with EXBS and Expertise France

The COARM VI Outreach Project contributed to the Workshop on Ukraine’s National Strategic
Trade Control Regulatory Framework as a follow-up to the remote assistance for Ukraine provided
previously. The event was jointly organised by EXBS and the EU “Project No. 103 Partner-to-
Partner (P2P) Export Control Programme for Dual-Use Goods Global” (implemented by Expertise
France). It aimed to assist Ukraine in drafting a new Strategic Trade Control Law. BAFA supported
the event under the COARM VI Outreach Project with regard to conventional arms-related aspects
of the draft of the “Strategic Trade Control Law™.
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Online, 07 July and 12 September 2024

Two online Individual Assistance Workshops for Ukraine were conducted to follow up on the
remote assistance carried out in March and April 2024 and the in-person workshop in Warsaw in
May. All of these activities contributed to reviewing arms export control related aspects of the draft
“Strategic Trade Control Law”. They were organized in coordination with the EU P2P Export
Control Programme for Dual Use Goods and the United States EXBS.

In-person (Warsaw, Poland), 06 — 07 November 2024

Another Individual Assistance Workshop for Ukraine continued the intensive and close cooperation
with Ukraine regarding the countries draft “Strategic Trade Control Law”. The event, therefore,
followed-up on the results from the legal analysis of the country’s arms export control legislation
and the following workshops. This workshop addressed issues spanning the entire licensing cycle:
pre-licensing, licensing and post-licensing.

Mongolia
Online, 14 June 2024

An Individual Assistance Activity for Mongolia was organised online as a follow-up to the
translation of the EU Common Military List (CML) into Mongolian. The translation was conducted
in the framework of remote assistance for Mongolia, which was completed in May 2024. The online
event aimed to further familiarize the participants with the EU Common Military List, address
remaining questions concerning the list and help the country to utilize the freshly translated list
effectively.

Kyrgyzstan
In-person (Issyk-Kul, Kyrgyzstan), 18 - 20 June 2024

The Individual Assistance Workshop for Kyrgyzstan was organised in close cooperation with the
OSCE Programme Office in Bishkek (OSCE POiB) and the Project No. 105 EU Partner-to-Partner
(P2P) Export Control Programme for Dual-Use Goods for Central Asia (also implemented by
BAFA). Discussions focused on the ATT, control lists and their associated technical assessments,
the role of customs in inter-agency cooperation and in commodity identification.

II. CROSS REGIONAL WORKSHOPS
Cross-Regional Workshop for South Eastern Europe and Eastern Europe

In-person (Jahorina, Bosnia and Herzegovina), 16 May 2024

A two-day Cross-Regional Workshop for South Eastern Europe and Eastern Europe addressed
challenges with the EU Common Military List and associated technical assessments, industry
outreach and internal compliance programs, and the current state of arms control implementation in
partner countries. It also offered a platform for exchange of best practise experiences in the region.
Participants from Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Kosovo, Moldova, Montenegro, Serbia and
Ukraine attended the event.
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Cross-Regional Workshop for North African Mediterranean Region, Southern
Neighbourhood Countries of the European Neighbourhood Policy

Hybrid (Agaba, Jordan), 27 - 29 August 2024

A two-and-a-half Regional Workshop for the MENA Region focused on the risk of diversion, i.e.
EU Common Position criterion no.7, with presentations on end-user verification and controls, the
role of customs in arms export control enforcement, and a field visit to Aqaba Airport. In the spirit
of donor coordination, one representative from the EU League of Arab States Small Arms Project
presented on the importance of stockpile management and marking and tracing of arms to prevent
diversion. Participants from the competent authorities from Algeria, Jordan, Morocco, Tunisia
attended the event in person. Due to the regional situation, Lebanon had the opportunity to
participate online.

Cross-Regional Workshop for the Caucasus and Central Asia
In-person, (Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia), 06 - 07 November 2024

The two-day Cross-Regional Workshop for Caucasus and Central Asia focused on the latest
developments and current debates on arms export controls in the EU, end-user verification and end-
use documentation, post-shipment controls and interagency cooperation. It also offered a platform
for the exchange of best practice experiences in the regions. Participants from the competent
authorities from Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Mongolia attended the
event.

