I would like to inform you that the decision aiming to prevent the consequences of the mass 

epidemic (COVID-19), in accordance with Article 28 (1) and Article 25 (1) of the Schengen 

Borders Code to reintroduce border controls at the internal borders between Hungary and the 

Republic of Slovakia and between Hungary and the Republic of Austria has been lifted on 5th June 

2020. The decision to reintroduce border controls between Hungary and the Republic of Slovenia 

has been lifted on 8th June 2020.  

 

The rules governing the entry of EU / EEA countries and third-country nationals into Hungary are 

governed by the previously issued, current national legislation. 

 

I would also like to assure you that we will continue to strive for a close exchange of information 

and coordination on all our actions.
