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Statement by Estonia

Estonia remains committed to fighting deforestation and forest degradation, especially illegal
deforestation, at a global level. Estonia therefore welcomes the compromise reached on the

deforestation and forest degradation Regulation.

However, fighting against illegal deforestation and forest degradation must not come at the cost of
nature restoration targets. Throughout the negotiations, Estonia has highlighted that exemptions and
flexibilities are needed regarding deforestation, coupled with pastoral agriculture as an important

tool for the restoration and maintenance of the ecosystems of semi-natural grasslands.
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Even though this concern is addressed in the recitals (recital 36 in the final text), it does not provide
the legal certainty for some restoration practices to be continued after the new legislation enters into
force. In addition, the final compromise on the definition of forest degradation has raised

uncertainties about its application, i.e. its control, monitoring and traceability.

Estonia insists that the Commission remain committed to their assurances that no discrepancies with
existing restoration targets and current practices and the future benchmarking, or other measures of

the deforestation Regulation will occur.

Estonia is looking forward to future guidelines allowing the continuation of restoring semi-natural
grasslands by controlled deforestation, and the permanent ecosystems’ maintenance permitting
livestock grazing. Both are important tools for meeting biodiversity and nature restoration goals in

Member States.

Statement by Latvia

Latvia supports and commits to contribute to the aim of regulation to fight against deforestation and

forest degradation worldwide.

However, Latvia abstains on the compromise reached on deforestation and forest degradation

regulation, for the following reasons.

Latvia regrets that Council’s general approach was not maintained, and forest degradation definition
is extended to naturally regenerating forests (the conversion of naturally regenerating forests into
plantation forests or other wooded land). This was very important and sensitive issue for Latvia and
many Member States. Latvia believes that the proposed definition could lead to difficulties of
interpretation, implementability and verifiability. It creates legal uncertainty for operators, traders
and competent authorities. Latvia also sees risks related to returning of overgrown agricultural land
back to economic activity, as due to historical reasons in past few decades large areas of agricultural

land has been set aside and overgrown.

Addition of a broad definition of establishments for cattle sector poses risks to implementability for
the farmers and raises questions about the proportionality of provisions for Member States, where

agricultural land overgrows quickly and forests cover considerable part of the country's territory.
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Statement by Portugal

Portugal welcomes the agreement reached on this Regulation. We believe it will provide a valuable
tool to address two key environmental challenges of our time: global warming and biodiversity loss,

which are inextricably linked to increased deforestation and forest degradation.

Given the extreme importance of this Regulation and in view of its successful implementation, we
would like to highlight a remaining concern on the definition of ‘forest degradation’, regarding the
inclusion of naturally regenerating forests and their conversion into plantation forests or into other

wooded land.

Naturally regenerating forests do not always represent ecosystems of high ecological value that
need to be protected; on the contrary, in certain situations natural regeneration may be carried out
by invasive, opportunistic species (for example, after a fire or even by the aggressive widespread of

such species) with negative impacts on native species and on the balance of the ecosystem.

It may therefore be necessary to intervene in the natural regeneration process, through forest
management actions using afforestation techniques to recover and even to improve ecosystem

value, and such actions should not be penalised by this Regulation.

We encourage the Commission to take these situations into account and to provide clarification by
defining, in cooperation with Member States, guidance for the applicability and evaluation of forest

degradation.

Statement by Slovakia

Slovensko sa plne zavizuje k boju proti globdlnemu odlesiiovaniu a degradécii lesov a povazuje
tito vyzvu za naliehavu a prioritnll. Z tohto dévodu Slovensko podporuje zamer navrhnutého

nariadenia.

Avsak sme toho nazoru, Ze kone¢ny text obsahuje neurcitosti, ktoré sa tykaji niektorych aspektov,

najma monitoringu a vysledovatel'nosti vo vztahu k navrhnutej definicii pojmu ,,degradacia lesa“.

