Revision of Directive 91/271/EEC
Articles 7, 8, 13, 18, 21 and Annex I

The Cypriot authorities reserve the right to return with additional comments at a later stage
of the procedure

The Republic of Cyprus notes the high requirements of the new Directive such as
monitoring, risk assessment, and quaternary treatment. It does not consider the deadlines
for implementation to be reasonable, as it considers them unachievable. In addition, we
have many questions in relation to the environmental effectiveness of the directive, the high
costs and unnecessary administrative burdens.

Article 7

Paragraph 1
Cyprus agrees with this paragraph as tertiary treatment is already applied to wastewater.

Paragraph 3 -5

Comment: The limits for phosphorus and nitrates are made more stringent. It is noted that
the Republic of Cyprus promotes the use of reclaimed water for irrigation. In this case, the
presence of phosphorus and nitrates helps to limit the use of chemical fertilisers and is
therefore considered beneficial both for environmental and economic reasons. In addition,
there is no balance between the requirements for phosphorus and nitrate removal and the
requirement to reduce energy consumption. Finally, realistic timetables for the
implementation of the Directive should be provided. In any case, the most modern
wastewater treatment plants which comply with the current Directive should have an
extended period of operation before they have to be renovated.

Paragraph 6
Comment: Does this paragraph assume that reclaimed water supplied for irrigation in a

catchment area of a water body susceptible to eutrophication should meet the same
requirements for phosphorus and nitrate removal? The Republic of Cyprus strongly
disagrees with the provisions of this article as the water used for irrigation of agricultural
land may contain concentrations of phosphorus and nitrate thereby reducing the
requirements for chemical fertilisers. Reducing the use of chemical fertilisers is associated
with both environmental and economic benefits for the region and for farmers.

Article 8

Paragraph 1

Comment: The timetable set is extremely tight as a funding mechanism is required as a
first step. The Republic of Cyprus is concerned about the additional costs associated with
this requirement. It is also noted that the additional treatment for the removal of
micropollutants requires increased consumption of electricity and therefore creates a
problem for the objective of achieving energy neutrality.

Paragraph 2
Comment: The Republic of Cyprus expresses its concern about the provisions of this

article. Has the Commission considered the application of this provision in countries such
as Cyprus where all the rivers have seasonal flows? This requirement may imply that all
areas of the Republic of Cyprus should be included in this list.



Paragraph 3
Comment: When will the provisions of this article be implemented? This procedure creates

a delay in the preparation of the required risk assessment which should be taken into
account in the timetable of actions. We recommend that MSs participate in the process of
adoption of Implementing Acts.

Paragraph 4
Comment: The timeline set is extremely limited. The Republic of Cyprus is concerned

about the additional costs associated with this requirement.

Paragraph S
Comment: The frequency of sampling especially at the larger stations is very high resulting

in increased implementation costs as well as increased administrative costs for the planning
and implementation of the required actions. We recommend that the MSs take part in the
process of adoption of delegated Acts.

Paragraph 6
Comment: How do the provisions of this article relate to the requirements of paragraphs 1

and 2 above? We consider that this procedure creates a delay in the implementation of the
Member States' actions and should be taken into account in the revision of the timetables
set. We recommend that the MS take part in the process of adoption of Implementing Acts.

Article 13
Who will determine the normal climatic conditions; will it be done by the MS themselves?

Article 18

Paragraph 1

Comment: The timeframe of two years is extremely short. The Republic of Cyprus
considers that for economic as well as practical reasons this action should be linked to the
action foreseen in paragraph 2 of Article 8 and therefore the same period of time should be
given, which in any case should be longer than two years. We recommend that this be done
every 6 years. It should also be avoided to prepare the risk assessment in conjunction with
other Directives. In addition, we believe that an extensive risk assessment entails an
increased administrative burden.

Paragraph 2
Comment: What is the timetable for implementing the requirements of this article? This is

a requirement which is associated with an increased workload and which may generate
significant additional costs. States should be given sufficient time to be able to comply with
the requirements of this Article.

Article 21

Paragraph 1

Comment: The frequency and complexity of the proposed monitoring and sampling
programme is too high. Increasing the frequency is associated with high costs as well as a
significant additional administrative burden for the planning and execution of these tasks.
The Republic of Cyprus recommends that the monitoring requirements should only be
carried out at the inlet of one wastewater treatment plant which may however serve several
settlements.

In relation to (c) we consider that there should be coordination with the requirements of
Regulation 2020/721 on minimum requirements for the reuse of reclaimed water.



Paragraph 2
Comment: The Republic of Cyprus is concerned about the increased costs associated with

this decision. What is the objective of implementing the proposed storm water overflow
and urban runoff monitoring program?

Paragraph 3
Comment: We believe that there should be coordination with the requirements of other

Directives to avoid duplication. What is the objective of performing analyses on influent
wastewater?

For small agglomerations we suggest that the parameters to be analysed should be derived
from the risk assessment and not from the requirements of Annex [

It would also be better to give MSs the flexibility to optimise monitoring for parameters
that are important rather than applying rules horizontally.

Comment: How exactly is excessive costs defined?

B

Paragraph 1-3.
Comment: The Republic of Cyprus strongly opposes the requirement to reduce phosphorus

and nitrates when water is allocated for irrigation in areas that may be considered
susceptible to eutrophication. There are significant economic and environmental benefits
from the use of recycled water as a substitute for the use of fertilisers.

Paragraph 4
Comment: The above comment is valid as is the concern about the increased cost and

difficulty of implementing this provision.

Paragraph $
Comment: Are there specific standards to be followed for this monitoring?

Paragraph 6
Comment: How does this requirement relate to the provision for implementing solutions

that do not impose excessive costs?

C.

Paragraph 2
Comment: This requirement is associated with an increased administrative burden.

Recommendation that this requirement should only be applied when significant quantities
of such waste are discharged into the system.

D.

Paragraph 3
Comment: The frequency of sampling is too high. Increasing the frequency is associated

with high costs as well as significant additional administrative burden to schedule and
perform these tasks. Monthly sampling is considered satisfactory.



Paragraph 4
Comment: Paragraph (b) above may be challenging since it sets limits on samples that fail

to comply with the limits. Also point (c) sets more stringent limits for the removal of
phosphorus and nitrate and point (d) sets strict limits for the removal of the parameters in
Table 3. These requirements are associated with additional costs which is a significant
burden especially for small member states.

Table 2:

Comment: Stricter limits are set for the reduction rate. The position of the Republic of
Cyprus is that phosphorus and nitrate removal should not be applied when water is used for
irrigation. It should be clarified whether both nutrients should be removed or only one

nutrient.

Table 3:

Comment: Quaternary treatment is associated with increased costs both operational and
initial investment costs. More time should be allowed for Member States to comply. It is
noted that for Table 3 the Republic of Cyprus agrees with Spain's comments. It is noted
that the implementation of this requirement implies finding significant financial resources.
The timeframe for implementation is extremely limited and the 80% removal requirement
cannot be easily justified.
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
