Comments from the Portuguese delegation

Thank you very much for all your efforts on the file, which PT considers to be going on the right
direction. We are very pleased to say that we can accept most of the Presidency’s proposals.

However, the scope of a few proposals is not entirely clear, reason why we would kindly ask you to
provide further explanations, as follows:

Row 714

As you might recall, PT could ago along with the first Presidency compromise, which,
unfortunately, the EP could not accept. The Presidency compromise now includes the wording
“may require”, which seems broader than the first proposal. Therefore, we would like to know how
do you foresee the application of the provision.

Row 223a

The Presidency proposes to not include the expression “natural persons engaging in fishing without
vessels”, as proposed by the EP. On this topic — which is an importante one for Portugal — we would
question the reasoning behind your compromise.

Row 270
Portugal wishes to understand if the expression “before the landing starts” comprises the landing
already in the port — this is a crucial point for us.

Linha 603f
We would like further explanations on the reasoning behind this proposal.

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SUBJECT: "Possibility of Flexibility in the forthcoming Trilogy for the draft Control Regulation"

On this subject, and with regard to the possibility of further flexibility of the Council in the
forthcoming trilogue on the draft Control Regulation, we inform you that we can show flexibility (based
on the proposals of the French Presidency) in all but the following areas:

Row 271:
We insist on the proposal of the Council Mandate “In case the vessel is not within reach of a network,
the information shall be recorded and submitted as soon as the vessel is in reach of a network”.

In particular, our position is categorically negative regarding the introduction of an obligation for
vessels of length> 12m “to submit by electronic means the information referred to in Article 14 at the
time of any inspection and upon request of the competent authority of their flag Member State”,
because in this way they are obliged to have a connection to satellite internet (internet over satellite)
with a high cost, without much result since the system can save the recording and display it later.

Row 603:

We insist on the proposal of the Council Mandate. Our position is categorically negative regarding the
introduction of the obligation to carry out the weighing of fishery products by operators referred to in
paragraph 1c. In particular, in our country there is the peculiarity of the activity of a very large number
of small-scale coastal fisheries vessels (approximately 12 000), which mostly land at numerous distant
and isolated landing points throughout the Territory.

The obligation to carry out the weighing of fishery products by operators, in the case of remote and
isolated landing points poses technical and operational problems, while for all landing points increases
the administrative cost and mainly adds financial cost to the landing process, which undermines the
competitiveness of small-scale coastal fisheries, contradicting the EU's fundamental policy of
supporting small-scale coastal fisheries, either directly, if the cost is borne by the fisher, or indirectly if
the cost is passed on to the final consumer, with no real effect as this can be contacted by the fishers.
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