III. MULTILATERAL KNOWLEDGE EXCHANGE ACTIVITIES
Binational Workshop for the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine
In-person (Sarajevo, Bosnia and Herzegovina), 20 — 21 May 2024

The binational workshop for the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine took place back-to-back with
the Cross-Regional Workshop for South Eastern Europe and Eastern Europe (see above). The event
allowed for productive discussions between the two neighbouring, EU candidate countries Moldova
and Ukraine, who previously had expressed an interest in further enhancing their cooperation. The
event addressed the topics of licensing procedures, inter-agency cooperation and end-user
documentation through advanced case studies.

Study Visit to Estonia for Morocco and Montenegro
In-person (Tallinn, Estonia), 11 — 12 November 2024

The event addressed the topic of the control of transit and transhipment of arms and the importance
of interagency cooperation, especially between the licensing authority and customs. The activity
also included an on-site visit to Muuga Port, were participants had the opportunity to learn first-
hand about customs procedures, customs risk assessment and targeting in an EU Member state.
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Binational workshop for North Macedonia and Kosovo
In-person (Pristina, Kosovo), 11 - 12 November 2024

The EU COARM VI Outreach Programme on arms export controls, implemented by BAFA in
cooperation with the EU P2P Export Control Programme for Dual-Use Goods (Project #103),
organised a sub-regional workshop on strategic trade controls over technology transfers for Kosovo
and the Republic of North Macedonia in Pristina. The event was specifically designed for licensing,
customs, and enforcement officers from the two partner countries.

The objective of this workshop was to familiarise participants with the latest EU effective practices
in the areas of technology transfers - both tangible and intangible - including the concept of
technical assistance, outreach to industry and internal compliance programmes (ICPs). Furthermore,
the workshop aimed to facilitate discussion on how adequate controls over transfers of technology
can be best enforced.

IV.INSTITUTIONAL CAPACITY-BUILDING ACTIVITIES
Institutional Capacity Building Activity for Serbia
In-person (Belgrade, Serbia), 11 September 2024

An Institutional Capacity Building Activity for Serbia was held in Belgrade by supporting the
Serbian Ministry of Internal and Foreign Trade in the organisation of an outreach event for the
Serbian arms production industry. It was organised as part of the train-the-trainer (TTT) approach,
which allowed Serbia to apply the lessons learned in previously conducted TTT modules to design
the substance of the event. This event was held back-to-back with an outreach event for industry
and academia of the dual-use sector of Serbia, which was implemented in the framework of the EU
P2P export control programme for dual-use goods.

The objective of this national outreach initiative was to facilitate the dissemination of information
and best practices among the Serbian national industry with regard to the national strategic trade
control system and its implementation, including information regarding Internal Compliance
Programmes and the associated advantages of using global licences in the future.

The outreach event for the Serbian industry for arms and military equipment was attended by
around 130 participants. In addition to the Serbian experts, one EU expert supported the event.

Advanced Capacity Building Peer-to-Peer Activity for Mongolia, Tajikistan and
Turkmenistan in Albania

In-person (Tirana, Albania), 24 — 26 September 2024

An Advanced Capacity Building Peer-to-Peer Activity for participants from Mongolia, Tajikistan
and Turkmenistan was designed in the context of the train-the-trainer (TTT) program of BAFA in
which Albania and Bosnia and Herzegovina previously participated. The event allowed the hosting
country Albania to apply the lessons learned in the TTT context to design the substance of the
event, in close cooperation with their “peer” country Bosnia and Herzegovina. The event focused on
the basic components of an export control system, such as the legal basis and interagency
cooperation and allowed the host country to share their experiences and lessons learned in that
regard with the audience from Mongolia, Tajikistan and Turkmenistan.
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Advanced Capacity Building Peer-to-Peer Activity for Mongolia and Tajikistan in Bosnia and
Herzegovina

In-person (Sarajevo, Bosnia and Herzegovina), 4 — 5 December 2024

A second Advanced Capacity Building Peer-to-Peer Activity for Mongolia and Tajikistan was
designed in the context of BAFA’s train-the-trainer (TTT) program, in which Bosnia and
Herzegovina and Albania previously participated. The event built on the previous visit to Albania
and allowed the hosting country to apply the lessons learned in the TTT context to design the
substance of the event, in close cooperation with their “peer” country Albania. The event was
attended by the same participants from Mongolia and Tajikistan (Turkmens were unfortunately
unable to participate). The workshop in Sarajevo complemented the content of the activity in
Albania by focusing on secondary legislation, interagency cooperation, transit and transhipment
controls, and the role of customs in arms export controls.