Navrhnuta definicia degradécie lesa znizi pravnu istotu operatorov, obchodnikov a prislusnych
organov a uplatnitel'nost’ navrhnutého nariadenia. V niektorych pripadoch tato definicia zaroven

obmedzi prava vlastnikov lesov na narodnej tirovni.

Vo vztahu k navrhnutej definicii degradécie lesa sme na narodnej trovni identifikovali niekol'ko
praktickych prikladov, ktoré mézu spdsobit’ neistotu a nejasnosti i nepredvidatelné dosledky v
buducnosti. Tieto priklady Casto suvisia s trvalo udrzatelnym hospodarenim v lesoch na uzemi
nasej krajiny. V tomto kontexte chceme zdoraznit jeden Specificky pripad, ktory sa tyka
ochrannych lesov, ktoré su osobitnou kategoriou lesov ur¢enych na ochranu pddy podl'a nasich
vnutroStatnych pravnych predpisov (tieto lesy nespadaju do kategorie chranenych lesov; je potrebné
rozliSovat’ medzi “ochrannymi” a “chranenymi” lesmi). V mnohych z tychto ochrannych lesov
neboli v minulosti realizované ziadne lesohospodarske ¢innosti, v niektorych pripadoch islo o
obdobie dlhsie ako 100 rokov. Ich charakteristiky a Struktura preto mozu pripominat’ alebo
kopirovat’ prirodné lesy. Napriek tomu, napriklad v pripade prirodnej udalosti, moze prist’ k
vyznamnému poSkodeniu tychto ochrannych lesov a bude naliehavo potrebné ich obnovit' s cielom
zabezpecenia kontinuity v plneni ich ochrannej funkcie a posilnenia ich adaptability na zmenu
klimy. V takychto pripadoch moze byt pouzita (v roznej miere) umela obnova. Avsak vyuzitie

postupov umelej obnovy v tomto pripade nepredstavuje degradaciu lesa.
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Statement by Sweden

Sverige dr hidngiven kampen mot avskogning och skogsforstoring. Sverige har under
forhandlingarna prioriterat tydlighet, bl.a. att lagstiftningens definitioner behover vara létta att
forsta, efterleva och kontrollera, inte minst eftersom forordningen har en global tillimpning.
Utkomsten blev i1 dessa delar tydligare dn forslaget men den 6verenskomna texten i forordningen
medfor betydande osdkerheter som sammantaget gor att Sverige avstar fran att stodja forordningen.
Hog administrativ borda riskerar smabrukares marknadstilltridde, i synnerhet i producentlander med
lagre tillgang till digitala verktyg. Réttsakten krdver en administrativ och digital kapacitetsbyggnad
bland smabrukare som ar svargenomforbar infor ikrafttrddande. Vidare &r det praktiska
genomforandet av kontroll, 6vervakning och sparbarhet i vésentliga delar oklart. Effekterna av de
foreslagna reglerna dr i vissa delar oforutsidgbara, vilket medfor risker i réttssdkerheten for fysiska
och juridiska personer. Den retroaktiva verkan med brytar 2020 medfor dven oklarhet om
produktionsvillkoren for lantbrukare som nyligen omvandlat skog till betesmark eller stall for
notkreatur. Vidare riskerar forordningen att forsdmra mojligheterna att restaurera betesmarker for
att gynna biologisk mangfald i Sverige. Aven om Sverige fullt ut stodjer férordningens syfte,
stodjer inte Sverige forordningen i dess nuvarande utformning. Sverige anser att en smalare och mer
funktionell férordning hade bidragit mer till hdllbar global utveckling. Férordningen hade kunnat
utvidgas 1 kommande revideringar, pa basis av robusta konsekvensanalyser. Men givet att
forordningen antas kommer Sverige att konstruktivt bidra till ett genomférande som minimerar

otillborliga handelshinder och till forbattringar i kommande revideringar.
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