V. ASSESSMENT EVENTS
Final Assessment Event
Online, 16 December 2024

A Final Assessment Event for COARM-OP VI was conducted online to review outcomes,
challenges and experiences that defined the project phase. The event was held online due to the
shorter (14-months) duration of this project phase. During the discussions, partner countries
highlighted their efforts and progress achieved during this project phase. Furthermore, they could
also provide feedback to the implementing agency on the support they had received. Lastly, the
event also provided space for partners to outline areas of interest and possible cooperation for the
upcoming seventh phase of the project.

2. Council Decision (CFSP) 2021/2309 on Union outreach activities in support of the
implementation of the Arms Trade Treaty (ATT)

I. NATIONAL ACTIVITIES

Botswana
2" National Assistance Workshop for Botswana
In-person (Gaborone), 05-06 March 2024 — BAFA

In March 2024, BAFA organised a workshop on legislation for Botswana. Botswana had joined the
ATT Outreach Project in late 2023 and asked for assistance in assessing its existing legislation
against the requirements of the ATT. Two legal experts from Hungary and Colombia had been
tasked with providing short-term targeted assistance to Botswana by analysing the existing
legislation remotely during January and February 2024. The national assistance workshop in
Botswana was specifically dedicated to discuss the outcomes and recommendations based on the
findings of the remote legal analysis. In total, 15 representatives of relevant Botswanan authorities
as well four international experts from Belgium, Colombia, Hungary, and Zambia participated in
the event.
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3" National Assistance Workshop for Botswana
In-person (Gaborone), 27-28 May 2024 — BAFA

BAFA organised a second workshop on legislation for Botswana in May 2024. The workshop
aimed to further support Botswana in its efforts to draft new as well as adapt existing legislation to
align its legal framework with the ATT. Therefore, a particular focus was put on control lists and
best practice examples for secondary legislation in the licencing process. The Ministry of Defence
and Security of Botswana also used the opportunity to share an initial "laymen's draft" of their
proposed conventional arms control bill, developed since the last workshop with BAFA. In total, 16
representatives of relevant Botswanan authorities as well as three international experts from
Germany, Romania, and South Africa participated in the event.

Cameroun
Development of a brochure to raise awareness on the ATT
Remote assistance, 2024 — Expertise France

Cameroonian authorities expressed the wish to have a brochure for internal use to raise awareness
on ATT provisions and activities already organized to support Treaty implementation. They
underlined that sensitization and advocacy efforts were required internally to ensure buy-in by all
stakeholders and decision-makers. The brochure aimed at: raising awareness on ATT and its
provisions among all stakeholders in Cameroon, both at working and political levels; taking stock
of efforts already made, including with EU/Expertise France support, and making sure that they are
sustainable on the longer-term; recalling implementation efforts already undertaken by Cameroon
and the importance of all stakeholders’ involvement, including information sharing for reporting
purposes; recalling the importance of national coordination to facilitate the implementation of the
Treaty. The brochure is 6-pages long in A5 format (with photos). The brochure has been printed in
600 copies (400 in French and 200 in English — NB: Cameroon is a bilingual country). It includes
three parts: one part recalling the ATT fundamentals: its objectives, scope and main provisions; a
second recalling the activities and workshops organized within the framework of the Cameroon-EU
partnership; a third providing an outlook on future activities.

Colombia
3" National Assistance Workshop for Colombia
In-person (Bogota), 11-12 December 2024 — BAFA

BAFA organised a workshop on licencing and interagency cooperation for Colombia in December
2024. The event was designed to provide Colombian officials with an overview of best practices
from neighbouring states on their implementation of effective export control systems. This
approach was chosen on the specific request of Colombia who, in addition to EU expertise, values
input from regional actors who share common challenges and legal approaches. In total, 27
representatives of relevant Colombian authorities as well as four international experts from
Argentina (2) and Brazil (2) participated in the event.

Costa Rica
Online National Assistance Workshop for Costa Rica
Online, 22 & 24 April 2024 — BAFA
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BAFA organised an online workshop on the foundations of the ATT for Costa Rica in April 2024.
The online workshop conducted over the course of two days via Zoom was designed to familiarize
new agency employees with the Treaty, providing insights into its history, obligations - including
reporting requirements - and broader arms export control frameworks. The sessions emphasised key
aspects of the ATT, its intersections with regional agreements, Germany's military export licensing
system, and the applicable control lists guiding this regulatory process. In total, 17 representatives
of relevant Costa Rican authorities as well as four international experts from Mexico (1), Germany
(2), and the Organization of American States — OAS (1) participated in the event.

2" National Assistance Workshop for Costa Rica
In-person (San José), 23-24 July 2024 - BAFA

BAFA organised a workshop on licencing and interagency cooperation for Costa Rica in July 2024.
This in-person activity built on the results of the initial online introductory workshop, delving more
deeply into the technical implementation of export controls. It also reviewed the reporting
obligations of ATT States Parties. A key objective was to support the national focal point in
familiarising new staff with the obligations of the ATT, which necessitated revisiting foundational
topics. In total, 29 representatives of relevant Costa Rican authorities as well as three international
experts from Mexico, France, and Hungary participated in the event.

Guyana

Compliance with ATT provisions on Gender-based Violence & Gender Action Plan in the
Republic of Guyana

Remote assistance, December 2024 — Expertise France

Expertise France, in the framework of the third phase of the ATT OP (2022-2025), aims at
partnering with the Ministry of Home Affairs to support the Republic of Guyana in strengthening its
capacities to comply with ATT provisions on gender-based violence (Article 7.4) and with the
broader CSP5 decision and recommendations on Gender and Gender-based Violence (GBV). The
project consists of two components: first, a questionnaire was developed to assist Guyana
authorities in the assessment of overall compliance with CSP5 decisions and recommendation on
gender and GBV. The survey aims to fill, through its questions, knowledge, information sharing and
reporting gaps, highlighting possible good practices. The survey was intended to: understand where
Guyana stands regarding overall implementation of gender and GBV commitments arising from
CSP5; develop practical goals to progressively meet ATT-related gender and GBV criteria; identify
potential areas for licensing officials or other for follow up assistance. On 19 December 2024, such
a questionnaire was sent to the ATT focal point in Guyana. It is a compendium that draws from
some of the questionnaires that different states and NGOs have put together on the topic in the past.
This is to enable Guyana to compare their results to the global averages as detailed in some of the
reports by ATT stakeholders. It will also allow Guyana to participate in conversations on this topic
that are scheduled to take place within the Working Group on Effective Treaty Implementation of
the ATT review process. Another useful dimension of the questionnaire is the potential good
practices in preventing arms-related GBV that Guyana would like to share. Two highly specialised
experts on GBV and the ATT were commissioned from Expertise France pool of international
experts (from the Small Arms Survey) to prepare the document.
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Liberia

Train the Trainers Capacity building workshop to promote effective implementation of the ATT
in Liberia: Preventing Diversion

Hybrid (Monrovia — online), 17 & 18 December 2024 — Expertise France

The Liberia National Commission on Arms (LiNCA) and Expertise France sought to strengthen the
organizational capacities of key implementing agencies and selected border community dwellers,
provide public education and civic awareness on relevance of ATT implementation as well as
improve border management to prevent diversion and trafficking by the conduct of a Train the
Trainers (TTT) capacity building hybrid workshop. The TTT workshop provided participants with
practical knowledge to prevent and to fight against diversion of conventional arms according to the
ATT relevant provisions. It was divided into three sections: Session 1: The Arms Trade Treaty:
diversion and implementation of ATT core provisions in Liberia; Session 2: Diversion prevention -
rationale and methods; Session 3: Diversion at specific entry points. Diversion challenges in Liberia
and the ECOWAS region were addressed. Diversion risks and threats were detailed all along the
transfer chain: Pre-transfer (risk assessment), during transfer; post-delivery; information sharing.
Effective techniques to manage diversion risks and prevent diversion were discussed, including at
airports and maritime ports.

Madagascar
Support to the finalization of Madagascar’s draft law on arms
Remote assistance, February - September 2024 — Expertise France

This activity aimed at facilitating the finalization of Madagascar’s draft law on arms. Though
Madagascar ratified the ATT in 2016, it has yet to internalize the Treaty’s main provisions. The
only existing law on arms in Madagascar dates from 1969. The main objectives of the Law’s review
were to: make sure that relevant provisions of the ATT were covered, in particular with regards to
arms transfers; make sure relevant internal coordination mechanisms are established (see separate
activity on the establishment of a National Commission on Arms); provide, when relevant,
comment on other aspects of the Law, including conformity with other international instruments
such as the UN Program of Action on Arms. The activity was conducted through online exchanges.
Experts from Expertise France provided advice, comments and recommendations on the
improvement and finalization of the draft text. The text is expected to be adopted by Madagascar’s
National Assembly early 2025. It was initially expected to be adopted in 2024, but the National
Assembly’s calendar of activities eventually proved to be too busy for the text to be considered
during its fall 2024 session.

Support to the finalization of Madagascar’s decree on the establishment of a National
Commission on Arms

Remote assistance, February - September 2024 — Expertise France

In spring 2024, Expertise France supported the finalization of a draft law regulating arms and arms
transfers in line with ATT provisions. A number of implementing decrees are planned to be adopted
as complements to the Law on arms. One of the decrees shall establish a body coordinating national
action on arms, including arms transfers: the National Commission on arms (in French, the
Commission Nationale de Madagascar sur les armes or “CONAMAD”).
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This activity aimed at making sure Madagascar has an efficient coordination mechanism on issues
related to arms, including arms transfers. More precisely, the review of the decree aimed at: making
sure the National Commission will be in a position to coordinate national policies on arms and arms
transfers, in line with provisions of the ATT (transfers, reporting, record-keeping, etc.) and, when
required, other international instruments such as the UN Programme of Action on Small Arms and
Light Weapons; providing advice on the relevant structure, composition and mandate of the
Commission; taking into account lessons learned from existing National Commissions, particularly
in sub-Saharan Africa. The activity was conducted through online exchanges. Experts from
Expertise France provided advice, comments and recommendations on the improvement and
finalization of the draft decree. The decree is expected to be adopted after the adoption of the Law
on arms, in the first half of 2025.

Workshop to initiate the elaboration of a National Control List
In-person (Antananarivo), 18 & 19 December 2024 - Expertise France

The workshop aimed at initiating the elaboration of Madagascar’s National Control List (NCL).
More precisely, it aimed at: discussing key obligations, concepts, and actors to facilitate the
elaboration of the NCL; sharing good practices from countries having already developed a NCL
(France, EU, Benin); designing and adopting a calendar of activities for the elaboration of the NCL.
About 30 individuals from various national institutions participated (Prime Mister office, Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, of Armed Forces, of Interior, of Justice, Police, Gendarmerie, Customs, etc.).
This included representatives of Madagascar’s working group on arms — ie. the embryo for the
future National Commission on arms (“COMADA”). This group has played a leadership role in the
development of the draft national law on arms and is expected to do the same for the upcoming
NCL. Participants adopted a calendar of activity for the elaboration of the NCL by mid-2025. On
the basis of the expertise developed during the workshop, national stakeholders are expected to
develop a draft which will be reviewed by Expertise France’s experts.

Peru
Binational Workshop for Peru and Ecuador
In-person (Tumbes), 4-5 April 2024 — BAFA

BAFA organised a workshop on enforcement and the specific role of customs for Peru and Ecuador
in April 2024. The selection of Tumbes, a Peruvian town close to the border with Ecuador, was
based on the partner country’s explicit wish for the event to facilitate enhanced cross-border
cooperation with Ecuadorian counterparts. Secondly, the workshop was designed to promote ATT
adoption in Ecuador, a non-State Party to the ATT, and Treaty universalisation within the region.
As the workshop also focused on the coordination and cooperation of the two nations in the field of
the control of conventional weapons, especially SALW and their illicit trafficking, the involvement
of local border officials proved vital to its effort. In total, 24 Peruvian and 11 (online) Ecuadorian
representatives of relevant national authorities as well as two international experts from Mexico and
Spain participated in the event.
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Senegal

Support to the finalization of Senegal’s National Commission’s plan of action on Small arms and
light weapons (SALW)

Remote assistance, 1°' semester 2024 — Expertise France

Senegal requested Expertise France to support the finalization of its National Action Plan (NPA) on
SALW to be implemented under the coordination of the National Commission. More precisely, in
agreement with Senegal’s National Commission, Expertise France’s review of the document aimed
at: ensuring the NPA covers all relevant activities, including arms transfers, in line with Senegal’s
obligations under the ATT (e.g. reporting, record-keeping; adoption by the Parliament of the draft
law on arms is included as a key aspect of the NPA); making sure the NPA includes a cohesive and
realistic calendar of activities; applying a “Monitoring and Evaluation”-type of approach to include
actionable actions with the possibility to clearly assess progress made in the Plan implementation;
making sure the NPA is developed through appropriate national consultation mechanisms, in line
with the ECOWAS provisions; inserting the NPA into broader national strategies (e.g. The 2030
Plan “Sénégal Emergent”).

Thailand
2" National Assistance Workshop for Thailand
In-person (Bangkok), 13-14 March 2024 — BAFA

BAFA organised a workshop on interagency cooperation and enforcement for Thailand in Bangkok
in March 2024. The workshop aimed to raise awareness among Thai national stakeholders
responsible for the national implementation of the ATT provisions, strengthen inter-agency
cooperation structures, and enhance the capacity of Thai customs and other enforcement officials.
To illustrate the latter point, a site visit was organized to the Port of Bangkok on the second day of
the workshop. The site visit featured presentations by customs officials on clearance procedures,
risk assessment and customs control procedures, including physical inspections. In total, 27
representatives of relevant Thai authorities as well as four international experts from the Philippines
(1), the United Kingdom (2), and Small Arms Survey (1) participated in the event.

Union of the Comoros

Workshop on the drafting of a draft law on arms and the establishment of a national
coordination mechanism

Hybrid (Moroni - online), 13 June 2024 — Expertise France

In April 2024, Expertise France experts reviewed and provided comments on a first draft of the Law
on arms prepared by the Comoros Commission on the ATT. While this was not initially envisaged,
the Comoros also intends to take the opportunity of this Law to establish a national coordination
entity, following models of the National Commission on SALW existing in many African countries
(especially West Africa). It is envisaged that the recently established Commission on the ATT
become this permanent coordination organ. Co-organized with the Comoros Commission on the
ATT, the workshop had two main objectives: discussing the draft of the Law. The workshop was an
opportunity for members of the Comoros Commission to get clarifications on the comments and
suggestions made by experts from Expertise France during the first review of the text; discussing
national coordination on arms and the modalities of establishing a national coordination entity.
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17 Members of the Commission on the ATT, all involved in the preparation for both the Law on
Arms and the ratification Law, participated in the workshop. Regarding national coordination,
experts from France and Benin shared their national experiences. Participants were briefed on the
importance of the following aspects when designing coordination mechanisms: functions,
composition, structure and budget. Comoros plans to create the coordination entity through the Law
and define its details in a follow-up decree. The event received significant media coverage,
including a report on the first national TV Channel (ORTC) in which the support from Expertise
France and the EU was underlined.

Workshop to raise awareness on the draft law on arms
In-person (Moroni), 15 & 16 October 2024 — Expertise France

Between February and August 2024, Expertise France experts reviewed and provided comments on
several drafts of the Law on arms prepared by the Comoros Commission on the ATT. The draft was
also discussed during a hybrid workshop on 13 June 2024. The draft law domesticates some of the
key provisions of the ATT, including the establishment of a national control regime for arms
transfers. It also includes provisions on arms possession by Comorian citizens, fulfilling a gap in
national legislation. Co-organized with the Comoros Commission on the ATT, this workshop had
two main objectives: finalizing the Law and formally submitting it to the Government; raising
awareness on the content of the Law with key stakeholders from the Comoros. Ultimately, the
workshop shall facilitate the adoption of the Law by the National Parliament the end of year. The
Comoros will have then started implementing the ATT before ratification. Participation of the
Comoros’ Ministry of Interior in the workshop, confirmed the strong political commitment of the
national authorities in rapidly adopting a Law on arms and ratifying the ATT. Expertise France will
continue to support these objectives.

IL. REGIONAL ACTIVITIES
Africa
Regional conference on universalization of the ATT for Member States of Eastern Africa

In person (African Union Headquarters, Addis Ababa, Ethiopia), 5-6 November 2024 — Expertise
France

The African Union (AU) Commission, in partnership with Expertise France (EF) held a conference
with Member States of the Eastern African region to promote the universalisation of the ATT. The
organisers invited the following 14 Member States of the Eastern Africa region to the conference:
The Union of the Comoros (signatory State), Djibouti (signatory State), Eritrea (non-signatory
State), Ethiopia (non-signatory State), Kenya (non-signatory Sate), Madagascar (State Party),
Mauritius (State Party), Rwanda (signatory State), Seychelles (State Party), Somalia (non-signatory
State), South Sudan (non-signatory State), Sudan (non-signatory State), Tanzania (signatory State),
and Uganda (non-signatory State). The Regional Economic Communities, including the Eastern
African Community (EAC) and the Intergovernmental Authority on Development (IGAD), the
Economic Community of West African States (ECOWAS) and the Regional Centre on Small Arms
and Light Weapons (RECSA) were also invited to the conference. The Republic of Benin did also
send a representative to share experiences in ratification process and implementation of the ATT.
The ATT Secretariat, the EU-EEAS, the UNODA, and UNIDIR also participated to the conference.
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As well as being an important moment in the universalisation of the Treaty, the meeting enabled the
programme's implementing agencies to forge unprecedented links with RECSA and the AU, and to
launch the principle of organising a regional conference for the countries of the Indian Ocean
during the next phase of the programme's implementation.

III. STUDY VISITS
Study Visit for Botswana and Zambia to Bucharest, Romania
In-person (Bucharest, Romania) 08-10 October 2024 — BAFA

BAFA organised a study visit on legislation and licencing, which aimed to provide participants with
an in-depth view of an effective arms trade control administration. Participating EU experts
presented the Romanian arms export control system. In doing so, the workshop provided detailed
insights into practical considerations and challenges to take into account when developing their
country's own national export control system that is in line with ATT provisions. Romania was
selected as the host country in light of the Romanian presidency of CSP10. The Study Visit was
rounded off by a site visit to Bucharest’s Otopeni International Airport, which demonstrated the
operability of a customs agency in enforcing the Treaty’s export control requirements. In total, five
representatives of relevant Botswanan (2) and Zambian (3) authorities participated in the event.

Study Visit for Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica and Peru to Madrid, Spain
In-person (Madrid, Spain) 19-21 November 2024 — BAFA

BAFA organised a study visit on licencing, interagency cooperation, and outreach to industry,
which provided an in-depth view into the work and set-up of an arms trade control administration,
with Spanish authorities presenting their export control system in detail. Insights from private sector
actors, as important stakeholders and agents of controlling illicit trade, complemented these
presentations. The study visit offered practical insights and considerations for developing and
implementing national systems aligned with the ATT. In total, 11 representatives from relevant
Chilean (3), Colombian (2), Costa Rican (3), and Peruvian (3) authorities participated in the event.

IV.  OTHER ACTIVITIES
CSP10 Preparatory Meeting Online Side Event
Online 17 May 2024 - Expertise France / BAFA

BAFA and Expertise France jointly organised an official online side event as part of the CSP10
Preparatory Meeting in May 2024, under the heading “Offer of Assistance for States Party,
Signatories & Non-States Party” and was designed to detail and answer questions about the EU’s
individually tailored ATT implementation support measures. Representatives of BAFA and
Expertise France recapped the work that had been done in project phases I-1II and fielded questions
from audience members by means of the videoconferencing platform’s inbuilt Q&A function. The
occasion was used to reach a broader spectrum of States and organisations engaged in ATT
outreach work and facilitate an open dialogue on topics of common interest such as the challenge of
Treaty universalisation at the regional level.
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Experts Meeting
Online 25-26 June 2024 - Expertise France / BAFA

BAFA and Expertise France jointly organised a two-day experts meeting, which specifically
targeted experts who have contributed significantly to ATT OP activities in the past. The agenda
was designed to facilitate an exchange of views and experiences, in particular challenges, lessons
learned and best practices for effective implementation and universalisation of the Treaty, to be
taken into account for future cooperation and further workshops under a new project phase / for
future prospects of the EU’s outreach activities in support of the ATT. In total, 19 experts from
Argentina (1), Benin (1), Croatia (1), France (5), Hungary (1), Italy (1), Mexico (1), Spain (1),
South Africa (1), Sweden (1) as well as Amnesty International (1), the Stimson Center (1),
Saferworld (1), and UNIDIR (2) participated in the event.

CSP10 Side Event
In-person (Geneva, Switzerland) 21 August 2024 - Expertise France / BAFA

BAFA and Expertise France jointly organised an official side event as part of the 10" ATT
Conference of States Parties (CSP10) in Geneva in August 2024, focused on “assuring continuity
and measuring progress of ATT assistance measures”. The side event featured a panel discussion
with speakers from Benin, the Philippines — both EU ATT-OP partner countries — and Romania, an
EU Member State and a regular provider of expertise and support for the programme. The panelists
found consensus on the need for long-term performance indicators and improved awareness of the
resources available to States on ATT implementation assistance. The speakers also discussed the
benefits of establishing a national body dedicated to strengthening national knowledge transfer and
institutional memory capacities as a means to overcome common challenges to continuity and
sustainable progress, such as national election cycles, staff rotations, and political setbacks. In total,
approximately 40 representatives from ATT States, Signatories, and non-States Parties, as well as
international organizations and civil society actors, participated in the event.

Production of an online newsletter
2024 - Expertise France / BAFA

Throughout 2024, the EU P2P ATT OP III programme published a three-to five-page newsletter.
This electronic newsletter was intended for Expertise France and BAFA partner countries, the
programme's community of experts, and European institutional partners. It was sent by email and
posted on the programme's electronic platform: eup2p.eu. This newsletter provides an update on
current activities, political, diplomatic, and institutional developments relating to the ATT, and the
latest research on export controls and conventional arms control.
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3. Council Decision (CFSP) 2023/2296 on Union support for activities of the ATT

Secretariat in support of the implementation of the Arms Trade Treaty

Implemented by: ATT Secretariat

Council Decision (CFSP) 2023/2296 provided resources for activities to support States Parties in
strengthening their arms transfer control systems and reinforcing the institutional capacity of the
ATT Secretariat. Building on this foundation, the European Union continues its commitment to
supporting ATT implementation under Council Decision (CFSP) 2023/2296, focusing on enhancing
training capacity, improving compliance with ATT reporting obligations, and facilitating
international assistance mechanisms. The text below summarizes the activities undertaken from
January to November 2024 as part of the ongoing implementation of the project.

Project 1: Expert Roster (Train the Trainers)

The objective of Project 1 is to develop a sustainable cadre of national and regional ATT experts
who can provide technical support and training at the national and regional levels, reducing reliance
on international consultants and improving the quality of ATT implementation assistance.

Following the development of the ATT training programme and supporting materials (i.e. the ATT
Implementation Manual and the Guide for Trainers) in the previous EU-funded phase, the ATT
Secretariat organized the first regional “Train the Trainers” workshop in Bangkok, Thailand, from
08 to 12 July 2024, focusing on enhancing the capacity of national experts. 13 participants received
practical tools and guidance to strengthen their ability to deliver training and advisory services on
ATT implementation.

Looking ahead, four additional regional workshops are scheduled for 2025, targeting experts in
Latin America and the Caribbean, West Africa, and Southern Africa. These workshops will
consolidate the project’s progress towards meeting its overall target of training 105 national and
regional experts by the end of 2025.

Additionally, the ATT Secretariat conducted an individual outreach call to national or regional
experts who had been trained during the previous "Train the Trainers' workshops. The call was
aimed at inviting an expert to serve as an ATT regional expert during the workshops, encouraging
their active participation and reinforcing their important role in supporting treaty implementation at
the regional level.

Project 2: Enhancing ATT Reporting Obligations and Compliance

This project aims to improve States Parties' understanding of ATT reporting requirements and
strengthen compliance with ATT reporting obligations. To achieve this, two regional practical
reporting workshops were successfully conducted:

e Swakopmund, Namibia (10-13 June 2024): focused on strengthening reporting practices
for Southern African States.

o Nassau, The Bahamas (30 September—3 October 2024): designed to enhance ATT
reporting compliance among Caribbean States.
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These workshops provided States Parties with practical guidance on completing ATT reports,
facilitated peer learning on reporting challenges, and introduced tools developed by the ATT
Secretariat to support compliance efforts. A total of 36 participants were trained during these
sessions, with two additional workshops planned in Latin America and Asia Pacific in 2025.

Furthermore, the ATT Secretariat finalized a voluntary guidance document designed to assist
States Parties in organizing national activities aimed at improving ATT reporting. This document
has been translated into multiple languages to ensure accessibility for all States Parties.

Project 3: Strengthening the Matching Mechanism for International Assistance

Project 3 seeks to enhance the ability of States Parties to request and receive international assistance
through the development and maintenance of the Needs and Resources Matching Database. This
database serves as a formal mechanism for linking offers of support with requests for assistance
within the ATT framework.

e A targeted communication campaign was launched to raise awareness among National
Points of Contact (NPCs) regarding the availability and functionality of the database.

e Asaresult, 22 requests and 5 offers for assistance were recorded in the database by
November 2024.

o The database’s usability was improved through technical refinements and user feedback
integration, ensuring a more effective and accessible platform for States Parties.

The ATT Secretariat continues to engage with States Parties to encourage the active use of the
database and facilitate matches between offers and requests for ATT-related assistance. While no
matches had been recorded by the end of the reporting period, ongoing efforts are aimed at
increasing participation and operationalizing the system as an effective tool for international
cooperation.
